A copy of His Excelleney’s Speech having been left with the House, it was read pro
forma by the Clerk, and is as follows:

My. President and Honorable Gentlemen of the Council ¢
Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the House of* Assembly ;

I have to announce to you that His Majesty has been graciously pleased to leave to their
aperation all the Acts of this Legislature passed in March, June and September; 1834, with
iwo exceptions.

“ The Act for increasing the number of Representatives in the House of &s&emhly is Sus-
pended for the signification of His Majesty’s pleasure. The questions raised by this Act are
of so much importance that His Majesty is unwilling to pronounce any decisionl upon them
antil after some further experience shall have been obtained of the practical effects, whether
beneficial or otherwise, of the representative system as at present in force, and so recently estab-
lished in Newfoundland.”

Of the “ Act for declaring all property in Newfoundland Real Chattels,” the proviso at
the end of the first Clause is deemed objectionable. I am consequently directed to * recom-
mend fo you to passan Aet, in amendment of the present, for tne repeal of this provision; and
in the mean time His Majesty’s decision will be suspended.”

The only Act of the last Session, upon which His Majesty’s pleasure has been signified to
me is that © for limiting the duration of the Parliament of this Colony.” His Majesty has
suspended his decision upon this Act also, in consequence of a peculiarity in its form; but it is

Indusiry will be excited by the constant demand for labour—Artisans and Mechanies will
resort to us in greater numbers—and agriculture, the beveficial effects of which are already
