Her Maje~ty is also pP.rsuaded 
that no exertion will be wanting on your part to tuoderate the violence of party aniniosity, and 
to induce all classes of the inhabitants to lay aside angry and excited feelings; in order to 
co-operate in advanciug the welfare and developing the re~ources of the Colony. 

'' 28th July, 1838.----1 cannot, however, conclude this despatch without expressing 1ny 
an:rious hope that the political anhnosities which have so long distracted the Colony of N eW­

foundland ,vill subside, and that all Members of the Colonial Society will unite in endeavour~ 
iug to proanote the general welfare, and to establish harn1ony and good will through all classes 
of the inhabitants.'; 

" 12th Au~ust, 1838._;.J feel c,:;:di dent that you will second the views of lier Majesty's 
Go\'ernment by using all your persunal and otlicial influence to allay the irritation which has 
heretofore pervaded the society of N ewtoundland_, and to restore hannony and good feeling· 
among all classes of the inhabitants."

Land in that particular Colony. 

This syste1n is in force throughout }-;ritish North A1nej ica ;.nu in all the A.ustralian Sc:He­

ments.

W HER EA S it is expedient to provide greater facilities for the disposal of the llublic 
Lands iu this Province and for the issuing of Patent Deeds for the same, be it therefore enac­
ted, by the King's Most Excellent Majesty, by and with the advice and consent of the Legis­
lative Council and Assen1bly of the Province of Upper Canada, constituted and :rJSsembled by 
virtue of and under the authority of an Act passed in the Parliarnent of Great Britain, entitled 
., An Act to repeal certain parts of an Act passed in the 14th year of His Majesty's Reign, 
er~tit.led ''A n Act for n1aking n1ore effectual provision for the Governrnent of the Province of 
QuPbec in North Arnerica, and to n1ake further provision for the Government of the said Pro­
vince,' " and by the authority of the san1e, that from and after the passing of this Act no fre~ 
grant shall be made of any of the Public Lands in this Province to any person or persons who1n­
soever excPpt U. C. I""oyalists and their Children, and such other persons as are now entitled 
to a free grant of Public Land, under or by virtue of any Order in Council or other regulation 
of Gorernment now in force and effect.

7th.-A nd be it further enacted, by the authority aforesaid, that any Military or Na val 

Officer or other person entitled to an allowance in Money in lieu of Lands under any existing 

order or regulation shall be entitled to purchase any of the Public Lands aforesaid, and shall 
receive credit upon any such purchase to the full extent of the said allo,'rance. 

8th.-And be it further enacted .. by the authority aforesaid, that in case of the sale of any 

C] ergy Reserves or other Lands appropriated for a specific public purpose to any person or 
persons entitled under the provisions of this Act to purchase thP, san1e in lieu of locating or 

purchasing other Lands as aforesaid, the proper funds to which the proceeds of the Lands so 

sold shall belong, shall be re-itnbursed the fu]l amount of such sale frotn and out of the pro­

ceeds of the sale of Cro\VU Lands not so appropriated to any specific purpose, and it shall be 

the duty of the Commissioner of Crown Lands to re~ulate his accounts accordingly. 

9th.-And be it further enacted, by the authority aforesaid, that except, as aforesaid and 

as hereinaft.er is further provided, none of' the Public Lauds aforesaid shall be sold by private 



sale unless the same shall have been first offered at public auction for sale at an upset price, 

after which it sha1 I be lawful for the Governor, Lieutenant Governor, or Person Ad1niuistering 

the Governn1ent of this Province for the tin1e being, to direct the sale of such Lands at the 
upset price thereof nan1ed at such public auction to any person willing to purchase the san1e 

by private contract. 

10th.-And be it further enacted, by the authority aforesaid, that the upset price of such 

Public Lands shall he fron1 time to tin1e fixed by the Governor, Lieutenant Governor, or 

Person Administering thP- Govern1nent of this Province in Council only and not otherwise, as 

also the tertns and conditions of 5ale and such other regulations respectiug the same, not con­

trary to the provision of this Act, as shal1 be deen1ed necessary. 

11 th.-And be it further enacted, by the authority aforesaid, that the managen1ent of 

such public sales and the ti1ne and place of holding the same shall be under the controul 

and direction of the Commissioners of Crown Lan,Is subject to any general or special Order 

in Council that shall from tinie to time be tnade to regulate the same, and the proceeds of 

such sales, as aJso of sales hy private contract .. shall be received by the Coin missioner of 

Crown Lands, and be duly accounted for and paid over by hin1 to the Receiver Genera] of the 

Province.

fide settled and resident upon the L and i--t> purchased for the space of five years, and shall 

have made such i1nprovements thereon as shall be required by any Order in Council respect­
ing the same, provided always that such reservation shall not in any case exceed in quantity 

the lot or parcel of purehased Land in respect of whieh such reserved Land shall have been 

1nade, and also that the whole of such residence shall have been within ten years fro1n the 

titne of such original purchase. 

13th.-... \nd be it further enacted, by the authority aforesaid, that it shall be lawful for 

the Governor, Lieutenant Governor, or Person Adn1iuisterin_g the Government of this Pro_ 

vinc(l, by and with the cousent of the Executive Council, to nominate and appoint fit and pro­

per persons in each District in the J>rovince to bP. resident A gents of the Commissioner 

of Crown Lands for the sale of Public Lands, in the 1nanner hereinafter providP.d, and also to 

appoint the time and place in each District ·where such Agents shall keep their offices. 

