Mr. SPEAKER reported·, fhaf when in attendance 011 His Excellen-cy the 
Governor, His Excellency had been pleased to make a speech to both 
Houses of Parliament, of which, Mr. Speaker said, for the sake of accu-· 
racy, he had obtained a copy, and which he read to the House as fol.: 

lows:-

Mr. President, and Gentlemen of Her MaJ·esty's Council:' 

Mr. Speaker, and Gentlemen of the House of Assembly: 

The duty of addressing you on your again meeting for the dispatch of' 
pt1b!ic business devolves llpon me, under circumstances which, '\vhile they 

demand our hearty acknowledgen1ents to Almighty God for mercies be~· 
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stowed and calamities averted, are not without alloy. While other 
Countries have been sorely· \•isited, \Ve have mercifully enjoyed health 
and tranquility. On the other hand, a renewed visitation, \Vith unmitigat­
ed severity, of the potatoe di~ease in all parts of the Isla11d, and· the fail­
ure of the fishery in many localities, have been followed by great distress· 
among a large portion of our labouring population. 

ln closing the last Session of tl1e Legislature: I expressed the hope 
that it would not be necessary for me; on our re-assembling; to make a 
further appeal to your liberality on b2half of the laboring population ; 
but the great and continued prevalence of distress arising from the caus­
es to whi~h I have adverted, aggravated, moreovE:r, by tl1e failure of the 
Electric Telegraph Company, rendered absolutely ne?essary the advance 

of a large !!mount in excess of the grant for the Relief of the Poor. I 
!hall cause to be laid before )rou tl1e details of this extra-expenditure ; and 
I rely t1pon yout inderr1nifying me for a11 ot1tlay, t111der a:ll the circum­
stances of it, so unavoidable. 

I am glad to be enabled to inform you tl1at the Revenue has 
the estimate made of its probable amounf .. 

' exceeded 

I shall direct to be laid before you copies of Despatches on severai 
matters 'vhith formed the subject of Addresses passed during the last 
Session. Fr0ni one of then1 you \vill learn that Her Majesty's Govern 
rnent decline to guarat1tee the re-payme11t of the loan of £50,000 request~ 
e(l by ydt1 for the co11sttuction of 1\1air1 Lines of Road. 

I have the satisfaction of being able to i11fdrm you, in reply to yot11• 
Addresses on the subject, that Her ~1ajesty's Gover,nment 'Yill carefully 
maintain our Right_s of Fishery, consistently \vith a faithful observance of 
the Treaties 'vith Foreign Powers . 

• 

To every country is assigned by Providence its peculiar productions 
which rr1ay be interchanged among men for their mt1tual be11efit. Al.:. 
though the climate of this colony is such that no available product is 
raised from the soil for export, yet we are more than compensated by the 
advantageous position of our shores for the prosecutio11 of a valuable 
Fishery. Fr?m tl1e reports 'vhich I sr1all transmit to you, you will per- · 
ceive that the object of the grant of the last Session, for the protection 
of the Fisheries from external interruption, has been carried out with 
energy, and to the extent of the means afforded, with success. Upon 
the prosperity of our Fisheries the general welfare entirely depends ~ a~d 
it cannot, therefore, be superfluous to urge upon you t11e essential im-' 
portance of guarding them, not 011ly against encroachments from without, 
but against tl1e no less serious detriment to them, resulting frotn tl1e 
sale of Bait by our own people on the Southern coast, to our great 
1· i vals. 

• 
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I commend, therefore, to your consideration, the adoption of such Le­
gislative enactn1ents, within the legitimate scope of tl1e functions of the 
Local Legislature, as will check, or greatly restrict, this mischievous 
traffic. To enforce the provisio11s of the la'v in this respect, as well as 
to prot€ct our River Salmon Fisl1eries on the West coast, I recommend 
you to place at the disposal of the Executive, adequate means for the 
mainte11ance of an efficient Coast-guard during the ensuing fishery sea­
son. A Na val Officer will be detached to the West coast for this last 
mentioned service by the Vice-Admiral commanding on the station, who 
has invited the co-operation of this Government. 

In connection with the subject of the Fisheries, I \\1ould further submit 
for your co1"Jsideration ~he expediency of reviving, in whole or in part, 
the Act for the Inspection of Pickled Fish which has recently expired. 

Mr. Speaker, and Gentlemen of the House of Assembly: 

The Fir1ancial Statements and Estimates for the ensuing year, shall 
be laid before you without delay. 

In consequence of the omission to provide means for defraying the ex­
penditure contemplated by the Road Act of last Session, and owing to 
the unavoidable necessity of exceeding the appropriation for the Relief 
of the necessitous, the Revenue has bee11 quite inadequate to cover the 
total expenditure of the year-. To supply the deficiency it will be neces­
sary, during the present Session, to authorize the raising of a furtr1er 
sum by loan on the credit of the colony, whereby a considerable addition 
must be made to the already large Public Debt. 

I deem the present opportu11ity, therefore, a fitting one for calling 
your earnest attention to the financial condition of tl1e colony, and to its 
large and increasing debt. To redt1ce this deLt, i11 accordance with sub­
sisting engagements, and to maintain the public credit in a sound and 
healthy condition, I need hardly point ot1t to you the imperative neces­
sity for discontinuing, or greatly curtailing, the casual a11d extraordinary 
appropriations for services not included in . the Estimates. Several of 
these services, as well as some of those heretofore included in the Esti­
mates, appear to me to be of so peculiarly local a cl1aracter as to demon­
strate the reasonableness of their being made local bt1rthens. 

A disregard of economy, and a tendency to improvidence can hardly 
fail to flow from a system \\·hich makes t.he Public Revenue the only fund 
from whence is defrayed, without discrimination or exception, the ex­
penditure for charges and services pt1rely local, which in other commu­
nities are provided for by local rates and assessments. 

'l.,his observation will apply with equal force to the expenditure for the 
relief of the poor, which is defrayed entirely from the Public Chest; as 

• 
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,vell as to the mode of dispensing it, which, with all the precautions that, 
under the present system, can be observed, is still deficient in incentives 
to self-reliance on the part of the able-bodied poor, and calculated rather 

to increase than to check pauperism. 

I commend these matters to your careful consideration in the hope 
that you may be able to devise remedies for what cannot but be regarded 
as growing evils. 

Mr. President, and Gentlemen of Her May·esty' s Council : 

Mr. Speaker, and Gentlemen of the House of Assembly: 

The laws relating to Education, and to the administration of J usti~e in 
the Outports, will again come under yot1r revision. I shall be happy to 
concur with you in any \Vell-considered enactment which you may adopt 
for the furtherance of objects so important to the present and future well­

being of all classes of the community. 

The encouragement of Agricultt1re, 'vith a due regard to the peculiari­
ties of this soil and climate, but especially the introduction, breeding, 
and rearing of live-stock: of a superior kind, deserve your consideration. 
By these mea11s the employments and interests of our increasing popula­
tion will be diversified and augmented, and the general good be ad-

vanced. 

In fulfilment of the benevolent provisions of the Legislat11re, I have, 

d11ring the recess, had the gratification of laying the foundation stone of 

an Asylt1m for the reception and curative treatment of Pauper Lanatics. 

Satisfactory progress has been made in the construction of that portion 
of the building for which funds "\iVere provided. The Report of tl1e 
Commissioners I shall direct to be laid before you ; and I congratulate 
you on the near prospect of the co1npletio11 of an Institution in which 
may be put in practice the most approved methods of ameliorating the 
condition of this most unhappy class of our fellow beings. 

Throt1gh t11e mercy of Providence, there has been no actual necessity, 
during the past year, for putting the Quarantine Act in operation. I 
deem it right, nevertheless, to impress upon yo11 the importance of sup­
plying any defects there may be in the existing La,vs for the removal of 

nuisances, and for enforcing general cleanliness so essential to the public 
health. 

I will only further detain you in ass11ring you that upon the subjects 
to which I have called your attention, and on others \\~hich may be dis­
cussed in either branch of the Legislature, I shall be happy to facilitate 
to the utmost of my po\ver your labors for the promotion of the public 
good.

We, Her Majesty's loyal subjects, the Commons of Newfoundland, in 
General Assembly convened, beg to thank Your Excellency for the Gra­
cious Speech \vith 'vhich Your Excellency has been pleased to open the 

present Session. 

'Vhile \Ve t1nite with Your Excellency i11 hearty acknowledgements to 
Almighty God for the ma11y mercies besto,ved on this colony during the 
past year, \Ve lament eqt1ally with your Excellency that, during that pe .. 
riod, tl1e return with t1nmitigated severity of the Potato disease-the 
failure of the Fishery in many localities,-and the suspension of tl1e ope­
rations of the Electric ·relegraph Company-have occasioned great dis­
tress among a large portion of our po1Jt1lation, and thereby rendered it 
necessary for Your Excellency to exceed the grant of last Session for the 
Relief of the Poor. "\Ve beg to assl1re Y 011r Excelle11cy. that we shall 
not hesitate to pass a Bill of Indemnity to meet tl1e expenditure thus oc­
casioned. 

We reciprocate Your Excellency's congratulations upon the increase 
in the Revenue of the past year. 

We thank Your Excellency for the promise to furnish us with copies 
of Despatches on the se1leral matters '\vhich formed the subject of Ad­
dresses in the last Session; while we regret that Her 1\iiajesty's Govern­
ment have declined to guarantee the re-payment of the loan of £50,000, 
reqt1ested by the House, for the constructi11g of Main Lines of Roads. 

It is 'vith unfeigned pleasure and satisfaction "'e learn that, in reply to 
our Address on the subject, Her 1vlajesty's Government will carefully 
mai11tai11 our rigl1ts of Fishery. At the same time we are gratified in 
learning that the efforts of the Local Legislature for their protection 
have been attended with success-and "'e shall receive with much inter­
est, with a view to the adoption of such further measures as may be ne­
cessary in this respect, the reports of the officers employed in this service. 
And we have to assure Your Excellency, that in accordance with Your 
Excellency's desire, we shall adopt such measures as may be considered 
necessary for the prevention of the sale of Bait to the French-for the 
protection of the River Salmon Fisheries on our Western coast-and for 
the Inspection of Pickled Fish. 
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'\f\T e thank Your Excellency for the intimation of your intention to sub. 
mit to us the Financial Statements a11d Estimates, and we assure Your 
Excellency of our desire to make competent provision for the efficie11t 
administration of the Government. 

In directing our attention to the Financial condition of the Island, and 
to its large arid increasing Debt, we sl1all adopt st1ch meast1res for the 
reduction of our liabilities as shall be compatible with subsisting engage­
ments. In doing so, nothing will give us greater pleasure than to com­
ply with Your Excellency's recommendation of discouraging, or curtail­
ing as far as practicable, the casual and extraordi11ary appropriations for 
services not included in the Estimates. 

We entirely concur in Your Excellency's observations, that the expendi­
ture for charges and services purely local should not be defrayed out of 
the Public Revenue; but that the same should be provided for by local 
rates and assessments-more particularly with regard to the casual relief 
of the Poor; and in accordance with Your Excellency's recommendation, 
we shall endeavot1r to devise a remedy for this evil. 

We assure Your Excellency of our desire to co-operate '\tvith Your 
Excellency and Her Majesty's Cot1nci), in maturing such well-considered 
enactments for the promotion of Edt1cation and the due adn1inistration of 
Justice in the Outports, as \Vill serve to promote the present and futl1re 
'\vell-being of all classes of the community. 

Your Excellency's suggestion as to the encot1ragment of agriculture,

-and that satisfactory progress has been made in the construction of that

the near prospect of the completion of an Institt1tior1 in which may be put 
in practice the most approved methods of ameliorating the condition of 
this most unhappy class of our fellow subjects.

We have the honor to acquaint you, that the House of Assembly of 
Newfoundland, in· the last Session, appointed us its Delegates to proceed 
to London for the purpose of promoting the establishment of Self.;govern­
ment in that old and loyal Dependency of the British Crown, a11d Recip­
rocal Free Trade between it and the United States of America. We, 
therefore, respectfully address you, as a friend of Colonial Reform and 

Free Trade, and earnestly solicit your co-operation in bringing to a suc­
cessful issue the arduous struggles of its inhabitants with the monopolists 

of its Trade and its Government, who have formed a con1bination for· 
their own selfish purposes, to defeat the popular will on these important 
subjects. 

In direct opposition to these adverse parties, displayed in every possi .. 
ble shape, this colony received a Representative form of Government in 
1832, of a nature similar to that which has Leen successively abandoned 
in all the other North American Dependencies. In a despatch, dated 
27th July; 1832, from Lord Goderich to the Governor of that Island, ac.­
companying the Royal Instructions, which are the basis of its cor1stitu-­
tion, his Lordship declared that :-

''It may seem, however, superfluous to accumulate reasons in proof of. 
the propriety of establishing in Newfoundland that form of constitt1tion 
\vhich generally prevails throughout the British Transatlantic Colo11ies ; 

' 

the diffict1lty would consist r'ather in finding ·valid arguments for with-' 
holding it. The reasonable presumption seems to be, that a system of 
colonial government which has been attended with so many ad vantages 
in British North America, would produce similar benefits at Newfound­

land, if transferred to that settlement. I do not indeed mean to deny 
that some considerable inconvenience has occa~ionally rest1lted from the·· 
the adoption, in those dependencies of Great Britain, of constit11tions mo­
delled into a miniature resemblance of our own ; but I know not what is· 
the system of which the same might not be truly asserted. It is· suffici­
ent to say of the scheme of internal policy in force in Nova Scotia and 

New Brunswick, that in all the colonies to which it l1a,s been extended, it 
has invariably secured tl1e attachment of the people, by giv·ing them a 

large share in the management of their own affairs; by affording an open 1 

. , 
field for the free exercise of talents and public spirit; by providing 11on-
orable ambition ~ith a legitimate object and re_ward; by insuring in1me­
diate .and careful atten.tjo_n to the various exigencies of society ; and by 

pro.rooting a frugal and judicio11s administratioq. of public affairs. With 
the single exception of-those colonies in which the people are separated 

from each other by distinctions a:aalagot1s to t~ose of caste, representa-
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tive Assemblies are not only recommended by abstract considetations 
drawn from the genius and principles of our own Government, b.t1t b.y a 
long course of experiments pursued under a great variet~ of c!rcumstal,lc~s, 
but still leading to the same general result. 

'' In accordance with the uniform course of precedents, your commis ... 
I 

sion constitutes a Council which will participate with the Assembly in 
the enactment of laws. It is not, however, to be denied that this part of 
the establisl1ed system of colonial legislation has been practically found 
to be attended with some serious difficulties. The members of Coun·cil; 
deriving their authority from the Royal Commission, have not seldom 
been regarded with jealousy and distrust by the great body of the people. 
Their elevation to rank and authority has but too often failed to induce a 
corresponding degree of public respect. Even the most jutlicious exer­
cise of tl1eir powers has occasionally \VOrn the semblance of liarshness; 
when opposed to th'e· unanimous, or the predominant opinio~s of those to· 
whom the colonists looked with confidence as their representatives. 'fha 
Councils, it must be confessed, have i1ot t1r1iformly exerted themselves to 
repel, or to abate, this prejudice: The acrimony engendered by such 
disputes has sometimes given occasion to an eager assertion of extreme 
rights on the part of the Council, and to a no less determined denial of 
their necessit)· and constitutional privileges on tl1e part of the Assem·bly. 
The Councils have also bee11 employed as i11struments for relieving G·ov­
ernors from the re~ponsibility they ought to have borne for their_ rejec .. ;' 
tion of 1neasures which have bee11 proposed by the other branch of the' 
Legislature; and have not seldom involved them in dissensions \vhich it 
"rould have been more judicious to decline. Some of the principal inhab­
itants of the colony, as \vell as the chief officers' of the local (iovernment, 
being ust1ally n1embers of the Council, are remo·ved fron1 the prospect of 
obtaining seats i11 the House of Assembly. Even in colonies in which 
there is a larger society, and a greater· number of proper persons to becom·e 
members of the Legislature than in Newfoundland, considerable inconveni-' 
ence has been found to result from raising to the rank of Councillors the· 
leading members of the Assembly, and thereby losing their services in that 
body. The want of any member competent to explaih or vindicate the co,urse 
pursued by the Executive Authorities, has been still more severely· felt; mea­
sures have, not unfrequently, been misunderstood, and it has happened that a 
trifling misconception wl1ich a few words of timely explanation would have' 
removed, has grown into a serious and embarrassing· controversy·. The effect 
of the institutio11, therefore, is too often to induce a c·ollision between the dif-· 
f erent bra11ches of the Legislature, to e·xempt the Governor from' a due sense 
of responsibility 1 and to deprive the .Representative body of some oiits most 
useful members. Yet the compensation: 'vhich might atone for these evils is· 
~ot obtained, and the Council does' not assume in th·e colony a position or an 
influence analag-0us to that of the House of Peers, because entirely destitute' 
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of that hold on public opinion which the property and independence of its 
members, as well as the antiquity of the institution itself, confer upon the< 
peerage of this co11ntry." 

All the difficulties anticipated by Lord Goderich, and \vl1ich colonial 
experience has shown to be incidental to· such a system, have been fully 
realised in Newfoundland; it was, indeed, unreasonable to expect har­
monious working bet\veen our Exect1tive body-cornposed of persons­
avowedly hostile to the concession of a llepresentative Constitution-and 

the popular branch of the Legislature. The Commercial Monopolists, 

whose influence predominated in the Exect1tive Co11ncil, and which has 
been always used by the local officials to sustain their policy, is tht1s acl­
verted to by Lord Stanley, in a despatch to the Governor of this colony, 

dated November 19th, 1841 :-

''Whether with one Chamber, 6r '\Vith two, tl1e Government will al­
ways have to contend with the difficulties arising out of the conflicting 
i11terests of two great classes of the comml1nity * * * the 
commercial and the resident class; and although it inay be thought that, 

taken broadly, these interests· must act and re~act 11pon each other, yet 
each will have separate objects to pursue, and separate vie\YS to promote, 
either by expenditure of public mo11ey, 01• by imposition of public taxes. 

Tl1e former of these classes, t1p to a recent period, monopolized the pow. 
er, as they possessed the whole ca·pital, of the Island, 'vhich it vvas their 
avowed object to consider merely in the light of a fishing station . . In the· 
pursuance of tl1is policy, internal improve1nents were discouraged, an'd 
the Island itself was looked upon as subservient to the interest of trade 
alone. .l.,l1e gradt1al increase of population has led to tl1e formation of a 
rival interest, which has now obtained a large share of political power, 
wl1ich it desires, not unnatt1rally, to direct to'\vards the furtherance of its 
own objects." 

After a series of conflicts between the two branches of the Legislature, 
the Constitution was suspended, and a single chamber of ten Cro,vn 

Nominees and fifteen Representatives, 'vich a distinct Executive Council, 
were substitt1ted. This singular amalgamation lasted fot1r years, when 
its expiration \Vas hailed witl1 unanimous approval. It \Vas nothing more 
than an expensive delusion, sustained by unexampled corru·ption, and cal­
culated to bring the; Executive, which possessed the chief power over its 
deliberations, into merited contempt. The popular will, however, some­
times found expression in the Amalgamat~d Assembly~, notwithstanding 
the great odds \Vith which it had to contend ; a11d in the year 1846 it 
adopted the following Resolutions : 

''Whereas Her Majesty's Government being about to submit, for th~ 
consideration of the Imperial Parliament, a form of Constitution for this 
colony, it i$ therefore highly expedie11t that this House should make a' 
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declaration of opinio11 ltpon the principles of administration applicable to· 

tl1e Government of Newfo11ndland. 

'' Whereas the principles of Administration applicable to the Govern-· 
n1ent of the North American Colonies have been formally sanctioned by 
tl1e highest at1t11ority on several occasions, and whereas the following Re­
solutions moved by ~v.Ir. Secretary Harrison were adopted by tl1e Parlia­
ment of Canada, in 1841 :-

'' ' Jst.-That the most important; as well as the most t1ndoubted of 
the political rights of the people of this Prdvince, is that of having a Pro­
vincial Parliament for the protection of their liberties, for the exercise 
of a constitt1tional influence over the Executive Departments of their 
Government, and for I.Jegislation upo11 all matters of internal Govern­
ment. 

c' '2nd.-1.,hat the Head of the Exect1tive Government of the p·rovince 
being, within the liinits of His Gover11ment, the Representative of the Sov­
,ereign, is responsible to the Imperial at1thority alone ; but that, neverthe­
less, tl1e manageme11t of ot1r local affairs can 011ly be conducted by hirn,. 
by and \vith the assista11ce, counsel, and i11formation of subordinate offi­
cers ir1 the Province. 

'' ' 3rd. -'I'hat in order to preserve betvveen the different branches of the 
Provincial Parliament, that harmo11y which is essential to the peace, welfare, 
and good government of the Province, the chief advisers of the Represen ta­
ti ve of the Sovereign, constituting a Provincial Administration tinder hi111,. 
ought to be men possessed of the confidence of the Representatives of the 
people-thus affording a guarantee that the \Veil-understood wishes and in­
terests of the people, \Vhich our Gracious Sove~eign · has declared sl1all 
be tl1e rule of the Provincial Government, will, on all occasio11s, be faith­
full)· represented and advocated. 

'' '4th.-·'"fhat the people of this Province have mor·eover a right to 
expect from such Provincial Administration the exertion of their best en­
deavours, that the Imperial Authority shall be exercised in the n1ann·er 
most consistent '"·ith their well-t1nderstood wishes and interests. 

" And Whereas His Excellency Sir Charles 1\tfetcalfe has thus explain­
ed, in answer to an Address from Gore, in Canada, his views of Colonial 
Government: · 

'' ' vVith reference to your ·views of Responsible Government, I cannot 
tell you how far I concur in them withottt knowing your meaning, 'vl1ich 
is not disti11ctly stated. 

" 'If you mean that the Governor is to ha,·e no exercise of his own 
judgment in the Administration of the Governme11t, and is to be a mere° 

' 
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tool in the hands of the Council, then I totally disagree with you. 1~hat 

is a condition to which I can never subn:lit, and which Her !\iajesty's 
Government, in my <;>pinion, never can sanction. 

'' ' If you mean that every word and deed of the Governor is to be 
previot1sly submitted for the Pdvice of the Council, then you propose 
what, besides being unnecessary and useless, is-utterly impossible, consist­
ently 'vith the dt1e despatch of business. 

'' ' If you mean that the patro11age of the Cro\vn is to be surrendered , 
for exclusive party purposes to the Council, instead of being distributed 
to reward merit, to meet just c~aims, and to promote the efficiency of the 
public service, then we are again at issue-such a st1rrender of the pre­
rogative of the Crown is, in my opi11ion, incotnpatible with the existence 
of a British Colony. 

'' 'If yo11 mean that the Go·vernor is an irresponsible officer, who can, 
without responsibili\y, adopt the advice of the Council, ther1 you are, I 
conceive, er1tirely in error. The deputed functions of the Governor are 
srtch, that lie is not onlv one of the hardest 'vorked servants of the colo-., 

D)?, but also has more reponsibilities than any other officer in it. He is 
i·esponsible to the Crown and Parliament and to the people of the mother 
cot1ntry for every act that he performs, or st1ffers to be done, whether it 
originate with himself or is adopted on the aclvice of others. He could 
not divest hin1self of tl1at responsibility by pleading the advice of the 
Council. He is also virtually responsible. to the people of this colony, 
and practically more so than even to the mother country; every day 
proves it, and no resolutio11 can n1ake it. other\vise. 

'' 'But if instead of meaning -any of the above stated impossibilities, )~ou 

mean that the Government shot1ld be administered according to the '\vell­
understood 'vishes and interests of the people; that the Resolutio11s of 
September, 1841, should be faithfully aclhered to; that it should be com­
petent to tl1e Council to offer advice on all occasions, whether as to pa­
tronage or otherwise; and that the Gover11or should receive it with the 
attention due to his constitutional advis.ers, and consult vfith them in all 
cases of adequate importance; that there should be a cordial co-operation 
and sympathy between him and them ; that the Council shot1ld be re­
sponsible to the Provincial Parliame11t and people; and that '\\rhen the 
acts of the Governor are such as they do not choosa to be responsible for, 
they should be at liberty to resign; then I entirely agree with you, and 

see no impracticability in carrying on Responsible Government in a colo­
ny, on that footing, provided that the respective parties engaged in the 
u11dertaking be guided by moderation, honest pl1rpose, comn1on sense, 
and equitable minds, devoid of party spirit.' 

'' Therefore resolved, that this House recognise in the above Resolutions 
and documents the true principles of Colonial Government, as applicable to 
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a11y ft1ture for1n of Constitution, which the Imperial Parliament n1ay, in, its 

wisdom, cede to Newfoundland.'' 

The Amalgamated system having expired, the Imperial Government most 

unaccountably restore<-1 the old form of Constitution, placing in the-hands of' 
the Governor and a Council of nine gentlemen, Executive and Legislative 

authorit}", and leaving the Assembly, 011 its original basis, to encounter the 
influences, in a separate chamber, which had well nigh undermined its foun..,~ 

dation in the Amalgamated Legislatt1re. None of those salutary changes re­
ferred to in the foregoing resolutions, and admitted to be essential to the har­

monious and useful operation of Colonial Government, were adopted, though 

the old constitutio11 was so altered as to secure to the Executive the initia­
tion of money 'rotes in the Assembly, which necessarily embarrassed the free' 

·action of the popular branch, and has enabled the Executive to refuse its 
assent to votes of a n1ost useful nature, because sought to be initiated by· 
members opposed to the Governn1ent. ~rl1is power has bee·n thus arbi-' 
trari]y ancl corruptly used. The Council retaining the exercise of Ex-­
ecutive a11d Legislative functions con1bin€d, the Government is witl1ot1t 
an organ in the popular branch, to explair1 its policy or take the lead in 
important inatters c)f legislation. So situated, the Executive is without 
po\ver or influence in tl1e Assembly, anll the Government has 011ly worl{-· 
e<l on by sufferance for the last four )rears. The public are thus depriv­
ed (lf the great ad va11 tages of a well-directetl Executive influence in the, 
conduct of pt1blic affairs, while the result of an exercise of constitutional 
control on the policy of the Executive1 'vould be to stop the wheels· 0£' 
Govern1nent altogether. 

Such results as these were clearly foreseen, as the natural consequence· 

of such a system, by the late Lord S_yder1l1am, "\\1ho gave lJis opinion, 
as follo\ivs, in a confidential Despatch dated a·t Halifax, N. S.,. i11 the' 
year 1840: 

'' The last, and in my opinion by far the most serious defect, fn the· 
'' Government, is the utter absence of po,ver in tl1e Exe·cutive, and its 
'' total want of energy to occupy the attention of the country upon real 
'' in1provements, or to lead the Legislature in the preparation and adop-· 
'' tion of measures for the benefit of the colony. It does not appear to 
'' have occurred to any one that it is one of the first duties. of the Govern­

'' ment to st1ggest improven1ents where they are wanted,-that the Con-,, . . . 
stJtut1on, hav111g placed the power of the Legislature in the hands, of 

'' an Asse.mbly and a Council, it is only by acting through these bodies· 
'' tl1at this duty can be perforn1ed; and that if these proper and Iegiti­
,, mate functions of Government are. neglected, the necessary result mt1st: 
'' be-not only the improveme11t which the people have a right to expe·ct,, 
:: wi.11 be neglected, and the prosperity of the country checl{ed, but that 

this branch of the Legislature will mis-use its po\ver, a'nd t·he popular· 
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" mind be easily led into excitement upon n1ere abstract theories of Gov­
'' ernment, to \\1hich their attentio11 is directed as the remedy for the un­
'' easiness they feel.'' 

It \Vas not to be supposed that the people of this colony could be satis­
fied \vith such a position of public affairs, and an Address to Her l\f ajesty 
was accordingly adopted by the Assembly in the year 1851, affirmi_ng the 
principles of self-government and praying for the concession of Executive · 
Responsibility. No just reason existed why a system of government, 
which every other Britisl1 America11 Province repudiated, and which every 
enlightened British Statesman condemns, should be fastened upon tl1at co­
lony. Without the principles of Executive Responsibilit)', it was felt that 
the Government was not deservi11g the 11ame, and that it was unjust and 
unmanly to tax the industry of the people for its support. 

Acting, as we have go~d reason to understand, on the mis-representa· 
tions of the interested officials of the colony, and those wl10 have invaria­
bly opposed an extension of po.pular rights in this the oldest ai1d inost 
neglected of Her Majesty's B. N. American colonies, Earl Grey, as Her 
Majesty's Principal Secretary of State for the Colonies., declined advising 
Her Majesty to comply with the prayer of that Address, though his Lord • 
ship held out some hopes, that his vie\VS might in some degree be influ­
enced by the result of the General Elections which \Vere then shortly to 
take place in N e\vfoundland. Upon the comn1unication of His Lordship,'s 
views to the Assembly, in the Session of 1852, a suite of Resolutions, ex­
pressing the opinions of the inhabitants, being adopted, it \Vas t11erefore 
resolved that a rene"'·ed application should be made by Address, not only 
to Her Majesty, but to both I-louses of Parliament. Before the Address 
reached home, the Opposition had attained po\ver, and the hopes of the 
colony \Vere again doomed to be crushed for a tin1e by a 1\ifinistry \vho 
had chosen as Secretary for the Colonies, Sir John Pak:ington, the former 
agent and active supporter of the 0 bstructives of N ewfot1nd_land. The 
Address of the Assembly· to the House of Commons \Vas kindly present­
ed by the Right Hon. Sir 'Villiam Molesworth, tr1e indefatigable advo­
cate of colonial rights. Nor was the Secretary for tl1e Colonies, as we 
have reason to believe, u11supplied with secret Despatches from the local 
authorities, containing fabricated statements as to the vie\vs of the people 
on this vital and all-absorbing ql1estion. ·rhey resorted to every expedi­
ent that self-interest, low prejudices, and u11fair intrigue cot11d devise, to 
defeat the people's Representatives, and so far as their efforts have hither­
to gone, to influence the decision of the British Government, they have 
been highly successful in securing the reins of power in their o'vn hands, 
the offices of the Government for a favored few-in contemning public 
opinion in the colony-in neglecting and actively opposing its best inter­
ests, on the questions of Free Trade, Education~ Local improvements, Re .. 
presentation, and several other important public measures. 
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In the autumn of last year tl1e General Elections took place in the 
Islancl, and resulted in the return of a large Majority in favor of the prin. 
ciples of Self-Government, who 'vere pledged to adopt every constitt1- · 
tional means to secure its establishment. 1.,he resolutions of the late i\s· · 
sembly \Vere again affirmed by the present House, four members only 
voting against thetn, and Addresses to the Duke of Newcastle and both 

Houses of Parlianlent 'vere then agreed t1por1. 

Tl1e anticipations of the Assembly on the course which the Council · 
wot1ld likely pursue in the session of 1853, on the Representatives' Bill, 

and several other Bills, were fully realised. Among tl1e many measures 
passed by the Assembly last session, and rejected, or so mutilated, by the 
Council as to cause thei1· loss, we may men ti on, for the purpose of illus ·_ 
trating the antagonism existing between these bodies, and the hopeless­

ness of expecting their co-operation for any general objects of legl.slation, 

the Bills introduced on the follo\vj11g st1bjects : -A Bill for taking the 
Census of the Island-which was necessary, as no census had b~en taken 
there since 1845, to enable the Legislatt1re to appropriate the Road and 
School monies fairly among the several districts, and for other purposes ·; . 
..._a Bill for the relief of the Poor. Owing to adverse circt1mstances, and , ----
the system of trade heretofore pursued i11 that colony, which made the 
operative population aln1ost wholly dependent on a fe\v Capitalists, and 

consequently ill-prepared to \Vit hstand the effect of a temporary failure of 

their ordinary pursuits, pauperism has considerably increased 'vithin the 
• 

last few years, especially among the aged and infirm. The Assetnbly 
'"as consequently obliged to make liberal i1rovision for their relief, and 
tl1a dispensatio11 of the poor funds \Vas en trusted to , the Executive. So 
much \vas that trust abused that the funds 'vere, not unfreqt1ent1y, spent 
for political purposes, and thus became a source of patronage in the hand~ 
of the Executive; the poor \Vere wro11ged and they appealed to the Assem­
bly· for protection. A Select Comn1ittee took the matter into consi~era• 
tion, and the Government Secretary of the Poor Board was summoned · 
aud gave evidence on the subject. It appears that some characters of :; 
bad repute were better provided for out of tl1ese funds than other persons ., 
moJe deserving and more destitute objects of c3arity; that the functions of . 
the so-called Poor Board were only nominal; and that the head of the Ex. -
ect1tive managed its affairs as he tl1ought fit; it has been since ascertain­

ed that a portlo11 of these ft111ds had been actually appropriated, with 

his concurrence, i11 providing him with bed and bedding for a se~ .­
'\To)·age. 

A Poor Reli_ef Bill was then adopted by the late House, but rejected 
by the Council. 'l,he Assembly then voted the salary of the Seeretary of · 

the Poor Boc:rd in Supply, at the rate fixed by the Executive, so as to 

mak~ him in some degree it1dependent of the undue inflt1ence of the Ex- · 

ecut1ve, and responsible to the Assembly for the discharge of his duty., ~ .

hold its prompt assent to the Re,· en ue Bill. 

Resolved,-That this House is most anxious to upl1old the credit of the 
colony, and would deeply regret any step that would impair it, but look­
ing to the present state of the co11ntry, the a1nount of public debt, and the 
demands on the public revenue, it feels persuaded that notl1ing tends 
more to the destruction of that credit than the present system of govern­
ment which is devoid of public confidence. 

Having th.us shown sufficient to convince any reasonable man of the· 
impracticability of conducting the Gover11ment of the colony under such 
a system, we shall briefly advert to the question of Reciprocal Free Tl'ada 
with the United States. Tl1e exports of Newfoundland, consisting near­
ly altogether of the produce of its fisheries, have been materially depre­
ciated in their value in foreign markets, from the formidable competition 
of the French ; it was therefore fo11nd that the interests of the country 
demanded ne\V markets. We naturally looked to the United States for 
this purpose. For "·ant of remunerative etnployment in N ewfound1and1 

many of its hardy and intrepid fishermen were obliged to seelt labor in 
the :fishing vessels fitted out by the Americans; the old ''supplying sys• 
t'em,'' of the few merchants, who engross the greater part of the trade of 
that Island, which enables them to con1mand the prodt1ce of the fish er-· 
man's summer VOJpage at a price usually fixed by them at so low a rate a3 

to leave the industrious operative scarcely sufficient to s11pport him and 
his fan1ily for the 'vinter; and the ruinous effects of the credit and t ruclri: 
system which form the chief ingredie11ts in the'' supplying systen1"-have 
all tended to retard the improvement of the fisherman and the progress oi 
the country, and tht1s reduce to poverty the finest class of men to be· 
found in any of Her Majesty's dominions, or drive them from our shores;1 

to contribute to the wealth of some foreign power. • 

When the question of Reciprocity with the U 11ited States was first agi­
tated in the Colonies, the local Executive, witl1out consul ting the Assem. 
bly, transmitted a despatch to Halifax, where a meeting of Delegates 
from all the neighbouting Colonies 'vas abo1tt to be held on the. subject; 
declining to send Delegates to the convention, and declaring that the peo-

• 
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ple of Newfoundland were opposed to Free Trade with the neighbouring' 

Republic. 

The principles of Reciprocity were then affirm.ed. The Despatch of 
our Executi\~e was kent secret in the colony, and the very man who sub-

• 
scribed his name to it, Mr. Secretary Crowdy, denied, in presence of one 
of the subscribers, that the Government bad expressed any adverse opin• 
ion on the qt1estion; but fortunately the doc11ment found its way into the 
Journals of the Nova Scotia Assembly, and the fraud attempted on the 
people of Newfoundland was there dis,covered and made public, and 
could no longer be gainsayed by the Executive. 

In the y€ar 1852, the principles of Reciprocity \Vere affirmed by our 
.~ssembly, and in 1853 the following Resolutions were also adopted:- .

Resolved,-That the Assembly, in its last Session, affirmed the principle

l\tlajesty's Government was requested to include this colony in any general

United States, the Secretary of State, in his Despatch dated 26th August 
last, gives assurance that the interests of this colo11y shall receive the seri~ 
ous consideration of Her Majest)·'s Government. 

Resolved,-That the official letter of 1\fr. Everett, the A'rilerican Secreta. 
ry of State, to the President of the United States, dated 7th Februar),. 
inst., in which be affirms tl1at the Government of Her Britannic Majesty 
is prepared to enter into an arrangement for the admission of the fishing 
vessels of the United States, to a full participatio11 in the public fisheries 
on the coasts alltl shores of the Provinces, with the exception, at present; 
perhaps, of Newfoundland; on condition of the admission of Colonial pro""'­
duce duty free into the United States, is regarded by the House with sur• 
prise and regret, because of the special exception of Newfoundland from 
the proposed arrangement. 

Resolved,-That the best iuterests of the population of this colony would 
be 'Vitally compromised. by the exclusion of Newfoundland from the con­
templated Treaty, and that this House do forthwith Address Her Majes-­
ty's Government, setting forth the purport of these Resolutions, praying 
that this colony n1ay not be placed in so isolated and injurious a position, 
and that a copy of this Address be transmitted to Her Majesty's Minister' 

, at Washington, requesting that he will wait further advices from Iler Ma ... 
jesty's Government before concluding the ,.freaty in question."

These Resolutions embody the opinion, as they represent the interests, 
of nine-tenths of the inhabitants of N e\vfoundland. According to the evi .. 
dence taken before a Select Committee of the Assembly in the year 1852, 
it appears that the resident mercantile men engaged in the trade of the 

. Island, with scarcely an exception, admitted, that if the . duty of 20 per­
cent. at present imposed on our produce in the American States were 
taken off, a valuable market would thus be secured for our staple prodt1cts, 
and they quite approved of the project, until they learned that the Ame­
rican Government would require a free participation in our fisheries as a 
condition to the arrangement. 'fhe)? then feared the influence of honest 
and active competition at their own doors, in their colonial markets; that 
the America11 merchants, or speculators, would ·visit our coasts, engage 
our fishermen, occupy their flakes and stages now falling into ruin and 
decay in many of our noble outports, and by thus infusing ne\v life and 
energy into our pt1rsuits, relieve the dependent fishermen from their pre­
sent abject condition, and break up the monopoly which a few have too 
long enjoyed in that ill-governed colony. 