14th.-Anc.l be it further enacted, by the authority aforesaid, that it shall be the duty of 

such resident AgP-nts, and they are hereby authorized and etnpowered, under the rlirection of 

the Cotnmissioner of Crown Lands, to 1nake sales as well by auction as also by private con­

tract of the Public Lands within their respective divisions at such upset prices as shall have 

been under the provisions of this Act duly fixed and ascertained. 

15th.-,l\nd be it further enacted, by the authority afore~aid, that every such District 

A o-flnt shall he furnished by the Com1nissioners of Crewn Lands with correct Lists and Maps 
~ 

oft he Lands for sale frotn time to titne in his division and with such other n1eans as mav be 
• & 

necessary to enable hin1 to give full and requisite infor1nation to purchase1~s, and the division 

allottP.d to each District Agent shall be assigned and lin1ited by the Con1missioners of Cro,vn 
Lands, and such District Agent shall not have any power to act out of such division, and shall 

keep regular accounts of sales, and 1nake the same distinctly to appea1· on his Plan or Map. 

I 6th.-A nd be it further enacted, by the authority aforesaid, that no sale of Public Lands 

by auction or otherwise shall be effected out of the District and division in which such Lands 

are situate unless under a special Order in Council. 
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l 7th.-A nd be it further enacted, by the authority aforesaid, that the purchase tnoney 

upon the sale of an)1 such Public Lands shall in the first instance be paid to the resident Dis­

trict Agent, who shall transn1it the satne to the C otn tnissioners of Cro,vn Lands ,vh enPver the 

san1e shall amonnt to the su1n of £25, deducting therefrom his percentage as hereinafter pro­

vided, and in default of such reinittance shall be liable 1o he charged penalty thereon at the 

rate of 15 per cent trotn the ti1ne he shall retain the same in his hands after the aniount ~hall 

become ren1ittahle as aforesaid, and upon the rec<~ipt ot an_y su<'h purchase n1onie~ hy the Dis ..

ters Patent of the s»me description, aud §uc h Lett<~rs Patent shall he trttn~n1itted hy the Corn­

missioners of Crown Lands to the Dis trict Agent of the Divi:,ion iu ,vhich the Lauds are ~itu­

ate within the space of thirty daJs c:tf'ter the whole ufthe purchase inoney shall have been paid 
antl duly notified to the Commissioner of Crown Lands, un]es~ by any unforeseen event or un­

avoidable necessity, the san1e cannot be transmitted, and it shall be the duty of the Distr·ict 

Agent, upon the receipt of such Letters PatPut, to delive r the san1e to the <nvner or O\\'ners 

upon demand, without charge. 

19th.-A nd be it further enacf<-.d, by th e authority afuresaiu, that it shall also be the duf y 

of the Commissioners of Crown L Hnds to furnish every District Agent ,vith a correct List of 

all Lands which shall he from tinH} to ti1ne open for location within h is division to any c)aitu­

aut or claimants entitled to free grants, and it shall be the duty of snch District Agent to af­

ford the requisite inforn1ation to anJ such clain1ant or clai n1~1uts, aud also to receive <1nd trans­

n1it to the office of the Cotnrnissioners of Crown Land~ a n)' pe tition or application for location 

to be laid before the Executive Goverrunent, ~nd such l)i:~t l'ict Agent shall also receive aod 

distribute to the parties concerned the tH!eessary location tick<-1ts, Orders in Council, Letters 

Patent, and other Documents r~lative to grants of Land, free of expen~e. 

20th.-4\nd be it further enacted, b)' the authority aforesaid, that it shal1 and n1ay be law­
ful for the Governor, l .. ieutenant Go\'ernoi-, or Person Ad 1n ini .~ te ri11g- the (Joverrnnent of the 

Province, by and with the advice and con~eu t of the Exel' u ti r e Couueil, to authorize and di­

rect th~ expenditure, h,:y the Cornrni~s ioners of (Jrown Lands, of any ~um not exceeding 
£1000 in Pach Township, in which 1he sa tn e shall be e:onsidered necessarJ and advi"'iable, in 

the erection of one Grist Mill aud one Saw Mill, or either of the1n, at such place in the 'T'owu­

ship as shaJI be deen1eJ tnost advisable and beneficial, and the 111oney expP-nded in the build­

ing of the sarne, by the Comn1issioner of Cro\\t·n Lands, out of the proce{-1ds of the sales of 

Crown Lands in his hands, shall be allowed in the accounts of the said Comn1issioner, aud 

such Saw Mill and Grist l\·f ill or either of then1 shall afterwards he disposed ot and so]d at 

such time and upon such terms and conditions as t lu~ Governor, Lieutenant Goveruor, or Per­

son Ad ininistering the Governtnent for the tin1e being shall, by and with the ad\lice and con­

sent of the Executive Council, authorize and approve, and the proceeds of any such sale shall 

be paid by the Conunissioner of Crown Lands direcr, and be at•counted fo!-- hJ hin1 in the sa1ne 
ma.nner as the proceeds of' SalPs of Crown Lands. 