It may be, ho\vever, that the fears of the fe\V merchants are rather ima­
ginary than real, for at present the Americans have a concurrent right of 
fishing on the west coast of Newfoundland, from the Rameau Islands to · 
Cape Ray, with British fishermen, a11d thence to Cape Quirpon, with Brit­
ish and French fishermen, and a joint rjght of fisl1ing with British sub­
jects on the coast of Labrador, where our fishermen prosecute a very ex­
tensive fishery; as also the right of landing at such places on those coasts 
as are uninhabited, for the purpose of curing and drying their fish ; bt1t 
this privilege is seldom, if ever, exercised. The only par_t of our coast on 
wl1ich they have no right to fish at present lies between the Ramea11 ls­
lands and Cape Quirpo11, along the South-\vest a11d North-east coast of the 
Island, where a shore fishery is prosecuted by our fisl1ermen, in 'vhicl1 the 
Americans could only participate by employing our labor and fis:Q.ing 
rooms, for labour is cheaper in N e'\ivfoundland than in the United States, 
and the occupation of our rooms in settled harbors would be necessary for 
their prosecution of the shore fishery under any circumstances. There 
would be a t'vo-fold advantage in such an arrangement -we should secure 
an extensive foreign market for our prodt1ce, the prospect of increasing 
the demand, and consequently enhancing the value of colonial labor. 

France has, for several years past, given annual bot1nties of 3,900,000 
francs, for the encouragement of 11er cod-fishery-mainly prosecuted on the 
Banks and Shores of Newfoundland; and on the 22nd July, I 851, the 
National Assembly passed a law, continuing tl1e bounties until the 30th 
June, 1861, and extending them to 20 francs per q uintal metrique of fish 
the product of their fisheries, exported to '' Transatlantic Countries, prt­
vided the same be landed at a port where there is a French Consul." This 
new provision is doubtless intended to meet our exports in the American 
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contine11tal markets and in the West indies. And should we act '\Visely 
in permitting them, after havi11g injured our 'frade with Europe, to ex­
clude us from the American markets, without mal\:ing a struggle for our 
existence 1 If \Ve, in common with the i1eigh boring colonies, can induce 
tl1e Americans, by an); reasonable concession on our part, to receive our 
produce on more favorable terms than they should be inclined to admit 
the produce of the French fisheries, '\Ve should have achieved a triumph 
for our colonial i11terests, the importance of which would be incalculable 
to tl1e colonies, in a commercial view. 

A fe\v days before we left the colony for England, we lear11ed that the 
local Executive addressed a letter to a Commercial Society fdrmed in St. 
John's for the protection of their own ir1terests, requesting their opinion 
on this subject, in vie\V of our mission. Now, we simply ask, was this a 
fair \Vay to meet the question ? Tl1e Legislature was in session four 
months and a half, and only closed ir1 the middle of June; tl1e Assembly 
having unanirnously adopted the foregoing Resolutions on the 23rd Feb­
ruary last. 

A delegate \Vas there11pon sent by the Assembly to Washington, to pro· 
n1ote its vie,vs with the British Minister ai1<l the American Government, 
nnd \Ve have reason to hope that the interests of this Colony will be con­
sidered by the Imperial Gover11ment before any treaty shall be concludecl 
on the st1bject. In the n1ea11time the Council \Vas doing comparatively 
nothing except obstructing the progress of the Assembly in· useft1l mea­
sures. \Vhy the mercantile portio11 of tl1at body did not take action on 
the question can only be th us answered : 

That they preferred trusting to the '' secret despatches'' of the Execu­
tive and the combination of self-constititteti '' cliques" repre~enting no 
i11terests but their 0'1vn, rather than either openly brave public opinion 
themselves, or oblige their allies, the paid officials of the Government at 
the Cot1ncil Board, to do so. The Assembly, as the only legitimate or­
gan of public opinion, would have been a sufficient guide for a Constitu­
tional Executive, and a reference of such a q11estion to a private-party 
sitting with closed doors, would not be thought of out of Newfoundland, 
especially where that body are dol1bly represented in the Council. 

We shall concl~1de '1vitl1 a few general remarks on the conduct of tl1e 
Executive ir1 tl1e transaction of the ordinary affairs of the Government. 
In tl1e distributior1 of its patronage, it has not been guided by considera­
tio11s of merit or the qualifications of recipients for the discharge of their 

duties. l\len '"ho were formerly degraded for mis-conduct in public 
J)ositions have been appointed to offices of trt1st in preference to more 
deserving and compete11t pe1·sons. The formation of a '' Family Com­
pact," and the promotion of individuals in whom the public have no con­
fidence, are characteristics of its policy. · Persons who have rendered 

• 
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themselves odious to the popular party by their offensive conduct, have 
met with especial favor in the estimation of the Executive ; and we do 
not hesitate to say that one person, at least, connected with a Press in 
the colony, the publisher of what is termed the Government orga11, has 
been encot1raged by the Executive in fomenting discord among the people; 
by every means in his po\ver, that divisions may be created and extend­
ed among them, and that it may appear to strangers through that con­
torted medium, that tl1e community is 110 divided by sectarian and other 
differences, as not to be fit for the enjoyment of Self-government. 

The colony has been deeply involved in debt through the extravagant 
system of Government pursued, and the public have not received benefits 
by any means adequate to the ttmount of money expended on public works 
or local improvements. Peculation, defalcation, and a total disregard of 

the law, have been of frequent occurrence in several of the public de..; 
partments. 

I ' 

Favorite! of the Executive have been screened in their defalcations, 
and the AssemblJr, even during the last session, was denied the papers ne­
cessary to enable them to investigate a charge of defalcation against an 
Outport Sub-Collector of Customs ; while the sureties of the late 1'rea..: 
surer have been proceeded against; and his family's property has been 
seized t1nder a Writ of Extent by the Cro\vn, for alleged defalcations in 
11is department, only discovered, it is said, after his decease, amounting to 
over £6,000, and extending over several years ; the sureties ol the pre.: 

sent Treasurer have been expressly exonerated by their bonds from lia­

bility by reason of any loss that may occur from depositing the public mo­
nies, \Vhich pass thro11gh his hands, in a local branch of a private Bank, 
chiefly owned by parties not resident in tlie colony. 

For over twenty years has Mr. Secretary Crowdy held his present po-· 
sition as Colonial Secretary and chief .i\.dviser of every successive Govern.: 

, or, occasionally acting as Administrator of the Government. It is notori­

ous that whoever may be the Governor, he ultimately becomes the ruler' 
of the Island. All the evils and abuses of the Go,~ernment have occurred 
during his connexion with it; and it has often been a matter of 1urprise 
to many that defalcations could have happened in the Treasury Depart­

ment on 'vhich he drew; or must have known all the warrants that were' 
drawn on the late Treasurer, without his being able to detect and expos-e 

them, during the life-time of his co-official. By an act of the local Legis­

lature of 1845, the Secretarv was constituted the Receiver of Cro\\'n 
• 

Rents for Crown Lands. In 184 7, the late Mr. Templeman, who \vas a: 
Colonial Clerk in the Secretary's Office, acted as Clerk to the Receiver, 
and payments ~ere frequently made of those rents to him·, he giving re•' 

ceipts on behalf of the Receiver, who was allowed a commission for collec­

tion of five per cent. on the amount of Rents received. In the year of 

• 
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1852 an account of Cro,vn Rents was furnished to the AssemblJ· by Mr. 
Secretary Crowdy, in \vhicl1 it is stated that in the year 1847, ''the sutn 
of £286 Ss. 5d. was received, but not accounted for, by Mr. Templeman 
in tl1is year.'' This account appears in the appendix to the J ourna]s of· 
the Assembly for 1852, page 284, and the evidence of Mr. Secretary 
Crowdy thereon will be found in page 184. This defalcation was unkno\vn 
to the Assembly until years after Mr. Templeman \vas dead; His estate 
was insolvent, and t11e colony has been '\\1ronged of the amount. Bt1t the 
real defaulter, we may fairly assume, even admitting Templeman appro­
priated the money to his o\vn use, is not the dead Clerk, but the paid liv­
ing Receiver of Crown Rents, whose influence and high position have hi­
therto screened him from justice. He acknowledges no responsibility to 
the people, and therefore may treat public opinion, or his individual 

liability, with equal indifference'l 

For want of proper and detailed returns of the expenditure in the dif..: 
ferent Public Departments, the I~egislature has been invariably delayed 
in the discharge of its business; and fro1n this cause, and the obstructive 
and tardy policy of the Council, the sessions of tl1e Assembly have been 
unreasonably and unnecessarily protracted until members from dista11t 
Outports have become \vearied, and obliged to return to their homes be­
fore their public business had been done. 

... 

Irresponsible Commissioners to st1perintend the erection of Public Build­
i11gs have been appointed by the Executive, under whom very large sums, 
of money have been squandered in the erection of very inferior, thougl1 
expensiTe buildings. In 1851 the sun1 of £7,500 was voted by the Le­
gislature for the erection of a Peuitentiary in St. John's; and the Com­
missioners, instead of completing a suitable building for the sum, which 

I 

was quite sufficient for the purpose-there being less crime committed in 
Newfoundland than in any other colony U11der the British Crown, as· 
shewn by the public records of the colony-expended about £8, 700 in pay­
ing for the materials, and erecting the basement. The Executive then 
applied to the Assembly for a further sum of £7,000 or £8,000 to fin-· 
ish the building, which 'vas, of course, refused. 

This is the system of rule pursued in your oldest transatlantic colony ; 
the abuses to which 've have referred, are only mentioned as specimens 
to illustrate its general working. Ca11 it be expected in all justice, that 
tnen of common sense, 'vith a reverence for British InstitY.tions inherited 
from their fathers, and a knowledge of their rig·hts, \vill tamely submit to 
the degradation of such a system 1 Paying all our own Civil Expendi­
ture, let us have a trial of Self-government, and if Newfoundland should 
~orm ~n .exception to the other North An1erican Colonies in worl{ing out· 
its principles, and prove itself unworthy of such a boon, · disfranchise it 
then, and place it under the rule of some Fishi11g Admiral, or Naval Com-.. 

I 
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mander, as in former days. But let it first have, what it never yet bas 
bad, since Cabot first discovered it--a fair trial; and we pledge the 
known virtue, well-tried loyalty and intellect of its inhabitants, that they 
will prove themselves worthy of the concession, and capable of appreciat­
ing the blessiags of Self-governn1ent.

Aa Delegates from the Hotise of Assembly of Newfoundland to the Im..: 
perial Authorities, on the subject of its den1and for a reform in its system 
of Go·vernment, it becomen our duty to state its claims to particip~ .. te in 
the great principles of Executive responsibility, which form the ft1nda­
mental basis of the British constitution, and which are therefore claimed 
by !he people of that colony as their inalienable birt_4right as British 
subJects. · J 

Newfoundland is the oldest colony in N er'th America under the domin­
ion of our Gracious Sovereign. As early as 1540 its Fisheries 'vere 
considered of immense importance to E11gland. In 1618 there were 20·0 
English ships engaged in them; and in 1626 there were 150 ships thus 
employed from l)evonshire alone, supplying the Spanish and Italian mar­
kets with the produce of thejr voyages. Such \\1as the importance attach­
ed to their possession of that valuable island-being the key to British 
America, standing nearest to England of all her transatlantic possessions, 
and commanding both the Atlantic on o·ne side and the Gulf of St. Law­
rence on the other,-that the l\Iinisters of William III. did not hesitate 
to deem the encroachments of the French on its rich and prolific waters, 
as one justifiable cause of the hostilities which broke 011t between Eng­
land and that Power in tl1e early part of that Monarch's reign. The in­
habitants of N e\vfourrdland have had to sustain many a severe conflict 
with the French for Britisl1 supremacy, frequently sealing their loyalty 
with their blood; and the British Navy has been largely supplied with1 
nardy and intrepid seamen nursed upon the coasts o·f N ewfoundlanda· 
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It is to be for e'rer regretted that an unwise policy induced the Imperi­
al Government to cede a large portion of the best of the fishing grounds 
to our old enemies, and thus gave them the mea11s of fostering a rival 
power t1pon the seas, which is growing every day into more striking im­
portance ; and, as illustrating the value they attach to these possessions, 
the French Government of to-day chiefly rely upon their Newfoundland 
Fisheries to st1pply eeamen for their Navy, a11d, to this end, expend annu­

ally the enormous sum of 3,900,000 francs ! 

The policy pursued towards that colony up to the year 1697 was of a 
most extraordinary description-all settlement was forbidden under se­
vere penalties-and it was not until the year above.mentioned that per­
manent possession of land was permitted, and then, and for more than a 
century afterwards, cultivatio11 was not allowed farther than a few yards 
from the sea-shore. 

In 1763, however, there were 400 sail of shipping trading between it, 
the motl1er country, and other parts of the British dominions. In 1764 
the British Parliament established the Customs in that colony, the head 
Collector being stationed at Boston; and aithough the inhabitants, like 
their fellow subjects in Boston, at first resisted what they conceived to 
be an illegal imposition of taxes, levied and spent without their consent 
or control ; yet, like the latter, their allegiance has to this day remaineLi 
unslJal{en. Their sacrifices by the course they pt1r~ued in relation to the 
American war were great ; for when that occt1rred, their trade with por..: 
tions of the old colonies, being now part of the United States, amounted 
to £250;000 sterling a.nnt1ally, \Vith increasing pro!pects; but it baa 
never acquired its former footing since the passing of the Act of Con~ 
gress of 1775, suspe11ding commercial intercourse '\vith the British Colo­
~ies, a11d the final separation of the United States from the family of 
British Colonial brotherhood. 

In 1796 the probable amount of capital vested in our Fisl1eries \vas 
one-and-a-half million pounds sterling. So long as the French could be 
kept out of the field of competitio11, our trade, fisheries, and population 
flourished. In 1813, for instance, just before the close of the second 
American war, the exports from N e,vfot1ndland amounted to £2,848,976 
sterling; by the treaty of Paris, however, our rivals were reinstated ori 
our shores to subserve the views of Imperial policy. In 1816 there were 
80;000 inhabitants on the island, and 800 large vessels en1ployed in its 
trade, yielding a very large revenue to the Imperial Exchequer. 

Until 1832 the system of government was arbitrary and oppressive ; a 
few. capitalists or their agents did pretty nearly as they lil{ed with the in­
habitants ; there was no redress for the injured to be found in the colony, 
and the voice of complaint lost its force before it reached the ears of the 
authorities on this side the .l\.tlantic. 

• 
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In 1832, by Royal Cliarter, a constitution was granted to N ewfoundlan<l , 
executive au.thority being vested in a Governor and Council, possessing 
also legislative authority, and a separate legislative branch or House of 
Assembly was also thereby created. Such is the present form of our 
constitution. The Council are irresplnsible to the Crown, to the Assem .. 
bly, and to the People, both for for the advice they give the Governor, 
and for their conduct in their executive and legislative capacities. They 
have invariabl}'- opposed the popular Branch in all important measures of 
reform, and general legislation has been rendered almost impossible 
through their obstructive conduct. A system of Responsible Government 
similar to that in successful operation in the neighbouring colonies is 
loudly demanded by the people, so that the Government of the colony 
may be condt1cted, in the words and true spirit of Lord JoHN RussELL's 

Decla'ration of British Colonial riglits -'' accordi11g to the well-understood 
ivishes of the people, as expressed through their representatives in the House 
of Assembly." 

This is the only mode by which the conduct of the Local Executive 
will become amenable to public opinio11, and the Goverpment secure that 
confidence, insight, and power, which are necessary for the interests of 
all parties concerned~ At present it is without any of these essential re­
quisites; it possesses, nevertheless, the power of doing mischief, of creat­
ing discord, and bringing its o'vn authority into contempt, as it has done 
by a career of misrule and repeated unconstitutional invasions of the rigl1ts 
of the people. 

While even Prince Edward Island, in the Gulf of St. Lawrence, with 
its population in 1851 of only 65,000, 'vith Imports of about £ 120,0QO, 
Exports £55,000, and a Revenue of not m:ore than £25,000, obtained 
Responsible Government ;-all that we seek for our old and loyal colony, 
-while we are furnisl1ed with the strong and uncleniable claim of equal 
constitutional rigl1t, too long, \vithheld, which her sons have,1 as scior1s of 
the old stock-with more than historical consequen·ces wl1ich have result­
ed to England in the old colonies, and more recently in Canada, by with­
holding popular rights from the sturdy offspring of her lions,-with the 
concessions thut have been wisely made to the neighbouring colonies, in· 
granting them a practical control in the management of their internal af­
fairs,-and with the Declaration of Earl Grey in his Lordship's Despatch 
to the Governor of Prince Edward Island, dated 27th December, 184-9", 
that ''it cannot be too· distinctly acknowledged,i that it is neither possible 
nor desirable to carry on the Government of any of the British Provinces 
in North America in opposition to· the opinion of the inhabitants,"-may· 
we not appeal \vith confidence· to' that spirit of justice and fair play which 
characterises Briti1h statesmen in these days, to redress the wrongs, and 
grant the reasonable request of the valuable and important dependency 
which we have the honor to represent! 'Vhy, we would a-ak, should she 
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lon1rer Cfr41tinue tl1e victim of a local selfish clique, \vho flourish a.t her 
~ 

expense, '\vl10 n1isrepresent her great resources, and sacrifice her best in-
terests for the furtherance of their individual ends? Ne,vfoundland has 
at present a population of at least 120,000 inhabitants ; her Imports, in­
cluding tl1ose of her depende11cies, are about £I ,000,000 sterling, and 

her Exports exceed that sum; her area is more extensive tl1an that of Ire­
land, a11d she possesses n1ore tl1an a thousand miles of seaboard, indented 
with noble bays and safe harbors, having abt1ndance of rich resources; 

lands of cultivable character, now chiefly the resort of vast herds of \vild 

deer ; n1ines of various l~inds lying dormant, and quarries of almost every 
kind of stone, besides marble, limestone and gypsum ; surrounded by wa­
ters teeming \vith inexhaustible supplies of fish. She has a Revenue of 
about £70,000 sterling a )'ear ; she pays her Ovvn Civil List amo11nting to 
about £30,000 annually, raised by local taxation. She registers in the 
Custon1s Bool{s of her chief port, St. John's1 over 1,100 vessels, 60,000 

tons burthen, and 170 English vessels of 16,000 tons burthen, chiefly 
owned, and all engaged, in the trade of the ~oiony, besides 9,989 smaller 
·craft employed in the cod-fishery. She sends yearly to the seal-fishery 
400 vessels, man11ed by about 1 11,000 able seamen~ and s-he employs an­

nt1ally 25,000 persons in her general fisheries besides. She has 60,000 
acres of land u11der cultivation,-a resource of much importa11ce to t11e 
industrious fisherman 'vho finds his farm a substa11tial auxiliary to his fishe-. 
ery.-Schools have been established, through the exertions of the Assem-· 
bly, in almost every settlement, and roads are, under the same encot1-

ragement, diverging in every direction, connecti11g one locality with 

another. 

The commercial relations of this important but neglected colony extend 

to Great Britain and Ireland, Portugal, Spain, Italy, Naples, Germany, 
Denmark, and many other European ports, to the British North Ameri­
can Colonies, the Britisl1, Spanish, and Danish West Indies, the U nite·d 

States, South America, the Ionian Islands, Malta, France, Gibraltar, and 
several other parts of the world., 

From the capital of the colony, (which contains 20,000 inhabita11ts) a 
line of Telegraph is being completed to Cape Ray across tl1e country and 

Gulf of St. La,vrence in Prince Ed ward Island, thence to the United States 

of America: so tl1at steamers touching at St. John's, which they may do 
in less tha1i seven days after leaving Liverpool, may transmit news to the 

most distant part of the American Continent several days before any other' 

conveyance could possibly accomplish it. 

Such is a brief outline of tlie promine11t features which mark the colo-,. 
ny whose claim to Self.government we respectfully advocate ; and we· 

earnestly asl{, does not the picture we have hurrjedly ;sketched prompt 

you to believe that the colony of N e~'foundland is e:iually entitled to a

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reformed system of Government with Canada, New Brunswick, or Nova 
Scotia, and certainly far more entitled to it than, comparatively spealiing, 
the very inferior Island of Prince Ed ward 1

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We a1so addressed many of the members of both Houses of Parlia-' 
ment, enclosing copies of those documents and solicitir1g their support 
and the exercise of their influence in promoting the objects of our 

• • m1ss10n. 

According to appointment. we then waited on JosEPH HuME, Esq., 
M. P., at his residence in Bryanstone Square, with a copy of the Resolu­
tion of the Assembly, so1iciting hin1 to present the Address of the As­
sembly on the subject of Responsible Government to the House of Com ... 
mons, and to use his po,verft1l co-operation, as an experienced and influen­
tial member of the House of Commons, 011 behalf of this colony. This ve.;; 
teran, consistent, and disintere~ted advocate of Colonial Reform and Popu­
lar rights, cheerft1lly consented to undertake the advocacy of the cause of 
Newfoundland, and to use every constitutional means in his po,ver to for­
'va.rd the vie\vs of the Assen1bly, stating· that he had been for nearly a 
quarter of a century adv--ocating Responsible Governn1ent for the British . 
American Colonies, and his conviction that it 'vas not only the right of 
tl1ese Colot1ies, one and all, to possess it, but he conceived it to be the 
interest of the 1nother country to concede it. 

Havi11g then entered into a history of the abt1ses of the present system 
of rule pursued in the colony, he inquired into the extent of its resourc­
es, po.pulation, trade, revenue, and i1ublic expenditure, and expressed his 
surprise that Newfoundland 11ad not been in tl1e enjoyment of Self-govern­
ment as ,,·ell as any of the neigr1bouri11g Colonies. He then addressed a 
letter to t11e Duke of Newcastle, requesting his Grace to fix a day for 
011r interview, and liindly offered his ser\· ices to accompany us and offer 
his assistance at the intervie\V. 

We \Vere equally sttccessful in obtaining the advice and co-opera­
tion of other influential members of Parliament of weight with the Govern­
ment. 

' 

In accordance with appointment, '\Ve waited on His Grace the Duke of 
Newcastle, at the Colonial Office, in the afternoon of Tuesday the 27th 
July. Mr. Ht1me havi11g expressed his desire to introduce us to the noble 
Secretary, we waited in the ante-room some few minutes for him, but 
being engaged on a Committee then sitting on India affairs, as we learn­
ed, \\re sent in our cards, and were forth\vith ushered into the presence or· 
the Duke. His Grace received us in the most courteous manner. We 
presented the Address of the Assembly on Responsible Government, a 
duplicate of which, he stated, he had previously received and read ; that 
he was engaged just as we entered in perusing our printed documents· 
(No. 1 and 2) and he would be happy to hear any observations which we 
deemed it proper to offer in addition to the matters therein set forth.­
He then listened patiently while the grievances of the people of New.;· 

• 
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foundland were being unfolded, in the course of which the veteran frien d 
of the Colonies, Mr. Hume, came into the office, and was heartily and 
blandly received by the· nqble Secretary; arid ha·ving apologised for not 

being in time to introduce us, playfully said, ''I dare say, ho\vever, these 
gentlemen ,,rere well able to introduce themselve~·'' The Duke stated 
that when l\tlr. Hume arrived, ~Ir. Little wa~ giving a statement of the 
affairs of Newfoundland, which he would be pleased to contin1te until he 
had concluded the remarks he intended making. After the Delegates 
had concluded their preliminary explanations arid observations, l\ifr. 
Hume remarked that the observations and facts \vhich I-Iis Grace had 
thus heard with relation to the affairs of Newfoundland, were, in his 

opinion, perfectly correct ; they v.1ere, l1owever, merely a repetition of 
those ab11ses and tl1at sta.te of circnmsta:nces which existed ltnder the o!d 
system of misrule pursued so long and so u11wisely in the other British 
North American ColoBies; that they were in fact inseparable from such 
an imperfect form of Government as that in force in N ewfot1ndland; that 
the only cure for those evils was Self-Government, the concession of 
which, '1Vhen he first deman·ded it for C~nada, in con1pany with the Cana. 
dian Delegates, would have prevented the rebellion which subsequentl'y 
occurred and distracted the peace of that fine country ; that it \Vas no­
toriot1s that non~ of the British American Colonies would be satisfied with 
anything short of the management of their internal affai1·s, and he ex­
pressec.i l1is astonishment that this important colony should be denied its 
rights and privileges, while the neighbouring possessions of Canada, Nova 
Scotia, New Brunswick, and even Prince Ed V\'ard Isla11d, were progress­
ing with· marked success, since they obtained the co11trol of their own 
affairs, and that such a denial wo11ld amount to an abrogation of the doc­
trine of the present ministry. 

The Duke declared that he was much pleased to receive th·e full detail 
with which he had ,b·een favored by the Delegates, of the past and present 
circumstances of Newfoundland. That his attention had been called to 
the subject of Responsible Government some three or four months since, 
by the Governor of the Colony, upon the adoption of the Address by the 
Assembly, and he had given the· matter some consideration, t'hough h e 
had not had sufficient time, owing to his parliam~ntary and officfal duties, 
to decide on the matter; and after inquiring how long the Delegates in­
tended· remaining in Errgland, on being informed that they a\vaited his 
pleasure, he stated his fear that at so late a stage of Parliament, and the 
great amount of business then falling on him to discharge, it would, he 
feared, be difficult for him to consider the affairs of the colony in all 
their bearings upon the important question of a change of constitution, 
dt1ring the sitting of Parliament. But that he would, at as early a day 
ies possible, take into bis serious consideration the whole case, and submit 
it for the decision of the Cabinet. It was true, his Grace continued, that 
he entertained the opinion ascribed to him, that the colonies, wherever it 
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\vas f'o1r1d practicable, should have the full measure of Responsible Gov· · 
e,. iament conceded to tl1em-that if they \Vere fit for Representative In-
titutions, they were certainly e~titled to Self-government; that it was 

not the interest of the Parent State, nor his desire, to withhold that sys­
tem of rule; but it would be adn1itted by the Delegates, he thought, that 
there were objections urged against the introduction of that system into 
the colony at present, \vhich might be obstacles-not insuperable obsta­
cles certainly-but supposed or apparent ones, which, if founded in fact, 
miO'ht interfere with the harmoniol1s, and effective working of such a gev-

o 
ernment. These obstacles might exist, for instance, in communities 
\Yhich ,vel'e not of one description of people-where, from the nature of 
the population and the limited representation, it might be difficult to find 

' 

a sufficient number of perso11s qualified to carry out the system and jus-
tify the necessary increase of Representati,,.es, for that purpose, or wher& 
divisions occur bet\veen different denominations of Christians. No\v with 
reference to the present application, he \Vould wish it to be clearly under­
·stood, that he did not mention these as insuperable obstacles, or that he 
regardetl them in that light; but as matters that should, of course, be con­
sidered \Vith the whole question in all its points of bearings, before he 
could be expected to arrive at a satisfactory concluing~ 

Mr. Hume here said to his Grace; gi\·e the colony Responsible ~OV.J 
ernment and all the usual requirements will be found to carry it on, as· 
they have been found in the othe1· colonies, pa1·ticularly in the smaller 
Islar,d of Prince Ed"rard, which was inferior in point of population and 
resources to Newfoundland ; that the sectarian differences to which hi 
Grace referred,ifthey existed, would soon fi11d their level and their best co ~ 

.rective in the principles of Executive responsibility and free government
0 

That he \\'as acqt1ainted with the views of son1e p&rties, formerly connect­
ed \vith the trade of Newfoundland, and they were u11der the impressio11 
that no change should take place there that would not subserve their 
class interests or meet their very contracted policy. That Sir Alexander 
Bannerman's administration of the affairs of Prince Edward Island form-· 
ed a remarkable contrast to that of former Governors, who had invariabl 
failed in their efforts to satisfy the people of that colony, or carry on it1 
Go\1ernment successfully . 

.. fhe Duke remarked that Mr. Hume knew how sincere his Grace wa• 
' 

·in bis endeavours to carry out fully Colonial Reform ; and the instance 
referred to by l\11 r. Little, where his Grace recently expressed his opin­
ions on the affairs of Jamaica, was an evidence of that sincerity, and as 
St1ch he wished it to be regarded.-After a prolonged discussion on the 
~olitical circumstances of Newfoundland, the Delegates requested permi~ 
sion to furnish 11is Grace with a. supplemental statement in ans,ver to the 
two objections that were regarded with any degree of importance by biror 
to which he cheerfully assented& 
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They then referred to the great necessity of Reciprocal Free 'frade 
with the United States, and the impolicy and injustice of excluding tl1is 
colony from a participation in any arrangement which may be concluded 
on that subject. 

Upon this topic, as well as upon the other, it was evident that the au-' 
thorities of the Colonial office had been misled-they believed, until 
they had seen the Resolutions of the Assembly on Free Trade with the 
States, that the people of tl1e Islar1d were entirely opposed to the propo­
sition ; and his Grace vvas therefore rather taken by surprise, 'vhen the 
Delegates assur~d him that a strong desire existed in the colony to see it 
accomplished-they further said that it was essential to· the prosperity of 
N ewfoundland,-seeing that the Fre11ch bad, by reason of tl1eir bounties,. 
almost excluded the Colonists fron1 many of tl1eir best foreign markets 
for their staple produce, and that many of our able-bodied fishermen are 
leaving our shores to obtain remunerative employment in the United 
States. 

His Grace stated that be .regarded this as a subject of vast importance; 
that it had been for some time u11der the consideration of the t\vo govern­
ments-tl1at his views \Vere in favo·r of the most unrestricted comn1ercial 
relations, and lie could see no reason why N e"·foundland sl1011ld form an 
exception in any general arrangeme11t that may be concluded with the 
U11ited States on this subject, provided any deficiency "vhich i11ight there­
by be created in the revenue could be otherwise supplied. 1'hat he was, 
in this view, quite in favor of the proposition. That tl1ere was a gentle­
man connected with his department, 'vho had recently arrived fro·m Cana­
da, conversant with the subject, \vith \vhom he ~voul'd wish the· Delegates 
to confer on the details of this question, as it might affect N e\vfoundland, 
and also in relation to the French Fisheries,- adverted to by the1n ; bl1t 
before concluding that interview, he \Vas most anxious to impress upon 
the Delegates the necessity of abstaining from extremes in reference to 
the Fishery q-qestion-that is, with tl1e French and Americans. In tl1e 
present state of political· affairs, it was above all things desirable that the 
greatest caution should be used-one injudicious act on the part of tl1e 
Colonists might inYolve the Union in a war "'hich might disturb tl1e 
peace of the \Vorld ; and ratl1er than such sh·ould be the alter11ati ve of 
pressing extreme rights, it would be a question for consideration v.1hether· 
the sacrifice of the whole colony would 110-t be preferable.-· 

The Delegates replied that the Colonists wanted no more than tl1eir· 
rights, fair play for their talents, and a clear field for their industry and 
enterprise. 1'hey 11ad, however, been seriously injt1red by the competi­
tion and encroachments of the French; and added to tl1ese causes of dis-· 
content, they were stung '\vith mortification to find the local Executive 
lending- their influence to oppose their desire for extended markets fo1· 
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the produce of their la b1)r. 1."'hat if a sJ·stem of rule \Vere established i11 

,v}1ich they rei}o:eti confidence, tl1ere ,,·as no dot1bt but a majority of the 

peo1Jle' s representatives ,,·ou1d al \Va)rs be fou11d to give practical .effect 
to the vie\VS of tl1e Col1)nial Mi11ister, so long as they \Vere condt1c1ve to 

tlle "·elf are of the colony. But at prese11t tl1e people had no motive for 
consulcing his wishes, rtnd any cha11ge which 11ad a tendency to relieve 
the country from its continuecl a11d prolonged depression, a11d elevate their 
}1opes of in1proving their condition, "~ould be preferable to a system of 
go,·ernment, alike contracted in pri11ciple and practice, 11nder \Vh~cl1 the 
vast and valuable resources of the colo11y \Vere left undeveloped, its pro• 
grEss retarded, and the political existence of the Colonists ignored, except 
for tl1e purpose of 3·ielding taxes, 'vhich, it was only candid to ass11me, 
they would not long continue to pay, after the successful example of con­
stitutional resistar1ce set by Jamaica, should their reasonable dema11ds be 
ref11sed and their legitin1ate rights be any longer withheld. # 

His Grace then requested us to furnish some statistical inforn1ation 
with the supplemental, i11 relation to the trade arid revenue of the Island, 
and again assuring us of his anxiety to pr(Jmote its prosperity, we tl1en 
'took our leave, ,,,ell satisfied \Vitl1 ot1r intervie,v, and of the determi­
nation evinced by the noble Duke to renLler justice at last to Ne\v­
f'oundland. 

On l<.,riclay the 29th July we had a11 i11ter,-iew \vith l\!lr. Strachey at 
the Colonial Department, accordi11g to tl1e request of tl1e Duke of New ... 

castle, or1 the subject of Free 'l'rade \vi th tl1e United States, and the en­
-croachments of the French on tl1e fisl1ery grounds of the colo11y. 'I,l1is 
gentle111a11 evinced a livel)' i11terest in the matter of Colonial Trade, (doubt .. 

iess he had tl1e full co11fidence of· the Colonial Secretary,) and entered '''ith 
n1uch particularity into its various relations and details. With regard to 
Free 'l.,rade, he stated that he had been led to believe that it lVas the 
desire ,of the inhabitants of N ewfot1ndland not to be included in any mea­
sure '''hich n1ight be adopted on the subject; and this impression wa 
stre11gthened by the representations of the Chamber of Commerce of St. 

John's; but he 110\v formed a different opinion, looking to the Resolu­
tions of tl1e Assen·1bly, t11o!lgh ~1.r. Archibald, the Attorney General of 
the Island, 'Vho had been 'vith him, t1rged an objection to the proposition 
of inclucling that colo11y, as the loss which l\1 ould accrue to the l{evenue, 
by tl1e free adt11ission of American produce, could not be made good. 

'';re removed tl1is erroneous im1Jressio11, sho\\ring that if there \Vere a 

Governn1ent in the colony 'vhich could command a majority in the i\ s­
s·enibl)1, there n1ight be any change effected in the 1~ariff which \vould be 

rei1dered 11ecessary to n1eet the objectio11 stated ; that as increased trade 

·as anticipated from free intercourse with the At11ericans, the Irnports 
as \vcll as Exports \\'Ould increase in proportion, and the Reve11t1e 'vould 
not eonsequently stiffer any diminution. l\'.lr. Little entered i11to an elabo-

I 

' 

\ 
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rate statement of the Trade Returns of the colony, and the advantages 
of Reciprocity, and stated that he did not conceive that the imposition of 
an equal rate of fi \"e or six per cent, ad valorem, fer mere purposes of Re­
venue, on certain stated articles imported into the Island from the Unit­
ed States and all other cot1ntries, or into the United States from New­
foundland, would not form an obstacle to the proposed arrangement ; but 
if it should be objected to, it should i1ot stand in the way of a settlement 
of the question, as tl1e advantages to be derived by the colony fJom the 
measure far outweighed a deficiency of Revenue, \vl1ich could be easily 
su11plied by fairly reducing the Civil List a11d re-adjusting the scale of 
duties imposed by the local Legislatureo 

Mr. Strachey then stated his convictions tl1at no meast1re of Reciproci­
ty would be completed without including Ne,vfou11dland in any general 
agreement tl1at might be effected, or i11 a s~parate clause bearing upon 
her peculiar position on the score of her revenue, and that he would be 
happy if we would see Mr. Card we II, the President of the Board of 1,rade, 

' 
on this subject. We stated our consent, and he undertook to procure an 
interview for us with him. 

The other point which was deemed of great moment hy ~r. Strachey, 
was the Fisl1ery question. We said with regard to the French question, 
Newfoundland was almost solely interested-other colonies were not en­
gaged in taking the cod to the extent that we \Vere, and it ""as irl. refer­
ence to the Cod .. fishery that we complained of th"0 encroachn1en ts of the 
French. He said, as there could be any variety of interpretations of the 
treaties between the t\VO nations on the fisher)r, it l\1ould be well if they 
could be amended so as to define the actual rights of botl1 nations. We 
agreed that it would be desirable-but· we trusted that in an}· definition 
of the treaties, no right now possessed by the Newfoundlanders \vould be 
infringed-and particularly that Belle Isle shot1ld not be given up, nor 
should any right to fish for bait on our coast be permitted. He said, there· 
was no intention whatever to give up Belle Isle1 bu-t a concurrent right to 
fish there was mooted. 'Ve said, it would be just as well to surrender 
Belle Isle altogether, as to allow the French a right to fish there-it was 
a station of the greatest importance to a large portion of the population of 
the colony who traded and fished at the Labrador. Well, he said the 
questions on which there was a difference of opinion with the French 
could only be settled by a compromise on both sides-the Newfound­
landers should not be too extreme ; they might be less benefitted by 
seeking too 1nucb, as by wisely conceding a little. He thought it would 
be most expedient that, as residence or establisliment was now forbidden 
on certain portions of the shore, where good soil existed, that tl1is partf of 
the coast should be given up to the exclusive possession of the Colonists 
-that is from Cape Ray to a point, say, equidistant from it and Cape· 
1 ohn-and the other part should remain in the possession of the French 



'exclusively--this would remedy the present doubtful interpretation of the 
treaties 'vith respect t() concurrent rights of fishery. As to ·allowing them 
to take bait, he said, it was asked for , but not up to this present moment 
decided-but he thought that if we allowed the Americans the right of 
fishery, we couldn't k.eep the bait from the French·. We said we would 
rather risk that than give the French any right of taking bait-unless 
they \vould agree to make· good the loss which such a right \Vould inflict 
upon the colony. Mr. Strachey said there was something about an offer 
of £5,000 on the part of the French. We said, such a sum was a mere 
bao·atelle-three times that amount would not repair the damage such a 

t:' 

surrender of our right would inflict upon the people of Newfoundland ~ 

Well, but if, said he, you " ·ill give up nothing, ho'v can the matter be set­
tled 1 "\Ve said, if the British Governme11t gave the French the right of 
fishing at Belle Isie, and the rjght to take bait, they migl1t as well give 
·l1p Labrador, if riot the entire Colony, 'to the French, for it would be im­
:possible to con1pete "~irh people " ·ho receive from their Government, in 

bol1nti~s, for e\·ery, quintal of fish they catch, more than our fishermen ca11 
sell their's for. After a long discussion~ he said, the amendme11t of the 
Treaties would ha.ve the best consideration of the Government, and \Vith 
a due regard to In1pe1ial interests; the interests of the Colonists would be 

. protected. ''' e said, \Ve shottld be happy to co11vey the pleasing intelli­
gence to the people of N e\vfoundland, tl1at the British Government had 
110 idea of giving up Belle Isle, or of allo\ving the French to fish for bait 
on the shores of th'e colony. ~lr. Stracr1ey begged us not to take what 
he said as coming from the Go\'·ernmen t ~ for he did not k11ow their views 
authoritatively, bt1t he merely stated what he believed to be the dispo!i..: 
tion of the Government upon thes~ important subjects. 

Mr. Strachey kindly fa,rored us with a second intervie\V, in 'vhich he 
entered into the details of the foregoing question~, and obtained in writ­
ing the i1articulars of the dt1ties collected on the articles imported into 
Ne,vfoundland, \vhich may be exempt nnder the prop')sed arrangement of 
reciprocity. 