21st.-And be it further enacted, b)' the authority aforesaid, that the Co1nn1issioners for 

the sale of Crown Lands for the ti1ne being, as also every District Agent, shall, before entering 

upon the duties of their respective offices, give good and sufficient security, to the satisfaction 
of the Executive Governn1ent, for the faithful discharge of the1r respecti "·e duties and (or the 

due payment of all public n1onies that shall coiue into their hands respectivelJ·, that is to say, 

for the payment of such monies that shall come into the hands of the District Agent to the 
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Con1n1issiouer for the sale of Cro,vn Lands, and for the payment of such tnonies that shall be 

received by such Conunis$ioner of Cro\Vn Lands·, or the balanct~ ren1aining unexpended in his 
hands, to the Receiver General of the Province.

Agents shall receive such a per centage on the sale of Lands made by them under the autho­

think reasonable for the service so performed. 

23rd.-And be it further enacted, by the authority aforesaid, that it shall he the duty of the 

Cotnmissioners for the sale of Crown LanJs to render his account in writing to the Recei\·er 

General, every three months, of all public monies in hand, or received, or paid by him, iu 

which account shall be included, the an1ount paid to District A gents for their services, and for 
the inspection aud sale of Lands, and locating Lands, and the said Conunissioner shall pay 

. over to the Receiver General the balance of all public n1011ies rcn1aining in hi~ hands at the 

time of rendering such half yearly account, after retaining thereout a su{licient amount to meet 

contingent expenses of the Cro,vn Land Department not exceeding the sum of £500. 

24th.-And be it further enacted, by the authority aforesaid, that it shall be the duty of the 

said Commissioner of Crown Lands, once in every Jear, within ten daJ·s after the meeting of 
any session of the Legislatur~, to transmit to the Governor, J-'ieutenant Governor, or Person 

Administering the (Jovernment of the Province, a true copy or copies of the Accounts or 
Lists of all sales and expenditure respecting the Public Lands of the Province under his con­

troul or 1nanagement, and of all monies in hand, such accounts being brought up to within 
thirty days of the rlelivery of the san1e, in order that such acco1ints 1nay be laid before Par~ 

liament. 

25th.-4\nd bC' it further enacted, by the authority aloresaid, that it shall also he the duty 

of the said Cotnmissioner of Crown Lands to cause a correct List and description of the names 

and residences of the District A~ents throughout the Districts, as also a Lis.t of all Lands in­

tended to be offered for sale a:1d location, with the upset prices and conditions of sale, to be 
published in the Upper Canada Gazette, and in one Newspaper of the District in which the 

Lands are situate. 

26th.-A nd be it further enacted, by the authority aforesaid, that it shall be lawful for the 

Governor, Lieutenant Governor, or othP-r Person Adtninistering the Government of the Pro­
·vince, by and with the advice and consent of the Executive Council, to authorize and direct 

the Commissioner of Crown Lands, from time to tin1e, to mal{e private sales at a fair valua­

tion to any lessee or occupant of Crown Lands, or to other Individuals who from the peculiar 

situation of the property applied for may be liable to injury by the disposal thereof to any 

other person or persons than such lessees or occupants (or other I ndivicluals interested as 

aforesaid. 

27th.-1\ nd be it further enacted, by the authority aforesaid, that if 11ny person shall 
make oath or affirmation under the provisions of this Act, and such oath or affirmation shall he 

wilfully false, he shall he deemPd guilty of wilful and corrupt perjur~1 , and on conviction there­
of shall suffer as in other cases of wilful and corrupt perjury. 

28th.-An<l be it further enacted, by the authority aforesaid, that this Act shall continue 

in force for two years, and from thence to the end of the then next Session of the ~Provincial 

Parliament and no longer.

cotne within the benefit of this Rule. 

3. Officers of the Artny or 1 1 avy, who propose to proceed to the Colonies in order to take 
advantage of this indulgence, should provide themselves with certificates fron1 the office of 
the General Conunanding in Chief, or of the Lords Commissioners of the Adn1iralty, shewing 
that their emigration has been sanctioned, and stating exactly their rank and length of service. 
No docutnent fron1 the office of the SecrPtary of State is necessary. 

4. Officers on half-pay') r:: 1,,; : !:n;! in th,? Colony where they propose to sr:ttle, tnay be ad-
1uitted to the privileges of l\ l,::L~1-y and Naval cettlers, wiJ.hout referring to this Country for 
testin1onials, provided they c,!i ~~~ti. fy t:1e Goveruo s that tL~re is no onjection to t 10ir being 
allowed the indulgence, and that their return of t:,~i,· . < n\ r:id len.~~'"h of t;r,rvice is tH.·curah.), 

and provided, if they belong to the ~avy, that they pro,. tc ~ ~heir J,~tter of leave of absence 
fron1 the Adn1iralty. 

5. 1\Iilitary Chaplains, Con11n ·r~sariat Officers, and 1 ,·:1cers of any of the Ci,·ii i)cpart-
1nents connected ,vith the ,\ rn15r,. cannot be allowed any pri~·ileges on the su ~ject of land. 