The encroach1nents of the French were again di•cussed, especially with 
reference to the rights of the Newfoundlanders to the exclusive fishery of 
~he Saln1on-brooks and Rivers, from 'vhich they had expelled many of our' 
fishermen. He stated that such an a::isurr1ptior1 was 11ot justified by the 
treaties. '\Ve replied that th~ir whole systern of fishery \Yasin direct viola .. 
tion of the treaties ; that their use of Bultowes and immense Cod Seines · 
as th~)" 'vere in the habit of using them, was particularly injurious to our 

fisheries, and not authorised by, but contrary to, the '' mode of fishery •1 

gt1arantetd by treaty : that the Legislat11re had made provision for the 
employment of a sn1all Steamer to protect our rights and preve11t our fish­
ermen from supplying the ~"rench Bankers \\'ith bait. He said, that there 
-Was Do objection to that course, provided matters were prudently manag'"' 

• 
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ed, and that 11e hoped by tl1at means and tl1e exertions of tl1e Imperial 
Government, these vexed questions would be speedily, amicably, and sa...­
tisfactorily settled with the French Government. According to his re­
quest, ~lr. Little left 'vith him l\1r. Andre\\1s' late excellent Report on 
the Tra<-le and Fisheries of the United States and the British North Ameri­
can Colonies, and other documents in support of our views. 

Upon the subject of making St. John's a Port of Call for a line of 
Steamers running from some port in the United Kingdom to eitl1er Cana­
da or the United States, which we also brought under the 11otice of tl1e 
Governn1ent, we 'vere informed by Mr. Strachey that he had no doubt 
that as 50011 as definite arrangements were made for such a line of steam..,, 

. ers, and they began to run permanen ti}·, the British Government would 
send the English mails intended for Newfoundland by them, as such a 
step 'vould be of great importance to the people of the colony and ap .. 
peared not only reasonable, but highly desirable. 

011 the 30th July we adddressed the following letter to His Gr·ace the 
Duke of Newcastle, with the S'upplemental statement marked No. 3 ; and 
it 1vill be seen by the. tenor of these; that we placed matters in as fair and 
clear a light as possible, a11d pressed our application for a prompt and de• 
finite decision, as far as \Ve prudently could :-

We have tl1e honor of transmitting to your Grace our suppleme11tal 
statement of the claims of Newfoundland to Responsible Government, and 
our reply to the only two objections to the concession, which you appear­
ed to 1·egard 'vith any degree of importance. 

Not knowing on what facts or representations the opponents of the de­
sired reform, connected with the local Executive, rely to support these 
objections, "'hich we assume have emanated from them, and they having 

' 

twice rejected in the Legislative Council a proposition made by. the House 
of Assembly to send Delegates from both branches of the Legis]ature, 
that the question at issue between them might be fairly discussed, \Ve 
have therefore embodied in our reply only such general proofs of our po­
sition as are supplied by the Journals of the Assembly, tl1e Blue Books 
furnished by the local Executive, and our own knowledge of the affairs of 
the colony. . 

Of course, we could not be expected to meet a series of misrepresenta-­
tions, \vith the exact nature whereof we are unacquainted, but the existence 
of which, we presume, from the necesity the local authorities have plac­
ed themselves under, of making out some justification for the course they 

have adopted with reference to the repeated collisions which have tak ... 

• 
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en place bet\veen t11e Executive and the popular branch of the Legis­

lature. 

Wide-spread public discontent and active political strife are the natural 
rest1lts of a system of Government resting for support on Representatives 
directly responsible to the people, and an Executive repudiating all popu .. 
lar control and purs11ing an arbitrar}7 policy, subversive of the interests 
of the Crown and the countr)r, 'vith confide11t impt1nity, on account of their 
distance from the seat of tl1at power to which they are amenable, and 
whose decision they have always anticipated in their own favor, from their 
confidential relation to the Imperial authorities, and their consequent fa­
cility of giving a favorable coloring to their transactions. 

If, therefore, evils have flown from such a source, we have no doubt 
that, upon a full consideration of the facts, your Grace's impartial and dis. 
criminating judgment will lead you to conclude, that the faults and er­
rors of the past-whatever tl1ey may have been-in the go¥err1ment of 
Ne,vfoundland and the 'vorking of its constitution, as in the neighbouring 
colo11ies, under the old regime-are rather attributable to the system, alik:e 
unnecessarily expensive to the colony, and productive of discord in the 
hands of unscrupulous men, who have frequently provoked resista11ce by 
the contempt with which they have treated public opinion,-than to any 
peculiar constitution of its society, or an erroneous estimate of the value 
of free institutions by the people. 

In conclusion, ·we beg to inform your Grace that, as we are desirous of 
leaving }~ngland in the Lady Eglinton, which will leave Liverpool on the 
18th August, and~ \vithout 'vishing to be deemed importunate, we trust 
that you may have sufficient leisure to decicle the case of that old and 

loyal colony, in the meantime, that we may be enabled to avail of that 
only opportunity of direct steam communication likely to be had for 
some ti1ne, in completing our voyage of over six thousa11d miles, and 
bearing, as '"e fervently, hope to the 4omes of oitr fellow-colonists, a guar .. 
antee of your impartial justice and sincere interest in their peace and wel­
fare.

On behalf of the House of Assembly of Newfoundland, we beg to ten° 
der our sincere acknowledgments for the cordial and gratifying manner 
in which your Grace was pleased to receive us, in company with Mr. 
Hume, on the 26th instant; for the marked attention paid to our state­
ment of the affairs of that important colony; fo-r the frank expression of 
your e11lightened opinions, and the livel}' i11terest manifested by you in 
the great objects of our mission. By the spirited subjects of that ancient 
Dependency, who have been heretofore treated with more than ordinary 
-neglect, the details of our intervie\v with your Grace will be received 
with lively gratitude and unfeigned satisfaction. In reg&rdi:ng the views 
expressed by your Grace as the indication of an earnest desire for a re­
form in its Gov~rnment, and a. compliance· \\1ith the wishes of its inhabit-' 
ants, we feel confident that we form a correct estima,te of yot1r high and 
honorble character as a British Statesma·n, and of that wise and just colo­
nial policy which J10u have adopted as a general rule, in conferring Self-, -

government upon the Colonists wherever it is practicable •. 

In the course of our interview with you·r Gra:ee; there were two' points 
which aappeared to have some weight with· you, in refe·rence to the pro-· 
priety of conceding Responsible Government to N e\vfoundland, though 
you very fairly stated that you did not regard them in the light of insu~ 
perable objections. The first was the supposed difficulty of finding a 

sufficient number of persons in the colony qualified to condt1ct that sys­
te·m, an~ justify an adequate increase of its representatives; and, second'­
ly, the alleged existence of such sectarian differences among the popula-· 
tion as might interfere with its harmonious working. In accordance with 
yo11r kind permission, we shall briefly address ourselves to these objec .. 
tions ~ and, we trust, to the entire satisfaction of )·our Grace,; 

I 

IAooking at the pursuits of our population and their communication 
\vith all qt1:arters of tb.e world- the· exte·nt of their trade,, and the know a · . . -

ledge they must possess to transact their affairs, and the an1ount of po;. 
l itical information acqt1ired· by them in the exercise of their political rights~ · 

as \vell as from the agitation of constitutional questions in th·at and t11e 
neighbouring colonies,-we would respectfully submit, that in such a po~ · 

pulation of 120,000, there would be no difficulty in finding a sufficien·t · 
number of persons qualified by their local knowledge and general i.ntelli·· 

' 
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gence, ·as "·ell as by their position in society, and their professional and 

other purst1its, to manage their own public ri:ffairs. 

It is difficult to adduce d.irect proof of the existence of such intelli.; 
• 

O'ence in tl1e mass of the population of N e,,·foundland as · wot1ld qualify 
~hem for Representative Institutions. It is only by analogy, or compar­
ison witl1 other Co lo11ics lvhich possess self-government, tl1at \Ve can best 
exhibit to )·our Grace their fitness for the reception of those rights 
,vhich, as British subjects, tl1e people of that Colony claim at your 
Grace's ha11cls. 'Ve state it advisedly wl1en '~e declare, that neither 
Canada, New Brztnswick, }\Tova Scotia, nor P1ince Edward Island has, for 
the extent of its popt1lation, the aggrega:e of intelliger1ce enjoyea by 
]Vewfou1idland. 1-f er merchants, planters, and middle class generally, are 
inferior to none in orclinary intelligence; and it is from· these classes, 
who are sufficien tl)'· nu meorns, that tl1e ft1 ture I.iegislators of the colony 
will invariably be d:a\,1 11. 'I'he electors, tl1e greater proportion of w·11om 
include the mechanics and fishermen 'vho are householders, are not, in t11e 
least, of an ir1ferior grade to the same class in ]~ngland-possessed of. 
great inorality, discretion, _ancl peculiar genius and i11<lt1stry, rarely to be 

. . 
met ~·ith else\vl1ere among the same class of 1nen. It is no uncornmon 

' 

occurrence in Ne\\'foundla11cl for a planter to fell and b1ing out of the f·or-
est tin1ber and other n1aterials necessary to co11strt1ct a vessel-to build 
her fron1 l{eel t<? to1)n1ast himself, and after,vards to ta1{e charg.e of an-d 
navigate her, in i)rosecuti11g the trade of the colony. Surely, then, such 
men are not to be supposed devoid of tllat intellectualit)y 'vhich \Vould 
qualify them to become the recipients of a system of constitutional rt11e, 
under the enjoy1nent of 'vhich they obser,~e tl1eir sister colonists thriving, 
and excelling i11 every social respect, \Vl1:le they are struggling be11eath 

an anomalous re11resentative form of Govcr11ment in which they place no 
confidence. 

An obj~ction similar to the first was t1rged by . Earl Grey with refer­
ence to Prince Ed ward Island, \vi th its more contracted population and 
resources, where it was more likely to hold good than in N e\'vfoundland ; 
but practical experience has shown that.s e1len there, under the enligl1tened 
administration of Sir Alexa11der Bannertnan, there existed no real founda­
tion for the assumption. 

The increase of our Representatives has b·een deemed desirable by the 
Assembly, for the despatch of public business, with a due regard to the 
proper sub-division of Legislative· labors,- especially as the Government 
h~ve taken little or no part in the preparation of general measures of Le· 
gislation. Bill after Bill has passed the Assembly to duplicate the pre­
sent number of its members, leaving the existing Electoral Districts as , 
~hey were established by Sir Thomas Cochrane in 1832 ; the Council re­
Jected these Bills, and another measure, on this subject, of a compromise

character, adopted by th·e Assembly last session in a spirit of conciliation 
towards the Council ; and. sought the substitution of a close borough sys ... 
te1n, by sub-dividing certain Districts, which would have the effect of 
conce11trating undue i11fluences in small localities, and thus endanger the 
integrity of the representative prir1ciple. Hence no Ia,v has been formed 
on this subject by the local Legislature, and we deem it utterl}· hope-'. 
less to expect the present Council to agree to any just or generally ac­
ceptable measure on this head. 

"\\lith reference to the second point, we would respectfully refer to the 
relative numbers of the different denominations of our population, and the 
amot1nt <Jf patronage they respectively hctld under the Government of the 
colony, 'vhich may afford your Grace some clue to the motives of the few 
individuals connected with the local Exect1tive, who have raised and re­
sorted to every unfair means i11 exaggerating this objection. According to 
the Ce11sus of 1845, there. were in the island, 34,291 members of the . 
Church of England; 15,230 Dissenters, nearly all Wesleyan Methodists·, 
making togetl1er 49,521 Protestants; and 46,995 Roman Catholics. The 
members of the Church of England enjoy £18,500 sterli11g, yearly, out of 
the Civil Official expenditure ; the Wesleya11s ~500, other Protestant 
Dissenters, numbering 970, £2,280; and Catl1olics, £4'593. The Execu­
tive and LPgislative Council consists of six members ot the Church of. 
England, three Dissenters (none of them Wesleyans), and one Catl1olic. 
Duing a period of twenty years, a11d five general elections, the nutnber o'f 
Protestants returned to the Assembly was thirty-11ine, and thirty-six Ca~ 
tholics. ln six of the nine Electoral Districts into which the Island is di­
vided, there are a majority of Protestant Electors, both ·collectively and 
separately, as shewn by the a11nexed abstract from the Census of 1845.· 
Although tl1ese Districts have possessed the numerical power to return 
members of their predominant persuasion; yet several of them, like the 
Districts where the Catholics are in the majority, have returned persons 
of different creeds as their Rep1·esentati ves. Under such a state of facts, 
taken from the records of the colony, we are confident that your Grace 
will see that this objection is only a pretext put forward, most certainly 
not by your Grace, but _by the local clique, as an expedient to prolong: 
their tenure of irresponsible power. 

Objections similar to this were strongly urged against the concession of 
Self.government to several of the neighboring colonies. In many of them 
there were stronger sectarian differences to be encountered than ever ex­
isted in Newfoundland, and more serious consequen·ces have resulted from 
them at one election in Prince Edward Island, under the old system, than 
ever has, or ever will likely occur in our colony, whatever may have been. 
the misrepresentations of interested parties to the con tra1·y. 

The population of Canada affords another illustration, not only of rife· 
iitctarian differences, but also of strong antipathies arising from national 
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distinctions of race and language. Until a proper system of Government 
was there established, that fine country was tom· with ·intema.l·dissensions, 
and enjoyed neither peace nor prosperity. Under the refO~med adminis­
tration, which has for its foundation equal rights lt! all denominations, 
the organization of society has been improved, and.the genuine feelings 
of British loyalty and freP.dom, which exist in all British North America:? 
have been strengthened in Canada and all the lower Provinces' in the en­
joyment of Self-government, the princiRles of which' are calculated· to' ree-;. 
tify the differences to which we have adverted. Where all are eqµally 
interested in the proper and econolnical management of public . affairs, 
and where there is no peculiar Church establishment to be affe-ctea by 
the change, or supported by the Colonial Legislature, there is' really no 
force in the objection. No undue sectarian ascenaancy is sought by the 
Reformers in N ewfot1ndland; and it is evident that none would be tolera­
ted or practicable ; but the Government of the Colony should, of course, 
pay a due regard to the fair claims of all denominations. 

For these reasons, and those previously advanced, we trust that you\r 
Grace may be induced to · see that such objections are devoid of merit ; 
and that you will, by the exercise of yo11r authority, cause the present 
Council to be dissolved, diitinct Executive and Legislative Councils 
created, and the salutary principles of Responsible i·ule fully enforced in 
the Colo1ty; that harmony may be established between tlie co-ordinate 
branches of the Legislature, and the best interests of the country thus 
promoted.

Mv LoRD,-

After the interview I had the honor to attend with the Deputies from 
the ~ssembly of Newfoundland, and the satisfactory manner in which you 
received their co · · I h .11 wmun1cat1ons, ope you w1 be able to give these gen-
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tlemen some assurance as to the probable course you 'vill recommend t0 
the cabinet, as to placing that colony on the same footing of Responsible 
Government as Prince Edward Island and other British North American 
Colonies. 

I am not aware of any objections to give Newfoundland, as soon as lei­
sure shall permit the necessary arrangements, that kind of Government 
which Lord John Russell stated was the best for the colony of Canada, 
and 'vhich Lord Grey intimated in his despatch was necessary, \Vhen ge­
neral objections existed to the present Government. 

These gentlemen do not consider that they will ha,re fulfilled theit· in­
structions, and the confidence placed in them by the Assembly of the Is­
land, if they return without some more decided and definite answer to 
their reasonable and constitutional request. 

I have presented the petition of the Assembly to the House of Com­
mons, and only recommended it to the favorable consideration of the 
Commons. 

I am anxious that nothing more should be said in the Commons, and 
that the Deputies should be able to leave England witl1 such an assnr­
ance from your Grace, as would warrant their going back. 

I shall be obliged to you at an early time to give this note and the re­
quest of these gentlemen your favorable consideration.

While waiting for a i·eply to these letters, we determined to request 
an iRterview with Frederick Peel, Esq., M. P. Her Majesty's Under Secre­
tary of State for the Colonial Department, and having addressed him a 

note for that purpose, we received a polite reply from him in compliance 
with our desire. 

We proceeded to the residence of Mr. Pee], in White Hall Gardens, OU' 

the morning of the 9th of August, and were received very affably. We 
entered at once into the objects of our mission, having previously furnish .. 
ed him with printed copies of the General Statements \vhich we had ad­
dressed to the Principal of the Colonial Department. We ga,re him a 

truthful descxiption of the parties in Newfoundland for and against re-
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forn1-of its great resources-its healthful and invigorating clin1ate-tl1e 
nati1re of its anomalous Government-the enormous amount of the Civil 
List-the abuses of Executive authority-the repeated violations, of the 
Council and tl1e Executi~·e, of the privileges of the Assembly-a11tl tl1e1 

misrepresentations of the local autl1orities to the Colonial Office. After 
a preliminary discussion, he asl{ed if Legislative and Exect1tive functions 
"\vere combined in the Council 1 Ho'v many Officials had seats at the 
Board ? And 'vhether all \Vere nominees of the Crown 1 We particu­
larized the nun1ber of Officials, and stated that the entire body \Vere 
Cro,vn nominees ; 11e tool{ notes of our replies. We detailed the n11ml)er· 
and nature of the Bills of the Assembly 'vl1ich they had rejected, and he 
seemed astonisl1ed that they shot1ld 11ave rejected them, partict1larly the 
Census Bill. 

He inquired if there was no officer of the Government in the Assembly 
to explain the views of the Executive? We stated, there \Vas the S<?licit­
or .. General, but he 'vas not a member of the Executive, and 'vas supposecl 
to act only according to instructions; and tl1at he had been appointed to 
tl1e office since his election. He then asked if there \Vas any obstacle to 
an officer of the Government being elected~ ,i\;~ e stated there 'vas none. 
He said it was not the policy of tl1e Imperial Governnient to refuse Ite­
sponsible Government to any colony which Yras generally desirous of hav­
ing it. 'Ve said tl1at there 'vas only a sn1all number of ~lonopolists in 
Newfoundland \vho opposed the introduction of that system. ~Ionopolist, 

he said, \Vas a strong term, how 'vere they Monopolists 1 ancl having sa­
tisfied him on that point, he asked, in tl1e event of Responsible Gov­
ernment being conceded, ho\V many offices wot1ld be considered politi­
cal 1 a11d having stated our vie\vS on this head, by a refete11ce to those 
considered so in the neighbouring colonies-he asked 'vhether \Ve 'vould 
consider the Surveyor-Generalship one of these~ as that 'vas a situation 
reqt1iring some kno,vledge of certain duties and some experience, and lie 
thought the same \vith respect to the Collector of Customs ~-We said; 
that we considered these offices as political ones, and with regard to the 
latter, the Royal Instructions made that Official one of the Council, and. 
consequently a political office. He then referrecl to the number of Repre­
sentatives as very small ; 've agreed with him, and, showed ot1r anxiety to 
increase the number by duplication without dividing the districts, and 
that the Council refused to assent to any increase, unless by a division of 
districts, which would destroy the present impartial basis. He then refer­
red to the nature of the present system of voting, and inquired :whether it 
would not be an improveme11t to allow each voter to have a vote for each 
member to be elected, that is, to give a vote in St. John's for instance, if 
there were six candidates, six votes, and allow him to give the whole si · 
for one candidate, thus, he said, affording the minority, who miO'ht other-

wise be unrepresented, the power of elec~ing a Representative~ VI e did 
not comprehend how this would answer, and did not, on 11C impulse of 

"

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the moment, express any opinion upon it, further than that 've should 
consider it. He asked, had the Colony improved or received benefit by 
the Legislature siRce its establishment 1 We replied that it had, but by 
no means adequate to the amount of taxation imposed on the people. 
We explained the general nature of the improvements in opening Roads, 
diffusing Education, erecting public buildings, &c. If Responsible Govern-

' 

ment should be granted, he asked, would the Assembly assent to a perma­
nent Civil List Bill 1 We replied in the affirmative, provided the Bill were 
such a one as would be justified by the circumstances of the colony; that 

' 

attempts had been made to pass such a measure, having a prospective ope­
ration, but as it necessarily reduced tl1e official salaries, it was rejected 
by the Council ; tl1at it was unjust to n1ai11tain an Impe'rial scale of sala• 
ries, in a small colony, at the cost of the colonists, and reft1se them the 
po,ver or right of reduction; that it \Vas equally unjust to impose upon 
120,000 colonists the payment of over 3,-000 sterling yearly for a Govern­
or-who was, generally speaking, unacquainted with the Island, its people 
and resources-whose policy was shaped and directed by a few leading 
officials in the Island, who have usually managed to get the Governor to 
commit himself to them-bri11g him in contact "·ith the Assembly, and 
oblige him sooner or later, in self-defence, to malign the people and the 
popular branch of the Legislature, in justifying himself before the Impe­
rial Government, and endeavouring to retain the confidence of the Colo­
nial Minister for the time being ;-while the State of Maine, numbering 
nearly· 700,000 inhabitants, who elect their own Governor for his, local and 
general knowledge, and 11is identity with the country and its present and 
future welfare, only paid him about £625 a year. \Ve were satisfied to 
pay our public servants according to their merits and their positions, but 

no more. Reference was also made to a permanent Revenue Bill by hirn. 
If the Representation we1·e increased, he asked, could qualified persons be 
found in the Outports to represent them ? We replied that if the elect­
ors of the Outport districts conceived that persons from their own locali­
ties would best promote their interests and represent their opinions, they 
could have no difficulty in finding st1ch persons among themselves. In 
many of them such 'vas the case at present; \vhile in some instances 
they have chosen persons residing in the Capital as their representa ... 
tives. 

We then referred to free Trade, and shewed the vie\vs of the Assem:. 
bly upon that and other important questions under discussion. He said 
that the Government were in possession of the vie,vs of the Assembly, and 

that Newfoundland should necessarily be inclt1ded in any arrangeme11ts 
which should be effected with the United States on this subject, as the 
Resolutions of the Assembly must be regarded as reflecting the opinions of 
the people of the colony. . 

A. variety of other subjects were brougl1t under his notice and fully 

• 
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discussed. In closing the interview, the :Delegates expressed their gra-• 
tification at the opportunity thus afforded them of placing the vie"vs _of 
the Assembly before the Government ; as it had heretofore been the 
practice of the local authorities, not only to misrepresent the people, but 
the Assembly, and they attempted last session to force the .i\.ssembly into 
a prematu~e exercise of its · po,vers of resistance and the adoption of ex­
treme meast1res, before they wel'e enabled to place their opinions fairly 
before the Hon1e Government; bt1t if any unforeseen circumstances should 
unfortunately· arise hereafter to oblige the popular branch to adopt any 
such course as the Assembly of Jamaica had successfully adopted in vin­
dication of their rigl1ts-a course, ho\vever, 'vhich they did not anticipate 

there wo11ld be any necessity to fol]ow,-they \vould then rest satisfied 
... . 

to abide the consequencee, having done all in their power to avert such 
a result, and that tl1e Imperial Government would judge of their motives 
and their conduct from the representations of the Delegates, and not 
tl1rough the contorted rnedium of _any local a~thority inimical to colonial 
freedom. In plain terms, and to speak franl{ly, that they· were pledged 
to impose no more taxes on the people, unless they 'vere granted the 
managen1ent of their own inter11al affairs. Reposing the fullest confi­
dence in the present 1\f inistry, \Ve expressed our hope that as " all 1·ea­
son and experience prove that those rulers give twice who give quickly,'' 
a speedy concession of rights too long \vithheld may justify our high 
opinion of their intentions. 

• 

The interview then tern1inated by his assuring us that the Gover11me11t 
had no interest in one system mere tha11 another-( except, remarked the 
Delegates, i.n lightening the 'vorlr of the Colonial office, by thro,vi:ng the 
duties of government in a large degree upon the shoulders of a Respo~1si­
ble Council)-that the subject of self-governn1ent should have the earnest 
attention of th~ Cabinet during the recess, and thanking us for the im­
portant information we had communicated to him. 

Having maturely weighed the suggestions made by the Under Secreta­
ry of State on the matters submitted for his consideration by us, we deem­
ed them so important as to require a more formal and decided expres­
sion of our opinion than we had tin1e or opportunity to give at the inter­
view, and we accordingly addressed a ietter to him, of which the follow-. .. 
ing is a copy :-

Srn,-W e have the hohor to tender our sincere thanks to you for the 
very satisfactory interview with which you were pleased to ·favor us on 
yest~rday, relative to the affairs of Newfoundland. 

With reference to the question of any alteration in the Representation 
of that colony,_ we beg to repeat the deliberate opinion of the Assembly, that, 
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judging from the past, no change would be agreed to by the Council, on 

this subject, that would be generally acceptable to the public, and conse­
quently that a reform in the system of Government ml1st take place before 
the consent of the co-ordinate branches of the Legislature can be had to 
a fair measure for increasing the number of Representatives. The evils 
of which the colonists complain orjginate, not in the Representative, but 
in the Executive department of the Government, and the Assembly do 

• 

not conceive that they 'vould be justified in assenting to an alteration, or 

mutilation rather, such as the Council desire., '\vhich would not improve 

the latter; and having taken time to consider your novel st1ggestion, 
which 'vas cursorily touched by you and not maturely weigl1ed or discuss-
ed by us at the intervie\v, as to ~llowing each elector as many votes as 
there might be members to be returned, with the option of giving all his 

'
1otes to a single candidate, or to divide them among different ones at his 

pleasure-we tal{e leave to remark, that ho,vever w·ell st1ch a system 
may be adapted, as an experiment, to the election of a Legislative Coun- ' 
cil at the Cape of Good hope, the \vhole of which forms but one· Electo­
ral District, we are positive it would not by any means answer or be ac­
ceptable for the election of a General Assembly in any colony of British 
North America, sub-divided into 1zine Electoral Districts, as Newfot1nd­
land is, and accustomed to the old British practice of voting commor1 to 
all the British American Provi11ces. 'Vith these divisions of districts, the 

change suggested would virtually contract the basis of the Representation, 

and give to the smaller number of voters, as mucl1 real po\ver, if not more, · 
than to the larger number, \vhile the territorial divisior1s remain untouch-
ed ; th11s in a district of 4,050 voters, 2,500 of whom vote for six candi­
dates and the rernaining I ~550 for three opposing candidates, the latter 
three \Vould be elected by an apparent majority of 600 votes, while they 
were in a11 actual minority of 950, without the existence of any difference 
in the qualification of either set of electors . . 

We \\·ould respectfully remind you, that the right to Self-government 
has been affirmed by three distinct Houses of Assembly in N e\vfoundland 

-two-fifths of one of these "'ere nominees of the Crown ; that, according 

to the expressed opinions of the members of Her Majesty's present Gov­
ernment, that Resolution must be regarded as the emanation of the only 
legitimate organ of public opinion in the Colony; and that, having im­

plicit confidence in the equal justice of their colonial policy, it is our sole 
desire that the cause we advocate for a loyal people of thoroughly Brit­
ish origin should rest upon the ''broad and solid principles of trt1th and 
justice,'' practically demonstrated by the present ministry towards the 

. colonies, and avowed by several previous Colonial ministers, particularly 
by Earl Grey, in a Despatch to the Right Hon. Sir II. Pottinger, of the 
2nd November, 1846, with reference to the Cape of Good Hope, wherein 

bis Lordship states, that ''""without anticipating the vie\VS '''hich you may 
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form in communicating with the colonists best qualified to afford you 
their aid, I, for the present, confine n1yself to the statement, that on a 
question of this nature, some difficulties may be wisely encountered, and 
some apparent risks well incurred in reliance on the resot1rces which every 
civilized society, especially every societ)~ of British birth or origin, will 
always discover within themselves, for obviating the danger incident to 
measures resting on any broad and solid principle of truth arid justice. 
On such a basis, as I am convinced, rests the policy of entrusting tl1e re­
mote dependencies of a metropolitan state 'vith tbe largest po\vets of 
Self-government, in whatever relates to their internal and local affairs." 
* • * ~ * ''I have ever been a con:vert to the opinion 
that, so soon as it is practicable, our colonies should be placed upon a 
footing of equality with the parent country, as tending to render them far 
sooner, and to a much greater degree, useful to Her Majesty's dominions 
generally~ by adding to their power. and mutually cementing their union. 
There is a current conducting to liberal measures, \vhich is progressing 
quietly but irresistibly, and can neither be stemmed, nor ultimately avert­
ed; and as the Attorney-General remarks, 'no privileges are so sure to 
be abused as principles wrung from reluctant hands.''' 

In conclusion, we would remark that the people of Newfoundland have 
been wearied "''ith anomalous and un-British Constitutional experiments. 
lf these have failed to give satisfaction, that only proves the superio1·ity 
of the real principles of the British Constitution, which have been tested 
for ages in the parent country, and have restored peace to your disturbed 
possessions, ~ .. herever they have been faithfully administered. They, 
therefore, anxiously desire to ''be placed t1pon a footing of equality with 
the parent country and their sister colonies.'' If occasion should unfor­
tunately arise, then would they prove their loyalty to the Crown, and their 
gratitude for justice, at any sacrifice~ But \Vhat motive can they ha~e for 
peace, or how can they be expected to be contented, we would most re­
spectfully suggest, tinder a system of Government which so far discards 

their material interests as to attempt to . sacrifice their staple pursuit to 
local monopolists, by opposing Free Trade with the United States, in the 
face of the various competition which they experienced from the subjects 
of France.

Mr. Hume \vill be out of to,vn all day 
to-morrow, but he, on Saturday morning at ten o'clock, will be glad to see 
Mr. Little and IVlr. Parsons, if they can favor him with a call. 

Mr. Hume sends Mr. Little a copy of the Duke of N e\,1castle's note to 
1\Ir.

According to appointment, we met 1.Vfr. Hume, and having fully discuss 
ed the noble Secretary's letter to him, and the favorable position of ot1r 
affairs, and satisfied ourselves that we had done all that was practicable, 
Mr. Hume entirel~y concurred in this view, and embodied his noble sen­
timents in the follo\ving excellent Declarati'on of the Rights of Newfound­
land, and addressed to the Secretary of State a document which, i11de­
pendently of all his other valuable services to the cause of our country, 
entitles him to the lasting gratitude of the colonists, whose sincere and 

· well-tried friend he has proven himself to be t1pon more occasions than 
this:-

I haye seen I\Ir. Little and Mr. Parsons, Deputies from Newfoundland, 
since the receipt of your letter to me of the 5th instant ; and placing, as 
I do, perfect reliance on the desire of your Grace to place the valuable co­
lony of Newfoundland on the same footing of'' Responsible Government'' 
as the other British North American Colonies ; and knowing that the 
Cabinet are at this time pressed by questions of Foreign Policy, as well 
as of domestic arrangements, I quite agree with your Grace that yoll 
should have time to give the important request made by· the Assembly of· 
that Island the fullest consideration. I have recommended these gentle­
men, therefore, not to urge their reque~t for any more definite answer, 
than the favorable assurance you gave them at the intervi~w when I was 
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present, and to i·eturn to Newfoundland without troubli11g you more with 
their application. On bel1alf of the colony, I would, ho,vever, remind 
your Grace that the request now made by them for " Responsible Gov­
ernment" has been affirmed by three or four houses of Asse1nbly, and 

·that the large majority of the inhabita11ts are anxious to be placed on the 
same footing as Prince Edward Island and other British 1)ossesions. 

They consider that their loyalty to the Crown, and their comp~rative 
greater importance, i11 many respects, to the adjoining British Possession 
of Prince Edward Island, fully and fairly entitle them to the same boon 
of Self or Responsible Government, and they a11ticipate the same favora­
ble results from a si1nilar concession. 

I hope at the same time, in justice to the Assembly and to the people 
of the colony, that you \vill direct the publication, by the Government 
of the Island, of the decision of Her Majesty's Cabinet as soon as it can 
be made. With these opinions and in1pressions of what should be done 
at this time, I hope the deputies will be inclined to act as I h~ve ad­
vised. 

As an anxious friend to the British Colonies, and an earnest advorate 
for equal justice, as the best means of promoting contentment and of in~ 
creasing the prosperity of the colony of Ne,vfo_undland,

Having allowed sufficient time to expire, after our return to the colony7 

to enable the Imperial Government to obtain the views of the local Ex­
ecutive on the statements and charges made by us, and to arrive at a de­
cision upon the two principal questions submitted by us, we addressed a 
letter to ].fr. Hume, requesti11g 11im to ascertain if any decision had 
been come to, and if not, to urge the affairs of the Island upon the atten­
tion of the Dt1lre of Newcastle, that \Ve might be enabled to obtain defi­

nite information as to the conten1plated policy 9f the Government, before 
the opening of the Assembly. We give the correspondence upo11 this re­
ne,ved effort, with the exce1)tion of the letter of the Dul{e of Newcastle 
to l\1r. Hume, of 21st November, which we regret \Ve cannot publish, 
as it i$ marked '' priyate,'' and was only transmitted to us {or our 
guidance:~

Understanding by information of a reliable cha1·acter, '\vhich we have 

just received from Washington, that negociations ai:e progressing between 
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the British Government and that of tl1e United States, on the subject o~f 
Reciprocal Free Trade between the latter country and the British North 

• 

American Colonies, and that Mr. Crampton, the British Minister, has not 
yet received any definite instructions from the Imperial Government 
'vitl1 reference to Newfoundland; 've are therefore obliged i·espectfully to 
1·equest you to apply to the Dul{e of Ne\vcastle on this important question, 
at1d ascertain if the Cabinet have arrived at a decision upon it, and the 
more important one of Responsible Government. Fearing that foreign 

questions liaTe engrossed the attention of His Grace, and that. we may be 
driven to adopt a course similar to that reso1·ted to by the Assembly of 
Jamaica, if redress be not granted without any further delay, we are, 
therefore, under the necessity of soliciting you to re1nind His Grace of 
l1is promise· to you and to us that he "rould tal{e up tl1e affairs of tllis colo­
ny as soon as leisure would permit after the rising of Parliament. The 
people of this island will not submit to be kept ih a state of suspense, and 
at the satne time assent to our continuing to impose taxes on them for 
the support of an arbitrary and ruinous system of Government. They are 
exce·edingly grateful for your able and patriotic exertions. l\f ay \Ve re­
quest their continuance-the favor of your early attention to this matter, 
and that you \vill be so kind as to inforn1 us of the result of your applica­

A proclamation has been issued by our Executive, convoki11g the~As-

sembly on the 31st January next. There is, tl1erefore, a pressing ne-­
cessity for an immediate decision by Her Majesty's Government t1pon tl1e 
important questions submitted by us for their consideration, as the pub­
lic are anxiously looking to the opening of the Legislature to know it, 
and the policy of th.e Assembly· will be altogether influenced by the con­
clusion at which the British Cabinet may arrive. In fact, we anticipate 
that neither harmony, nor any measure of general practical utility, '\vill 
emanate from the different branches of ihe Legislature under the present 
cnnstitution. Legislation 'vill not, therefore, according to our apprehen­
sion, be attempte~ by the Assembly ; as it is worse than fruitless to ex-

\ pect the co-operation of the Council, except on the most humiliating terms, 
and at the sacrifice, not only of pri11ciple, but also of the Stlbstantial i11ter~ 
ests of the country. 

We have not only deemed it prudent, but our inlperative duty, to place 
these views before the Duke of Newcastle in the enclosed communication , 
\vhich we have written according to your suggestion ; and we shall avail 
of your very kind offer to place it in his possession, with such remarks as 
you may thing proper to accompany it. 'Ve continue to entertain the 
most favorable opinion of his honorable intentions towards Newfoundland, 
but fear that the affairs of Eastern Europe may engross so much of l1is 
attention as to deprive this colony of the benefit of his immediate person­
al exertions in its behalf. 'l,h·ere never was a period in its history, which so . 
much demanded the ard of a wise and Tigorot1s Government as the present, to 
improve the condition of the country, to promote the developeme.nt of its . 
vast dormant resot1rces, to avert impending ruin, and secure its productive 
industry for its permanent improvement. 'fhe old system of trade has al­
most worn itself out ; its redeeming qualities have disappeared and left 
little behind, except some of its \vorst effects on the operative population, 
'vho are consequently generally in a very dependent state, and many of 
them weekly quitting the Island. 

Reciprocal Free Trade 'vi th the United States will infuse new life, 
enterprise, and capital into our trade and the prosecution of our fishe­
ries, and, in our opinion, go far to remedy the evils of the prese11t system 
of t1·ade. 

Our government is totally devoid of power, and is only tolerated in lieu 
of something better. Nothing gaod is expected from it, and eve

1
n its 

f-0rmer st1pporters admit the necessity for a change. 

We should be very anxious to be particularly advised of the Dt1ke of 
Newcastle's vie'!s ~n out affairs :by ~he opening of the Asse,mbly, as we

According to the expressed desire of your Grace, when we had the 
honor of seeing yol1 in London, 've refrai11ed from importuning yot1 for an 
ans,ver to the l\1emorial and Petition: of tl1e House of Assembly of this 
Island on the questions of Responsible Government and Reciprocal Free 

Trade with the United States, in the confident expectation that, as soon 
after the rising of Parliament as leisure wot1ld permit, you would fully 
consider them, and communicate to the Governor the decision of Her Ma­
jesty's Government upon these in1portant subjects. Having rece11tly re­
quested Mr. Hun1e to ascertain tl1e result of your · deliberatjon on these 
matters, 've 11ave learned from that respected friend of the colonies, that 
foreign affairs had so engrossed your attcntio11 as to prevent J'OUr coming 
to a definite decision upon them up to the 21st ltltimo. 

As a Proclamation has been issued by our G·overnor, convening the 
Legislature on the 31st January next, when it will be expected by the 
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colo11ists and the Assembly that your vie,vs upon these· vital questions 
which ha,1e agitated the lJublio mind so intensely, shall be 1nade kno,vn, 
we have deemed it our d11ty, in discharging the trust reposed in llS by the 
people, through their Represe11tatives, to in1pose so far 011 your liind t1is­
position as to inake this last appeal, before the opening of our Assem­
bly, to your l1ig·h and honora.ble principles as a British Statesman, to 
place tl1is old-a11d loyal colony on a footing of equality 'vith tl1e neigl1-
boring provinces, as to Self:government, and a participation in an)T arra.nge-
1ne11t that may be effected lvith t11e American Government on Recipro­
city. 