Pursers, Chaplains, ~Iipshipn1cn, ,viirra.·>t Officers of every description, and Offlcers of' any of 
the Civil Departtnents co11nccte,i wit 1 the .... Tavy, 111ust also be consider-cu as not 4ualided for 
thosH privileges. Although 1uernhers of these cla~ses llLi)' !nn·e been adanitted fonr,e1·ly, and 
under a ditferent state of circurnstances, t! ey 1uust no.,\V be cx('lu<leu. 

6. Gentlen1en who ha\'e ceased to belong to His l\ilajes.t.y's Service caunot be allo·wed 

the advantages to ,vhich thej' were entitled while in the Anny or Navy. l-t is not, however, 
proposed to affect by this rule Officers who desire to quit the sel'vice for the express purpo~e 
of settling in the Colonies: it is only required, that when thPy resign t11eir conunissions, they 
should appls for a certiiicate fron1 the General Con.!nandin,~ iu Chief, or fron1 the Lords Co1n-

1nissioners of the Adrniralty, that they do so with the view cf en igruting; and such certiHc-ate, 
if produced to the Goveruor of any Colony, lfithin one J'eaa- f·o1n its date, but not ollteru;ise, 
will be a sufficient warrant for allowiug the betll'Cl' the san1e ad vantage: u:-; Officers still in ll is 
Majesty's Service.

n1orandu1n lvill be allo,ved the usual privileges, not vit!1~·tatH ing their ,va.1t of the certificate 
required by these Regulations, if they present then1sel \'(?S to the Governor of the Colony 
,vithin a year frotn the present date. And all officers who I::ave al ~eads heen reco111n1<>nded 

by the General Con11uanding in Chief will be entitled to their privi1e~et~, ,vithout regard to anJ 
obstruction which might otherwise he offered by the Reg-ulations no,v cstablishetl. 

7. Officers cannot be allowed advantages in the ·acquisition of land in any Colony, un­
less it be their intention to fix their tcsidence in that Colonv. In order to insure the obscr--... 
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vance o( this rule, it has been determined that the Titles to lands obtaiuell by Officers who take 

advantage of the peculiar Regulations existing in t eir favour, shall be withholden for a peri_ 

od sufficieut to pro\·e that thPJ have not repaired to the Colony for the n1ere p 11rpose of gain.: 

1ng possession of a portion of land, and then departing. 'f'wo )'ears is the period for which it 
has h()Cll decided that the rritles shall he kept back: this delay will be sufficient for the 

salutary object in view, and will not con~titute any serious inconvenience to the bona .fide 

Settler. 

S. By the ar;nexed Regu1ation: for the disposal of Crowu lands, it will be observed that 

the general sales wi11 take place pcriodicctll)'· But in order to prf~vent iucouvenience to Offi­
cers who 1nay arrive iu the intervals bet,veeu those sale~, c-1nd be desirous at once to obtain an 

allotmei1t, the Governors of the Colonies are authol'ized to allow O{licers to acquire, at any 

tin1e, on payment of the upset price, lands which have previousls been off'ered for sale at son1e 

general sale, and not been hought. 

Officers ,vill thus be relieved fro1n delaJ at the ti1ne of establishing the1nselves in the Co­

lony. ThPy ,vill alt,o be enabled by this a1TangcnH~ut, which \Viii permit then1 to obtain their 

land at a fixed price, to choose such a quantity as shall be exactl) equi\-·aleut to the an1ount 

of the remission to which they are entitled, instead of being liable to be called upon to pay a 

balance, which tnust be the case if they bid for lands flt a sale by auction. 

9. There being little or no Crown land available in Prince Edward's Island, {)tHcers can­
not be offered any privileges iu the acquisition of land in that Colony. In Cape Breton'.' an 

Island in ,vhich the natural inducernents for the settlen1ent of Officers are not very considPra­

ble, it is neeessary, from local circun1stances, that thet·e should uot be a ren1ission of purchase 

1noney as in other Colonies: to such Officers as may wish to settle in this islaucl, allotn1ents of 

land will be granted on the san1e scale and conditions as before the general introductiou of the 
systen1 of selling the Crcnvn lands. viz:-

H.EGUL.\TlOXS FOR THE DISPOSAL OF LANDS BELONGI.KG TO THE CRO\VN IN TH~ 
DRTTISH KORTH _·\MERlCAN PROVINCES. 

The lands are no longflr to be given a way by free grants, but are to be sold. 

The Con1n1issioners of Crown lands will, at least once in every year, subn1it to the Gover­

nor a Report of the land which it 1nay be expedient to offer for sale within the then ensuing 

year, aud the upset price per acre at which he ,vould reconnnend it to be offered; the land so 

offered having been previously surveJed and valued in one or n1ore t·ontiguous tracts of those 

,vhich are n1ost adapted for settle1nent, accorlling to the local peculiarities of the proviuce, and 

in proportion to the nu1nber of deputy.surveyors "'ho can be en1ployed. 

1,he lands to be laid out in lots of 100 acres each, aud plans of such parts as are surveJed 

to be prepared for public inspection, "vhich plaus n1ay be inspected in thP office of the Sur.; 

veyor General, or in that of his deputies in each District, on payruent of the fee of 2s. 6d. 