It is but candid that we should inform you that, judging from experi­

ence, it 'vill be perfectly useless for tl1e Assembly to atten1pt a11y practi­
cal legislation 'vith the Council under the present constitution, except at 
the sacrifice of its rights a11d the substa11tial interests of the country, to 
the asst1n1ptio11s of the irresponsible nominees of tl1e Crown. The As­
sen1bly-has f!lready sub1nitted to so many repeated acts of 11t11niliation, that 
no i11dependent member in it will feel himself jt1stified i11 consenting to a 
i·ene\val 9f that course. We fear, indeed, that according to our pledges 
to our constit11ents, \Ve shall not be able to impose any further Revenue 
Bill on the country for the support of the present S)7Stem. l\1oderatio11 
and prttdence alil{e demanded that forbearance, 'vhich the .. t\.ssembly has 

for tl1e last four )"ears exercised, l111til the time l1ad arrived \vhen its 
viel\·s could be placed before an able and in1partial Minister, \Vho has 

tl1e power and the dispositio11 to redr~ss the '\Vrongs of wl1ich it justly 
con1 plained. 

Your Grace lvill, therefore, perceive the source of ou.r anxiety for your 
decisio11 upon the destiny of this colony, as it \vill i11fiuence the course, 
11ot only of our legislation, but also of our trade, and affect the peace 

and prosperity of t11e coi1ntry, according to the result at lvhich you may 
• arrive. 

If N e,vfoundland should be destined to form a link in a Federal or 
Legislative Union of the British North American Possessions, it is desir­
able that it sho11ld 'vitho11t delay be placed in the enjoyment of those 
privileges, the }Jroper exercise of \vhich \Vould be necessar)' to prepare 
it for a full participation in the advantages of so great and desirable a 
change. 

' 'Vitl1 reference to the general finances of the colony, as bearing upon 
the question of Reciprocity, \Ve \vould i·espectfully remark that 11otl1ing 
would tend more to the i1nprovement of our financial condition t11an tl1e 
ope11ing of i1ew marl{Bts for the produce of our fisheries j and as the old 
co11tracted system of trade heretofore pursued in this island; is inadequate 
to the independe11t maintenance of our operative population, many of 
whom are conseqt1ently at present thrown upon the Government for sup-

•

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port, or driven from our shores to seek ren1unerative employn1ent in the 
United States, \Ve are persuaded of the necessity for the adoptioi1 of some 
such n1easure as Reciprocity, \vl1ich 'vould induce capitalists of enterprise 
to en1barl{ in our trade, infuse ne'v life and energy into the pursuits of 
the people, and develope the vast dorn1ant and neglected resources of this 

extensive country. 

On reference to the accompanying statistical statements, you will per­
ceive that \Vhile our In1ports and Exports have increased, or rather have 
i1ot decreased since 1840, and our llevenue has gradually gro,vn from 
£43,863 14s. ld. in that year to £84:323 4s. 2d. in 1852, the condition 
of the people and the state of the country have not improved by any 
means, either in tl1e ratio of taxation, or the results of the trade in favor . 
of the merc~11tile body, compared 'vith tl1e bulk of. the population, for you 
'vill perceive that the an1ount paid for the relief of the poor in 1840 was 
only £1,119 16s., while it was in 1~52 £8,683 Os. Id.-a large sum, 

even n1al{ing allo"~ance for the partial failure of the potato crop. 

The colony is also in debt abottt £120,000, a11d no adequate value 
11as been received by the public for the taxes i1nposed and the debt in­
curred. 

This is a state of things \vhich, \Ve hun1bly submit, clearly proves that 
there is just cause of complaint, and necessity for a reform in our institu­
tions. With Free Trade and free institt1tions, this colony, after a few 
years, \Vot1ld not kno\V such an affliction as pauperism, and the colonial 

· debt, 'vith the exercise of proper economy, \vould not be felt as a burthen 
by the people. They could then afford to bear increased taxation, if that 
'vere necessary, to sustain the credit of the Government or to promote· 
the improvement of the country. 

"\Vith undiminished confidence in yot1r Grace, and sincere reliance on 
your candor and good will, we place these vie,vs before you, believing that 
you will regard them in the spirit in which they are really conceived; for 
'"e beg to assure you, that it is our earnest '11ish to see the affairs of the 
colony conducted in peace and harmony by properly constituted authori­
ties ; and in corr1mon \vith the m~jority of our fellow colonists, \Ve should 
be deligl1ted to be enabled to co-operate \Vith a Responsible Executive 
i11 carrying out your vie\vs in pron1otion of the public welfare.

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Before long, \Ve anticipate the art'ival of despatcl1es from the Colonial 
office, of a favorable character; if, 11owever, co11trary to the expectations 
've have been led to entertain, and to the favorable assurances we have 
received, our hopes should not be fully and pron1ptly realised, there is 
but one Corirse open to the Assembly, in Our judgment. That course is 
pointed out by ~lr. Hume, and has been successfully adoptecl by the 
neighboring colonies-a direct and manly appeal to tl1e British Parlia­
ment by the people's representatives; and \Ve assume the responsibility 

of adding, an entire suspension of all further legislative action, llntil the 

inalienable right of self-Government be conceded to Newfoundland. 

Such is an outline of th~ measures which we have adopted, to give ef­

fect to the Resolutjons of the Assembly regarding the objects of our 111is­
sion. 'J~hat tl1ey 'vill be crowned with tl1e full measure of success, 

,ve have reason to hope and believe, a short time \vill decide ; much more 
has been achieved by it than our opponents anticipated ; it remains for 

the Assembly to take advantage of the i1nproved condition of its pros­

pects. It has taken a high and honorable stand against the upholders of 

the present system of misrule ; and has thns comn1anded the respect of 
at least one of the first n1inisters of the Cro\vn, and many other influen­

tial statesmen. The 11ltimate and speedy triumph of the ca11se in 'vhich 
''"e have been engaged, is no longer a matter of mere speculation or l1on_; 
est doubt. 'fhe people have nobly done their 11art; they a\vait with rest­
less anxiety the decision of the Imperihl aut~1orities--their 11appiness, a11d 
the fate of this colony hang upon that decision~-'\te repeat that we have 
e,·ery reason to confide in the principles a11d professions of the ~1 inistry, 
and trust that the necessity for extren1e constitutional measures 1nay not 
arise; but, " come weal or come wo," things cannot be "'orse than they 
are, for, under the presf nt government, ruin is impending over this fine 
ol(l colony. .Therefore, no n1a11 ·\vho has laid his hand to the 11lot1gh, and 
is sincere in his professions for the regeneration of our institutions and 
the improvement of the country, will be so craven.,heart.ed as to look back. 

The tin1e for half-measures has passed awa)r-nothing but the full conces~ 
sion of justice will satisfy the people, and a justification can no longer be 
desired or sought by their Representatives for supporting any govern­
~ent not based upo11 the constitutional principles of Executive responsi­
bility.

Fisheries and the visitation of the potato disease, but also to the charac.:. 
ter of the Trade of this Colony and the absence of a vigorou!, economical,. 
and truly British system of Government, to encourage the developement 
of its extensive resources, to uphold the rights and interests of the opera-·. 
tive population, and faithfully administer the public affairs. 

We cordially tender our acknowledgments to Your Excellency for 
calling our attention to several subj.ects connected with the welfare of~ 
the country, and for the assurance of your desire to facilitate, to the t1~­

most of your power, our labors for the promotion of the public good ; at 
, the same time, we frankly avow ot1r mature conviction, that, however anxi-.. 

ous we may be to render our best e~ertions condu.cive to the prosperity 
of the people, judging from the experience of the · past and the avowed 
policy of Your Excellency's confidBntial advisers in their legislative capa­
city~ we entertain no hope of obtaining their necessary co-operation in mea­
sures of general practical utility, except on terms, alike injurious to the 
public service-degrading to the people's representatives, and subversive . 
of the rights and privileges confided to our guardianship. 

Having dec!ared, a.slate as the last session of th:e Legislature, that nei .. 
ther the anomalous system of Government in force in this island, nor your~ 

Excellency's Council, possessed the confidence of the public or of this 
House, we addressed a memorial to the noble Secretary of State for the· 

\ 

Colonial Department, and both houses of Parliament, praying for the im-
mediate introduction of a Responsible system of Gevernment into this co-

. lony ; and \Ve have been gratified to learn from· the Delegates deputed by 
this House to proceed to London, for the purpose of promoting the objects 
of the Memorial, that they have received such· assurances from the noble 

Secretary as induce us to conclude that the long desired boon sha~l be 
conceded. 

We respectfully solicit Your Excellency to place before· this House co­
pies of any correspondence which may have taken place between Your· 
Excellency and the Colonial Department, since the last session of the 1 

Legislature, on this highly important subject,-the satisfactory settlement 
of which we deem essential to the useful existence of the~ popular branch~ 

of the Legislature, of paramount importance to the cou11try,. and indispen-· 
sable to ,.the better a·dministration of the Government. 

In conclusion, while we do not hesitate to assure Your Excellency 
that you will be indemnified for any outlay that has been made or may·· 
be rendered necessary for the Relief of the Poor and the Telegraph la­
bourers; we deem it our duty to inform your· Excellency, with the ut-,· 

most reliance upon Your E:&cellency's good sense and impartial judgment 
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for a fayorable construction of the motives influencing our conduct, that 
we have deliberately come to the conclusion to await the decision of. the 
Imperjal Government upon the Right of the People of this old and loyal 
Dependency of the British Crown to tl1e possession of Self-goTernment, 
in the constitutional acceptation of the tern1, i·ather than waste our time 
and exhaust the patience of the public in witnessing a renewal of fruit­
less attempts at legislation under the present constitu~ion.

ment of Responsible G·overnment, for the better administration of its af­
fairs, and having deemed it expedient to deIJttte t\vo men1bers of this 
I-louse to proceed to London Jor the purpose of placing the views of the 
,\ssen1bly more clearly before the Imperial Governn1ent, beg to tender 
our cordial acknowledgments to Y ot1r Grace for the flattering manner in 
'\vhich you \vere pleased to receive tl1ese gentletnen, and the 11opes yot1 
held out that justice should at last be done to this colony, no less prover­
bial for the 'vell-tried loyalty of its hardy and enterprising population, . 
than remarl\:able as the only one on this side of the Atlantic of tru- ; 
ly ~ritish origin, subject to the almost obsolete and arbitrary principles 

of Irresponsible Rt1le, administered by a Governor and ten irrespo11sible 
Cro,vn nominees, constituting a Council, and exercising executive and 
legislative po\vers, in direct opposition to tl1e popular \vill. 

Convinced fron1 long practiced experience of the hopelessness of worlr­
ing such a system for the public 'velfare, necessity obliged us, in accorcl-· 
ance with the well-unde1·stood 'vishes of the people, declared at several 
general a11d partial Elections of Represe11tatives, i11 Public lV[eetings, by 
the independent portion of tl1e Press, and repeatedly affirmed by three 
distinct Houses of Assembly, to appeal to the parent Government for its 
abolition, as its tendency has been fot1nd to retard the improvement of the ... 

colony, to sacrifice the best i11terests of the industrial population, to in-
volve the Governn1ent in unnecessary and ruinous debt by its extrava­
gance, to produce public discontent, and constant collisions between the 

co•ordinate branches of the Legislature. Our fu.nctior1s l1ave been ren.-· 
t 
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clered subservient to the dictation of the Council, acting in their double 
capacity of Executive and Legislative Councillors, and equally irresponsi­
ble to the public, to the Cro\Yn, and to the Representative branch for 
their conduct. Obliged to impose heavy taxes on the indt1stry of the 
people for the support of tl1is Government, \Ve are denied the power to 
secure the faithful expenditure of such taxes, and, in fact, our only re­
cognised use seems to be to lev)· taxes and vote tl1e salaries of the offic-
ials. 

lTnJer such a deplorable state of affairs-under the feelings of humilia­
tion produced in our minds by the frequent violations of our undot1bted 
privileges by the Council-and the contempt "'itl1 'vhich public opinion 
has been treated by that Body-,ve have exercised no ordinary degree of 
prudence and forbearahccl tl1us long in st1brnitting our \\rill and indepen• 
dence to tl1ose who are ot1r st1periors in no constitutional vie\v-in the 
hope that this syste1n of mis-governn1ent would be abolished in New­
foundland, as it has been in all the i1eigl1bouring colonies, where it had 
invariably produced similar results. 

We have adopted every prudential and necessary meast1re in our po\V-· 
er to prepare for tl1e advent of a reform which \Ve haTe deemed inevitable;· 
but nea1ly all our efforts in this respect have been opposed by the. Coun­
cil. A11 increase in th'e nt1rnber of tl1e men1bers of tl1is Assembly has 

' . 
bee11 frequently attempted by the Assembly; the other branch would 
agree to 11one that \Vould secure the l1onest and independent exercise. of 
the Eiective franchise tl1rot1ghout the island, and \Ve have accordinglJ 
abandoned all hope of coming to a satisfactory arrangement with th·em o~ 
this subject. But, reposing the utmost reliance in t11e avo,ved: colonial

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policy of the present Ministry, '\\'e have anxiously looked for tl1eir impar· 
tial decision to terminate these difficulties, and place the political institu­
tions of the country upon the broad, eolid foundation of those principles 
of Constitutional freedom, which have been tested for age_s in the mother 
country, and form the great eleme.nt of progress and in1provement in the 

neighbouring colonies. 

Owing to the disturbed condition of affairs in Eastern Europe, we pre0 

1ume that your Grace has not had sufficient leisure to con1e to a definite 
conclusion upon our Men1orial of last sesssion; and \Ve have deliberately 
come to the resolution no longer to \Vaste our tin1e and· exhaust the pa­
tience of the public in fruitless attempts at legislation under the present 
Constitution, but to await, as \Ve fervently .. ,trust we are justified in ex­
pecting, the satisfactory and impartial decision of the Imperial Govern­
ment upon the right of this colony, to the blessings of Self-governm·ent . 

. ' 
We feel that, before coming to this conclt1sion, 've had done all that loy-
alty to the Crown, and only what our duty to the people, demanded, in ad­
vocating the rights of the latter, and respectfully placing fier MRjesty's· 
Government in possession of such t1nquestionable data as will enable it to 
arrive at a correct and just conclusion upon the subjects of our \\'ell-found­
ed complaint and constitutional demand. 

\Ve therefore most humbly pray that your Grace '''ill be graciously 
pleased to take the premises into your favorable consideration, and with­
out further delay secure for this 9ld and loyal Dependency of the British 
Crown, the long desired boon of Responsible Government, similar to that 
in successful operation in the other North Arr1erican Colonies, and for 
which1 as in duty bound, '''e shall ever pray.

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dresses 'vere adopted by t1s to both Houses of the Imperial Pa1·liament, 
and His Grace the Duke of Ne\vcastle, the noble Secretary of State for 
the Colonial Department, praying for the concession of Responsible Gov-· 
ernn1ent to this ,colony. 

Those Addi-esses \\1ere passed in strict accordance 'vith the well-known; 
frequently expressed, and deliberate \vishes of the inhabitants of this Is­
land. In the year 1846, by resolution of tl1e Amalgamated I .. egislature, 

t\vo-fifths of \\t·hich \Vete non1inees of the Crown, the principle of Execu­
tive responsibility \Vas affirmed as applicable to our condition. Since that 
period tbis in1portant question has agitated the pt1blic mincl, and proved 
n protninent test of the eligibility of canclidates to seats in the Assembly, 
and the results of the last general Election for this island, 'vhich took 
place in the year 1852, fully attest the continued ancl anxiot1s desire of 
the people for tr1e introductio11 of this refor1n. It has been discussed in 
the local periodicals, at the h nstings, in pt1blic meetings, and in the legis­
lative halls of the country. 1'herefore, influencecl by the prevailing opin­
ions of the peo1)le, and in compliance witl1 petitions numerot1sly signed,­
as '"ell as from our o\v11 conviction of the undeniable and unanimo11sly re­
cognised 11ecessity for an in1provement in our present system of Govern-4 

n1ent, did \Ve resolve to reiterate our appeal to Her Majesty for that full 
measure of constitutional justice \vhich is our birthrigl1t as British sub-

jects, ancl to '"hich this colony is as 'vell entitled, i11 our humble opinion,~ 

as any other dependency of the British Cro,vn. That N e\vfoundland is 
the only colony in British North America from 'vl1ich Self-government 
has bee11 withheld; that she l1as a population of at least one hundred and 
t\venty thousand inhabitants; that her annual in1ports exceed eight hun­
dred thot1sand pounds, and her exports one million sterling; that her 
area is greater tl1an that of Ireland; with a seaboard exceeding one thou-~ 

sand iniles, indented n~itl1 extensive and comrnodious bays and safe har-· 
bors, from 'vhich her ine'xhau5tible Fisheries may be carried on to an in­
definite .extent, and affording ,,.aluable· encouragement to a pop11lation far· 
greater than the present nuruber; that her revenue is about seventy thou­
sand pounds sterling; tl1at her civil list, amounting to about thirty thou­
sand pounds a-)rear, is paid exclusively from colonial funds, and that, as an 
evidence of the soundness of the credit of the colony, the sum of Eighty; 
thousand pounds is invested in the Savings' Bank at interest at the rate· 
of three per ce11t. 

That, while possessed of these resources, capabilities, an,d advantages,. 
their development has been cotnparatively neglected by reason of the 
war1t of the stimt1lating influence of Self.government-the direction of our 
affairs being in the hands of In1perial authorities often ignorant · of our· 
conditio11 and wants, and of local functionaries not unfreqt1ently inimical 
to the interests of the country, and using tl1eir b·igh and confidential RO• 
sitions for the purpose of p·erpetuating their o\\·n power and upholdiq. & 
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system whioh has a direct tendency to sl1ake the allegiance of the most 
loy~l, and produce general discontent among the inhabitants-a system 

which is not capable of meeting the wants and progressive desires of the 
people of this country, and \vhicl1 does not possess public confidence be~ 
cat1se it has not given general satisfactio11. 

Under these circun1stances, \Ve most respectfully submit that the peo• 
ple of this colony 'vere fully justified in the belief that their fair and rea .. 
sonable demands for constitutional control over the administration of 
their internal affairs '''ould not have been refused. Looking at the decla­
ration of every colonial Minister since eightee11 hundred a·nd thirty-eight, 
as to the princi1)les w l1ich should be applied to tl1e government of the Co­
lonies, and more especially the vie,vs of Earl Grey to the governor of 
Prince Erl ward Island, t1nder the date of the t'Yenty-seventh December, 
eighteen h11ndred and forty-nine, in \vhich his lordship affirms that ''it 
cannot be too distinctly ackno,vledged that it .is neither yossible nor desir­
able to carry on the go\·ernn1ent of any of the Bi'itish provinces in North 
America in opposition to the opinion of the inhabita11ts," \vhich declara· 
tion \Vas confitn1ed by a subsequent despatch from his lordship, dated the 
thirty-first day of January, 1851, ii1 'vhich Responsible Government was 
fully conceded to that colo11y, lvith its population of sixty.five thousand 
inhabitants, while its imports atnounted to one hundred and t'venty t11ou..; 
sand pot1nds, its exports consiclerably less, and its revent1e about thirty 
thousand pounds; lool\ing also at the objectio11s urged, and subsequently 
abandoned by 11is lordship, to tl1e applications of the })rinci ples of Self.­
government to that colony, but more partict1larJy 'vhen he stated in a de­
spatch under date of the 1st of Jant1ary, 1849, that ''Prince Edward Is­
land is comparati,·ely small in extent and popl1lation, and its commercial 
and wealthy classes confined almost to a single to\\rr1 ; ''-,ve sincerely 
confide in the equal justice and good faith of the British Government, 
while we respectfully assure your honorable House that the speedy con• 
cession of our rights '\vill conciliate and sec11re the affecticns of the peo .. 
ple of this colony, obviate the tin pleasant consequences of political dis­

content produced by injt1stice, and divert the 'vide-~prea<ling CJ-trrent of 

continuous public agitation into the legitimate channels of prodL1ctive in• 
dustry, commercial enterprize, and social in1provement. 

That the policy continl1ed to be pursued b)? Her :\f ajesty~s Council in 
this colony has given additional force ancl signifi~ance to the prevailing 
conviction that, constjtnted as that Body is, of ten indi~· icluals wh olly irre­
sponsible to the people, and increased, as it has been since the Ee5~ion be• 
fore last, by the accession of t\vo persons OJ)posed to popnl:ir reform or 
political progress, whose chief claims to seats ht the Council board rested 
in their support of the present effete system of misrt1lt=·, it is utterly hope­
less to expect its co-operation in carrying out measures of the most imper­
ative ·public necessity and admitted practical utility ; for instance, against

the 11nanimous \vill of the Ho.use of . .l\.ssembly, in 1852, the Council ma-
terially altered the appropriations in a Bill adopted by the Assen1bly; 
granting nine thousand pounds for the construction and repair of Roads in 

. "' . , 

this isla11d, at1d thereby caused the loss of that useful measure-thus vio-
. . 

lati11g the pri,rileges of the Representative branch, retarding p11blic improve-
ment, aud partittlly debarring the operative population from remunerative 

employment---so m11ch reql1ired during tl1at season, o\ving to the failure 
of the fisheries and the blight of tl1e potato crop. '!.,hat the Executive 
'vere obliged, at the solicitation of individual members of the Assembly, 
to appropriate and expe11d considerable st1ms of 1noney during tl1at year 
in the Road service, which \Vere ·not voted by the Assembly, thus violating 
Jier l\t[ajesty's instructions to the Gover11or, and the la'v of the land_.a 
step 'vhich was, ho\vever, rendered necessary by the wrongful act of the 
Council in rejecting tl1e Road Bill. That tl1ey also rejected Census Bills 

· successively passed by the Assembly ii1 its last tl1ree sessions, in accord­
ance \vith a recor~1meudatio11 from tl1e Imperial Government. That they 
also so n111tilat~d a Bill appropriati11g save11 thousand~ five hundred pounds . -
for the enco11rageme11t of tl1e educatio11 of the yot1th of the colony, as. to 

create general dissatisfaction among·, not only all the Dissenters, out also a 
large portion of the Episcopalians of tl1e colony. That from time imme-
111orial, the fishermen of Newfoundland, its mninstay, and the great source 
of its commercial \vealth, have been entitled by itnperial statute to receive 
their \vages out of the produce of their earnings, in preference to all other 
creditors. Tl1at the Chamber of Com1nerce of St. John's secretly adopted 
a memorial to Earl Grey, Her l\fajesty's late Secretary of State for the 

. . 

Colonies, praying for the repeal of the Act 15th. George 3d, being the 
only statute 'vliich still preserved this ·valual;>le right to our hardy fisner­
n1en. That this memorial " 1as transn1ittecl to the Colonial Office by the 
local Exec11tive lvithol1t any protest, witl1out the ,knowledge of the Legis 
lature, and 'vithout giving the representative branch, or those most near­
ly affected by this n1easure, an opportunity of transmitting a counter-me­
morial. The conseque11ce was that the fisl1erma11's charter \Vas repealed 
by the In1perial Parliame11t before the fact \Vas discovered bJ,. the people 
of tl1is colony. Their only resource was then to appeal to the ]ocal Le­
gislature. 'l,he Assembl}" accordingly passed a Bill defining the rights of 
this . class of tl1e pop11Iation, and re-e11acting this ancient right, bt1t it was 
so altered by the Council as to make it a totally different measure, and 
cause its rejection. 1,he Assembly then adopted a measure to declare 
the prior right of fisherme11 to be paid tl1e an1ount of their ,,·ages out of 
the procluce of their labor, i11 case of the insolvency of their hirers or em­
ployers, which was also rejected by the Council in tl1e three last sessions; 

. . 

tl1us oppo'3ing the inter~sts and .desires of the mass of the people in every, 
form. The Council likewise rejected Bills sent up from the Assembly, in 
the last two sessions, to provide for the relief of the Poor of the colony, 
and also th19 ee Bills for the prospective xeductionof the Civil List, passed 

l 

... 

, 
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by the Assembly, from a sense of the enormity of our present civil expend..1 
iture with a due regard to the circumstances of the colony, and without 
affecting in any respect the interests of the present official i11cumbents; 
according to a recommendation contained in a despatch from Earl Grey 
upon this important subject. 

The chief objection urged by the Executive to the concession of Re.a 
sponsible Government, has been the limited number of the representatives 
of the people in the House of Assembly, to obviate which, bills have been 
passed in the Assembly, one of which adopted in the session of 1852, was 
so altered and amended in the Cour1cil as to throw the representation 
into the hands of a fe\V merchants and officials; by sub-dividing certain 
electoral districts into small sections, and creating a system of rotten bor ... 
oughs to suit their views; thus mutilated, it was necessarily rejected by 
the Assembly. Another Bill on this subject was, last session, passed by 
the Assembly, containing certain reasonable concessions calculated to se ... 
cure a fair representation to the various interests and denominations or 
our population, and it was likewise rejected by the Council, which still 
persisted in resisting a measure, the necessity of 'vhich they admit; and 
it was clear they would not assent to any Bill for the increase of represent­
atives, so long as they are pernlitted to urge that such increase is a ne­
cessary condition precedent to the attainment of Responsible Government; 
excQpt such a one as would nullify the honest and invigorating influence 
of the great principles of British constitutional government, if it should 
be conceded to this colony. 

In order to bring the questions of our constitutional demands fairly un­
der the consideration of Her Majesty's Government, the Assembly in their 
last session determined to send a delegation from their Body for this pur­
pose, and proposed to Her Majesty's Council to adopt on their part a 
similar procedure. A Bill to provide the necessary means was introduced 
into tbe Assembly with the assent of the Executive, but Her Majesty's 
Council in their Legislative capacity refused to sanction the Bill, with 
the view to prevent any trial being had on the eubject by the Imperial 
Government. 

The Delegates from the House proceeded however, and had the honor 
of several interviews with His Grace the Duke of Newcastle on this im­
portant subject, and received from His Grace such assurances as to war• 
rant them in anticipating that their case would be dealt with by Her Ma­
jesty's Government in a spirit conformable to the recognised Imperial 
policy for the Government of the British North American Provinces.~

The present session of our Legislature opened; however, without any 
information from His Grace of the decision of Her Majesty's Government. 
The position of affairs in Europe engaging so much of the attention of 
the government has, no doubt, delayed the consideration of this subject; 

·. 
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but viewing the condition of the colony and the hopelessness ,of tp~ .. ttt• 
tempt to carry out measures of salutary legislation r1nder t!ie pfes.ent .~~S· 

tern, we have come to the deliberate resolution .to su~penfi all 1l~g~~la~~on 
and to await the decisio.n of Her Majesty's Government on our cl~j~s JRr 
Self-government. 

It is a remarkable fact that In a1i the other British Nort4 American 
Provinces their respective Governors are bearing the ft1llest testimony to· 
the flourishing condition of tl1e people, and declaring ~hat in .no small de-· 
gree is this satisfactory i·esult attributable to the vigorot1s system of Self. 
government which they enjoy. In t;Iiis colony, on flie p9n~r.ary, tO' 
such an extent does pat1perism prevail, th9-'t more than Qne-sixth oaf the 

\ 

Re\l·enue was spent in relieving it in the past year. The old contracted sys-
tem of trade is inadequate to the independent maintenance of our opera.; 
tiTe population, while aµy change in this system is resisted P}" afe\v lead~ 
ing mercantile ~onopolists who are always found to act in qonjt1nction. ~ith 
the local Executive-tl1rough whose age11~y they ate often e~abl~d to 
procure the public ft1nds for the relief of their dependents, ··who_se support 
must other\ivise be provided by the merchants t~em::;elves. As the ~esult 
of this combination; we have fast-spreading pauperism, a!1d a progressive 
increase of our public debt-while the few merchants deriving their trade 
from the labor of the people are an1assing wealth bej1ond. precedent in 
the history of tl1e colony. · 

The principal source of relief from these eyils to wh~ch t}\e . A~semi~y 
have directed their attention, is the establishment of Free T~ade with the 
"{Tnited States-a measure to which ot1r mercantile monopolists are decid­
edly· opposed, arid on which, therefore, \Y.e expect no co.op~ration fror;n 
the local Executive. The Assembly u11animo~~ly afflrmed the necessjty 

• 

of the measure as one that 'vould indt1ce capitalists to embark in oµr trade, 
infuse new life and vigor jnto the pursuits of the people, and develope 
the dormant and neglected resources of this extensive coul}try; but befng 
adverse to the feelings of the few, the voice of tl1e country ~eflected 
through the unanimous decision of the Assembly, calls forth no response 
from our local Exect1tive, in whose eyes a few. mEtrchants, and not the peo.; 
ple, are alone deserving of consideration. 

Where the people have a voice in the direction of tp..e govep1me~t, as 
in the other British North American Provinces, measur~s nec~is~ry to 
their prosperity are effectt1ated, and the people are contented and happy• 
In Newfoundland the popular will has no power in the Executive; our 
legislation in measures of general utility is defeated through the influenc­
es adverted to, ~nd the state of our people exhibits the consequences-­
their wretchedness and discontent, from the lamentabl~ contrast ~n ke~p-
ing with the difference of the .system we are yet doomed to endure. · 

We therefore most humbly l?r'y that y01.~r _ho~o.r,~J~. J!pp';~ .wjJ),_ :P..e· 
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pleased to take the premises iuto your consideration, and adopt such meit• 
sures as will secure to this old and loyal dependency of the British Crown 
the blessings of a constitutional form of government analagous to that in 
successful operation in the other North American Colonies.

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5. The first of these is the same which has been agreed to and put in 
practice when the recent change of the same description took place in 
Nova Scotia and in Prince Edward Island; nainely, the indemnification 
of present holders of those Offices which by the change in que~tion 'vill 
be rendered liable to be vacated at the will of the majority of the Legis­
l ature. The provision in question shot1ld be made either in the form of

pension or of a round sum by way of indemnity. But as to the number

boring possessions in Nor th America. 

But we beg to state that some of the conditions on whicl1 the Imperial 
Government are prepared to concede the in1mediate application of that 
form of Government to this colony, are so objectionable in tl1eir character 
as to render its introduction upon such terms utterly impracticable.

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The Assen1bly would further submit, that these conditions are such as 
have not been annexed to the concession of Responsible Government to 
any of the neighboring colonies; and being put forward by your Grace, 
as indispensable precedents to the change of government sought by the 
people, we are convinced, that in this vie'v, )'Our good intentions on the~r 
behalf \Vill be utterly frustrated and their hopes disappointed. 

We therefore ttli<=5t that upon a reconsideration of this important st1b­
ject, your Grace will se-e the propriety of '\Vithdra\ving these objectiona­
ble conditions, and granting Resp·onsible G·overnment to this colony on 
the same terms as it has been granted to the neighboring colonies. · 

In conclusion, we have respectfully to thank your Grace for the in­
formation yo11 have conveyed regarding Reciprocal Free Trade with the 
United States, on which your Grace acquaints us that Her Majesty's Gov-

the conduct of that negociation every attention will be paid to the e~­
pressed wishes of the Assembly on the subject.

lst.-As to the indemnification of the holders of offices wl1ich, by the

As, however, there ''Till be a deficiency to be provided for, which will 
be sho,vn by the annexed statement, the Committee recon1n1end that a 
Bill be introduced to provide for the raisi11g of a loan to the extent of 
Six Thousand Pounds, which Bill they beg leave to annex as a part of 
th is Report. ,.

Government on the subject of Responsible Governn1e11t, had been pleased 
to say he had not received any further Despatches on that subject: Also, 
that in 1·eply to the Address on the subject of the N ewf oun.dland Savings:/ 
Bank, His Excellency had been pleased to say he 'vould lay tl1e Address 
before the Directors of that Institutio11 : 

And, that in reply to tl1e Address requesting infor1natio11 on the sub­
ject of the Currency Bill of last session, His Excellency had l1andecl l1in1 
the following Despatch: 

COPY OF TREASURY MINUTE, DATED JUNE 29, 1852. 
----

~Iy Lords have before them the Act passecl by the Canadian Legisla­
ture on the 3 let August, 1851, entitled ''An Act to provide for the in'° 
troduction of the decimal system into the currency of this province, and 
otl1erwise to amend the la\vs relative to the ct1rrency,'' \vl1ich \Vas trans-
1nitted to this Board in the letter from the Board of Trade of the second. 
April last. 

My Lords have also before them an Act passed by the Legislature of 
New Brunswick on t11e 7th -April, 1852, entitled ''An Act for establish~ 
ing a tender in all payments to be tnade in tl1is province, and for consoJi.,, 
dating and amending the Laws relating to the Currency therein," 'vhich 
was submitted to their I~ordships in the letter from the Board of Trade of 
the 3rd inst. 

Their Lordships advert to the correspo11dence wl1ich passed bet,veen 
this Board and the Secretary of State for the Colonial .Department, in the 
years 1850 and 1851, on the subject of the Currency of Canada. 

My Lords have at the same time before them a Memorandum, dated 

the 30th Decen1ber, 1851, prepared by the late Chancellor of the Exche­
quer, on the general q11estion of the currency of the British provi11ces in 
North Ainerica, a copy of which Memorandum \Vas communicated confi­
dentially by Lord Grey to the Governor-General of Canada, 'vho bas 
stated that it may be taken as a satisfactory basis for the settlement of the 
question. 

This Men1orandum was in the following terms : 

" The subject of the currencies in our North A.merican colonies has 
been frequently brought before the Government by the proposals :of vari­
ous l~inds, which have been made from the different provinces, and it is 
one upon \vhich it is most desirable to arrive at some satisfactory conclu-

• s1on. 
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" N otl1ing can be more unsatisfactory than their present state. The 
law ancl regulations differ in every colony, anc1 in some instances the la'v 
and the practice differ in tl1e same colony ; and many of the proposals 
'\vhicl1 have been made for remedying partial inconveniences arising fron1 
this state of things, '"·ould only have added further sources of discrepancy~ 

'' By the existing regulations in Canada, the Eagle of the United 
States, coined since J 834, co11taining about 232 grains of pure gold, wl1ich 
coin at present forms the basis of the currency of the colony, is rated at 

50s. currency. 

In New Bruns,viclr the old Eagle coined previously to the alteratio11 of 
the J\1int La'v of the United States in 1834, and containing about 247 
grains of pure gold is rated at 50s . . ; bt1t it is probable tl1at the ne~.v Eagle, · 
though · a coin of inferior valt1e, passes at the same rate. In Canada the 
silver doll&r is rated at 5s. ld,, and in this rating are included Spanish 
and South American, as well as United States coins of this denomination, 
though differing slightly in intrinsic value. With this exception, 'vl1ich is 
only trifling, the rate of 5s. Id. \Vas a correct adjustment (tal{ing the 
price of Standarcl Silver at 5s. per ounce) of the dollar to the pound ster­
ling, after the c11rrency of the province had become depreciated from the 
old rate of 5s. for tl1e silver dollar, by the admission of the new Eagle in­
to circulation as equivalent to fifty shillings Canadian ct1rrency, which 
sun1 hacl been formerly payable only by ten silver dollars. 

" In N e\V Brt1ns,vick the rate assigned to the U nitecl States dollar 
is 5s. 

" I11 NoYa Scotia tl1e dollar is rated at 5s. 2~d, and otl1er coins are ad­
justed to that rate, calculating silver relatively to gold at tl1e average of 
5s. per ou11ce for Stanclard Siiver. 

"In Newfoundland there is no legal rating for any coins, bt1t a dollar 
is considered to be 'vorth 5s. In Prince Edward's Island, where the 
greatest depreciation has taken place, a dollar is ratecl at 6s. and the half­
do]lar at 3s. 

'' The discrepancies in the Currency of the different colo11ies are not 
the only, or indeed the most pressing inconveniences \vhicl1 have arisen 
fron1 the present state of things.. As the denomination of account em­
plo:yed cloes not in any case correspond 'vith the sub-divisions of the coins 
in circulation, there is great difficulty in adjusting the smaller coins to 
their proportionate i·ates in reference to the larger coins, and in order to 
avoid inconvenient fractions, the fo!mer frequently pass i11 retail transac­
tions at a ' 1alue differing fron1 that \Vhich they bear by Ia,v. 

'' The rating of all these coins in the different colonies is derived with 
more or less discrepancy from the conventional rate of 5s., or 011e.fourth 
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of a pouncl, assigned in old times to the Spanisl1 dollar, which \vas the11 
the ust1al medium of exchange in the 'British Colonies. This rate which 
was 01·iginally an over valuation of the coin, 'vas nominally adhered to 
after the dollar became clepreciated in valt1e, and, as is ust1ally the case, 
·when coins are i·ated to a ne\V denomination upon no fixed principle, 
other coins came into circulation without due regard to their relative in­
trinsic value, and that coin \Vhich \Vas most overval11ed in any colo11y be­
came for the time the 111easure of its currency. 

''In Prince Edward·s Isla11cl an extragavant isst1e ofTreas11ry Notes and 
Bonds has carried the depreciation to a very much greater length. 

'' These sources of error were increased by the course pursued in the 
United States i11 regard to their Cl1rrency. In adopting the decimal sys-­
tern l\'ith the dollar as the t111it of Account, the Spanish dollar \Vas propos­
ed as the basis of th.e ct1rrency of that country, b11t in the regulation of 
its coinage, the proportion of fine silver assignee.I bJ? law to the U r1ited 
States dollar \Vas less than that contained in the Spanish dollar; and the 
currency· \vas further depreciated in 1834, by an alteration of the gold 
coins, ,~vhich dimi11ished the quantity of pt1re gold in the Eagle, and re­
duced its value, according to the relative price of silver and gold, belo\V 
the intrinsic value of 10 silver United States dollars. 

'' The effect t1pon the ct1 rrency of Canada, wl1ere t11e dollar and Eagle 
are both legal tender, has been a corresponding depreciation; for, where­
as forrr1erly 50s. ct1rre11cy could only be paid by 10 Spanish dollars, it 
migl1t l1ave bee11 paid for some years by I 0 U i1ited States dollars, and it 
may no\v be paid by an United States Eagle, \vhich is of less· intrinsic va­
lue, i1ot only than I 0 Spanish dollars,. but than 10 Silver dollars of tl1e· 
United States. 

''The disproportion abo·ve advertecl to between the gold and silver coin·s 
of tl1e United States has been recentl)r , increased by the fall in tl1e valu·e 
of gold, in consequence of the large supplies of that metal from Califor­

. nia. It is understooc1 that some measures are in contemplation for an al­
teratio·n of the l\1i11t Lavvs of the United States, \Vith the view of remedy­
ing tl1e inconvenience \ivhich is at present felt from the \Vant of silver 

• eo1ns. 

'' The u11certainty whicl1 at presen.t exists \vitl1 regarcl to the relative 
value of the precious 1V1etals, \vhile it brings under more prominent no• 
tice the inconvenience of the present systen1, increases tl1e difficulty of 
adjusti11g the relative rates of gold and silver coins. It \vould also be ve­

l'Y desirable to Irno\iv '''hat 111east1res inay be adopted b·y the United States 
G·ove1nment l1po11 the subject of their currency, as it wot1ld obviously be 
a convenience to the inhabitants of 011r colonies bordering on the United 
States if tl1eir ct11'rency ca11 be inade readily convertible into some deno-
n1inat.io11 of that of the United States. ' 
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"The existing circumstances also shew very strongly tl1e evils which 
have arisen from pa1·tial and unconnected proceedings in different colo­
nies, and give additional reasons against a course of legislation which, pro­
ceeding on the principle of correcting inconveniences as they arise, and 
,vith little if any reference to general principles or more enlarged vie,vs, 
tencl only in the end to aggravate the difficulties of dealing 'vith the qttes­
tion satisfactorily. It is desirable therefore to consider \vhether some 
course may not be adopted for placing the curre11cy of the wl1ole NortI1 
America11 provinces on a sound and unifo1·m basis. 