The Conu11is~i~ner of Crowu lands ,vill proceed to the sale in the following manner :-He 
will give public notice in the Gazette, and in such other ne,vspapers as 1nay be circulated in 

the Province, as ,veil as in any othe1· tnanner that circun1stances will adtnit of, of the ti1ne and 

place appointed for the sale of the lauds in each district, and of the upset price at which thP 
lantls are proposed to be offered; he will give notice that the lots will be soltl to the highest 

bidder ; and if no o~er should be n1ade at the upset price, that the ]ands ,viii be reser,·ed for 

future sale tn a similar n1anner by auction. 

The purchase-money will be required to be paid down at the time of sale, or by four jn­

staltnents ,vith interest; the first instahnent at the ti1ne of the sale, and the second, third, aud 

fourth instal n1ent at. intervals of half a year. 
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If the instaln1ents are not regularly paid, the deposit-n1oney will be forfeited, and the 

land again referred to sale. 

Public notice will he given in each distriet, in every year, stating the natnes of the per• 

sons in each district who may be in arrears for the instalment--, of their purchases, and announ­

cing that if the arrears are not paid up before the commencement of the sales in that district 

for the following years, the lands in respect of which the instalments may be due will be the 

Hrst lot to be exposPd to auction at the ensuing sales; and if any surplus of tl1e produce of 

the sale of each lot should remain, after satif-fying the Crown of the su1n du~, the Satne will be 
paid to the original purchasers of the land who rnade default in payn1ent. 

The patent for the land will not he issued, nor any transfer of the property allowed, until 

the whole of the instaln1ents are paid. The lands sold under this regulation are not to he 

chargeable ,vith quit-rents, or any frtrther payment beyond the purchase-money and the ex­

pense of the patent. 

Persons desirous of buying land, in shuation~ not included in the tracts already surveyed, 

n1ust previously pay for the expense of sur,·e)·, and the price n1ust of course depend upon the 
quality of the land and its local situation.

9. Those Settlers who tnay incur the expense of taking out labouring: persons to tlte 
settlement, will be entitled io an abatement of the price at ,vhich the land n1ay hal·e been 
purchased, at the rate of £20 for the passage of every married labourer and his fainiJy. 

IO. llersons clairning; such an abaten1ent fron1 the price paid for land, "vill he held re .. 
sponsible for any expense the Colouial Authorities may be co1npelled to incur for the 111ainten­

ance (during the first year after their arrival) of the labourers in respect of whon1' it has been 
allowed.

A DDl'fiON AL REGUJ-'ATIONS. 

Co1.0N1 A L 0FFJ-cE,

Much inconvenience hav·iug arisen in the 1\J orth American Colonies froan the system of 
receiving the pay1nent for Crown Lands by instaln1ent.s, His Majesty's Government have de­
cided to discontinue that practice. Accordingly the Governors of those Colonies have been 
directed to give notice that fron1 and after the first of June, 1837, that part of the existing Re­
gulations which relates to the 1uode of paying the purchase n1oney will he abolished, and that 
instead of it a deposit of IO per cent. on the whole value of the purchase will be in future re-­
quired to be paid down at th:..~ time of sale, and the retnainder of the price within fourteen 
days from that tin1e; that until this paytnent is made, the purehaser will not be put in posses­
sion of thP- land, and that in case of his failure to pay the n1oney within the prescrjbed period, 
the sale will be considered void and the deposit will he forfeited.

S,n,-1 have had the h~lnor to _receive your Despateh of the 3rd October, No. 52, enclos­
ing an extract of a letter frotn Captain Bennett of H. M. Ship l{ainbow, describing the extent 
of the illicit trade carried on betwP.en foreign flshern1en a_nd the English fishing vessels of 
Newfoundland, and the injurious consequence thereby prod11ced on the . English fi~hery, and 
further calling your attention to the entire absence botb of Magistrates and of Custorn fl ouse 
Officers at the Out Ports on the Northern and Western Shores. 

I have since had the honor to receive the Address from the 1-J ouse of Assen1bly of New­
foundland, on thP. state of the Fisheries, and have been com1nanded by the Queen, as you will 
perceive by my Despatch of the 1st inst., to refer that address fo1' the consideration of the 
Lords of the Cornmittee of Pri\·y Council for 1,rade. 

Her Majesty's Governrneut are fu]ly sensible of the great in1porta11ce of the Ne wfound­
land Fishery, and during the last year n1uch of their attention has been given to the construc­

tion of the Treaties between this Country and France, relative to the extent of the right con­
ceded to French suhjects to fish on the Western Shores of that Is1and. 

A considerable correspondence on this subject has already passed with the A111bassador 
of the King of the French at this Court, _but it would be pren1ature at the present n1oment to 
express any opinion as to the future result of that correspondence. I advert to the circum­
stance to shew that the Ministers of the Crown are not inatteutive to the interests of 1-Ier Ma­
jestJ's subjects engaged in the Newfoundland Fishery. 
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ff n re:-~ard to tbe ,Jeficiency of the means of preventing smuggling from the French Islands 
of §t. Pierre and Miquelon, and fron1 the Continent of North An1erica, I cannot but hope 

t:.1at d.1e reco1nrnendation addressee by you to tbe Legislature will not have been with. 

ont effect. 