"The most obviot1s measure for this purpose would be that 'vhich has 
been formerly suggested, of superseding the variot1s local currencies, and 
reverting to the sterling money and denomination of account of this coun-

. try, as has been done in our 'Vest Indian Colonies. There are, ho\vever, 
some practical difficulties in c1oing this, and it is understood that objec­
tions are entertained in some of the colonies to this course. The constant 
intercourse 'vhich tal{es place bet,veen the United States and the British 
Provinces bordering on them, affords a reason for not unnecessarily dis­
turbing a system 'vhich, though defective in itself, has the advantage of 
easy aclaptation to the currency of the-neighboring country \Vi th which so 
m11ch intercourse takes place even in small retail transactions, and thus 
facilitates this description of traffic across the border. It \vou]d appear . 
tl1erefore to be the most expedient cot1rse to introduce an1endments on the 
basis of the system which, \Vith ininor variations and points of difference, 
prevails in four of the British N ortl1 American Colonies, rather than at"' 

tetnpt a complete alteration of the existing currency. 
. 

"The coins \vhich at present constitute the basis of the circulation in 
Canada, are, as has been observed, the Gold Coins of the United States, 
1vhich correspond in value very conveniently \vith the denominations of 
Canadian currency. The pound sterling is rated in Canadian currency at 
£1 4s. 4d-, and therefore, looking to the i11trinsic valt1e of the Eagle as 
compared \Vith the sovereig11 ot pound sterling, this latter coin is correctly 
rated at 50s. ct1rrency. ~rhe legal currency of New Bruns\vick, thoug~1 

presenting some anon1alies, differing to a slight degree in its relation to 
British sterling, probably in practice assimilates to that of Canada, and 
might be adjusted 'vithout much difficulty to like rates. 

''In Nova Scotia it does not appear that the United States eagle is rat­
ed for circulation, but gold and silver coins of Spain, 1\'lexico, &c., are 
correctly adjusted (·according to recent valuations,) to the local currency· 
at the rate of £ 1 5s. currency to the pound sterling. 

''In Prince Edward's Island tl1e United States eagle is· slightly· under­
valued relatively to the sovereign, and the currency has been depreciate·d. 
to the proportion of £1 lOs. currency to the pound ~terling. 
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In these t\vo colo11ies, any change for the purpose of introducing a 
so1 i1d and uniforn1 system mt1st lead to some alteration of the value as­
signed to the pound currency, and in tl1is case it will be necessary to 
make provision for tl1e payment of existing contracts. 

'' In N ewfot1nd1and, as has been observed, the rates at which the coins 
in circulation are current are merely conventional, but as what is usually 
tern1ed Halifax ct1rrency, or the rating of the dollar at 5s. appears to be 
considered as the basis of the ct1rrency of the Island, it approximates to 
tl1at of Canada. 

'' Assu1ning the11 tl1e Canada pound as the basis of a new arrangen1ent 
of t.J1e currencies of the North America11 Colonies, it would appear that a 
pound of that valt1e might be ac1vantageot1sly adopted as t11e pound of all 
the currencies of the North An1erican Colonies, and that with the object 
of giving a clear and fixed value to this denomination of ''pound North 
American ct1rrency," a coin c11ght to be struck at her Majesty's Mint, 
co11taining 101.32 grains of sta11dard gold, or 92,877 grains of fi11e gold, 
'vhich is the proportion ii1 quantity to the sovereign 'vhich the pound in 
Canadian currency bears in value to the pound sterling; and that such 
a coin, to be termed tl1e North American pot1nd, might be taken as the 
unit, to 'vhich the various currencies of the Britisl1 Colonies in Nortl1 Ame-

. l'ica should be adjusted. 

"If the principle of fixing a gold standard, with a coin rei)resenting a11 
unit peculiar to those provinces, is adopted, it 'vill be necessary to con­
sider what arrangements should be made for a subordinate silver anc1 cop­
per currency. 

''If the attempt is made to adjust silver coins to a gold star1dard accord­
ing to their intrinsic value, a double measure of value is in effect consti­
tuted, and a slight overvaluation of the coins of either n1etal will cat1se a 
preference to be given to such coins in circulation. It is impossible to 
arrive at any settlement of the relative value of the two descriptions of 
coins on this principle which will not be liable to disturbance as the sup­
ply of one or other of the precious metals prevails, and it has been found 
in practice, that whenever this systen1 has been attempted, the arrange­
ment has ended in one metal alone becoming practically the measure of 
value. 

''In such cases a slight undervaluation of the gold coins is attended 
with less practical inconvenience than results from an undervalt1ation of 
silver coins, becat1se the facilities for transport wl1ich gold coins afford, \vill 
always give them a preference for some purposes over silver coins, and 
they may pass in exchange at a small premium (as was the case in France 
until lately) without disturbing the silver circulation. 

'' .A.n undervaluation of the silver coins, on the other hand, is attend-

-

ed \Yith obvious inconvenience, because as a premium cannot be exacted 
in the small transactions in which such coins pass in payment, there must, 
,vhen those coins are undervalued, be a constant tendency to their ex­
portation, and an extraordinary rise in the price of silver, or (which as re­
garc1s this matter produces the same result,) fall in the price of gold, must 
render it impossible that any such coins, unless they are worn and debas­
ed, should long continue to circulate 'vith the gold coins of the country. 
The present condition of the ct1rrency of the United States (where they 
have been reduced to coining a dollar in gold, a piece apparently too sn1all 
in so valuable a metal for the purposes of circulation,) affords a frequent 
example of this effect. It shows the inexpediency of adopting their valu­
ation of the silver dollar, as was proposed in Canada at a time whe11, in 
consequence of the undervaluation of that coin, it had mainly disappear­
ed from the circulation of the United States, and even from Canada, \vhere 
a higher rating was assigned to it. 

'' These considerations lead to the conclusion that there is no other 
plan on \vhich the subordinate Silver currency can be so conveniently ad. 
justed to a Gold standard, as that which has been adopted in this country, 
of coining silver tokens of intri11sic value les~ than that which they repre­
sent, for the fractional parts of the gold 1'dint, and imposing a limitation 
on the st1m for the payment of which they shall be a legal tender~ It 
v1ot1lcl 110\vever, be essential to an efficie11t working of such: a systen1, that 
the auxiliary coinage be kept altogether subordinate to that \vhich forms 
the standard of value, and if tl1e proposed course be adopted, it will be ne­
cessary to devise some means for restricting the quantity of the Silver to­
lten coins to be put into circulation \Vithin such a limit as is indispensa. 
ble for the minor transactions of the retail trade of the provinces. 

" It is true that a limitation of the tender, as it restricts the uses of the 
Coin, will, if strictly observed, contribute to produce tl1is effect ; but it 
n1ay be difficult in the first instance to insure the observance of st1ch a re­
gulation in colonies in which the circulating medium has been subject to 
frequent changes upon i10 fixed principle ;-and depreciation, or at any 
rate inconvenience would ensue, if, in conseqt1ence of too great a facility 
for obtaining supplies of token Coins, their circulation should be extend. 
ed beyond the proper requirements of sucl1 a description of currency. 

" The extensive use of 5s. ct1rrency notes in Canad~, renders it the more 
necessary that this part of the subject should receive careful considera­
tion. For the reasons already mentioned in reference to the United 
States Gold Dollar, it would not be desirable that a gold coin should be 
struck for circulation in the North American colonies of a smaller valt1e 
than half a pound Canadian ct1rrency, and in such case the 5s. note 
'vould represent no coin of the same intrinsic value. Jn the United 
States the Dollar Notes have hitherto been payable in Coins, either silver 

. . 
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or gold, of intrinsic value corresponding with that expressed in the note, 
and there have also hitherto existed in the United States Coins of sn1aller 
denomination, but still of intrinsic value equal to their denomination, in 
lvhich the dollar notes IAay be paid. If, however, in the North American 
provinces no limitation is .placed on the issue of the proposed token 
coins, and if notes for so small a sum as 5s. currency are allowed to cir­
culate to an unlimited extent, each of which can only be paid in a coin 
of less tntrinsic value than the sum represented by the note, and for seve­
ral of whicl1 notes the holders could only demand such token coins up to 
the amount for which they are made legal tender, the effect upon the cur­
rency of the colony cannot but be most prejudicial. If a subordinate Sil­
ver coinage of this de::;cription were established, it \vould probably be the 
most convenient course that it shot1ld represent decimal fractions of the 
proposed pound. The advantage of a decimal subdivision is obvious, and 
though the designation of shillings and pence is used in all the North 
American colonies, the terms do not agree with the value of any coin in 
circulation there, and the change therefore would not be attended with 
ma11y of those diffic11lties \Vhich ordinarily attend an alteration of the de­
nomination of account. 

'' The establishment ef a C1:1rrency on the above principle would neces­
Sal'ily lead to the exclusion of Foreign Silver Coins from being· legal ten­
der, except, perhaps, to a limited amount, but the Gold Coins of the Unit­
ed States might continue to be legal tender at their relative value to the 
Canadia11 pound, s11bject to an alteratio11 of the rates at \vhich they are 
admittted as a legal tender in tl1e event of any alteration in their contents 
of pure gold, and the coins of Great Britain, as by la\v established in this 
country, "'ith the same limitatior1 on the tender of the silver coi11s, \vould 
continue to be legal tender. 

" The foregoing observations contain or1ly a general outline of the pro­
posed scl1eme, the detailed arrangements for carrying out \Vhich must be 
reserved for future consideration."

l\f y Lords concur in tl1e vie\ivs stated by Sir Charles vVood in the fore ­

going memorandum, and they proceed to consider the Canada and New 
.Bru11swick Acts, no'v before them, with reference to the scheme 'vhich 
is proposed i11 the memorandum for an uniform currency i11 the ·British 
North American Colonies. 

It would have been more satisfactory~ if arra11gements could 11ave been 
made for the simultaneous adoption of tl1at scheme throughout those colo­
nies, or at any rate, in the three principal provinces, Canac1a, Nova Scoti3~ 
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and New Bruns,viclr1 but there is difficulty in obtaining the concurre11t 
action of independent Legislatures on the subject, and ~ly Lords are inclin .. 
ed to hope that 'vhen the pro.posed plan is established in Canada and Ne'v 
Bruns,viclr, the other colonies 'vill follow i11 the same course, and t11at the 
in1portant object of an 11niforrn system will thus be sooner obtained tl1an it 
'vould be if Legislation 011 tl1e subject were suspe11ded until the lvhole of 
the colonies united in the measure. 

The Canadian Act was passed before tl1e government of that province 
received an intin1ation of the views of the late Chancellor of ·the Excl1e­
quer; but with tl1e exception of the 5th section, so far as it applies to 
silver coins, a11d especially to tl1e silver dollars and half dollars of the 
U nited States, the provisions of the Act are not .... inconsistent 'vith the 
scheme proposed in the men1orandt1m. 

It is not now necessary to enter further into the qt1estion of the rati11g 
proposed by the Canadian Legislatl1re for the silver dollar, which formed 
a subject for discussion in the previous letters from this Board on the 
subject of the Canadian currency, becat1se the United States Congress has, 
by an ""\ct passed this year, revised their silver currenc)'·, a11d adopted 
the measure whicl1 was anticipated, of reducing the intrinsic value of their 
si]ver coins, anrl making them a st1bordinate Tol{en currency, with a lim­

itation of the tender, on a principle analogous to that adopted in this cot111-
try in 1816. The Silver Dollar therefo1·e no longer constitutes an integ. 
ral part of the currency of the United States, anc1 it will be esse11tial, not 

only to the scl1eme proposed by Her 1\~ajesty's Government, but also to 
the object which the Canadian Government has in view, of assimilating 
their currency to that of tl1e United States, ~ either that the Silver dollar 
should be excluded altogether from tl1e circulation of Canada, or if the 
United States Silver Dollar be rated at all, that a limitation on the 
rrender be established, similar to that imposed by the recent law of the 

I 

United States. In this respect, tl1erefore, it will be necessary to revise the 
provisions of the (:'anada Act, now before this Board; and my Lords 

think: that it n1ay be left to the Ca11adian Government, either to amencl 
that Act in order to bring it into conformity with the proposed arrange .. 
n1ent, or to introduce a new Act repealing all the existing currency Acts 
of the province, and establisr1ing nevv regulations it1 accorda11ce with the 
proposed scl1eme. 

The latter course would afford the advantage of bringing the Laws re­
lating to the currency under one view, and of simplifying the regulations 
on the subject. · 

It appears to my Lords tl1at in this case the enact1nent to be adopted 
may be of a· very sin1ple character, and they 'vould suggest it should co11., 

tain provisions to the follo\ving ·effect :-

J. To declare tpe pound c·urrency to be equivalent to, anct to represent, 

. ' 
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the quantity of 101.32 grains of standard gold, or 92.877 grains of pure 
gold, and that coins, 'vhich Her Majesty may think fit to direct to be 
strucli: at Her Majesty's mint, of that ·valt1e or divisions or ml1ltiples there­
of, and shall declare by proclaination to be current coin in the Britisl1 
Colonies of North America, shall be the legal standard measure of valt1e 
within the province. 

II. That the gold coins of the United Kingdom sl1a11 continue to pass 
current, and be legal tender at the rates now assigned to them, viz.: the 
Sovereign at £1 4s. 4d. currency, and other coi11s at equivale11t propor­
tions. 

III. That tl1e gold coins of the United States, issued from the Mi11t 
of that country according to the la\vs now in force therein, shall pass cur­
rent ai1d be legal tender at existing rates, viz.: the Eagle at £2 10s. cur 
rency, and otl1er coins at equivalent proportions. 

IV. That it shall be la\vful for the Governor-General in Council to 
declare by Proclaination that other gold coins shall pass current ancl 1Je 

legal tender within the i)rovince, at rates i~roportionate to their contents 
of pure gold, as con11)arecl 'vitl1 the c111antity of pure gold assigned to tl1e 
pou11d currency. 

V. rl"'hat no foreign Silver Coins shall pass current \vithin the pro-
• v1nce. 

VI. That British Silver coins shall continue to pass current ai the 
rates no'v assigned to tl1em, until other silver coins shall be isst1ecl fron1 

Iler Majesty's mint for circulation in the provin0e, b11t tl1at they shoulcl 
11ot be legal tender for surns exceeding 50s. currency. 

VII. That Silver Coins, which Her l\1ajesty may direct to be struc]( 
at If er Majesty's mint, representing one shilling curre11cy, or otl1er i1ro­

}Jortionate parts of the pound currency, and containing t~e same propor­
tio11 of standard Silver 'vi th reference to the pot1nd currency 'v hich the 
Silvei' Coins of the United l(ingdom bear to the pot111d sterling, shall pass 
current within the province for the rates assigned thereto by Proclama­
tion of Her ~Iajesty in Council, but sl1all not be legal tender for st1ms ex­
ceeding fifty shillings currency. 

Clauses to the foregoing effect would embrace tl1e principal objects for 
'vhich it is necessary to provide \vith regard to the proposed coi11age, and 
the adoptio11 of a defined standard of value \VOt1ld render easy the rating 
relatively thereto of any gold coins which may be hereafter issued from tl1e 
United ~tt1tes Mint, or of any gold coi11s of otl1er countries vvl1ich it n1ay 
be desirable to bring into circulation. 

lVIy Lords, in considering the proposed arrange1nents, have adverted to 

the question 'vhether or not it 'vould be expedient to adu1it tl1e Silver 
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Coins of the United States, struck t1nder the ne\V I,a,v of that Country, 
in to circulatio11 i11 tl1e British Colonies, \vi th a limitation on the amount 
for which they may be a legal tender. Their Lordships observe 'vith re­
ference to this point, that the late Chancellor of the Exchequer has in 

the 1\tiemorandum above referred to, justly adverted to the quantity of Sil· 
ver Token Coins to be put into circulation within a ~proper lin1it, in or­
der to keep such auxiliary 'Coi11age altogether subordinate to that which 
is to form the standard of value. 

J\1y Lords, with a vie\V to this important object, are of opinion that it 
will be desirable to retain the povver of St1pplying from time to ti1ne st1ch 
amot1nt of Silver Coins as may be required for the retail trade of the 

Provinces i11 the hands of Her Majesty's Government, acting in communi­
cation with the local Governments, and that no foreign Silver Coins there., 
fore sl1ould be adn1itted into circulatio11 after the establishment of the pro­
posed system of Currency in the North American Colonies. 

'1,he arrangement proposed by my Lords \Vot1ld t1ot interfere 'vith the 
project contemplated in the Canada Act no\v before them, for establishing 
a decirnal syste1n of Currency i11 the Province, ai1cl provisions for that 
purpose may be easily incorporatecl \vith those above suggested, if the 
Canadian Legislature shall decide 11pon adopting a new Act, as proposed, 
for consolidating and amending the la\vs relating to the Currency of the 

Province. 

J\1y I_Jords observe i11 the Canada Act No 969, a clat1se which directs 
t11at '' tl1e Gold Coins to be struck at the ~lint shall be legal tender by 
tale, so long as they shall not \Vant more than t\vo grains of standard 
\veight to be assigned to them by Her 1\1ajesty, st1bject to the same de­
duction for 'vant of weight as is now provided with regard to British Goltl 
Coins, and sl1all also be a legal tender to any amount by weigl1t in sums 
not less than 200 do] la rs or £50 of the present Ct1rrency, at the sa1ne 
rate and the same conditions, as are 110\V' provided with regard to British 
Gold Coins." 

This clat1se is an extension of a similar provision co11tained in the Ca­
nac.la Act 4 and 5 Vic., Cap. 93, Sec. 5. My I~ords are not aware that 
any practical inconvenience has arisen therefrom; but as Gold Coins 
have been little in use in Canada t1ntil recently, those in circt1lation can-
11ot as yet have been subjected to much cleterioratio11 by wear, and the ef­
fect of the provision canr1ot therefore have been fully tested. My Lords 
are of opinio11 that this provision is very objectionable on principle, as its 
obvious tende11cy is to k.eep ligl1t Coins i11 circt1lation, to the injt1ry of the 
ignorant and u11\vary, and they are led to apprel1encl that 'vhen it comes 
into practical operation, it may occasio11 great inconvenience and discon­

tent. They 'vot1ltl therefore stro11gl)' reco1un1e11d as the preferable course, 
tl1&t power sl1ould be given by J_,a,v (as is th.c ca"e in thi~ cou11try) to per-
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sons to whom light gold may be tendered, to ct1t, brea1r, and deface the 
same. Inconvenience to the public fron1 the adoption of this course 
would be obviatecl by an arrangement, similar to that adopted in this 
country, for receiving defective Coins by the Collectors of the Revent1e 
at a fixed rate, and the great advantage of maintaining the Currency in its 
integrity would thus ·be attained. 

The provision is also defective in regard to the allo\Vance for wear, as 
~ it gives the same a1nount for all coins, of 'vhatever weight a11d valt1e, in­

stead of a proportionate allowa11ce for each. With regard to this point, 
My Lorcls are inclined to think, that insteacl of providing for it by enact­
ment, it would be better that the proclamation which 'vill give curren .. 
cy to the ne\v coins, sho11ld assig11 the 'veight at which they shall co11tinuo 
to be legal tender, and that \vitl1 respect to t11.e Gold Coins of the United 
I{ingdom, the allo\vance for loss by wear sl1ould be the sa1ne as that fix­
ed in the United J{ingdom by Royal Proclamation. 

My Lords, having thus expressecl their opinion with regard to the Ca-
11ada A.ct, No. 969, \VOt1ld suggest that their observations thereon sho11ld 
be communicated to the Governor-General, through tl1e Secretary of State, 
and that the Art should not be submitted to I-Ier Thfajesty in Council 
until lier ~Iajesty's Governor shall have ascertained the further measures 
'\vhich the Canadian Legislature may adopt on the subject. My Lords 
'vill be prepared, as soon as the necessary arrangerr1ents are completed, to 
take measures for providing for the issue of the coins required fro1n I-Ier 
Majesty's Mint. 'l~he description of Gold Coins to be strt1ck are suffici­
ently indicatecl in the memorandl1m of tl1e latE; Cl1ancellor of the Exche­
qt1er; the names to be assigned to the coins \Vill be fixecl by Her :Nlajes­
ty in Council, and it a11pears to My Lords that the deno1ninatio11 of a 
'' Ro)ral" 'vill be a suitable tern1 to apply to the superior Gold Coin, which 
'vill be of the value of a pound Canadian C11rrency, eqivalent to 4 Unitecl 
States gold dollars. 

\Vi th regard to the Silver Coins, l\f y Lords apprehend that it 'vill not 
be necessary to provicie any larger coin than a half Crow11 (c11rrency,) 
'vhich \vill be equivalent in circulation to the United States half dollar, and 
that t11e smaller Silver Coins shol1ld consist of shillings and half shillings 
and quarter shillings currency, My Lords propose the latter ternJs instead 
of those of sixpences and threepe11ces, because in the event of tl1e propos­
ed decimal system being fully carried out, it \vill be necessary to divide 

the shilling into ten instead of t'velve pence: the h~lf penny 'vould in that 
case be equivalent to the cent, United States currency. 

1\'Jy Lords defer the consideration of a subordinate copper coinage, until 
they shall be apprised of the ,vishes of the colonial Leg·islatures on the 
latter st1bject : 1\1y Lords understand from tl1e provisio11s botl1 i11 the Ca-

• 
nadia11 and N e'v Bri1n$wick A.ct~ relating to the cost of obtaining a11d ira., 
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porting the proposed coins, that the preliminary charges will be defrayed 
by the respective gove·rnments of those colonies, and as· soon as the neces­
sary funds are provided, and intimation is conveyed regarding tl1e quanti• 
ty of coins of the several descriptions which will be required, my Lords 
will give dire·ctions to the Master of the Mi"nt for proceeding with the 
coinage, and for supplying the gold coins to the agents of the local gov• 
ernment. With regard to the silver coins, it appears to their lordships 
that the most convenient course \vill be for Her Majesty's government to 
transmit them to the Commissariat Officers i.n the respective colonies, with 
instrt1ctions to receive and withdraw from circulation ihe British Silver 
Coins now current in the colonies, and substitute the new coins for them. 
The change will thus be effected without charge to the colonies, and the 
seigneurage on the silver coinage will inden1nify Her l\f ajesty's gove~n­

ment for the expense.:: With regard to the New Brunswick Act, No. 
2143, the provisions of which are passed with a view to carrying into 
effect the schem~ proposed by the late Chancellor of the Exchequer, and 
'vhich are correct in .principle ·and calculated to remove the existing ano­
malies of the currency of that Province, my Lords are of opinion that the 
same may be properly submitted to Her Majesty for confirmation. Their 
Lordships, however, entertain doubts whether the act can be allowed to 
stand as a perma11ent settlement of the currency of the province, in as 
n1uch as they apprehend its provisions will still create difficulty regard-
~ng the leg&lity of the tender of the current gold coins of the United 
3tates. The act legalizes the currency of the United States Eagle coined 
between the 1st July, 1834, and 1st ~larch, 1852, but it does not legalise 
the curre11cy of the half Eagles or other gold coins of that period. 

It also empowers the Lieutenant Governor to extend by proclamation 
the provisions of tl1e Act to the Gold Coins of the United States, coined 
on or after the Jst March, 1852, but this can only be done when such 
coins, ''having been assayed at the Royal Mint, shall have been found 
equal in fineness to the coins mentioned or referred to in this Act.'' My 
Lords apprehend that the legal effect of these provisions will be to exclude 
from circulation coins newly issued from the United States Mint, until 
they shall have been assayed in this country, and declared by local pro• 
cla1nation to be legal tender. My Lords suggest that with the view of 
remedying this difficulty, an amending Act should be passed in the terms 
suggested \vith regard to the legislation to be adopted in Canada. The 
clause in this Act regarding the legal tender of the proposed new gold 
coins, is open to the same observations with respect to the circulation of 
light coins as My Lords have offered upon a similar clause in the Canada 
act. ~fy Lords suggest that their remarks upon the New Brunswick Act 
should be communicated to the Governor General of Canada, as they ap­
prehend it has been prepared in communication with the Canadian Gov­
ernment. They also suggest that the arrangements proposed in the ~e­
morandum of the late Cl1ancellor of the Exchequer, and further develop•

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ed by this minute, should be communicated b.y the Secretary of State to 
the respective Lieutenant Governors of Nova Scotia, Newfoundland, and 
Prince Edward Island.

trust, soon to be enjoyed by its loyal inhabitants, \Ve most respectfully 
tender to your }fajesty our sincere acl{nowledgments for the ptotection 
gt1aranteed by your Majesty's Government, in the Circular of Lord Cla .. 
rendon, of the 23rd February last, to the commercial interests of this 
country, in common 'Vi th those of other possessions of the British Crown. 
From the geographical position of this· colony, and the nature of the pur­
suits of our industrial population, who mainly live by the resot1rces of the 
sea, that protection is the more necessary, and highly appreciated, not on­
ly for the preservation of their rjghts, but also for the maintenance of Brit­
ish interests in North America ; for whatever power will possess N e\V­
foundland, will have the command of the navigation of this side of the 
Atlantic, and of the Gulf of St. Law1·ence. 
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'Vhile the people of this colony ha\re had much reason to complain or 

the sacrifice of their interests to propitiate a rival po,ver and promote 
Imperial interests, and \Vhile they l1ave 11aturally regarded the repeated 
encroachments of the subjects of that power with jealousy, and their for-
111idable competition aln1ost \Vith dismay-it is '\'vith no ordinary degree 
of pleasure that \Ye infol·1n your l\(ajesty of the conciliatory disposition 
created in the minds of the people of this colony to\vards their old rivals, 
si11ce the formation of the recent alliance bet\veen England and France 
for their mutual p1·otection, and that every i1racticable means \Vithin the 
po\ver of tl1is H ot1se shall be adopted to carry out the vie\vs of Your 1\1a­
jesty's Government in this resp~ct, for the purpose of upl1olding friendly 
i·e]ations between our resident population and the subjects of France, \\1ho 
frequent the shores of this Island in large numbers in the prosecution of 
their extensive fisheries.

''An Act to Increase the present number of Representatives in tl1e Gene 
eral Assembly of this Island, and to regulate the Representation thereof,'' 

for t11e follo,ving reasons:-

1st. In the amendments made by Her l\f ajesty's Council on tl1e f3ill 
sent to them from the House of i\ssembly, the Council l1ad pro1nine11tly 
in vie\v the principle recognized as well by tl1e "'.\esembly as by tl1e1n­
selYes, of so arranging the details of the measure as to secure the t\vo 

great religious bodies a fair proportion in tl1e representation, in accord­
ance '''ith their respective n11mbers; that is, 15 Protestants and 14 Ro­
man Catholics. In the 01)inion of the Council, this arrangen1ent \Voul(l 
not have been effected by the Bill as sent from the Assembly, but it \vas 
insured by the .l\mendments made by the Cot1ncil, \vhich toolr one n1em­
ber from the district of Placentia and St. l\lary's, and gave one to Bona­
vista (\vhich latter district possesses a populatio11 of bet\veen 700 antl 800 

more than the former), and so regulated the moc1e of voting in the Bt1ii11 
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district as to secure the retur11 of one Roma11 Catholic, and that such re­
sult \Vould follo\V as conten1plated by the Cot1ncil, is full)r sho,\tn by the 
annexed tabular statement. It is ~vidently assumed by the Bill of the 

As~embly that Burin \vo11Id i·ett1rn tV\"O Protestants; b11t altl1ough this 
district has a Protestant n1ajority, the experience of t'vo contested elec­
tions, in 'Yhich a Roman Catholic has succeeded against a Protestant, is 
evidence tl1at the Roman Catholics can al\vays return 011e 1nember. To 
remove, ho,vever, all uncertainty in this .particular, the Council adopted 

the plan of allo\ving each voter to give a single vote to t\VO candidates, or 
t\vo votes to one candidate, "\vl1icl1, extending, as it does, the privileges of 
the voters in that district, insures the return of 011e Rornan Catholic meL'l­

ber. 

It may be said that this arrangement is novel, but it ml1st be remen1ber­
ed that from pec11liar circumstances, legislation on the subject 9f increased 
represe11tation in this colony mt1st of necessity involve a11omalies.. Thu~, 

for instance, in the district of Conception Bay, in order to preserve the 
equal representation of tl1e different religious sections, t\vo representatives 
are gi ve11 to a populatio11 of less than 4,000, consisting principally of Ro-
111an Catl1olics; 'vhilst a Protestant section of the san1e district, contain­
ing t1p,vards of 5,400 inhabitants, is to be represented by one member 
only: and in the district of St. John's more than 6,000 Protestants 'vill 
be altogether t1nrepresented by a men1ber of their own creed. Should, 
ho,,·ever, tl1e House of Asserribly dee1n the division of the Burin district a 
i)referable method of accomplishing the contemplated object, tl1e Cot1ncil 
\vould offer no objection to such a proceeding . 

2nd. The proximity of Bird Island Cove to Bona vista, from which i.t is 
distant about four miles, whilst from Catalina, the nearest settlement of 
Trinity Bay, it is ele·ven n1iles, n1akes it obvious that it shoulcl belong to 
tl1e Bonavista district; and inconvenience has freqt1ently occurred from 
this i1ot being the case. The alteration ban in no degree affect the char­
acter of the electoral returns, as the district~ of Trinity and Bonavista are 
botl1 essentiall)', Protestant. 

3r(l. In deference to the opinions of the Assembly, the Council have 
consented to the A.mentlment of that House \Vhich limits the expenses to 
be inct1rred by candidates at elections, although they fear the a111ot1nt so 
limited n1ay be insufficient to procure the services of respectable persons 
to discharge tl1e responsible duties of Retur11ing Officers ancl Poll Clerks. 

Her l\1ajesty·'s Council, in their proceedings in this measure, have bee11 
influenced by an earnest and anxious desire to do full j11stice to all classes 
of the i)eople ; and they hesitate not to express their conviction that 
any 111ate:rial departt1re from the principle on 'vhich they have found­
ed their amendme11ts, \Vould tend to the ~ithholding of their just rigl1ts 
from one or otl1er of these classes.

MA y IT PLEASE y OUR EXCELLENCY,-

The Rot1se of Assembly beg to inform Your Excellency, that since the 
receipt of Yot1r ~Jessage of the 22nd March last, accompanying a copy· of 
the l)espatch of His G1·ace the Duke of Newcastle, on the subject of Re­
sponsible Government, they have passed a Bill for increasing the nun1 ber 
of the ~!embers of the Assembly, in accordance with their Address to His 
Grace in reply to the said Despatch, and to carry out, as far as practica­
ble, his wishes in this respect .. 

That for the purpose of anticipating and obviating objections on t11e 
part of the Council, the Assembly ·sub-divided in their ineasure all the 
districts heretofore sought to be divided by the former ; added t\vo 1nen1-
be~s to the mercantile district of 'I'rinity, instead of one, allotted to it in 
forn1er Bills; and so framed their Bill as to give the mercantile, fishing, 
farming, in fact, all classes and denominations, as they humbly conceived, a 
j11st share of representation. A denominational and mercantile basis having 
been forced upon their consideration by the manner in whicl1 previous 
Bills on this subject had been treated by the co-ordinate branch of the Le­
gislature, they respectfully refel' Your Excellency to the accompanying 
tabular statement, No. l, to illustrate the justice of their distribution of 
l\1embers on this head, and also tl1e fairness of its operation in respect 
of the popular and conser'1·ative parties, and their interests in this co­
lony. 

'1.,hat this n1easure, thus passed b}'-- the Assembly, having been sent to 
Her 1'1ajesty's Co11ncil for their concurrence, has been returned by t11en1 
\vith several Amendments upon it, first taking a\vay the third n1ember 
from the popular district of St. Ma1·y's and Placentia, and adding a third 
n1en1ber to the conservative district of Bonavista, \vhich is more unc1er 
mercantile influence than the other, and besides being territorially not 
nearl)' as extensive, the difference in the population of tl1ese respective · 
districts is only 754 inhabitants, according to the census of 1854. By ano­
ther Atnendment, a novel principle of representing minorities was intro­
duced in the district of Bt1rin. This principle \Vas merely suggested by 
l\1r. Fredericl\: Peel, the Under Secretary of State for the Colonial Depart-
1nent, for the consideration of the Delegates of the Assembly-they show­
ed that it \vould not apply to the circumstances of this colony, and it must 
be_ regarded as abandoned by the Imperial Government, if they ever enter­
tained the idea of testing it in this colony; for the Duke of Newcastle 
suggests a general sub-division of districts in lieu of it. Its partial appli­

cation in Burin, with its limited population, to return only two members, 
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\vould only tend, like a sub-division of that district, to promote mercantile 
interests, and sectarian differences; and there is no precedent to be found 
for it on this side of the Atlantic, or in Great Britain, without any real 
necessity, but for the purpose of co1nbining mercantile influences. Tl1e 
district of Trinity, as defined by the Proclamation of Sir Thomas Coch-
1·ane, was also sought to be mutilated for the purpose of adding a portion 
of it to the district of Bonavista, while the extent and boundaries of no 
other district in the Island were disturbed. An unusually high scale of 
electi'ln expenses, to be paid by candidates, was also added to their Bill. 

Thus altered and amended, the Bill was ret11rned to the Assembly ; 
and for the p11rpose of putting an end to further agitation on this import­
ant question, more than from a sense of justice, they consented to allow 
t he third Member to remain to the district of Bonavista; but as a conse­
quence of this concession to the vie\vs of the Council, they deemed it but 
fair, in justice to its relative population and territorial claims, to restore 
the third lVlember to the district of Placentia and St. ~1ary's; they· also 
provided a rea_sonable scale of election expe11ses to be paid by candidates, 
(since assented to by the Council,) and disagreed to the other Amend­
tnents of Her Majesty's Council. 'I'he tabular statement No. 2, hereto 
annexed, will sho,v, even on the denominational and mercantile basis, the 
'Bill tl111s returned to the Council, cannot, with any sho'v of reason, be 
objected to by the parties the Council assume to represent. 

Your Excellency having, in your Message, tendered your co-operatio11 
to the House of Assembly, in fulfilling these pre-req11isites, some of which 
Ilis Grace considers essential to justice, and others l1ighly important to 
the satisfactory working of the ne\v system of Government; and the in­

crease of l\'Iembers' Bill being deemed by His Grace one of these pre~ 

reqt1isites referred to by Your Excellency, the Assembly therefore avail 
of Your Excellency's offer, and most respectfully solicit Yot1r mediation 
' vith Your Excellency's confidential advisers in the Executive Council, to 
indt1ce tl1em to come to an understanding and agreen1ent with the Assem­
bly upon this subject. 

The Assembly adopt this course' for the purpose of exhausting ev:ery 
means available in this colony to settle this question; and 'vhile they con­
cede to the Council their right of exercising their best judgment upon 
the matter, they most respectfully submit, that under the present anoma­
lous constitution, and the existing state of tl1e affairs of the Government, 
your Excellency may, with propriety, intimate your opinio11 to your con­

fidential advisers, for the pt1rpose of ter1ninating the agitation existing on 
this st1 bject.

Orde1·ed,-That the Committee of the 'vhole upon the Curre11cy Bill be 
postponed till Tuesday 11ext. 

l\Ir. LITTJ"'E, from the Select Committee appointecl to prepare f{easons 
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to be offered at the Conference to be requested with Her Majesty's Coun­
. cil on the subject matter of the last Conference, presented the Report, 
which he handed in at the Clerk's Table, \vhere the same \Vas read, as fol­

lows:-

The House of Assembly have requested this conference \vith Her Ma­
jesty's Council on the subject of the last conference, for the purpose of 

acquainting Her Majesty's Council that they cannot recede from the 
amendments made by them upon amendments made by Her Majesty's 
Council in and t1pon the Bill entitled " An Act to increase the present 
number of Representatives in the General Assembly of this Island, a11d to 
i·egulate the representation thereof," for the follo,ving reasons:-

lst.--In the amendments made by the House of Asse1nbly on the 
amendments sent to them from Her Majesty's Council, the Assembly l1ad 
prominently in view the follo,ving considerations, 'vhicl1 influenced them 
in forming their Bill originally, viz.-first, the maintenance of the pre­
sent relative adjustment of districts, as far as practicable, submitting in a 
spirit of concessio11 to a sub-division of the only two districts the Council 
have heretofore particularly sought to sub-divide, against their conviction 
of the necessit)p or the public policy for such a course; especially when it 
is borne in mind that under the present electoral divisions of this Island, 
established upon the granting of a Representative form of Government to 
this colony, and tested for a period of t"'enty years, at five general elec­
tions, the returns to the Assembly have been a fair representation of the 
various interests and opinions of tl1e people of this colony, and do not jus­
tify t11e objections to them even in a denominational ''iew, as there have 
been 39 Protestant members, a11d 36 Catholics returned during that tin1e. 
And altl1ough there are six of the existing nj11e electoral districts of tl1is 
colony capable of returning three-fifths of the members of the Assembly 
of the rrotestant persuasion, as she\vn by "fable No. 1, annexed, yet they 
have not done so, nor have the Catl1olic districts acted in a less liberal 
spirit in the return of liberal and independent Protestants, \vho gained the 
public confidence by their liberal and enlightened Yiews, integrity of cha-
1·acter, and a regard for the substantial interests of the people, irrespect­
ive of sectarian distinctions. Secondly,-rl'hat the great body of the peo­
ple \Vho constitute the liberal and progressive party in this colony, and 
\vl10 are con1paratively free of mercantile and official control, should have 
t11eir due share of representation, \vhile those districts wl1ich are subject 
to st1ch control should not have an undue proportio11 of members. And 
thirdly,-... ,\s the Council have 11eretofore refused to duplicate the present 
number-of members on the basis of the non-division of the present elec­
toral districts, on alleged sectarian grounds, 11ot distinct, as the Assembly 
assumes, from mercantile and official interests, the i\ssembly were there­
fore solicitous to meet this view, and accordingly arranged their an1end­
ments so that the t\vo principal de11ominations sho\1ld have the power, if

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they \vished to exercise it, of securing the return of members according 
to the relative numbers of these denominations. 