As I have not yet rec•~ived the Journals of the Assembly of Newfoundland, and as your 

m3re r~cent Despatches do not advert to the point, I am unahle to ascertain whether any 

practical 1neasures havP been adopted hy the Assetnbly for the suppres~ion of this illicit traffic. 
But I s~1al l ~1ring the subject under the consideration of the Lords Com1nissio11ers of the 

rfreasury, and n1_ove their Lordships to consider in what manner a stop may be most effectu­
ally put to proceedings so ruinous to the ,.frade aud Commerce of the Colony. 

I approve of your having declined to sanction the provisional appointments made by 

Captain Bennett of a l\Iagistrate and Custorn I-louse Officer at St.. George's Bay. As that 
place is within the litraits of the }_1..,rench Fi~hery, it is clear that the establishment there of any 

pennanent scttJe1nents, ,vhether of Freueh or English subjects, is inconsistent with the Trea­

tie§ and engagements subsisting bet,veen Great Britain and France. 

With tny present defective informatiou on this point I feel unable to determine whether 

any representation on the subject should be addressed to the FrE>nch Government, or whether 
application should be 1nade to Parliament to revise so much of the Act 5, Geo. 4, C. .SI, as 

authori~cs the removal of British subjects forn1ing per1nanent settlements on that part of 

the Island. ~ 

But ;vill co1nmunicate on the subject with, the Lords Commissioners of the Admiralty 

and request their Lordship'" to direct th~ Naval Officer, who in the ensuing season may be 

stationed at N e,vfoundland, to repair to the Western Coast of the Island and to report on the 
state of the allged permanent settlen1ents within the French boundaries.

S1R,-I have had under my consideration various Acts passed by the I~egislature of New­

foundland during their recent Session, and I have to request your attention to the following 

obser\'a tions respeciing them. 

The Act No. 81, extends the Criminal Laws of England to Newfoundland "so far as the 

same c:111 be applied.'' The "penal code and Critninal Laws of England" are mentioned in 

th~ prean1ble, and the" Criminal Laws and Statutes of the Imperial Parlian1ent in force in 

England on the 20th day of June, 18:37,'' are mentioned in thewenacting part of the Clause-a 
convertible tertn, either of which sufficiently describes the Body of Laws which, 11s far as pos­

~ible, is to be applieJ in all cases in the Colony. N o,v the two expressions are plainly not 

co-exten"ive in their 1neaning, for there are many actions punishable by law in this Country of 

,vhich no n1ention is to be found in the Statute Book. But whether the rule is to be under­

stood as applying both to the Co1nmon and to the Statute Law, or to the Statute Law only, it 
is, [ think, inaccurately laid do)Vn. The test by which the J udg-es are to determine whether 

any Penal Law is in force or not, is the practicability of applying it. Now there are son1e pe­

nal enactrnents of great in1portance to the welfare of the Colonial Society which would be ex­

cluded hy this test, and there are many more totally inapplicable to their 'londition which 

\Vonld be included by it. Further, the interpretation of this general rule must be undertaken 

in eaeh successive case by the Judge; and it is of such latitude as to afford a scope for very 

ex tensive differE>nces of opinion betwe-cn different Judges. This observation is the more itn­
portant because a11 future Enactments of the British Parliament for atnending the penal code, 

are, by the terms of this Act, to have the force of Law in Newfoundland, subject to the same 

qualification. 

It hardly seems to have been sufficiently recollected in forming this Act, how very large 

a proportion of all Acts of ]>arlian1ent are penal.-Laws of which the sanction consists iu the· 

right of civil action only, are of comparatively rare or.currence. 
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The Colonial Legislature has, I belie\·e, adopted a much larger proportion of the Law of 

England than they could really have designed to introduce. 

The final clause directs the equal distribution between the Crown and the I nforn1er, of 

any pecuniary penalties which n1ay be itnposeu by any la,v of England to ,vhich the Act has 

gi\?en validity in N ewfouudland. I apprehend that this rule is laid down with very questiona­

ble latitude. If in this Country all pecuniary penalties were to be di~posed of according to 

this general rule, the effect would be to surround every man with spies, seeking an opportuni 

ty to convict him of some viola tion of the law which might redound to the profit of his accu­

ser. The encouragement of I I for,u ers, though often a necessary, is al waJS a ,,ery serious in-
. 

convenience. 

"fhc design of this .A.ct being plainly judicious, and the errors to which I ha\'e referred 

resulting from n1ere inadvertence, you will sug-gest to the Council and Assembly the expedi­

ency of amending it. In doing ··o they will probably fol lo,v the course observed in other Co­

lonies, where the adoption of the recent amcndn1ents of the English Crirninal Code has been 

effected by transcribing the Acts of Parlia1nent with such alterations as the local circu1nstances 

of each Colony dictated. Al the j•h this process exact~ a tnuch ~reater degree of labour and 

attention at first, it will probably he found in the result far the n,ore convenient, as preeludiu~ 

mauy doubts, and nara·owing wit in proper lirnits the discretionary powers of the Judges. In 

the mean tin1e the decision of fl el· j\'{ajesty in Council on this Act will be suspended. 