,.rhe Council assumed, for the purpose of sustaining their amendmer1ts 
last session,that as the two pri11cipal denominations were so equal in 
nun1bers, there being in the year 1845, 49,523 Protestant inhabitants, 
and 46,983 Catholics in this Island, the ret11rns u11der their amendments 
n1ade b)1 them on the Bill of the Assembly, and their forn1ing the subject 
of a conference, would be 13 Protestant a11d 13 Catholic members, a re­

st1lt which would be fair 1 though it would i1ot have taken viace, the As­
sembly conceive, under those amendments. There being no State 
Cl1urcl1 to be supported by this colony, and no special reason therefore 
'vhy the electors of any deno1nination should seel{ to uphold any undue 
sectarian ascendancy in the Governn1ent of this colony, it is u11reasonable 
to suppose that either the Protestant or Catholic districts will be exclu.­
sively influenced by denominational consideratio11s in the return of their 
members, apart from the unfair distribution of patronage arid places of 
l1onor by the Government. The only public question on which a secta­

Tian difference has arisen l1ere is tr1at of Edt1catio11, and this difference 
e.xistecl, not bet,veen Protestan ts ancl Catholics, but betlver1 a portio11 of 
the members of the (;hurch of England and the Dissenters of the colon)1 

; 

the former conte11cling for the exclusive control of their share, according 
to n11111erical proportion, of the Protesta11t Eflt1cation grant, and tl1e latter 
for a i1on-di visior1 of it. 

The .Li\. ssembly therefore apptopriated the members to the fifteen dis­
tricts mentioned in their Bill \vith a d11e regard to all these co11sidera­
tions, 'vithot1t u11dertaking to guarantee a relative ret11rn·of 15 an.d 14, up­
on denominational gror1nds ; their Bill, certainly, gave the power to ef­
fect that result, though they are confide11t the proportio11 of Protesta11ts 
tl1at \vould be returned under it \Vot11d be 111uch more than 15, judging 
fro1n tl1e experience of the past. On reference to rfable No. 2, hereto a11-

11exed, it will be seen that the distributio11 of inen1bers under their Bill 'vas 
made with a clue regard to tl1e denon1inational. A1nong the other in1-
]}0rtant considerations already referred to, the Cot1ncil assume that the 
(1istrict of Burin \vould not return t'vo Protestants, and therefore adopted 
a moral p1incip1e of representing the Catholic minority i11 that district. 
~[he Protestant 111ajority in the district of Burin is 456 inhabitants: three 
Protestant gentle1nen have been returned to the Assembly for tl1at dis­
trict, and only one Catholic men1 ber has sat in the Assembly for it, he 
being a resident in tl1e district for nlore than forty years ; and althot1gl1 
St1pportetl b)r local friends, ( 1atholic and Protestant,. he '"as defeate(l i11 a 
contest by a Protesta11t merchant, wl10 represe11ted the district in the late 
House. It is therefore t1njust to regard his return as a st1fficie11t reaso11 
to jt1stif)' the adoption of this untried principle of re1)resenting mi11orities 
in this single district. Besides, ,Yhile 1here is a less (:atholic inajority 
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(only 390) in the district of Carbonear, on 'vhich the return of a Catholic 
n1ay be said to rest, if vie,ved in a sectarian light, and while the number 
of inhabitants in that district is 5071, to return only one member, the dis­
trict of B11rin, 'vith a population of 4358, has two members~ with the ma­
jority of 450, and the same strong mercantile influences existing there 
which succeeded before. One member was then taken from the liberal 
and Catholic district of Placentia and St. Mary's, and one added to the 
Protestant district of Bona vista, whicl1 is much more under mercantile in­
fl.t1ence. Now, the district of St. J\tJary's and Placentia is more ex­
tensive than tl1at of Bonavista; the difference in their respective popula­
tion is 011ly 754 inhabitants. In 1850 the present Acting Solicitor-Gen­
eral, in an amendment on the Representation Bill, then before the Assem­
bly, proposed to give the district of St. Mary's and Placentia 4 members, 
a11d Bonavista only 2. Tl1ere floes not, therefore, appear to be any rea­
son why the latter district should now occupy a better position in the pro­
posed arrangement than the former. Nor did the Assembly conceive that 
any circumstances exist to jt1stify the giving of a third member to Bona­
,·ista ; bt1t they consented to it for the purpose of effecting a compromise 
with tl1e Council-not from a sense of justice-they deemed it more ex­
pedient for the general good to adopt that cot1rse than to sanction any 
further sub-division of districts, or permit the introduction ,of the novel 
principle intended by the Cou11cil to be applied in Bttrin. The distrib11-
tion of members, under the amendments made by the Assembly, differs in 
some important particulars fron1 that under the original Bill, as ap1Jears 
by the ·rable No. 3, hereto annexed. 

The proposition to annex a part of the district of Trinity, under .decid .. 
ed mercantile influence, to a part of Bonavista, an essentially conservative 
district, but not so thoroughly st1bject to that influence as Trinity dis .. 
trict ; and the alternative suggested by Her 1\iajesty's Council of sub­
dividing Burin, \vhich cannot be equally or fairly divided without produc­
ing Protestant majorities i11 both sub-divisions ; would involve not on­
ly the question of a general sub-di vision of the electoral districts, but 
\vould give an t1ndue preponderance to mercantile influence in these two 
districts, and in the aggregate rett1rns. 

u oder these circt1mstances, rather tha11 submit to the amendments of 
Her Majesty's Council, the Assembly 'vould prefer the measttre proposed 
in the Assembly by the present .Li\.cting Solicitor General in 1850, an ab­
stract of which is annexed in the 1'able No. 4. Ilo\vever unfair its ap­
plication would be felt in some cases, or objectionable on the score of the 
sub.divisio11 of certain districts, the only qualification they would annex to 
the sub-division of the districts not already agreed to be divided, is 
that t\vo-fifths of the registered voters shall first approve thereof by requi­
sition to. the Governor. 

The llouse of Assembly> in their proceedings on t11is measure, have

The Select Committee appointed to. consider the ~1essage of His · Ex­
ceilency on the subject of the allowances to be made to the ofilcers of 
the Go¥e:r-nme11t, whose offices shall be liable to be vacatecl on the intro­
d~ction of Respo~sible Government, take leave to infor1n the House, that 
they h~Ye fully and carefully considered the matter embraced in the said 
Message, a~d beg to. report to the l-Iou~se t.he result of their i.n.;vestiga.· 
tions .. 
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In their inquiries, the Committee deemed it necessary not only ,to re• 
gard the Message of His Excellency·, but to consider as well what had 
been done under similar circllmstances in Nova Scotia and Prince Ed­
ward Island, the Colonies referred to by His Grace ~the Duke of Newcas­
tle, as a criterion in the settlement of the retiring allowances. 

In Nova Scotia, the only ofli'cer who was held ent~tled to a -pension 
on the change of system, was the Provincial Secretary, and in Prince Ed­
ward Island the claims were limited to the holders of t.he offices of Colo­
nial Secretary and Attorney General. 

The Committee have failed to discover any analogy bet~'een the scale 
of compensation proposed by His Excellency, an~ that which has .been 
adopted in the colonies in ques~ion ; and while they are of opinion ,that 
an equitable provision should be made f~r parties vacating o(fices who 
have admitted claims on the colony for co~pensation, they cannot assent 
to the justice of demanding from this colony larger relative sums than 
'vere deemed a sufficient discharge of similar claims in Nova Scotia and 
Prince Ed ward Island. 

Those who entertain the most conservative views of the claims of offi­
cials displaced in subservience to a question of public policy, usually ad-
1nit that the example of England is a safe and just guide for the settle­
ment of any analogous case. The Committee append a statement show­
ing what was tl1e scale of compensation adopted for tpe officers who were 
disn1issed under the Imperial Customs' Act of 1834 ; and here it will 
be seen that there is as little affinity 'vitJI the scale proposed by His Ex­
cellency as in the arrangements adopted in the two provinces before men­
tioned. 

In Nova Scotia, the Provincial Secretary, an officer of thirty years' 
standing, received a pension of £400 stg. per annum; and in Prince Ed­
ward Island the gentleman retiring from that office, which he had held 
t'venty years, received an allowance of £133 6s. 8d. stg. per annum. 

The A.ttorney General in Nova Scoti~,, who had ~een seven years in 
that office, and who held the office of Solicitor General previously, re­
ceived no retiring allowance; and in Prince Edward Island, the sum of 
£133 6s. Sd. was granted to the displaced i11cumbent, who had held the 
office for twenty years. 

• 

The Committee propose for the following officers, to ·be i·emoved on 
the introduction of Responsible Government, the yearly pensions as fol­
lows, which do not materially differ from the sCale suggested by His Ex-
cellency :- · · 

The Colonial Secretary, in office over 20 years •....••.•••••. (t. ~· £400 
'' Surveyor General, ditto • . • . . . . . . . . . • . •. .• 285

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The Solicitor General, being untler suspe11sion, the Comn1ittee do not 
conceive that they have at present any po\ver definitely to detern1ine 
in his case. · Should he be restored, they think he '\vould be entitled to a 
pension of Ninety Pounds. 

The Committee beg leave to refer to tl1e following Resolution, i)assed 
by· the Assen1bly in April, 1849-(the principles of Responsible Govern­
ment having been affirmed by the Assembly as adapted to the circu1n­
stances of the Colony) :-...

'' Resolved,-That it is the opinion of this Committee t11at all persons 
·vvho may be hereafter appointed to offices within this colony, analagous 

to offices held by a political tenure in those colo11ies where Responsible 
Government prevails, should be notified by the Executive at the time of 
tl1eir appoint1ne11t, that their offices are to be held upon the like te11ure, 
ir1 the event of Responsible Go\'ernmen t being conceded to this colony.

Resolution is obviot1s.

''It does not interfere with existing rights---its prayer is to the effect 
that parties about to be inducted into certain offices, shall be notified b·y 
the Executive of this colony, that their tenure of office must be conting .. 
e11t on any changes that Her Majesty, in the exercise of 11er prerogative, 
m.ay, in her wisdom, deem necessary to introduce into the Governn1eut of 
this colo11 y. 

'' rfhe I-louse of Assembly have been induced to IJass this Resolutio11 
to obviate as much as lies in their power, the difficulties that are likely 
to arise on the introduction into the Government of this colony, of any 
such cha11ge. 

'' The House of Assembly have observed in tl1e neighboring colony of 
Nova Scotia, tl1at the diffict1lty of introducing a ne\V principle into the 
Administrative Government of that colony has been greatly enhanced by 
the claims of vested rights, urged by official incumbents. 

'' 1.,he House of Assembly therefore consider they are exercising a 
\vise foresight i11 embodying their opinions or1 this subject in the before .. 
1·ecited Resolution.-They wish to guard against the possibility of the 
claim of private rights being pleaded as a cause for the obstrt1ction of a 
pttblic measure that may be considered as necessary for the promotion of 
the general welfare ; and they are also actuated by the desire, that in 
the event of this change taking place, its beneficial influences may not be 
marred by the acrimonious feelings such contests invariably engender in 
society.

Secretary of State for the Colonies will take the aforesaid Resolution into 
consideration, and recommend to Her J\fajesty tl1at tl1e principle tl1erein

Extract from the despatch of the Secretary of State for the colonies, 
dated 14tl1 May, 1849, on the above subject :-

''I concur in the opinion expressed by tl1e House of Assemb1y in Com­
mittee, that much future inconvenience 111&y be obviated, if all lJersons 
who inay be henceforward appointed to offices in N e\vfoundland, of the 
class specified in their resolution, shot1ld be apprised at tl1e time of receiv­

ing their appointment ~hat such offices are to be held 1111on 'vl1at is ter111-
ed a political tenure, in the event of what is con1monly called tl1e S)1Stem 
of Responeible Government being exte11ded to that colony. I shall a.c­
cordingly cause due notice of this condition to be give11 to every person 
receiving an appointn1ent from the Cro\vn to an office under your Gov-· 
ernment \Vhich comes within tl1e meaning of tl1e resolutio11, It gives 111e 

much satisfaction to add that I consider the House of Assen1l)ly entitled 
to credit for the judgn1ent and discretion 'vi th "''I1ich they have actecl in 
st1ggesting that this notice should be given, a11d i~eserving· for future and 
n1ore deliberate consideration the question as to \vl1etl1er tl1e change in tb.e 
S):stem of Administration \vl1ich has been proposed, should be adoptecl.J!' 

'fhe })resent incumbents of the offices of Treasurer ancl Collector hav­
ing talren ofllce Sl;lbsequently to the adoption and confirmation of th.e 
above resolutio11, they necessarily come \Vithin its scope and operation. 

' 'l..,he Committee approve of the proposed combination of the t'vo last-
n1entioned offices, and tl1e appointment of an Auditor-General, as recom., 
me11ded by His Excellency; but they do not see the expedie11cy of advis­
ing that the offices, thus combined, sho11ld be relieved from the operation 
of political changes. 

Tl1e Committee \vould recommend that a respectful address be sent to 
I-Iis Excellency, with a copy of this Report ; and if the allowances herein 
stated should meet His Excellency's approval, that the House shall embo­
d 3r the same in a Bill similar to those adopted i11 the neighbouring col0-
:n1es of Nova Scotia and Prince Edward Island . .

Mr. LITTLE, fro1n the Select Comn1ittee appointed to prepare Reasons ReportofSclcctCoromittce; 

to be offered at the Conference requested \vith I-ler Majesty's Council 
upon the Amendments on the Increase of Representation Bill, presented 
the report, 'vbicl1 he read in his place, and the11 l1ancled in at the Clerk's 
~fable, \Vhere it was again read, as follo,ys: 

The House of Assembly have requested this Conference \vith 1-Ier l\tia- Instructionsr 

jesty's Council on the subject of the last Conference 011 the Amendments 
n·1ade i11 the Bilf to Increase the nun1ber of Representatives, for 
the purpose of acquainting tl1e Council that having considered the In .. 
structions of tl1e Council to their ~1anagers, the Assembly regret to per~ 
ceiv~ in them the absence of that spirit of conciliatio i and fair play 
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which has influenced the condt1ct of the ... t\.sse111bly upon this important 
question ; and they are therefore confirmed in the opinion 'vl1ich they 
have entertained, that it is utterly hopeless to expect the co11currence of 
the Council in any just or generally acceptable measure upon this subject. 
They are t10'\V satisfied, hovve,~er, that they have left t1ntried no constitu­
tional means at present available to them in the colony to effect a11 un ... 
derstanding \Vith the Council. 

The objects of the Council i11 their treatment of the Representation 
:Bill, appear to have been two-fold ; first-the n1ainte11ance of the exist­
ing SJ1Stem of Government, and the perpett1ation of sectarian asce11dancy 
in the Government of this colony ; and second-tl1e co11solidation of the 
mercantile i11flue11ce, vvhich has predomi11ated in the govern111ent fron1 the 
time of the concession of the constitution to the present clay. 

It should be borne in mind that in this, as in the neighboring colo11ies, 
tl1ere have always been rival i11terests at variance, having different objects 
in vie\v, and adopting clifferent means to attain tl1eir ends. From the 
earliest days in its history, the mercl1ants of N ewfot1ndland have endea­
vored to keep the Trade of the country in their hands, and the operative 
population in a state of vassalage. To effect this object -he better, they 
strongly op11osed the granting to tl1is colony of a Representative form of 
Go·vernn1ent, and other institutions incident to a progressive state of so­

ciety; when, ho"vever, against their will, tl1ey were granted to the peo­
ple, they managed to obtain a control over them, and thus carry out in 
011e way, \vhat they had failed to achieve in another; hence their posie 
tion i11 the Government, and the alliance \vhich has been formed 'vitl1 
their interests at the Council Board, to oppose all popular movements, and 
especially tl1e Just settlement of a measure deemed esse11tial to the proper 

worl{ing of a reformed system of government. Hence the t1nitecl oppo­
sition of the Council (with one honor&ble exception) to Responsible Gov .. 
ernment; and hence the foundation for the distinction which facts and his-
1ory have drawn, but to which the Assembly have onl)? adverted, as exist~ 

ing betvfee11 the conservative or obstrt1ctive party, and the liberal and 
progressive party, "''ho have gained for the people the most cherished pri­
vileges they enjoy, and all the reforms that have been made in our political 
and other public institt1tions. 

'The Assembly should not have deemed it necessary to trace to its source 
the distinctive and combined policy 'vhich the Council desire to carry 

out, or the party to whom they are allied, had their attention not been 
called to the matter by the n1anner in \vhich they have taken exception to 
the use of these ''peculiar appellations" of " liberal" and '' conservative" 
or '' mercantile" districts, and endeavored to substitute for them mere 
denominatio11al clistinctions, \vhich have obtained an undue prominence in 
their proceedings on this measure, \Vhi!e the real interests which the 
Co,uncil seek to upl1old, 11ave been kept in- the back ground. 
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The ... t\.ssembly 'vould not 'vish to be understood as detracting from the 
consideration due to the differer1t religious denominations of this Island, 
in the arrangement of the increase of the Representation, and they do not 
hesitate to refer to t11e Bill, as introduced and amended by them, to prove 
the fairness of their views, in the distribution of the men1bers, but they 
feel it their duty to protest against the manner in '\vhich this element has 
been treated by the Co11ncil. 

The &lleged anxiety of the Cou11oil to secure the return of a Catl1olic 
member for the disttict of Burin, by the introduction of a ne\v and un­
tried principle, is regarded by the Assembly, not as a constitutional safe­
guard, but as a dangerous expedient to divide the people, by promoting 
sectarian divisions, and from the existence of anomalies in the state of so­
ciety in this colony, which do not exist, except in the Constitution of its 
government. If the Electors of Burin have on two occasions returned 

Catholic members to the Assembly, wl1ile they have had the po"·er of re­
tt1rning Protestants, that she\VS that they do not recognise the sectarian 
standard as the test of Re11resentative qualification, and the Assembly do 
not see the necessity or propriety of obliging thetn, or a11y other constitu­
ency, to conform to a principle \vl1ich often begets strife, 'Vithout securing 
1)arliamentary useft1lness, or political integrity. 

The Assembly regret to perceive a disregard of facts on t11e part of the 
Council, in their statement that the Assembly appear to express a desire 
on their part to abandon the Bill which they had deliberately passed and 
sent up for the co11ct1rrence of the Council. 

As an alternative, they stated that rather tl1an accede to the Council's 
An1endments, they ,..vould prefer the measure introduced by the no\v act­
ing Solicitor-General, in 1850, with a slight modification, and they are 
quite &t a loss to understand, in what sense it can be considered unparlia-
1nentary, or irregular, to refer to that measure, or to the name of the in­
troducer of it, for tl1e pt1rpose of designating and identifying it, nor do 
they think the Council should have raised any objection on the score of 
inconvenience, to a reference to such a record of the expressed opinions 
of any member of their Board, or any officers of the Government when 
the settleme11t of an important political question is sought to be effect­
ed. 

'l,l1e liberal district of St. Joh,n's, wl1ich has invariably returned a 
Protestant member to the Assembly, commencing with the Honorable 
WILLIAM THOMAS, who occupies a seat i11 the Council, 'vould (the Assem­
bly are confident) under their Bill, conti11ue to display the same liberality 
in the return of members, deserving of public confidence, irrespective of 
sectarian distinctions. The Assernbly are therefore surprised that the 
Cot1ncil should have repeated an allegation which the Assembly have 
heretofore passed unnoticed, that even t1nder the scl1eme of Representa-

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tion to 'vhich they have assented, the wealthy and i~portant Protestant 
minority of the district . of St. John's is virtually excluded, while tl1e 
gross population of the district is 25,196, of whom 18,986 are Catholicsy 
and it is only allowed six members, being one for every 4, 199 inhabitants, 
or as the Council \Vot1ld erroneously assume, one for every 3, 132 Catho­
lics; forgetting that the conservative and mercantile district of Trinity, 
'vith only 8,801 inhabitants, not half the Catholic population of St. John's, 
and a little over a third of its gross population, was to have three mem­
bers, being one for every 2,933 of its inhabitants, or one for every 2,506 
Protestants in the district, and LaPoile would have one men1ber fo·r 
2,151 Protestants, that according to the reasoning of the Council, there 
are n1ote than eleven thousand Catholics t1nrepresented, in districts hav­
ing Protestant majorities, ancl that in fact, the arrangements in the Bill, as 
passed by the Assembly, \Vere so made, as to leave no reasonable ground 
of objection on this or any other head, a conclusion in which disinter-

desire of the Assembly to 1nake an equitable arrangement in respect of 
the officers whose places will ,be vacated on the introduction of Responsi­
ble Gove1·nment. 

I perceiYe from the Report of the Comn1ittee 'vhich accompanies this 
Address, that tl1e scale of retiring allowances recommended by me, is not 
acquiesced in; and that the Co1nmittee has not adopted the received 
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principle on which I had proceeded, and which justice requires, namely, 
-that the loss of a regular service I1nder the Crown in the colony, is the 
point for consideration, and the loss to be compensated for, and not mere­
ly the loss of a particular office, held at a certain· juncture, and whicl1 
might have been held for one month only by an officer ~1hose period of 
service had extended over 20 or 30 years. If the principle I have ad­
verted to should be departed from; it \vould operate with manifest injust­
ice to\vards the Attorney-General. 

I do not concur in the rule proposed to be applied to the case of the 
Attorney-General; a reference to the Blue Book of the colony shews that 
he has been in the service of the colony for nearly twenty-two years; and 
the House \viii, I doubt not, on further consideration of the circumstances, 
see the justice of adopting the scale I had laid down, or of placing the At­
torney-General in the same category with the Colonial Secretary and the 
Surveyor-General.

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1,he Chairman reported from the Committee that they had considered 
the business to them referred, and had come to certain Resolutions t11ere­
on, which they hatl directed him to report to the House, and he handed 
the Resolutions in at the Clerk's Table, where the sa1ne \vere read, and 
are as follo\v :-

l. Resolved,-That in deference to the recommendations of His Grace 
the Duke of Newcastle, as communicated in the Despatch from His Grace 
of the 24th February last, the House of Assembly have since zeal­
ously applied themselves to the carrying out of the conditions declar­
ed by His Grace to be necessary pre-i-equisites to the introduction of Re·­
sponsible Government. 

2. Resolved,-That as a lead.ing feature in these conditions, the Bill 
for the increase of Representatives was passed by the Assembly on a ba­
sis \vbich provided for the fair representation of the libel'al and conserva· 
tive or mercantile interests, and appropriated the members to tl1e s{}veral 

1 Electoral Districts with a due r~gard to the relative claims of the t\VO 

great religious denominations of the colony-the number of Protestants 
being, by the last census, 49,523 ; and of Catholics, 46,983-and the 
Ilttmber of members allotted by the Bill of the Assembly being, to nine 
districts, having each a decided Protestant majority-15, and 14 n1em­
bers to six districts, 11aving Catholic majorities. 

3. Resolved,-Tbat the settlement of the question of Representation by 
1 reference to a sectarian test, has always been, and now ie, repr1diated by 

the House of Assen1 bly; and its adoption l1as proceeded solely from an 
anxious desire to meet the objections of the party opposed to the conces­
sion of Responsible Government, and whose objections took the profesEed 
ground that the change would result in the establishment of Catholic As­
cendancy. 

4. Resolved,-1,bat the passage of the Bill referred to abundantly ex­
onerates the Assembly from the charge that they are inftt1enced by a de­
sire for any undue ascendancy in the colony. 

5. Resolved,-That notwithstanding the t1nimpeachable fairness of the 
Bill by reference to the issue raised by Her l\1ajesty's Co11ncil, that body 
refused to assent to the measure, and amended it by abstracting one 
member from the Liberal and Catholic constituency of Placentia, and 
adding it to the mercantile and Protesta.nt district of Bonavista, and by 
introducing a principle to be applied only to the district of Burin, by 
'\V hich the minority might return one of the t\vo members for that dis­
trict. 

6. Resolved,-That the Assembly believe that the application of a spe­
cial principle to the return for one dist1ict, \Vhile a different principle 
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governs the returns for all other districts, invol~es an anomaly without 
precedent in the history of Representative institutions. 

7. Resolved,-That this proceeding appears to the Assembly to proceed 
from a desire to establish the proposition that the people of this colony are 
so separated by sectarian feeling that they 'vill place political confidence 
only in the hands of their co-religionists-an inference triumphantly re~ 
iuted by our past history in regard to election returns. 

8. Resolved,-That the adoption of this novel principle in the district 
of Burin would necessarily produce a permanent separation between the 
different religionists in that locality, and give a statutable recognition to 
those differences which Her Majesty's Council affect to deplore. 

9. Resolved,-That the Assembly refused to assent to a principle so no­
vel and anomalous, and which, in its effects, would be destructive to the 
peace of a thriving community. 

IO'. Resolved,-That tl1ough the Bill originally sent from the Assembly 
was strictly defen·sible in a denominational point of vie\\", yet from a de­
sire to conciliate differences, and bring this long-pending questio11 to a 
settlement, the House passed an amendment on their Bill, conceding an 
additional n1ember to the Protestant and Conservative district of Bona­
vista; thus giving to nine districts, having Protestant majorities, the 
power to secure the return of 16 out of the proposed number of thirty 
members.

15. Resolved,-That it is the deliberate opinion of the House~ that 
not\vithstanding the concession of the principle of Responsible Gover11-
ment to the colony by His Grace the Duke of Newcastle, the present 
Council will leave no means t1ntried to stay the introduction of the 
change. It is therefore our firm conviction that we shall consult the 
best interests of the country _in refusing to grant the Supplies necessary to 
carry on the existing system, and that the people will consider tl1e in­
conyenience that may accordingly result, a small evil, as compared \vith the 
contint1ance of a system under which the country is practically without 
a government for any useful purpose. 

16. Resolved,-That an Address be adopted to Her Majesty's Princi·

The Bill for the increase of Representatives in the A.ssembly, being the 
most prominent of these conditions, a Bill to provide for this object was 
introdl1ced without delay, on a basis 'vhich provided for the fair repre­
sentation of the liberal and conservative or mercantile interest, and appro­
p-riated the men1bers to the several electoral districts with due regard to 
the t~vo great religious denominations of the colony, the number of Pro­
testants being, by the last census, 49,523, and of Catholics, 46,983, and 
the number of members allotted by the Bill being, to nine districts having . 
decided Protestant majorities, 15,; and 14 members to six districts hav­
ing Catholic majorities-a test of settlement, as far as the religious as­
pect of it is concerned, which the Assembly have al\vays repudiated, and 
'vhich they have reluctantly assented to., i11 the present instance, from an

sire for any undue religio11s ascendancy in the colony. 

Assuming that the Council \vould be desirous to give effect to the it1-
structions of Your Grace, the Assembly did not anticipate that any n1a­

t€rial objection would be n1ade by that body to the adoption of a measure· , 
which carries \vith it the proofs of fairness and equity. It soon became 
apparent, however, that the question was to be co11sidered, not by regard 
to its abstract merits, but in reference to the issue it contemplated, for· 
not,vithstanding that t e principle of Responsible Government had been 
conceded by the Despa · of our Gr~ce, members of the Council, as 
though this concession wer 111 a question, mixed up with the discus­
sion on this Bill their selfish argt1ments against the chauge of system 
which Yot1r Grace had decreed. Influenced by such views, the fairness 
of the Bill 'vas not calculated to be its recommend.a!ion, and it was. 
an1ended by abstracting one member from the liberal district of Placentia 
and St~ Mary's, which is not an1enabTe to mercantile influence, and be­
stowing him on the mercantile district of Bonavista1 and by introducing 
a prrnci1)le to be applied only in the district of Burin, by which the minori .. 
ty might return one of the two members for that district. 

The object of the party who have opposed the introduction of Respon­
sible Government into this co1on·y, has been to sho'v that our social con­
dition was ano111alous, that sectarian asperities hac.i' acquired an intensity 
which so separated the different religionists, that to none but mem·bers of 
their own communion would th-ey severally confide their political trust. 
'l.,he amendment made by the Council with reference to Burin, assumes 
as a fact these statements \vhich our political history proves to be asper­
sions on the character of the people ; and as the adoption of this principle 
would create the evils it affects to provide for, and as, moreover, the 
Cot1ncil are unable to prove any peculiarity in the condition or character 
of the people of this colony to require the adoption of a novel principle 
in our plan of representation, and to apply this device to the case of an 
isolated district, \Vhile a general well understood principle . governs all 
the other returns, the Assembly refused to assent to the scheme, as in­
volving a stigma on the colony, and as giving statutable recognition to 
sustain differences where political rights are enjoyed by all alike~ and 
where all denominations must participate equally in the benefits of a vig­
orous constitutional administration of pt.1blic affairs.

The Assembly, ho\vever,_ having entered on the consideration of this 

bill, with a view to the adju~tment of the differences that might arise, and 

anxious to bring to a conclusion the long-pending controversy between 
the two Bra11ches of the Legislaiure on tl1is subject, resolved to compro­
mise the inatter in dispute, and passed an amendment on their original 
bill, conceding an additional member for the district. of Bonavista, thus 
giving to nine districts having Protestant majorities 16 out of the noW pro­
posed number of 30 members. A tabular statement, showing the nature 

. . 
of this proposal is annexed, (No· 2,) and in informing Your Grace that it 
has been rejected by the Co11ncil, we feel assured that Your Grace will 
come to the conclr1sion \Vhich the Assembly have arrived at, that it is 
useless to expect the concurrence of that body in any jt1st or generally ac­
ceptable measure of representation·:

Her Majesty's Council have consistently opposed every effort to intro-
duce Responsible Governn1ent into this colony, and they still openly ma­
nifest their hostility to the change·. Under these circumstances the As­
sembly entered 11pon the task of endeavouring to adjust the pre-requisites 
as far as this question is concerned, solely in deference to the wishes of 
Yot1r (irace; for the House tho·nght it not reasonably presumable that Her .. 
lVIajesty's Council \vould concur in any measure of representation they be-

lieved the Assen1bly could accept, because tl1e settlement of this question 
\\rould i11sure the result to \vhich the Council had been steadily opposed,

a.nd by which the long-enjoyed position and influence of that Body would 

be subjected to constitutional checks and correctives. 

Your Grace \vill doubtless perceive in the conduct n1anifested by the 
Cot1ncil, herein referred to, those evid_ences of unwarrantable obstruction 
which have led the Assembly to the deliberate conviction that notwith'­
sta11ding the concession of the principle of Responsible Government, the 
Council will leave no means untried to stay the introduction of the change. 

The Assembly, to sustain the credit of the coJon)r, passed the Revenue 
Bill, as \vell as a Loan Bill, required to provide for liabilities the Gov­
ernment had incurred. But tl1ey fee] they would assist the eftorts to pro­
long the present system by granting the supplies necessary to carry it on,. 
an.d they therefore came to the conclusion that the interests of the coun­

Mr. HOGSETT, from the Select Committee to wl1om was refe1·red the 
charges and eviclence reported from the Committee of the whole House, 
on the conduct of the Hon. Justice DesBarres on the Southern Circuit, 
presented the Report, which he handed in at the Clerk's Table, where the 
same was read as follo,vs :-

The Committee appointed to Report upon the charges preferred against 
the Honorable Augustus 'V allet Des Barres, Assistant Judge of the Su­
preme Court, respecting his conduct as Judge of the So11thern Circuit 
Court in the fall of 1852 and I 853, beg leave to report that, having care­
fully perused the evidence taken before a Committee of the whole House, 
they cannot find any reasonable excuse, from the state of the weather, or 
otherwise, for the Circuit ship putting i11to Caplin Bay, with a fair wind 
for a great portion of the \\7 ay to St. Mary's,-the first place \vhere Court 

was to have been held; or her subseql1ent calling, and remaining for 
the period she did, at Trepassey. 

The Circuit ship having, without any sufficient reason,. put i11to Trepas· 
sey, was principally the cause of the failure of the Circt1it; and the subse­
quent delay there, so far as the Committee can gather from the evidence, 
appears to have been caused from the want of perseverance on the· p~rt of 
Judge Des Barres, and a determination frequently expressed by him, that 
he would not remain at sea at night. 

The Committee are further sustained in this vie\v by the evidence of 
• 

Mr. Sweetman, who was at sea from the seventh to the t\velfth day of 
September, on his way from Placentia to St. John·'s, and who speaks 
clearly and positively as to the state of the \vin·d and weather during that 
period ; and from the statement of several of the witnesses, who say that 
during the time tb.e Circuit ship lay at Trepassey, laden boats left 1~re­

passey for St. John's, and returned from thence to Trepassey; and fur­
ther, that several laden craft, of various descriptions, went t~ St. John?s, 
and returned t<> St. Mary's, Placentia, an.d Burin, between. the twentieth1 

day of August, and the twentieth day of September. 

'l"'he Court was to have opened in Buri11 on the eighteenth day of Sep .. 
t ember, and continue for six nays ; at I-I arbor Brit~n on the twenty-sixth 
d'ay of September, and continue for six days;· at Burgeo on the fourth 
day of Octob·er, and continue for six days; and at: Ferryland on th·e four­
teenth day of October, and continue' for ten days~ 

rl.,he Circuit ship left Trepassey on the twenty-seventh day of Septem­
ber, with a fair wind for Burin, where, as it appears from the e\1idence,~· 
she would have arrivell on the twenty-eighth, had .it been the desire of 
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the Judge to proceed thither, instead of which she went to St. Mary's, 
having to beat into St. Mary's Bay. 

What the object of the Jt1dge in going to St. Mary's could have been 
the Committee are at a Joss to disoover, except it was to delay the time, 
without performing the business of the Circuit ; a conclusion at which 
the Comn1ittee have arrived, from the fact that Court was not held in St. 
Mary's, a11d that the Circuit ship, with a fair wind for Burin, Harbor 
13riton, or Burgeo, put i11to Salmonier and there remained until within a 
few days of the time for opening the Court at Ferryland, the only place 
where Court ~'as held on the Southern Circuit in the fall of 1853. 

That if there was a desire on the part of the Judge to carry out the 
Circuit, he could 11ave proceeded direct from Trepassey to Burin, where, 
as appears fro1n the evidence, several cases of importance were to have 
been tried, and to Harbor Briton and Burgeo, and hold Court in these 
places, after which he could have arrived in Ferryland, if not on the day 
the Court \Vas to have opened, in a day or two after, when the provisions 
of the statute might still l1ave been con1plied with, as a provision is made 
for a contingency of this description. 

That presuming the putting into Caplin Bay and Trepassey by the Cir­
cuit ship was a matter of necessity, which is positively contradicted by 
the evidence, the course of conduct pursued by the Judge after leaving 
1,repassey exe1nplifies his determination not to prosecute the Circuit. 

· For these reasons, the Committee cannot refrain from expressing their 
regret that they should be obliged to concur \Vith the ge11eral tenor of 
the charges preferred against Judge DesBarres, and have reluctantly come 
to the conclusion that the conduct of the Judge betrayed, upon his part, 
a determination not to discharge his duty as Judge of the Southern Cir-
cuit Court. · 

The Committee, in conclusion, would respectfully st1ggest that a copy 
of the said Evidence and Charges, and tl1is Report, be sent, accompanied 
by an Address, to His Excellency the Governor, \Vith a request that he 
will take such steps with reference thereto as the circumstances of the 
case may appear to him to require.

Sir,-I have received your Despatch, No. 33, of the 17th of May, forwarding an Address to 
the Queen, from the House of Assembly of Newfot1ndland, praying that a War-Steamer may 
be stationed at Burin, during the '\\'inter, to prevent the illicit traffic in Bait, now carried on 
between the French Eis her men anq the inhabitants of the Western part of the Island. 

I have had the honor to lay this Address before the Queen, and Her Majesty was pleased 
to receive it very graciously. 

It will not be in the power of Her Majesty's Government to comply with the wishes of .the 
House of Assembly by sending a Steamer, dt1ring the \\1inter, to the West Coast of Newfound­
land; but they would suggest that the Colonial Government should fit out a Schooner for the 
prevention of the illicit traffic complained of-such vessel being placed under the _immediate 
directio11 and control of the Admiral co1nmanding on the station-an arrangement which has 
been approved by Her Majesty's Government with respect to the Colonial vessels employe.d in 
protecting its Fisheries by tl1e .neighbouring Province of Nova Scotia.

It appears, upon reference to the Board of Admiralty tl1at the Eastern 
coast of Ne\vfoundland was surveyed by Captain Bullock, l\fr. Bullocl{, and Lieutenant Lane; 
and that their st1rvey has been pt1blished in a series ,of six sheets, with the principal harbors, 
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enlarge scales. It also appears that the adjacent coast of Labrad'or, forming the Straits of 
Belle Isle, as far North as Cape St. Lewis, has been well surveyed by Captain Bayfield, and 
that all these charts have been constantly used by Her Majesty's ships without a hint of their 
want of accuracy. I transmit copies of the charts in .. question in order that any inaccuracies 
or deficiencies may be detected and pointed out.

SrR,- I have received your Despatch of, the 29th June, No. 45, transmitting an Address 
to myself, from the Council and House of Assembly of Newfoundland, praying Her Majesty's 
Governn1ent to grant the Island ~ loan of £50,000, repayable in 20 years, for the purpose of 
completing the ~ai~ Lines of Road in the colony. 

Before Her ~f ajesty's Government can decide on this application, it will be necessary that 
you should furnish me 'vith information on the following points :-

First ;-I sho11Id wish to l{now the actual amount of the present debt of the colony, 
('vl1ich I 1nust observe is not given, as it ought to be, in the Blue Book) the time at, and 
aut!iority under which it \Vas contracted ; whether any portion of it is formed by an accu­
mulation of unpaid Interest, and what proportio11 of the sum originally borrowed has been 
paid off: whether provision. is made for its redemption by annual instalments or otherwise, 
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and what were the circumstances under \Vhic11 a sum exceeding £800, \Vas borrowed of the 
Saving's Bank, when £80,000 is stated to be invested, and I should be glad if there was added 
to the information ttpon the above several points, a full and cotnplete account of the :financial 
condition of the colony, and the prospect there may be of its being able to l'epay the loan 
for which the Council and Assembly have applied. ' . 

Secondly ;-I 'vish to receive your opinion and report on the mode of rvish1g a revenue in 
Newfoundland, in the event of Reciprocal Free 'Trade lJeing established bet\veen that colony 
and the United States. As the bulk of the Colonial Ilevenue is derived from Customs duties 
on articles \vhich, under a convention for the unrestricted reciprocity of intercourse, \\'oulG. be 
admitted duty free, it would be necessary to pro ... lide for the remissio11 of a pioductive b1anch 
of the Revenue by the institution of other, as for example, Inland sources of taxation, and 
you will furnish me with your vie\vs as to the extent to which this would be practicable, and 
the effect \Vhich it n1ight have upon the credit and resources of the colony.

MY LORD DUKE-

nave tl1e honor to acknowiedge the receipt of Your Grace's Despatch, No. 26, of the 
30tl1 July, in reply to my Despatch, No. 45, of the 29th June last, on the ~ubject of the Ad­
dress of the Council and Assembly of this island, praying for a loan of £50,000 for the pur­
pose of completing the main Jines of Road in this colony. 

2. In compliance with the directions contained in the first part of Your Grace's Despatch, 
I beg leave to tra11sn1it here\vith, a tabular staten1ent she,ving the present amount of the 
actual debt of the colot1}·, 'vith such particulars in reference thereto as will, I trust, furnish 
Your Grace witl1 the inforination desired on this point. 