I enclose two orders passed by Her Majesty in Council on t.he 25th ultimo and 15th inst., 

leaving Acts Nos. 79, 80, 82, 8!3, 81, 85, 86, and 87, to their operation. l'he last n1entioned 
Act contains an inforn1ality of expression which I cannot allow to pass unnoticed. It ·co1111neu­

ces not ,vith the ordinary phrase" May it please your Majesty," hut with the words "May it 
please your Excellency," and the A ssetnbly of Newfoundland humbly beseech not i he Queen, 

but the Governor, that it ma_v be enacted, &c. This I have no doubt is a 111ere oversight, but 

as forrns of this nature are the recog iitions of certain constituted principles, the departure from 

thetn is important in reality as well a~ in appearance; and if this infor,nality should be repeat­

ed in any subsequent Act, it will )rPc1ude rue frorn .submitting it to the <lecisiou of Iler Ma­
jesty i Cout cil. 

The remainiag Act of the series (No. 78) is still under the consideration of l-Ier )Iaje~ty's 
Government.

As one of the incidental, though not least desirable results of an i1nproved systen1 in the 
disposal of lands,"'the pL·operty of the Crown, may, I hope, be a very considerable increase ill 
the value of all lands ,vhich have becon1e private property, and as the expectation of such a 
result might lead to applications for g rants of land, upon the terms now in force, to such atJ 

ex tent as should defeat, or at least se riously impede, the most beneficial operation of the in1-­
proved system, and especialty the very desirable result above tnentioned, I have also to in­
struct you, that, until further directions fro1n me, you will, so far as it 1nay be i11 your discre­
tion unc.ler any Provincial Act or Royal Instructions or otlH~ rwise~ ahstain fron1 alienating any 
waste lands, the property of the Crown. You n1ay rely on 1·e ceh·ing those further directions 

in so short a time as to prevent any inconvenience from the present suspension of your discre­

tionary powers in this respect.

S1R,-ln compliance with 111y lnstruetions f1·on1 Vice Admiral the [-Ion. Sir Charles I>a­
get, G. C. H., Comtnander in Chief on this Station, to place myself iu communication ·with 
your Excellency, on my arrival at St. John's, on the suhject of the Fisheries in the neighbour­
hood of St. Pierre's. I have the honor to acquaint you I anchored at that Port on the 16th 
ult., and forwarded ,a Letter to the Governor on the subject of the Fisheries, a copy of it and 
his reply I enclose for your perusal; by i~ you will perceive a renewal of former promises, 
that every thin~ in his power should be done to enforce a strict adherence to the ,-freaties ex- •· 

• isting between our respective Governments, and that the French Fishern1en who transgressed 
would be itnprisoned and otherwise severely punished. VVhile laying at anchor at St. Pierre's 
I was iuforn1ed by an English Fisherman belonging to ~~ortune, that a French Fishing Boat 
,vas then hauling Caplin, in Dantzick Cove, near .Fortune; on learning this I thought it most 
advisable to visit Fortune Bay before I proceeded °\'Vestward to the neighbourhood of the 
Bourgeo Islands, and sailed accordingly on the 19th to ascertain the correctness of the cotn­
plaint n1ade to me; on passing Dantzick Co\·e within two miles, I could not perceive any 
Boats or Boat employed as reported; in the evening of the 19th [ anc.hored at Grand Bank 
Bay, and at daylight the following: rnorning sent an Officer to Fortune to obtain information, 
,vhile I placed myse1 fin con1munication with the 1nost intelligent persons I coul<J find at Grand 
Bank, a considerable Village and sin1ilar in situation and population to Fortune; the two Vil­
lages are about two 1ni1es distant fron1 each other, and can rnuster fron1 200 to 250 F jshern1en,, 
a number fuJly equal to their own protection from the encroachments of 1he French Fisher .. 
me-n ; at these Villages I had not a con1plaiut of any act of aggression on ·the part of their 
Neighbours at St. Pierre's, on the contrary I found there was too good an understanding be­
t ,veeu then1; all the Fishertnen at these Villages acknowledged without reserve that they 
caught Caplin and sold it to the French; and this I have since discovered to be a general 
praetice along the whole coast opposite t,) St. Pierre's fron1 Grand Bank to Burin Island; it 
appears the .French at th~ con1mencen1ent of the Caplin Season, give a good price for this 
Bait, but at a later period the value is much less, and our Fishermen get goods for it, aud 
1nore frequently spirits; the bad effects of this traffic will I think soon be apparent; our l?ish­
ery ,vilJ be injured from scarcity of Bait, and our industrious :Fishermen de1noralized under the 
baneful influence of Fr~ench spi~its; on the 21st I sailed for the nei.,ghbourhood of the Bourgeo 
Islands, but on arriving off thern on the 23rd [ found the l1 ilot ignorant of the anchorage, and 
fro1n the report of the Natives of their s1uall narrow Harbour, I deemed it advisable to proceed 
to La Poile Bay, a central situation between the Bourgeo's and Cape Ray; I anchored in La 
Poile Great Harbour ou the 24th and found there ~Ir. Reid, a Collector of Customs, also a 
Mr. Antoin~, a 1\Ierchant from Jersey, carrying on a large Fishing Establishrnent; fro1n both 
these Gentletuen I obtained the best information; it appears that neither the Bour~eo Islands 
or their neighbourhood have bt~en 1nolested by the French J?ishermen during: the last tw_o 
,years, and our Fisher1nen at Bourgeo ancl near it are now hecome so numerous that they ,vould 
not suffer any encroachn1ents similar to those con1plained of in former years; I therefore came 
t o the conclµsion that an Officer and Boat's Crew was quite unnecessary on this part of the 
Coast.-At La Poile I learnt that mauy French Fishing Boats did, in April and May last, 
touch at Port aux l;lasque in the n~jghbourhood of Cape Ray, and to the great annoyance and 