3. By an appendix to the above-mer1tioned statement, it w1Il be seen that the Public Debt 
is redeemable, in sums of greater or less amount, in every year frotn the present one, to the 
year 1865 inclusive. But it is manifest that the estimated Hevenue of the colony, after pay­
ment of the ordinary charges upon , it, 'vill not ba equal to th~ discharge of the portion of 
debt repayable in some of these years, as, for instance, the years 1857, 1858, 1860. It \\1ill, 
therefore, become ne~essary in those year~, in order to provide for the redemption of the 
Debentures then falling due, to raise considerable sums of money for furtl1er loans-thus 
prolonging the period allo,ved for the extinction of the existing clebt. 

• 
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4. It is worthy of observation that nearly one-half of the whole PubJic Debt of the colony 
has been caused by the borrowing of money to compensate the proprietors of grol1nd in the 
town of St. Joh n's for ground taken to widen the streets of this town after the great fire of 
1846. The awards of compensation made at the time were based on \vhat has since proved to 
have been a great over-valuation of property ; and the proportionate high rents at which 
ground within the burnt district of the town 'vas then and subsequently taken by tenants on 
building leases-( rents increased in no small degree by the very improvements for which the 
proprietors had been compensated)-added to the compensation made to tl1e landlords, greatly 
benefitted this class at both public and private coast. , 

5. In reply to the enquiry as to tl1e '' circumstances under lvhich a . sum exceeding 
£800 was borrowed of the Saving's Bank when £80,000 \Yas stated to be invested," I beg 
to acquaint Your Grace, that by the provisions of the law under which the Savings' Bank 
'vas constituted, the deposits rnay be loaned on Real, Personal, or Government Securities, at 
the discretion of the Governors of the Bank. The \vhole amount of deposits in the Bank, 
is about £80,000 currency ; but of this amount the sum actually taken on loan 
by the colony is only £26, 724 currency, for which Debentures, bearing interest, 
(some at 5, but the greater part at 6 per cent.) are granted to the Bank in 
like manner as to private individuals. This sum of £26,724 currency (£23,160 I6s. 
sterling) forms part of the p11blic debt of the colony mentioned in the tabular statement. The 
residua of the deposits are loaned on Real and Personal Securities at 6 per cent. interest, un­
der the n1anagement of the Governors, ,vho retain in hand, to meet currant payments, a cash 
balancefluctuating bet\veen £6,000 and £10,000. . 

6. The whole of the deposits of the Savings' 'Bank are, it is true, received into the public 
chest under the control of the Colonial 'I,reasurer ; but the n1onies as well as the accounts 
of the Bank are k:ept separate and distinct from the monies and accounts of the ordinary re­
venue of the colony. It sometimes happens on occasion of large payments on quarter-days, 
or at periods 'vhen, O\ving to the nature of the ,-frade, the Revenue is not receivable in an equal 
proportion \\~ith the demands upon it, that the rrreasurer may not have sufficient money in 
hand to meet all imrnediate demands. On such occasion, a portion of the cash balance be­
longing to the Savings' Ban1{ is, '''ith the consent of the Governors of the Bank, made use of 

· temporarily by the 1.,reasurer, and returned again at short intervals, sometimes in a few days, 
generally in a few \i-veeks, without interest-the transition bein~ regularly entered in the 
books of the Treasurer, as well as in those of the Savings' Bank. The sum of £800 adverted 
to, \VaA a temporary loan of this nature: as is, in lil{e manner the sum of £802 Os. 3d. in the 
financial statement herevvith enclosed. 

7-ln fulfilment of\ ... our Grace's directions, I transmit herewith a full account of the financ­
ial condition of the colony, exhibiting (in statement No. 2) its liabilities and assets :is on the 
1st September instant ; and (in statement No. :3) a financial statement of the affairs of the 
colony for the year 1854, together with an estimate of the future incon1e and ordinary stand­
ing expenditure of the colony ; and shewing \V hat prospect there is of its abilit)· to repay tl1e 
loan for which the Council and Assembly have applied. 

8-0n inspection of the former of these f\vo staten1ents it 'vill be seen that, asst1ming the 
necessity of discharging the whofe of the liabilities therein mentioned within the present year, 
there n1ust be a deficit, or in other words, a balance against the colony, at the close of the 
year, of £20,303 ls. 1 Od. From this balance, however, there is to be deducted, in the first 
place, .the sum of about £7,0oO, being the amount of 'l'reasury Notes in circulation, which it 
is no_t intended to call in, and which can \vitbout any difficulty be kept in circulation on the 
credit of the colony, and the retention in the Treasury of a certt'in amou1* of specie to re­
spond such of the notes as may from time to time be presented for conversion. In the next 
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i)lace, not\vithstanding that the suin of £11,350 has been granted for then1al\:ing and repairing 
of Roads, I shall deeu1 it my duty, in tl1e present state of the finances of the colon}', if prac­
ticable, to expend no greater proportion of the grant than may be necessary to maintain the 
Roads and Bridges passable t1ntil the next meeting of the (:l-eneral Assernbly, 'vhen the defi­
ciency of means to n1eet this a1)propriation \vill be brought t1nder its consideration. Still, 
o\-vi11g to the failure of tl1e fishery in several localities, and the prospect' of the al tnost total 
failt1re of tl1e potato crop, anti the demands for relief of tl1e distress \vhich \rill thus be 
created, and of which, I regret to say, i11timations are already being given, I fear that, in ad­
dition to the ordinary appropriation for pauper relief, I shall be constrained to direct the ex­
penditure of a considerable portion of the amount of tl1e Road grant, in order to i)rovide for 
the relief of tl1e able-boclied poor by employing tl1em on the roads. ~fhe 1Jayn1ent of the 
other appropriations in tl1is statement, although they \vill not be called for cluring tl1e present 
year, must still be provided for during the ensuing one ; an.cl, in order, therefore, to meet 
tl1em without trenching on the Revenue of the next year, and not\vithstanding that there is a 
prospect of the Revenue of the current year exceeding the estimate of its an1ount, I foresee 
the i1ecessity of raising by loan, at the con1n1encement of tl1e enst1ing Session, a st1m equal 
to one.third, or one-half, of the appare11t balance against the colon)r above 111entioned. 

9. In the staten1ent No. 3, the future Reven11e of the colony-asst1ming the continuance 
of the existing tariff of duties on in1ports---is set do,vn at about an a''erage of the last three 
years, and this rnay, I tl1ink, fair]}r be reclroned upo11.. Deducting frotn the .gross incon1e ~ 
there she\vn, the ordinary standing expcnditl1re of t11e colony inentioned in the statement, 
there ~vould remain a surplus of about £16,000 applica1Jle to the reduction of the present 
public debt, and admitti11g of the gradual extinctiou of the contetnplated loan of £50,000, if 
co11tracted. I feel bot1nd, 110\ve·ver, to state t11at it 'vill not be safe to calculate llpon the 
public expenditure being confined to the amount specified in the estimates st1bmittecl in each 
sessio11 to tl1e Assembly, or rather, to the amount of tl1e ordinary standing ex11enditure above­
mentioned. Fron1 time to time appropriations will be demanded f0r casual services and pur­
poses, besides those tletailed in the estirnates, to \Vhich no reasonable objection can be offered. 
But beyond these, there 'vill be a tc11dency to mal{e appropriations for favorite objects of differ­
ent parties in the Assembly, 'vhich, unless tl1e most detertniued fi:ont be opposed to the1n by the 
Exect1ti ve; will S\vell the extra expenditl1re to \V hi ch I ad ·vert. 

10. I have before had occasion to ren1arl{ that, in this colony, there being no local rates or 
taxes whatever, and all local expenditure for even the n1ost mint1te services \vhich can be consi­
dered as of a public nature, bei11g defrayed 011t of one pt1blic chest, it is extremely difficult to 
inculcate that economy "vbich necessarily results fro1n 111al\.ing the expenses of s11ch services a 
a public charge on the local inhabitants. But the ti1ne has come \Vhen it 'vill be necessary for 
the principal to\vns and settlen1ents to relieve the Public Revenue 0£ charges upon it for purely 
local 11urposes-such, for i11stance, as grants in aid of the expense of maintaining fire preven­
tion con1pa11ies, of lighting ancl \Yatering-\vl1ich ought to be d-efra;r.ed by assessment. 'fhese 
st1bjects I shall consequently press t1po11 tl1e consideration of the Legislature at its next 1ueet-
• ing. 

11. A reduction in certai11 branches of expencliture n1ight, perha1ls, be effected w~thot1 t 
detl"iment to the pt1blic service. 

• * • * * • * 
I do not, ho\vever, tl1ink it \Voulcl be pruclent in the estimate of the future income and expen­
diture of tl1e colony, to rely u1lo11 a reduction of any considerable amount under tlle heads 
ref erred to. 

12. Sl1ould the applicatio,n1 for tl1e lo-an of £50,000 be accedec.l to, the n1ode most satis-

factor)· to Her Majesty's Gove1·nment, of providing a fu.nd for the gradual reduction of the 
principal and inter.est upon it, and of placing the sinl\.ing fund to be formed for this purip0se 
beyond the risk of diminution, will be the passing of an Act by the Legislature of the colony, 
rendering pern1anent, or until the extinction of the loan, certain dnties on particular articles 
of import, from the prodt1ce of which duties such a yearly atnount as may be indicated should 
be regularly remittecl to the Imperial Government, the residue faJling into the ordinary re­
venue of the colony to be appropriated by the Legislature. But as it would hardly be fair to 
the l)Ublic creditors, to whom the existing debt is repayable, to make the contemplated loan a 
preferable charge upon the present revenue, it \vould be a more equitable arrangement, and. 
one of which, I believe, the Legislature would approve, to appropriate specially to the re­
d11ction of the loan an additional tax on all articles subject to duty, sufficient to raise the 
required yearly amount. 

13. In obedience to Your Grace's request that I would state my vie,vs as to the mode of 
raising a revenue in Ne\vfoundland in the event of Reciprocal Free Trade being established 
bet'\iVoen this colony and the United States, I beg to state that the only practicable mode in 
which the deficiency of revenue, which 'vould thus be caused, could be supplied, would be by 
an export duty on fish and oil. The amount of revenue now derivable from duties on articles 
of all kinds imported fron1 the United States is about £15,000 per annum ; and on imports 
from the British North l11nerican Colonies about £12,000; making tog·ether £27,000. As­
suming, ho\vever, an entire remission of these duties, the deficiency ~of revenue to be sup­
plied would doubtless, from the consequent facilities for increased importation fron1 the 
United States and North American Colonies, amount to not less than £30,000. But if the 
arrangement for lleciprocaJ Free 1'rade \vith the United States shall e1nbrace only the 
staple produce of those countries, viz.,-Bread, Flour, Porl{, Butter Corn and Meal, to \Vhich 
alone it is the desire of the Assembly that it should be restricted, (as will be seen on refer­
ence to tl1eir Resolutions, adopted on the 21st of April, J 852) and beyond which it certainly 
would not be politic to extend it as regards this colony, the deficiency of Revenue from the 
1·emission of duty on the articles last mentioned imported from the United States (which 
last year amounted to £8,416) ,,~ould probably not exceed £10,000, and on the lil{e articles 
imported from the North American Colonies (which last year amounted to £5,237 4s. 3d.) 
would not exceed £7,000. 

14. '11

aking the average for the last three years of the following staple articles of produce 
exported, viz : -Dried and Pickled Fish, Oil and Seal Skins-duties levied on them, at rates 
equivalent to about 5 per cent. of their value, (for instance, on dried Cod Fish 6d. per qq~ntal 
-pickled Salmon, 2s. per barnel-Herr.ings, 6d. per barrel-Seal and Cod Oil 20s. per tun, 
and Seal Skins l~d. each~ ought to ~ield fr01n £35,000 to £40,000.. Making allowance for 
difficulty of collection and other contingencies, the produce of these duties may reasonabl¥ 
be reclroned at from £.25,000 to £30,000 per annum, which would more than compensate 
for. t~e loss of Revenue o!1 imnorts of staple produce from the United States, as ~ell as the 
British American Co]on1es-th~-commerce 'vith \vhich cannot be placed on any different or 
less advantageous terms than that 'vi th tl1e .United States. From the best inforn1ation I have 
been enabled to obtain, I have r.eason to believe that such a .mode of raising a Re:venue, in. 
return for a freedom from taxes on provisions, would not press unfavorably upon the credit 
or reso?rces of the colony; and it seems to be admitted on all sides as the obvious substitute 
for duties upoi1 imports which it may .be necessary to remit in the event of any alter.ation in 
our commercial system. 

15. In the event, ho\vever, of N ewfeundland being ·em braced in any treaty ef R~ciprocity 
between the Colonies and the United States, it is most desirable that a stipt1lation be made 
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that a duty equal to 6 per ce~t ad valorem, s}ionld, . for. the purp~ses of Revenue, be levied 
equally on all imports-an P-qmvalent duty bemg levied m the U mted :States on the produce 
of this colony. Such a11 arrangement, which is also in accordance 'vith the views of tl1e As­
sein.bly, and is adverted to in my Despatch, No. 41, of the 28tl1 June last, would be most 
satisfactory to all parties here, and preserve our Revent1e intact. Until the public debt is 
some,vhat reduced, it is of great importance not to disturb ot1r existing sources of Revenue. 
On the otl1er hand~ if American, and consequently Canadian produce must be imported free, 
I see no means other than duties on exports b)r 'vhich the Revenue can be maintained at its 
requisite amount. Direct taxation int.his colony is quite out of the question.

Sir,-By your Despatch of the 16th of September, I obtain a sufficient insight into the 
State of the finances of N ewfoundla11d to enable me to answer the Address from Her !\1aje5ty's 
Council and House of Assembly, soliciting from the In1perial Government, a loan of £50,000, 
for the construction of ~.1.ain Roads. 

2. I own I did not ar1ticipate, lvhen I called for the informatio11 now communicated, that 
it would disclose the existence of st1ch difficulties, on the part of the public of the Islar1d, as 
n ot only lJUt it ot1t of my po\ver to comply with the Address; but, impose upon me the duty of 
urging retrench1nents, and requiring of you to make a determined effort to recluce their liabi­
i~ies within the compass of their means. 

3. I collect fron1 Statement, No. I, in tl1e enclosures to your Despatcl1, that on the 5th of 
Se1Jtr niber last, th.ere 'vas o\ving a sum of£ 114,568 6s. 8d· borrowed at a large rate of interest, 
cl1iefly to carry 011 public works. Each of the last 10 )1ears has added. largely to this debt, and . 
I can well believe that, though redeemable by payments of varying amounts, i11 each of the 
next 12 years, its extinction within that period is improbable. 
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4. But this is not the only~debt of the colony. In state1nent, No. 2, I observe £1,970 5s. 3Cl 
due for outstanding 'Varrants and Interest, and £6,933 on accol1nt of '"freasury Notes. Yon 
inform 1ne that these notes are in circulation, and tl1at it is not intended to call them in. 1 1hev ., 
constitute, therefore, a paper currency practically inconvertible, and as they rest upon a basis~ 
so unsound as the general credit of the colony, there is no adequate sect1rity against ~heir· 
depreciation. They should, I thinl{, be called in on the first opportunityc Another sum of 
£2,893 19s. 2d., due the commissioners of the Lunatic Asylum, and of Colonial Building and 
~Iarl{et I-louse, requires to be explained, as it 'vould seem aln1ost as if money raised t1nder 
J""oan Acts, for specified and defined objects 11ad been carried to the account of the general 
Revenue, thot1gh I an1 a\vare of no legal authority for such a diversion of the money. 

5. Witl1 regard to t11e Returns of Inco1ne and Expenditure, for 1853, I regret to find that 
they exhibit a balance against the colony of £20,303. '1,he Road Grant and Miscellaneous 
Grants, have evi<lently been voted " 1ithout reference to the amount of the available income. 
I hope to be s:i.tisfied by yon, that tl1e Executive is 11ot i·esponsible for the ruinous dispropor­
tion but the duty of the Execl1tive consists, i1ot n1erely as you suppose in economising autho. 
rised expenfliture, but by doing its best by exposition and argument to prevail upon t11e Le­
gi~lature to rnalre no grants; the means of ineeting which, it does not at the same time 
provide. Unless tl1is be done, there is no resource-no alternative but debt: nor do I won­
der that you ''-foresee the necessity" of bringing a loan of several thousand pounds in aid 
of t11e deficient incon1e of the current year. But can I have a stronger argument than this 

r1ecessity to establish indispt1tably the imprudence of borrowing from the,.~ Imperial Govern-
111ent £50,(JOO for malring new roads at such a ti1ne, and \vith tl1e finances of the Island in 
such diorder 1 

6. My ans\ver then to the Addres3 of the Council and Assembly is, that I can11ot advise the 
loan. And I may consequently dispense vvith an enqt1iry into the return of the security which 
yot1 offer for its repayrnent \vitl1 interest, and into the prospect \v.hich there is that yo11r antici­
PHtions of a surpluR of income in 1854, and follo,ving years will be realized. I lrno'1V of but 
one 'vay by "vhicl1 tl1at result can be brought about:-It is to institute a rigorous scrutiny of every 
item of public outlay, and by admitting the validity of such only as are supported by urgent 
and imperative considerations of general interest, to bring do\ivn tl1e total expenditure of all 
sorts to that poi11t 'vhich 'vill enable you to carry on tl1e administration of the colony without 
borro1ying money, and perhaps place at your disposal, a surplus available for the redemption 
of existing debt, and for the rr1aintenance of faith with your pttblic creditor. 

This course I have to instruct you to tal{e, and after furn~shing n1e with information on tb.e 
several inatters adverted to above, to report the progress you n1ay make in bringing round the 
Jinances of the colony.

I have caused this Address to be com­
municated to the Post MaRter General, and I now transn1it for your information a copy of 
His IJordship's repl}·, and I have to i11struct you to acquaint the House of Asssmbly, that for 
the reasons t.herein stated, I regretthat it is not in my po\ver to advise Her Majesty to con­
firm the Act.

MY LORDS-

I have the hono~· to return the letter from the Colonial Office, dated tl1e 9th ultimo, 
referred to me by Your Lordships, together with the accompanying Address to l-ler l\lajesty, 
from the House of Asse1nbly of Newfoundland, in whicl1 it is prayed that the Post Office of 
that colony may be per1nitted to appropriate a sixth-part of the Packet Postage to the pur 
pose of defraying the salary and incidental expenses of the Post Master of St. John's, Nev.' 

~foundland. , 

I also return the other documents alluded to in the letter from the Colonial Office. 

Some correspondence toolr place on this subject in December last,in consequenc~ of a clause 
to the above effect having been introduced by the Government of Newfoundland into a Colo­
nial .L\.ct, for the establishment and regulation of Inland Posts, when n1y predecessor informed 
the Lords of the 'freasury that he could not recommend that any portion. of the Imperial 
l~acket Postage, collected in Newfoundland, should be permitted to be re~a1ned by the Colo· 
nial Government, towards defraying the expenses of the Post Office Establishment in that colo­
ny. The 'Treasury .concurred in Lord Hardwick's vie\v of the subject, and the Colonial A.ct 
1vas therefore not confirmed. 

The }louse of Assembly at N e\vfoundland, it appears,q uestions the fairness of the grounds 
on which the Royal decision was withheld from th:e Act referred to, and the Duk:e of New-
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castle obf%erves that a misapprehension \vould seem to exist, on the part of this Department, 
'vith regard to the Postal Act of Nova Scotia (fron1 'vhich that of Newfoundland is stated to 
to have been in thi3 respect framed) \Vhich expressly states, in the 14th clause, that the 2d. 
of the one shilling Packet Postage charged, shall belong to the colony. 

No such misapprehension ho\Yever exists ; by the accompanying Treasury Warrant, dated 
3rd April, 1849, an uniform British rate of lOd. and an unifor1n CoJonial rate of 2d. is fixed 
for the single letter transmitted by Packet bet,veen any place in the United l(ingdom and 
any part or place in the provinces of Canada, New. Br.uns,vick, Nova Scotia, and Prince 
Ed ward Island ; while in the following claase oft.he same ¥1 arrant, an uniform British rate 
of one shilling is fixed for a similar letter, transmitted by l)acket betwee11 any port of the 
U nitecl l{ingdom and any port in N e\vfoundland. · 

It will thus be seen that the British i·ate is fixed at a different amount in the case of Nova 
Scotia and Newfoundland respectively ; and Your Lords!1ips,in replying to the Duke of New­
castle, will no doubt call I-Iis Grace's attention to this circumstance.

I beg leave to add that a higher rate might fair1y be levied upon letters bet\\1een the 
United Kingdom and Ne,vfounclland, than upon letters bet\\1een the United Kingdom and 
Nova Scoti<t, in consequence of the further conveyance of the mails for Newfoundland by 
a separate Packet, for 'vhich an additional subsidy is paid by Il. ~l's. Government. N everthe­
less, in the event of the Government of Newfoundland accepting the proposal which has been 
made to it, in connexion 'vith the schen1e for an uniform rate to all II. 1\1.'s. colonies, that co­
lony will be placed upon the same footing as Canada, N e\\1' Bruns\vick, Nova Scotia, and 
Prince Ed\vard Island, as regards its correspondence with this country. 

In the meantime, I cannot recommend that any portion of the Packet Postage should be ap­
propriated by the Governn1ent of Newfoundland towards the expense of its Post Office Es· 
tablishment.

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REPORT OF COMl\IANDER PURVIS, OF H. M. STEAM SLOOP "ARGUS," ON 
TIIE FISI:IERIES ON THE COASTS OF I,ABRADOR AND IN THE STRAITS 

OF BELLE ISLE. 

[CoPY.] 
Her Majesty's Steam Sloop Argus, Sydney, l 

Cape Breton, 25th August, 1853, 5 
SrR,-I have the honor to report for your information, that I left Halifax in Her ~1ajesty's 

Stean1 Sloop under my command, on the morning of the 28th June, for Cape Breton Island. 
On the afternoon of the 29th olving, to a dense fog setting in, I anchored at Louisburgh and 
left early the next morning for Sydney, where I arrived at I, 15 P. M. on that day. On the 
first of July having completed fuel and received your Telegraphic Message, I left Cape 
Bret?n and proceeded in execution of your orders to St. George's Bay, for the purpose of 
looking for Her rvlajesty's Ship Veetal and arrived there on the evening of tbe 2nd. Being 
unable to gain any information respecting that ship, I left orders for Acting Comrnander 
Henry 'in the event of his calling at that place) to proceed to Sydney, and endeavour to get 
there by the 0th of that month. On the follo,ving morning I left St. (ieorge's Bay for For­
teau and anchored in that Bay on the afternoon of the 4th. On the 6th I sent the Pinnace 
to Blanc. Sablon, and the Cutter to Ship's Head Harbor, for the purpose of warning off any · 
~ncroach1ng French fishermen they found at either place. 1,he boats returned the follo\v­
!ng day, and the Officers revorted that no French vessels had been seen on the coast during 
the Season. On the 8th I left Forteau for Red Bay, and arrived there that afternoon, where 
I found the C0!onial Sohooner "Charles," from Neivfoundland, having on board Mr. V\T arren, 
the Nlagist.1·ate charged with the protection of the Fisheries in the Straits of Belle Isle. On 
the following day proceeded to Belle Isle (North) and left the Pinnace at that Island 'vi th 
two Offiers and 14 inen. Previous to my arrival in the Straits, ~1r. \Varren had left a 'vhale 
boat and 5 men there. 

Being under the impression that the French, on finding Belle Isle so \vell protected, \vould 
come over to Cbatteau, I decided on leaving a gig in charge of an Officer with 4 men for the 
purpose of preventing any attempt at encroachment on their part at that place. 

Having received information that the French had only on one occasion been kno\vn to fish 
to the N orth\vard of Chatteau, and that it \vould be useless foe them to make the atten1pt 
( o\ving to a great number of Fishermen employed in each of the establishn1ents) 'vho \vould 
drive them off furthe1" I~ orth, I considered that my attention should be given to the Straits of 
Belle Isle only. I accordingly gave ~Ir. Warren his station from Re<l Bay as far So~1th as 
Brador~ ·the Fisheries in the Strait to the Southward not extending beyond that place, and 
limited my ovv-n as far N orLh as Cape Charles. 

From the 9th July to the 20th August, ( \vhen the 'veather permitted) I .visited frequently 
the fishing stations from Cape Charles to Blanc Sablan, and \Vhen the Ship \Vas not under 
weigh, t~e Cutter \Vas occasionally sent along the Coast, so that \vith the ship, assisted by 
the ''Charles'', and the Cutter, the different Harbors and Bays, from Red Bay South, were 
visited at least once a week:, and 'vith the exception of some fe\V Batteaux that made their 
appearance off Belle Isle, which were driven off by Mr. Scott in the Pinnace, assisted on one 
occasion by Mr. ''r arren in the " Charles" ('vhich vessel I sent up \Vith . provisions for the 
Pinnace and <Jig's cre\v),only two French Vessels and to Boats have been seen on the caast; 
and there can be no doubt that they all carne out t\VO fish. As an excuse, the master of one 
vessel which anchored in Forteau whilst I \Vas there, told the Officer I sent on board, that 
he had put in from stress of weather, and that he came from the opposite coast for the n11r-
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pose of purchasing shingles at Blanc Sablon, the following morning however he weighed 
and stood over to the coast of N e\vfoundland. A brig came there a fe,v days after,vards, but 
left again immediately. 'fhe two Boats anchored at Blanc Sablan, with the intention of 
procuring Bait, but \Vere prevented in effecting their object by one of t11e principal residents 
at that place. One of the Batteaux, boarded off Belle Isle, had on board two quintals of fish 
which were thro~vn overboard, and those that were found fishing (after being ordered away 
the day before) ''ere deprived, ('vith the exception of one for each Boat):ot all thei1· lines and 
gigs that could be found, \vhicl1 \Vere destroyed-1\Ir. ,,,... arren considered that the only \Vay 
of l{eeping them off, for unless s11ch m~asures \vere resorted to, they would fish at r1fgl1t, and 
by taking tl1eir lines and gig from them, they \Vould be obliged (should they persist in fishing) 
to rett1rn to Quirpon for more. 1'his determination on the part of Messrs. 'Varren and Scott 
had the desired effect, for only one or t\VO came over after, but he did not attempt to fisl1. 

From the Island of Belle Isle (Nortl1), being the .key of the Fisheries in the Straits of that 
nan1e, I consider it absolutely essential for the protection of our Fishermen, that a Pinnace 
and s\vift pulling \iVhale Boat should be left there in the early part of J nne, vvitl1 an ()fficer, and 
not less than 14 or I 5 men, and that they sl1ould ren1ain until tbe 19th or 20th of At1gl1st, as 
the French seen1 detern1ined to fish if the Is1and is not protected, and frcn1 the large Seines 
they use in catching Cod, the fish that IlO\V strike into t11e Straits would,to a great extent, be 
talren b3r the1n. Our fishern1e11 (the large establishments perl1aps excepted) l1ave not the means 
of providing such Nets, as they cannot afford the outlay in purchasing them; 'Yhereas the 
fishermen, as an encourage1nent from their Govern1nent in presecuting the Fisl1eries, receive 

· a bonnt)r of ten francs each, for every quintal caught, in addition to the an1ount received frorr1 
tl1eir employers. I l1ave been told tl1at the Frencl1 have caught up,vards of 100,000 quintals 
of C1od, in some seasons, at Belle Isle ; the~y have also large Boats and are in every way better 
provide(} "vitl1 fishing tackle, so that tl1ey ·can fish in \veather wl1en the Boats of our Fishermen 
(lare not venture out. This season, however, they have not taken a fish frotn the Island. 

Should .a Ship-of-\Var be sent for the protection of the Fisheries next year, I \vould suggest 
that t\vo small 11ouses (in frame) be supplied for the use of t11e Officers and men left at Belle 
Isle; these houses could be taken do\vn at the end of the season, and brought baclr to Halifax. 
My reason for offering tl1is sug·gestion is, that the shelter given from a rain a\vniug in a boat 
is totally inadequate to the extreme coldness of the temperature, particularly at night, a11d 
had Mr. Warren not been supplied \~vith tents fron1 the Ordnance Department at St. John's, 
Newfoundland, for the purpose of sheltering his men, (two of "vhich \Vere given up for the t1se 
of the Pinnace's Crevv) I should i1ot have considered myself justified in risking the healtl1 of 
our men by leaving them so exposed. 

It \Vould be advisable that a Boat s11ould be left at Great Modeste during the summer 
~ 

season, to v\7atch the Fishermen at Pin,vare Creek, as it is well kno\vn along the coast, that 
they forn1erly encouraged tl1e French to fish, for \Vhicl1 they received tl1e Ji-ve1s of the Cod as 
compensation for allo\ving them that privilege-the distance frorn Pinware Creek~ to Great 
Modeste is about a mile, so that the Officer in charge could visit that place at least once a. 
day, and lodgings could easily be procured for the cre\v of any boat that n1ay be left there. 

I think it necessary, fron1 the nun1ber of complaints made to me, (by \vhat is terrned tl1e 
)Jlanters, or 1Jroper1y speaking, the constant residents) ,vith respect to the right of possessing 
land for the erection of stages, and other dispntes of a sin1ilar natt1re, thar the Naval Officer 
selected for the protection of the Fisheries should lJe s\vorr1 i11 at St, Joh n's, Newfoundland, as 
a Magistrate, 'vi th the po\ver of settling st1ch matters. It 'vould also be advisable that some 
regulations should exist \Vith regard to property on the Coast of Labrador for instance, a case 
was brought before n1e, wl1ere one party assumed thl3 right to build on land whicl1 had been 
in the possession of the other for sorne 70 years·. I settled the questio11 as \Yell as it was pos­
sible for me to do, but 11ad I possessed the autl1ority to act, (the right of territory being un-
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derstood) snch disputes could have been settled in a rnore satisfactory n1anner tl1an perhaps 
this individual case was. 

I m11st also bring to your notice the irregularity that prevails for the \Vant of proof that 
Vessels and Boats front Ne\vfoundland and the lVIagdalen Islands (whicl1 frequent this coast 
for the pl1rpose of fishing) are really British property, and tl1e cre\VS British subjects or not; 
in inany instances there \Vas not a docun1ent on board those visited by our boats to prove that 
tl1ey· \Vere, and it frequently happenecl that they 11ad not Even the National Flag; it is true 
that they all hacl licenses to fish, but ho\v is the Naval Officer, entrusted 'vith the protection 
of the Fisheries, to kno\v if these papers are correct or not? An officer rnay easily be deceived 
in the !vlagdalen Fishermen '"ho speak no other language but French; many produced Custom 
I-Iot1se clearances, but it \Vas almost impossible for n1e to kno\v that the signatures attacl1ed 
thereto \Vere genuine or other\vise. I therefore consider it necessary that a rule should exist, 
enforcing the owners of all Fishing Vessels and Boats for the futt1re, (11nder a penalty, if not 
conJ plied with) to provide the N ntional Flag to each of their Vessels, 'vi th a clear proof of 
tl1eir being entitled to fly thrit Flag. I also think that the Na val Officer so en1ployed should 
be supplied 'vitl1 a list of the uames of tl1e Custon1 I-louse Officials, together with afac s£1nile 
of tl1eir signatures. I am only surprisetl that the French fishern1en don't atterr1pt to pass 
tl1etnselves off as British subjects,and declare that they are inhabitants of tl1e Magdalen Islands'; 
it \vould be an easy n1atter t1nder present circun1stances for them to do so. 

If the Ne\vfoundland Government intend sending a Vessel to the Straits next year, for the 
protectio11 of the fisheries, I should strongly 11rge upon tl1em tl1e necessity of employing a sn1all 
steam~r i11 that service in preference to a sailing vessel, and that 1\Ir. Warreµ's services be 
engaged, as his l{nowledge of the coast is great, and I feel great pleasure in stating, that from 
his zeal and activity, the French in a great measure were prevented from encroacl1ing tl1is 
season. 

On the l8tl1 instant, having decidell on tal{ing in the boa.ts, I anchored at Cl1atteau, and 
took ir1 the gig. On the follo\ving morning it \Vas 1ny intentio11 to have tak:en the Pinnace 
on hon.rd, but the \Veather being unfavourable, I deemed it imprt1dent to rislr the ship in the 
attempt. On the 20th, the wind (which had been blo\ving very hard from the S. "\{!.)having 
moderated, I proceeded to Belle Isle, and took that boat and cre\V in, 'together \Vitl1 the n1en 
left from the "Charles," ancl ran over to Cape Charles the sarne evening foi· tl1e purpose of 
putting tl1e latter on board their O\Vn vessel. . 

1.,he Cod fishery in the Straits of Belle Isle has not turned out so well this season as last ; 
the fisl-1 struck in on the I st of June-their appearance so soon an the coast is to be attribut­
ed to the early breaking up of the ice, and as the Ne\vfot1nd11nd and Jersey fishermen did not 
arrive before the 10th or 15th of last month, the fish, before their arrival, had in a great 
measure, in n1y opinion, left tl1e grot1nds, ttnd conseq11ently they dic.i not make so good a 
voyage this year as last. rl'he Herring str11cl{ in about the latter end ·of July in .great abund­
ance, aud the quantity ca11ght of that l{ind of fish \Vas greater than the last, or indeed many 
previous seasons.. The q;1antity of Salmon caught equalled that of last year, but the Seal 
fishery \vas not congidered so good as the previous one. A rett1rr1 sho\ving tl1e quantity of 
fish cal1ght is en~l~setl herewith. . . . 

On t11e ~1st instant, I left Cape Charles and proceeded along the Coast, calling in at Red 
Bay, Forteau, and Lance .. a-Lo11p on 1r1y way here. There being some mist1nderstanding be­
t\veen the Master and Cre\V of an English Schooner at the latter place, and the mate and 
another mnn 'having expressed a \visl1 to be dischargecl to the shore, I recommende~ the master 
to grant the sa111e, which he very 'villingly did. 

I have to report my arrival to-day at this anchorage. .

S1n,-I l1ave the honor to acqt1aint yot1 tl1at, according to Instructions received from His 
Excellency l(ER BAILIE HA~IILToN, Esquire, Governor of Newfoundland and its Dependen· 
cies, on the 15th of June, at 4 A. ~r. I left St. John's, in the Brigantine Charles, hired by the 
(~overnment for the protection of the l?isheries in the Straits of Belle Isle, and tbe Coast of 
IL~ahrador; on the 16th, ran along by Cape John, sa\v several Frencl1 boats at anchor, fishing 
lvithin their limits : called off, and spol{e l1oats at l\1ansfield Bight, Shoe Cove, and Round 
If arbor, and anchored in Snooks i-\rn1. Infor.med tl1e British Fishermen of lVIr. !(night's 
being again appointed, (he had not yet arrived) and that the Cape (Joast 'vould be protected 
against Frencl1 encroacht.i1ents ; they expressed thernsel ves as being highly g·ratified, Th'lr. 
J(night having done his duty 'vell last season, and aslied rr1e to remain u11til his arrival. On 
the 18th, saw ~1r. !{night's vessel go into Shoe Cove ; called off Mans~fie!d Bight, fot1nd 
there eight Frencl1 Batteaux and several Codseine boats, chased tl1ern, firing signal guns­
all left except one, boqrcled thero, told thern the officer (l\fr. Knight) had arrived, 'vho 'vo11ld 
1)revent their intrusion for the futt1re-made them ~veig~h anchor and go \Vithin their limits~ 
searched t~e Bight for, but did not find any Cod Bags--eigl1t Codseine Boats and t"venty-one 
Ilatteaux anchored at tpeir extren1e limits-cruised' about until sunset \vhen \Ve bore up for 
the Nor th \Vard. Fron1 19th to 26t!1 ·visited ·En glee, (janada, Co11che, Croq ue, Ca rouge, 
Griguet, }...,ortune, Quirpon, and Noddy Bay. In each of these harbors jnf~rmed the E,rench 
captains of the object of our n1ission. Up to that tin1e the catch of fish had been very short, 
in many stages they had not one hu11dred quintals of Fisb.-On the 23rd, 11earing at Quirpo11 
the cre"v of an Englisl1 vessel had bee11 picked up by a French Brig·, and taken into Griguet, 
'vent \vith Captai11 Cox, of the Charles, .to that place; and on being appealed to by Captain 
Yot1ng for assistance, agreed to talre hirn, five sean1en, and two female passengers, ren1nant 
of crew of Barqu~ Argyle (the rest having perished, eight drowned in pinnace ancl five dy­
ing from exhaustion, ·being i1ine days in long boat \Vithout 'vater,) on board the Charles to 
endeavour to put them on board a vessel bound to Quebec. .r\t Quirpo11 is a large manufac­
tory for grinding Cod Fish Bones ; it consists of Stores, D\velling I-louses, &c., and four 
mills driven by three small steam engines, and kilns for drying, cost 400,000 Francs, and ~ 
when in full operation is capable of grinding thirty tens per dierr1. It 'Yas erectecl last year, 
when they n1ade 'a con11nenceroent ai1d grot1nd one hundred a11d sixty sacks of one 11undred 
and fifty pounds each of Bone Dust. It is a perrnan~nt estab1ishn1ent, against the articles 
and intent of the 1'reaty. 'l',vo Frenchrnen v\rere left in charge, and retnained the 'vinter 
taking care of the machinery, and, as the .Engineer informed n1e, 11rovisions for one l1~1ndred 
and fifty men for t\velve months. Captain Rochery of Cone he· and Captain De Bo urge of the 
'' Deux F1 reres'' of Noddy Bay, rnade forrnal complaints against the captains and crews of 
tv;o sealing vessels for depredations can1n1itted last spring. Since my last visit to thi~ coast, 
t\VO years ago, I find a great decrease in the number of roon1s in tl1e Southern Harbours on 
the French ti bore, and a corresponding increase in tl1e Northern, the attributed reason by 
the Erencl1 captains, is, that all are anxious to get near the Coast of Labrador and Belle Isle, 
~.vhere \hose having rooms in the Northern Ports used forn1erly to get half their voyages. I 
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\Vas also informed by them, they caught fish at Belle Isle last s·eason; and th.at. they shoi1ld 
again attempt it. I told them it \Vas useless, as 've should at once land our crew, as \veil as 
the Argus Steamer already on the Coast. 

From Cape St. John to Cape Ray, this season, are 85 lst clas~ vessels, averaging 60 men· 
each, 44 2nd class, 38 men each ; 27 3rd class 32 men each; besides Banl~ing vessels-of 
whose numbers I could get no accurate information.