• 
injury qf the Inhabitants haul Herrings with very large Nets, and in one or two instances for-
cibly t~ok up the Net~ of our Fisherrnen and appropriated their contents to their own use; 
on this subject I addressed a Letter, No. 2, to the Governor of St. Pierre's, repeating the sug­
gestion of Comrnander Hope, of H. M. Sloop Racer, that his Excellency would cause all his 
Fishing Boats out ofSt. Pierres to he numbered on their Sails; at La Poile the Cod Fishery is 
gener::.1 . ,. · · · · ··---n,.pssful in Sum1ner and Winter, some Salmon are caught but 
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not in considerable uumbers; on the 30th I succeeded in getting out of La Poile-on the 1st 
of July I ca111e to anchor at Little St. Lawrence, at the entrance of ,.he Bay of Placentia, and 
put n1yself in co111munication with the n1ost intelligent persons in the neighbouring Ports of 
Great St. Lawrence and Great La,vn; fron1 every information I could obtain fron1 my own 
inquiries at Little and Great St. Lawrence, as well as the tidings glPaned at Great Lawn by 
the Second Lieutenant of this Ship, I could not find there was any recent cotnplaint against 
the ~,rench Fishermen, with w h.0111 a good understanding appeared to exist, and a French1nan 
of St. Pierre's having m.arried at Great Lawn, I tear every facility was given to this 1nan by 
his wife's relatives, who readily supplied hitn with Caplin, repaired his Boat Sails, &c. I learnt 
here that the Lameline people are now so strong in numbers they not only prevent the 
French fro1n hauling Caplin, but will not permit their nei~hbo11rs to do so; but a\·ailing the111-

sel ves of their short and easy access to St. Pierre's they sell at that Island large quantities of 

Bnit whenever they can procure a purchaser; under these circumstances it becanie evident to 
n1e that an Officer and Boat's Cre,v would be perfectly useless at Lameline or any Port in that 
neighbourhood, and I decided accordingly to proceed to St. John's and give your Excellency 
the infortnation before stated ; feeling myself by my instructions fully warranted in attending 
to any sug-gestion or wisb you may express, having for its object the protection of the Fisheries 

on vis.iting the Western parts of the Island, as pointecl out by my orders; and in accordance 
with the desire of 1ny Lord Glenelg to the Lords Cornn1issioners of the Adtniralty.

existing ,.rreaties between our respective Governments, relative to the Fisheries on the Coast 

of Newfoundland, and I am desired to express n1y hope that your Excellency will do a]l in 
your power to prevent the French Fishermen fro1n infringing on the liniits prescribed by the 
said l'reaties, and "'hich has been a subject of con1plaint for some years past, as it would be to 
me a source of regret should I have occasion to have recourse to severe measures if they at­
teanpt the infringement complained of in forn1er years. I thPrefore request your Excellency 
will be pleased to give all the French Fishermen, who 1uay call or belong to St. Pierre's, 
notice that if they attempt to obtain Bait or Fish within the prescribed limits on the Southern 
Coasts of Newfoundland, in parts where by existing Treaties they are prohibited fron1 ap­
proaching, it will be my painful duty to detain the1n, aud submit the whole matter to the con­
sideration of the Vice Adn1iralty Court at St. John's.

S1R,-I regret that I am called on at such a very early date after my recent communica­
tion with your Excellency on the subject of the encroachments of French Fisherrnen, to re­
new the coniplaint against them; I am informed from an authentic source, that a number of 

y 
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Fishing Boats, from St. Pierre's, did, in the nionths of April and May last, touch at I>ort aux 

Basque for the purpose of taking Herrings (which they use as an article of Bait) this they di<l 

in defiance, and to the gr,~at annoyance and very serious injury of the inhabitants whom they 

prevent from participating by means of employing unusually large Nets; in one or two in­

stances they hauled the l'iets of the Settlers, and forciblJ carried off their F·ish. Your Ex­

cellency niust be sensible that such a glaring aggravating violation of the rrreaty existing be­

tween our respective Countries cannot be justified or extenuated, as the infringement and ag­

gression took place in oppositi:Hl to thP rcn1onstrances of the Inhabitants and in defiance of 

them, frorn their being the ,veaker party 011 the spot. In the performance of n1y duty on this 

Coast your Excellency must feel that it is iucun1bent on n1e to stop such aggressions so often 

repeated, and I trust as an earnest desire on the part of your Excellency to co-operate with 
me, that you enforce among the Fisher1nen of St. Pierre's the salutary suggestion of Co1n­
n1ander Hope, H. B. ~I. Sloop Racer, and cause the Boats to be nurnbered in large figures on 

their Sails; by adopting and enforcing this regulation the offenders would be identified, and l 
trust I n1ay feel assured your Excel1ency ,vould assist n1c in eonvicting and punishing the of­

fenders this plan would at once detect the parties and ren1ove suspicion that all your l?1shern1en 

are implicated in sueh uujustifiable proceP-dings.