On 27th left Quirpon, ran along- by Belle Isle, passed close to I.Jar It Harbor, and sent !l 
Whaleboat into Blacl{ Joke Cove ; too much sea to land the cre\v \vith- provisions, &c., bo1:e 
away for and anchored in Cape Charles. On 28tl1 \vent to Battle Harbor in Whaleboat, 
where a large number of vessels and rooms were doing 'vell. On 30th \Vent to Belle Isle, 
too much sea at the Cove to atternpt a la11ding, wincl N. N. E.-ra11 t1p the Straits and an­
chored at Fortune-011 the 1st of July, at daylight, being cal111, proceeded in 'Vhaleboat to 
Blanc Sablon a11d the Isle at1 Bois, and at t\vo P. M. joined Charles in the Straits, wind sprung 
up N. N. E.-... strong breeze, bore a\\'"ay and anchored i11 Blanc Sablo11 'vl1ere captain Young 
and crew of Argyle left for Isle at1 Bois, the agent of Le Boutelier having engaged to for\varlt 
them to Canada, in a vessel daily expected from and to return tl1ere. On 2nd July, went to 
Greenly Island, Little Harbor and Bradore. At Blanc Sablan were anchored 64 Nova Scotia. 
vessels, and one American, fishing, and belonging to the ,place ; \vaiting for cargoes one . 
Barque, ( 420 Tons. N. ~I.) t\vo Brigs and six Scr1ooners. I11 Bradore Harbor, 55 Nova Sco­
tia11 and P. E. Island vessels were at anchor. 

1,he Seal Frame Fishery 'vas about over (a poor voyage), although so1ne seasons tl1e Seals 
ru11 in shoals until the 16th to 18th July. Jones of Bradore inforrned n1e some )'ears since, 

'on the 16th J11ly he took, in 11is fran1e, one hundred and eighty :-3eals. On the 3rcl left Jilanc 
Sablon, and anchored in Red Bay, speaking the boats at the intermediate ports. On 4th left 
Red Bay, \Vent out to Belle Isle, but coulfl not effect a landing; ancl1ored in Chimney 'fickle. 
On 5th \Vent to Can111 Island in \Vhale boat, fisl1 scarce. On 6th \Vent ot1t to Belle isle, and 
landed ot1r crew and all necessaries, including fire,vood, there being no11e on the island. In 
evening thicl{ fog, n1ade Chimney 'l'ickle and ancl1ored there-7tl1 ~vent to Red Bay, and 
left again at daylight; 011 the 8th it coining caln1 to,ved in again, at l l a.m. sa\V a Stea111er 
coming to east\vard, boarded lier and found she '\Vas I-I. M. Stearn Sloop .A.rgits, captain l"lur­
vis, placed inyself,as i1er instructions, under his orders, 'vl10 fi11ding Charles \Vas in Red Bay 
ca1ne i11 and anchored. ()n 9tl1 at 5 a.n1. \vent 011 board Argus, \vhich vessel \Vas getting 
under weigh for Belle Isle, she made a circuit of the island; landed \vith captain Purvis at 
Blaclr Joke Cove, \Vhere l1e left l1is pinnace i11 charge of Mr. Scott~ mate, 'vith Assistant. 
Surgeon and 14 men; placed ous men under l\'Ir. Scott's orders. At 6 p.1n. Argus anchored 
in Henley wl1ere the Cllarles had previously arrived. 1 Otl1 received instr11ctions to procee(l 
to west\vard, and \Vait arrival of cutter at Forteau; from 11th to 21st visited l~ed Bay, Car-
roll's Cove, East St. Modeste, Pin ware, VI est St. 1V1odeste, Lance a Loup and }"'ortea11. On. 
21st cutter arrived, under charge of Mr. }{orie, \vi th instructions for rne to meet Arg,us at 
Forteau on 25th, the ct1tter \Vas detainecl by 'veather until 25th, when sl1e left. At; 5 p.m • 
.Argus arrived.-On 26tl1 \Vent to Lance a Loup, at 9 p.111. boarded the French schooner 
Melonia, of Port au Choix, last frorn Savage Cove, the master reported 11imself as captai11 
and o\vner of the brig Jean .i1.dolphe, had been fishing at Savage Cove in the schooner, and 
pt1t in for the nigl1t. I \Vas subsequently inforn1ed by vVilliam Genge, of Anchor l:>oint> that 
CClptain Pl1elepote had come in the Melania \Vitl1 another ·vessel to fish at Pinware; had left:, 
finding the coast so 'vell protected, and seeing tl1e Charles go to the East\vard. On 27th, at 5 
a.m. 'vent on boarcl J:/1-gus, received instructions to IJroceed to East\\1ard, calling at Chateat1~ 
and Belle Isle, an(l to meet , steamer at lled Bay on 3d August; passed close to and spol{e 
boats at Lance a Loup, St. l\t1odeste, l)in,vare, Carrol's Co,re, and lled and Green Bays, ar1(:l 
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at 4 p. m. anchored in Henley, 'vhere Argus's gig· is stationed. O~ 28th left, went out to 
Belle Isle, at Lark Harbor sa\V a~ French batteau at a11chor fishing, and Mr. Scott in the 
whaleboat going to\vards her, fired signal guns, and \vhen she 'vas taken possession of, bore 
away for Blacl{ Joke Cove, ( 4 miles distant) and la11ded provisions for Argus pinnace-Mr.

in each case a line and jigger for each hoat, told them their lines, &c., wo11ld, on application, 
be retl1rned to their captains-treatecl them civilly; offerecl thern provisions and liberty to 
go into the Cove for the night, \vhich t\vo of the Batteau~ clid, leaving again the nex·t 
morning. 1st batteau-boat's niaster., Legadt1, vessel, C'ourier de 1Jfadee-Captain DuGout 
-Port, Quirpon. 2nd batteau-boat's m3ster, i\1ericl-vessel, &_9., (as 1st batteau.) 3rd 
batteau-boat.s master, Coutard-\tessel, Deux Freres-Captain, Bourot1ge-Port, Noddy 
Bay.

Captain Bourol1ge is tlie person 'vho n1ade a complaint to nie on 26tl1 June, in Noddy 
Bay. The Deux Freres 'vas s~nt 0ut of Black Bay, Pin\vare, on 14th August, 1850, by 
Captain (le Conrcey, of H. rvI. S. Helena. 'l1 he other batteau, seeing the three boats at 
Charles's stern, 1nade off, being· tl1ree n1iles distant, chased h·er until 7 p.m., when we lost 
her in the fog. ~9th, stood off to\vards Belle Isle, no French crafts near, anchored in Henley. 
30th, \vent out to Belle Isle, passed close to Lark Harb.or aad Black Jul{e Cove, nd French 
there-being foggy anchored in Cape Charles. On 2nd, saw Stean1er Argus in Henly, at 9 P. M. 

being of the Harbor, fired signal gun, which Steamer returned, and hoisted signal lights, went 
in ~nd anchored. On 3rd Aug·ust, received orders to proceed to \Vest\vard-Argus weighed 
a!1chor for Belle Isle, went out ancl returned, being fog·gy. On 4th, left I-Ienly as also Steam­
er-5th, called off Red Bay, Green Bay, East and West St. Mo(leste, Pinware and Lance a 
Loup, and anchored in Forteau·-6th, \Vent to Bianc Sablon.-8th, left and anchored in West 
St. Modeste.-12tl1~ boarded A1:q1.ts in Straits (5 miles off,) \vent in her to Forteau and Blanc 
Sablan. On 15tl1, joined Charles in St. !\1odeste.-20th, left St. l\!lodeste and auchored in Cape 
yharles. At 6 P. J\I. Argits arrived frorn Belle Isle, bringing our cre\v ; the French had 
not intruded' since our last visit. I 

RE VI ARKS. 

I<.,rom all the infortnation I have gathered fron1 va'rious sources, tl1e Fishery on the French 
~bore has been \Vorse tha11 these many years, especially in the N orther11 Harbors. In the 
Straits of Belle IsJe, in rnost J)laces, a fair average catch has been tak:en, ancl in those harbors 
'vhere the Cod Fishery has been indifferent, a voyage is being made up with herring, which· 
are abunda11t. · 

. In Bradore, Blanc Sabl'on, and Forteau, the mackerel are maki.ng their appearanee ; som~ 
t\vo or three barrels having bee11 tal{en per seine. No correct inforrr1ation ca11 be given of the 
irntr1ense nun1ber of American, P. E. Island, Canadian, l\1agdalene Island, ancl Newfoundland 
vessels ai1d crafts fishing on this coast tl1is season, and I am not exagge~ating in stating that 
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1100to1200 crafts of various sizes have been on the sl1or,e, from 700 to 800 of them ''essels of 
40 to 200 tons, more than 50 schooners from the ~1agdalen Island rilone, have been fishing in 
the "1 traits this season-tlp\vards of 70 traders have been trafficking in the different harbors this 
summer. T 1 elarge Jersey establishments at Isle au Bois, Little Harbor, Brador, Blanc Sablon, 
and Forteau, export annually from £80,000 to £100,000 of the produce of Labrador. Of tl1e 
large qt1antity of Seal Oil, Salmon, Herring, and Ft1rs, annually taken, but a very trifling quan­
tity finds its way to N ewfot1ndland. 

The i·esident population of the Labrador is on the increase, and where such a large transient 
population is congregated dt1ring the sumn1er season, a great want is found of l\iagistrates to 
settle disp11tes, protect life and property, and enforce payment of debts; and I \Vould beg to sug .. 
gest that the Commanding Officer of tl1e Naval Force on tl1is station should, as \vell as J·our 
Superintendant of Fisheries, be a Magistrate ; 11e, in the positions he occt1pies, cot1ld enforce and 
carry out a11y decisions that might be made. It is highly necessary lavvs shot1ld be passed for 
the regulation of the Seal Net, Seal Fraine, :\\f ackerel, Herring and Salmon Net Fishery,and 
the 11auling o.f Cod, Herring, and Caplin Seines. I wo11ld also beg to call attention to the 
fraudulent use of \Veights ancl measures by traders and otbers, and suggest that the officers 
should be supplied \Vith necessary materials to prove the measure and size. A large number 
of British subjects frorn the N. VV. part of N e\vfou11dl~nd, have been fishing in t'he Straits this 
season ; they con1plain of being deprived by the French of the salmo11 brooks and rivers, 
used and occupiecl by themselves and forefathers in many cases more than half a century. 

I cannot bt1t advert to the good service performed by Captain Purvis, of H. M. Steamer 
Jl.rgus, by \vhose t1ntiring exertions and judicious arrangements ('vhich I seconded to the best 
of my ability·,) the French have, up to this time, been effectually IJreventecl fron1 encroaching 
either at Belie Isle or Labrador, and I safely assert that not ·one quintal of fish nor any bait 
has been tal{et1 by them the past season, \vhich has 11ot been tl1e case the last t\venty years. 
The time being expired for \vhich the Charles 'vas engaged, she leaves, an<l I 'vould i~ecom­
mend a11otl1er season, that the time be extende(l to at least the last of August.

Tl1e Honorable the Secretary. 
S1R,-~,or information I 'vrite by a small vessel leaving Shoe Cove this inorning. I arriv·­

ed at the Cape 011 the J 5th June ; the Caplin came in shore on the 19th ; since that ti1ne I 
have been very busy engaged with the Frencl1, the fish not laying mt1ch on their side of the 
Cape, in conseque~ce they ha,,.e been very troublesome. I have been obliged to watch them 
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night and day to prevent them froni stealing 'vhat they call English fish~ If the F.rench catch 
has any effect on the English Market it must be this season ; their catch h&s not been so small 
for many years. ~!any vessels on the shore have not more that 50,000 fish for 70 111en,so they 

· tell me themselves. In Lascee and Packet Harbor, it is a little better, their average for 9 ves­
sels is 1,400 quintals. One officer told me yesterday they should be 7,000 qtls. short in Las­
cee this summer of their usual catch. The French catch in Lascee up to this time is l, 190,000, 
or 9,504 qtls. for two vessels and 4 72 men. 

For the last five days the Frencl1 l1a.ve done but little, the fish laying in deep water and the 
caplin scarce. Speak:ing to the seine tnaster yesterday about the lin1its at the Cape, I tolc1 
him I tho11gh they \\1ould not be allowed to come south of the l\1iddle Bill of the Cape next 
st1mmer. He told me if that was the case, it \Vould not be worth coming to Lascee-for he 
did not haul 20 qtls. north of that point this two years. As far as I ca11 understand, the seine 
m&sters are instructed to leave the fishing ground north of the south point to the hook and 
line men. 

'fhe average catch at Shoe Cove, tip to this time, is 60 qtls. per man. Our fishery, I under• 
stand, as far north as Cape Freels, is not good.

SrR,-I feel it my duty to \vrite to you again, as the opporttinity offers before my duty is 

finished at the Cape, to sho\v yot1 ho\v anxio11s the lTrencl1 are to take the ad vantage of any op­
portunity that offers, to encroach on the English grounds. I left the (;ape at l l p.m., on Sa­
turday, July 16th, for the purpose of \vriting to you, and gave my n1en in~:ructions to be at 
the boundary at daylight. I got at Shoe Cove at 3 a.n1., \vrote and left for the Cape again 
cross-handed, and got there at dark-the Frenchmen gave my men some trouble through the 
day-and not seeing me in the boat, they took the advantage of their leaving at dark, and 
when I arrived at the limits there were 4 French seines in the water on our fishing ground. 
When they saw me coming, they got quite alartned ; the first one I can1e to he had let go 
one end of his seine" and \Vas hauling it in end fo1· end. I told him that if he did not leave 
immediately I should cut his seine in pieces, and the second the same,the third had both ends 
of his seine on board, and had not less thar1 100 qtls. fish enclosed. I sa 'v he was determinecl 
to take the fish, if possible, having 4 batteaux towing him off the gronnd ; I directly cut the 
head rope, and as soon as I did,the \Veight of fi.sl1 burst the seine do\vn through the bunt, and 
the fisl1 escaped-the fourth got on his 0\\1 n ground before I got to him. I remained all night 
at the boundary :-at 3 p. m., 18th, one of the Captains can1e to the Cape with a new seine 
into a batteau. I spoke to him and told him the particulars about tl1eir men trespassing. He 
said I did right, and if I had occasion to do so again the seine master should stand the conse­
quence. I had conversed with the Commodore and Priest of Lascee since the caplin left, and 
at Cape John, and they told n1e their average catch of fish,26 q tls. per ma11 at Shoe Cove ; the 
average is.70 qtls., at present there is none catching by French or English, but the herring is 
in abundance, and some sign of mackerel. l\Iy conversation with the Co1nn1odore 'viii be 
found in my journal.

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REPORT 0F TI-IE COMMIS~IONERS OF LIGH'f HOUSES FOR 1853. 
----

The Commissioners ofLight I-louses, in st1bn1itting their annual Report, have the plea­
sure of stating that the several establishments under their control are in a state of high effi­
ciency, and continne to command the approval of the Trade. 

The Light House at I<"'ort t\ml1erst, the contract of \vhich '\\ras handed over to the Board i11 

1852, by surrender from the Board of Ordnance, has, during the past year, been placed on a 
most satisfactory footing-a new building has been erected and the old one sl1bstantially i·e­
paired,rendering it improbable that any material outlay will be required there for some years. 
A new lantern has been provided, and the light, \vhich before only sho\vec.l sealvard, l1as bee11 
extended to sho'v into the harbor, thus being of great use to ships coming throt1gh the nar­
ro,vs at night. rfhe expense incurred in these changes l1as been consitlerable, but the Board 
believe the colony has a full equivalent in the improvements in questlon. 

'I'he desire of His Excellency l1aving been signified to t11e Board that they should take 
charge of the Beacor1 at Harbor Grace, they accordingly agreed to the proposal, and discharg­
ed a debt of £116 l 7s. 5d. stg. due on its construction, and being then in an t1nfinished 
state, the Board caused the necessary surveys to be n1ade, and the 'vork required to complete 
the building has since bee11 effected. A lamp has been ordered \vhich the Comn1issioner~ ex­
pect to receive early in spring. When in or)eration it \Vill be of essential benefit to the ship­
ping of that port. 

His Excellency having com1nt1nicated to tl1e Board the desire of the House of Assembly 
that they should l1ndertake a survey of the Funks and Wadhams \Vith a vie\v to determine 
which of these places should be selected as a site for a light, the Commissioners chartered the 
stean1er Lady LeMai·chant, and having itrvited several gentlemen of the town to accompany 
them. they proceeded to the places referred to, and had little hesitation in coming to a unani­
mous conclusion that the Offer \Vadham was the place on which a light for that locality 
should first be erected. A full report on this subject was transmitted to His Excellency on the 
14th July last. .

REPORT OF THE COMMISSIONERS OF LIGHT HOUSES IN REFEREN8E T·o 
'!~HE ~RECTION OF A LIGH'l, HOUSE ON THE NO.RTHERN CO ... ~ST 

OF NEWFOUNDLAND. . 

The Commissioners of Light Houses beg to report, for the information of His Excellency 
the Governor, that in order to carry out the \\'ishes of the Hon. the House of Assembly, to re­
port on he most eligible site for a Light Hot1se, either on the Funks or Offer W adham Is­
land, they procured the use of the steamer Lad.y Le1l1archant, and having invited several 
members of Her Majesty's Council and of the House of Assembly, and other gentlemen of 
the town to accompany them, they left St. John's early in the morning of Tuesday, the 5th 
July, and availing themselves of the opportunity thus afforded, first visited the Light House at 
Cape Bonavista, 'vhich, the Commissioners have much pleast1re in stating, they found in excel­
lent order, reflecting great credit on the keeper, Mt. Jerry White. 

From Bonavista the steamer proceeded for Greenspond, and rem·ained there for the night, 
leaving early the next morning for the Fu11k Islands, where a landing was fortunately effected 
at l o'clock, and the capabilities and eligibility of the island for a Light I-louse fully ascer­
tained. The Commissioners learned from persons who had been for about three V\1eeks on the 
island, that 011 no other day during that period could a landing have bee11 effected, and that a 
boat sent t\vice from Greenspond, for the purpose of taking then1 off, had been obliged to re­
t11rn without having been able to accomplish it. 

The steamer proceeded from the Funks for Fogo, and arrived tliere at nightfall, leaving on 
tl1e following rnor11ing for the Offer Wad ham Island, where a landing was easily effected, tl1ere 
being a good harbor, though small, sheltered from most winds: three large boats \Vere anchored 
there. The Commissioners having exan1ined this island, left for Trinity, and arrived there 
early on F'riday morning~, and after ren1aining a few })ours, proceeded for St. John's, and ar­
rived at 8, p.m., the same evening. 

One of the objects of tht3 Con1missioners in calling at Greenspond, Fogo, &c., \Vas to ascer­
tain the opinion of the i11habitants as to \vhich they considered the most desirable spot for the 
erectio11 of a Lig·ht House, and there ap-peared to be but one opinion on the subject, viz. : that 
the Offer Wadh&m Island was by far the most desirable, an opinion most fully concurred in 
by nearly all, if not by all 011 board the steamer. 

From the opportunity afforded several members of both branches of the Legislature, of 
fo1:ming their o\vn opinion from personal observation, the Con1missioners are in a great mea­
sure relieved from the responsibility that would otherwise rest on them in indt1cing the selec­
tion of one island i11 preference to the other; bt1t they conceive it to be their duty to state 
some reasons that led them to the conclusion that the Offer W adharn Islancl is to be pref err eel 
to the Funk Island for the site of the intended Light House. 

In the first place, all vessels and boats bound for the Northern Bays and Harbors, and nt1-

me1·ous boats constantly fishing in the neighbourhood of the Wadham Islands \vould benefit 
by a light there, aud not by any light on the Funks. 'l'hat from the opening of the spring 
navigation to tl1e end of December, vessels and coasters are constantly passing on that part 
of the coast, and a light on the Offer Wad ham would be of great service to warn then1 of the 
dangers near, and to be a guide for tl1e safe passages to the neighbouring harbors. All 
vessels bound to and from the Labrador, taJc,ing the inner run, or th&t between the Wadham 
and Funl\.s, would benefit by it; and it would be of incalculable advantage to all vessels that 
are compelled to bear up for Seldom-come-by, which is of very frequent occurrence in the 
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fall of the year ; the light \vill be visible from the entrance of that harbor. From t~e Ofter 
Wadham to the IC'unks there is a good passage of about t\Yenty .. four miles for ,·essels desirous of 
tal{ing that track bound to or froLn ~he Labrador, so that a light on the ''radham \vould be of 
essential benefit to the vessels bound on thut voyage. 'I'he light on Cape Bonavista would 
only be lost sight of for a fe\V hours before the lV' adham light \Vould be seen, which should be 
a sufficient guide to steer clear of all danger. . 

A ligl1t on the Funl\:s \vould be of more benefit to Yessels to and fron1 the Labrador, keeping 
to the east,vard of these islands, hut \Voul<l not be of mnch, if any, benefit to the coasting and 
fishing trade, or to vessels bound to and fron1 Fogo, Seldom.come·B)r, or indeed to any of the 
northern ports or bay$. rral(in ~; into consideration, therefore, that vessels bound to and from 
the Labrador, to \\·hcnn alone the Funk I sland light \\'ould be cf n1ost advantage, pass in gene­
ral only t\\'ice a year, going in the spring and returning in the fall ·; and that vessels and boats 
that \\Yould benefit more by the '\Vadhan1 I~Jand light, are almost daily passing, for several 
rnonths in the year; the Commissioners think, that on the principle of conferring the great­
est an1ount of good on the greatest nunlber, the Offer vVadham should be preferred, even 'vere 
there no other considera tion. 

Anothe1~ reason, though a secondary one, is t11e very ~reat expense that ".Vould attend the 
erection and inaintenance of a Light House on the Funks, corn pared to one on the Wadham, 
fronl the very g reat <l ifficul t y and n ncerte::in ty of landing rnateriuls,in thP first pl ace, to erect the 
building\and ~U!)plie~ for its Inaintenance afterwards; shnt OUt,as it \VOUld be f~r Se\reraJ Il10nths, . 
from all communication \·vi th the shore, it '"oul<l be absolutt'ly necessary to keep up a very large 
establishn1e nt in order to guard again5t the light bPing at any ti rne inoperative from the siclt-
11ess of the J.;.eeper and his assistant, or fron1 other uuforsePn contingencies which might be 
the case fo1· a Jen gt h of ti tne \Vithou t any possibi lity of its being l{OO\Vll on shore, and such an 
event occu rring during the return oft he 1-.abrador fleet rnight lead to the most disastrous con­
sequences. 1't1ere is ho,vever sufficient space on the Funlcs to erect a Light IIouse \Yith perfect 
safety for persons resident in it, and a good deal of rough stone t:1at might be made use of in 
the foundation, bu t there 'vould not be any ground to occupy the l(eeper in it., cultivation, anJ a 
\Vant of such or other etnployrnent might be attended 'vi th ill-effects on the minds of persons 
stationed for any length of titne on so desolate an island, or ratber island rock. 'l'here is a 
kind of spring of \Yater, but it had a brackish taste. '!'here is no kind of harbor '''hatever in 
the island, and in heavy 'veather the sea and spray breal{ over the greatest part of it. 

These disadvantages are in a great measure obviated on the Offer vVadham. 'fhere is on it 
not only plenty of room for a good Light I-louse, but several acres of ground sui table for cul ti· 
vation, which 'vould afford remunerative occupation to the l{eeper and his assistant. Vessels 
and boats pass alrnost daily during the sun1mer months, and occ-a-,ionally until late in the fall. 
It can be seen f rorn the land, and could be visited periodically at a small expei..se fron1 'l'ilton 
Harbor or Seldott1e .. come-by ; and having a harbor sheltered fr i.>m almost every wind, the ex­
pense for landing materials for building and supplies 'vould be trifling iu comparison \Yith 
the Fun}\ Island. Water is also to be procurPd on this i~Iand. 

All these considerations have induced the Corn tnissioners to recornmend that a light should 
at all events be erected on the ()ffer V\radham; and should the funds of the colony hereafter 
pe1mit it, it might then be \vorth considering \V hether a small light should not also .. be erected 
on the Funks, to be lighted only fron1 the l st of June to the n1i<ldle of.November, fo1· the benefit 
of the Labrador vessels. A small harbor lio·ht at the entrance of Catalina would. be of essen-
tial benefit.

[No Report or account of Expenditure bas been received by me·from the St. John's ·Board of 
Road Commissioners, beyond the information contained in a Jetter from the Chairman of the 
Board, dated the 31st December, 1853, which states that the Board hrd, under the Act 16th 
Vic., cap. 5, let at Pnblic Auction, the several roads therein i·eferred to, and that the .sum 
limited by that Act, had not been exceeded. 

By the third section of the above~mentioned Act, the Road Commissioners for the distriict 
of St. John's are empowered to direct and control the expenditure of a sum not exceeding 
£ 1000 a year out of the additional duty of 10 ,percent. levied under the St. John's Re-building 
.i\cts. Frorn this sum I have supposed there was to be deducted the recognised allowance 
for Contingencies, and have certified accordingly-the expenditure then (under the said 3rd 
Section) for 1853 would be £900; this sum, ho\vever, has been slightly exceeded, but the ex­
cess ( £2 6s. 6d.) will be carried as a Jlayn1ent, to be c!larged in the fi-esent year's outlay. 
rf he sum specified in the 6th Section of the said ..t\ct, I have considered as a sum to be paid from, 
or as part of, the amount granted in the 3rd Section, and have so certified. Through inadvert· 
ence there has been an expenditure of small sums on several roads, as shown in the condensed 
statement at the end of this account , amounting in the whole to £8 3s. 10.]

The Brig·us Road Board, not having it in their power, ~unless at great additional trouble 
and expense, to superintend the expenditure of the several small sums, allotted for the South 
si1ore of Conception Bay, amounting in the aggregate, to £95 Stg., 1·equested the St. John's 
Board to take charge of that portion of the Brigus district situate on the South shore, and 
to expend the st1ms granted for it, which the St. John's Board con1plied \Vith. 

THE SPANIARD'S BAY BRIDGE 

Is an old and almost wol'n·out fabric, and which, it will be necessary. with as little delay as 
possible, to renew. During the past year it has received some temporary repairs. 

THE MAIN RO~A.D- FROM SPANIARD'S BAY BRIDGE TO BRIGUS 

Requires very extensive repairs, and to be gravelled the whole distance. 

BETWEEN BRIGUS AND SALMON COVE 
The country bas been explored, and a new line of i·oad laid out bet\veen those places, which, 
if adopted, will avoid Bedlam hill, over \vhich ~he old road was taken, and which is conse·

quently, from the steepness of that hill, utterly valueless, as it affects the passage of loaded 
carts. 

From Salmon Cove Bridge to Salmonier road, and between Harbor Main and the Northern 
Arm, ver~ considerable repairs are necessary. 

AT BAY ROBERTS 

Extensive damage has been done to the ne\vly repaired main street, by a tide of unprecedent­
ed height, accon1panied by a heavy sea, the combined effects of which woshed away a large 
portion of that street, aud the inconvenience 'vhich has arise11 in consequence to the inhabi· 
tants, in and near .Brigus, is very great, and to remedy which will require a large outl~y. 

AT AND NEAR PORT-DE-GRAVE 

rfhe roads have,to some extent,been repaired, the past year; but tbatpart of the Brigt1s district 
is extensive and requires a considerable expenditure to , put the road there generally j~ ·an 
efficient state. 

BRIG US 

Is represented by the Commissioners as having been in former years much neglected; and is 
therefore now requiring the outlay of a large sum to remedy existing defects on the 1·oads in 
and abot1t that place ; and Cupids equ.ally requires attention. 

Burnt Head and Caplin Cove are said to be inhabited by an industrious and enterprising 
people. 'l"'o these settle1nents the Commissioners 1·ecommend that roads should be extended,' 
and also that one shot1ld be established between Port-de-Grave and Salmon Cove. 

From the main road, through the \Voods to Bull Cove and Turl\'s Gut, and also to the 
woods from Delaney's road, Bay Roberts, roads have been opened-to re11der these service­
able, will require the sums stated in the estimate. 

AT CA1,'S COVE AND COLLIERS 

Little has been, or could be done, the past year, from the limited amount appropriated for 
these parts of the Brig us district-and before the roads there can be made, compensation, to 
a considerable amount, \Vill have to be given for land at '1Vhite Cliff or Upper Bacon Cove. 

THE O'KEEFE ROAD 

Has hardly been opened; to make it passable, and to effect the necessary repairs on the roads 
at Harbor Main and Holyrood, will require at least, the sum as set out in the estimate.

FROl\I CLO\il/N'S COVE TO CARBONE:\R. 

'fhe Road .t\ct, 16th Vic . ., cap. 5, directs t1Je "cutting do\vn and altering the Clown's Cove 
hill road to Carbonear ." Tl1e Con1missioners state, that this direction rr1<~y be so carried out 
as to shorten the distance bet,veen the t\vo places tl1ree .. quarters of a mile, and at the same 
time to a void t~vo l1ills, so stee~ as to render t11e ex.is ting roacl valueless fot purposes of traffic·; 
but they add .. that fron1 the limited means at their djsposal, the board \Vas t1nable to effect so 
desirable an in1provement-to accomplish 'vhich, would require about £130 sterling. 

In conformity :\Vith instructions fro1n His Excellency the Governor, and in conformity 
'\vith the Road 1.\ct, (5th Sec., 15th Vic.) the Commissioners laid out their i·oad \York in small 
allotments, which fell into the 11ands of those n1ost requiring or needing \Vork, among the 
able-bodied poor, and that \Vith a most benefi'cial effect, as the distress which must otber­
\vise ha:ve prevailed, 'vas greatly al1ayed. 

A condensed statement of the expenditure, as well as a detailed account of the same, toge­
ther '.\vith an esti1nate of the amounts which 'vill probably be necessary to complete the seve­
ral roacls in t11e Ca1·bonear road dist1·ic t, is added hereto .

LIEUTENANT JER,70ISE'S REPORT WI'fH REFERENCE TO THE FEASIBILI .. 

TY AND PROBABLE COST OF CONSTRUC'fING BREAKWATERS 

IN '!~HE HARBORS OF CARBONEAR i\ND BONAVISTA. 

St. John/s, Neiofoundland, 29th October, 1853~ 

SrR,-Having visited the ha1·bors of Carbonear and Bonavista, in compliance \\1ith the di­
rections of His Excellency the Governor, and having examined these localities with reference 
to the feasibility and probable cost of constructing Break"vaters for the better protection of 
:floating property, I have _the honor to report as follows:-

There can bPt no doubt that the port of Carbonear would be greatly impro,1ed by an effi­
cient Break\\1ater, vessels being at present much exposed, during the prevalence of high 
winds blo,ving from the east and north-east. 

Sufficient protection 'vould be afforded if a jetty or pier, either of wood or stone, was con­
structed in a south-\\'esterly direction, commencing from a slight projection of the land in 
front of Mr. Jonathan Taylor's property, and nearly mid\vay between the Wesleyan Chapel 
and the Cot1rt-house, which appearecl from the depth of water and form of the land, to be the 
site best sl1ited for the attainment of the proposed object. 

It is improbable that any engineering difficulties 'vould occl11., except such as would re­
Sl1lt from the great depth of 'vater, "·hicb, at 500 feet from t~e shore, is 51 feet; and from 
thence decreases, 'vith tolerable regularity, towards the shore. 

I 

If a jetty of wood is decided on, I shot1l(l propose tl1at it be constructed in blocks 25 feet. 
square at top, with exterior slopes of one-third the height : the blocks to be formed of 
roughly-squareu, tarred timbers of Ne\vfoundland apse, strongly tr11ssed, secured where ne­
cessary, to a pile fot1ndation, with an exterior cordon of piles on botlt sides, projecting 10 feet 
above the bottotn of the block~, which latter might be floated to their respective sites, sun]{, 
strongly bolted together \vith galvanised iron bolts, and loacled with heavy stones and 1·t1b­

bish, the additional precautions being taken of covering the exterior l1iles and principal 
timbers with flat-headed iron nails, sin1ilar to, but larger tl1an, scup1ler nails ; the corrosion of 
which has been found effectually to protect timber under water from the destructive attack of 
the worm. 

The probable cost of such a jetty 'vould be about £5,500, or £500 annually for eleven 
• successive years. 

A stone pier could not be built for less tl1an three times the amount stated; the 'vooden 
structure, however, aiter a period of about fifteen or twenty years, would require occasional 

• 
repairs. 

The harbor of Bonavista is of the \Vorst description, being so badly sheltered that when 
north-westerly gales imn1ediately follow a continuance of heavy winds from the north and 
north-east or seaward direction, the sea breaks into the harbor 'vith great violence, causing 
the foundering of fishing boats at their anchorage and destroying the stages. 

The only tolerable anchorage for vessels at present, appears to be behind and to the south­
ward of a chain of small islands extending from s,verry Head to the land, which it has been 
proposed to connect by throwing i11 large stones.

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Miscellaneo11s. 

1,his project, if it were executed at a11 expense of about £600, \\tould afford no better 
protection than before, during north-westerly gales, and it is even dol1btful if it \Vould much 
affect vessels under other circun1stances; as in consequence of the water bet\veen the islands 
being very shallow, during the prevalence of winds from fh.e sea\vard, the 'vaves first b1~eak 
on the shoals and after\vards pitch with comparative harmlessness into the deeper water on 
the harbor side. 

I see no 'vay of rendering Bona vista a safe l1arbor, except by the constr11ction of a solid 
breakwater of stone from Cannaille Point, in tl1e direction of Newman's Point, \vl1icl1 "·ould 
afford good anchorage for \'essels of every description, but such a '\vork:, if extended three 
hundred yards, \Vould have to be l111ilt in an average deptl1 of four fathoms at low "water 
spring tides, and would, if executed economically, cost about thirteen thousand pounds. 

It is, of course, very questionable if so large a11 expendit11re 'vot1ld bP desirable; it might, 
however, be exte11ded over a series of years ; a sum of £ 1,000 the first year and £500 af­
terwards annually would enable the work to proceed. 

Much difference of opinion exists as to the most Sl1itable forms for breakwaters; the sec­
tion here proposed is similar, though of grcatl y sn1n1ler din1ensions, to one approved of in 
1844 by the Commissioners appointecl by the Lords of the rl"'reasury to examine into the sub­
ject of harbors of refuge. 

If required, I shall be h9ppy to furnish any additional information; I enclose an estimate 
of a breakwater for Bonavista.

THE REPORT OF THE ST. JOHN'S HOSPITAL DIRECTORS. 

Committee-room, ~ 
21st January, 1853. S 

Srn,~I have the honor to transmit to you, for the information of His Excellency the Gov­
ernor, the Account Current of the St. John's Hospital, sho\ving the receipts and disbursements 
of that Institution for the past year. ,. 

The Directors have the gratification of acquainting His Excellency that the receipts of t11e 
Hospital, for 1853, have been sufficient to meet all the current liabilities of the year, and 
leave a bal~nce of £151 8s. 6d. in favor of the Institution. But 'vl1ilst thus expressing 
their satisfaction, they are still of opinion that tl1e existing act is susceptible of much improve­
n1ent; and they would agai11 respectfully suggest the adoption of son1e of the principles ·of a 
Bill introduced into the Legislature during a former session, "vl1ich, if carried into law, would, 
the,y thinlt, tend much to augment the usefulness of the Institution. 

'l.,he Directors have mucl1 pleasure in referring to a grant of £400 Stg., made in the last 
session of the Legislature, for the purpose of repairing the Hospital Buildings, of introducing 
baths into the establishment, and for other improvements, so as to render the Institution. 
better fitted than it is at present to secure Patients, and thereby promote largely their com­
fort, cleanliness and health. 

'l~he Directors, before entering into a Contract for the necessary repairs and improvements, 
etnp1oyed an 1\rcbitect to furnish them 'vi th a Specification of the worlt to be done. '!~he 
report of this person represented that " any partial repair of a building so much decayed, 
would be useless, and only thro,ving a\vay money." The Directors consequently decided 

· unanimously that the repairs contemplated should, for the pre.sent, be abandoned; that a peti­
tion should be prepared e.nd presented to the Legislature, praying for a further grant to that 
already made, of an efficient sum to enable them to erect a ne'v \vestern \Ving ; and that for 
the present, should be gone into such repairs only as were absolutely indispensable for the 
safety of the building, and the present con1fort of the patients. To provide for the servants, 
the sum of £100 Stg. has been dra\vn from the "freasury, leaving £300 of the grant still un­
appropriated. 1.,he Directors have the satisfaction to add, that the in1provements made in 
the eastern \ving, by the erection of a ne\V cl1imney, and son1e other necessary repairs, have 
not only added greatly to the security of the building from the rislr of fire, but have also, 
from the increased \varmth of the "Vards, added considerably to the comfort of the patients. 

The Directors would no\v respectfully submit, for the considPration of His Excellency the 
Governor, the propriety of bringing under the notice of the Legislature, the state of the 
western wing of the Hospital, \Yith the vie\V of obtaining a grant of money, in addition to the 
£300 unappropriated, hereinbefore referred to, for the purpose of erecting an entire ne\v 
western .wing, in place of the present one, 'vhich, in its present state, is wholly 11nfit to re­
ceive patients, with due regard to their comfort and ultiroate recovery from their various 
diseases. 

rfhe Directors have also to ack:no,vledge the receipt of £100 stg. voted by the Legislature 
last session,~as.an Annual Grant, in lieu of the dues formerly collected from the fishermen and 
shoremen of this district, a measure \Vhich has given general satisfaction.

2nd,-That the absence of the Court f-rom the before mentioned places arose from the wilful 
neglect and misconduct of his Honor Judge Des Barres, the Judge of said Cou~t, 
and was the result of a determination on his part not to prosecute the Circuit. 

3rd,-That great loss and inconvenience arose to several parties, litigants in the said Court, 
the absence of \vhich, from the several places before mentioned, operated as a denial of 
justice to those parties. 

4th,-That, owing to the absence of the Court at St. l\Iary's, several parties resident there 
were sued i11 the Supreme Court, ~bus bringing parties a distance of 11early one hundred 
miles to answer suits which could have been tried with much n1ore convenience to all par­
ties in the Court at St. ~1ary's. On application to the Supreme (jourt, the venue was chang­
ed in two of the cases referred to, and sent for trial in the Court at St. Mary's. The delay 
of twelve months, which will accrue to the plaintiffs in these (suits, is attributable to the 
miscanduct of the Judge, in not holding Court at St. Mary's, as prescribed by law. -

5tb,-That in the year 1852, no Court 'vas held, either at St. ~Iary's or Placentia, the reaso11 
of which is wholly attributable to a neglectof duty on the part of his Honor Judge Des 
Barres, evinced by his refusal to try cases pending in the Court at Placentia. 

6th,-That from the manner in which the Southern Circ11it Court has been conducted for the 
past two years, during which time his Honor Judge Des Barres bas presided as Judge 
thereof,1the public have no confidence in the said Court, nor is it likely that the confidence 
nna ·respect which British Courts generally i11spire, will be awarded the Southern Circuit 
Court, while his Honor Judge DesBarres continues the J 11dge ~hereof.
