I avail myself of the earliest opportunity of as;3embling you after the Speocha 

recent General Election. 

It would have afforded ine infinite satisfaction to have announced to 
yot1 that British subjects in Nevvfoundland had been allowed to exercise 
the undoubted right which they possess to vote for sucl1 persons as they 
might think 'vere the fittest to represent their interests i11 the House of 
Assembly. 

I am sorry to say that tl1is has not been the case : serious riots and dis­
turbances have occurred in several Districts-property to a considerable 
amount has bee11 destroyed in Harbor Grace, and no polling took .place 
there, the rioters having had their sway, notvvithstanding that the autl1ori­
ties, at their own request, had a 1nilita.ry force sent in aid of the civil 
power. 

In St. John's, also, on the day of No1ninatio11, outrages of a very se­
rious character occurred, occasioning, as I 11ear, the use of fire-arms, and 
several persons were unfortunately wot1nded. 

In the District of Harbor Main, I lament to say, n1ore distressing eve11ts 
l1ave occurred. In that District there were four Candidates, all of the 
same religious pors11asion ; and there, also, fire-arms vvere resorted to, 
and I grieve to say that 011e man 'vas killed a11d others severely 'vounded. 

As these occurrences are all, at present, the subject of judicial inquiry, 
I shall abstain from further comme11t ; but I have to assure yot1 that the 
Governme11t is determined that all these most cala111itous eve11ts, and the 
causes "\ivhich gave rise to them, sl1all undergo the strictest investigation, 
with a vie'v that, if lJOSsible, some of the perpetrators of these 011trages 
may be discovered, and a repetition of the1n prevented-tl1at the people of

It is the intention of tl1e G·over11n1ent, tl1erefore, to introduce a short 
Bill to sanctio11 a ·continuance, for one year, of the present Revenue Bill, 
\vithout alteration or modification, so tl1at time sl1all be given for a re­
vision of the 'vhole financial condition of this Colony; for I belieYe tl1e 
public are i11ost anxious that such should take i)lace, and the l1onorable 
gentleman no'v leader of the Government \vill explain to you the course 
"\Vhich he proposes to pursue. 

On referring to documents laid before the Imperial Parlia111ent, and or­
dered by tl1e Ho11se of Commo11s to be printed, on the 24th of May, 1855, 
I find that the debt of this Colony 'vas rcprese11tecl to the Colonial 
lVlinistcr, by Delegates appoi11tetl by tl1e House of Assembly, to have been, 
abot1t the beg·inning of the preceding year, £120,000; and these gentle­
n1cn, in a letter to the then and present Colonial ~linister, state their 
opinions in the follo,ving words, viz: 

'' This is a state of thjngs whicl1, we humbly submit, clearly proves tl1at there is 
just cause of con1plaint, and neccE8ity for refo1m in our institutions. 'Vith free 
trade and free institutious~ this Colouy, ofter · a ftw years, would not know such an 
affiiction as pauperism; and the Colonial Debt, with the exercise of proper economy, 
'vould uot be felt as a burthen by the people. They could then afford to bear jncreased 
taxation, if that \verc necessary, to sustain the credit of the Government, or to promote 
the jmprovcmcnt of the country.'' • 

lfvcts nnd figures haye piovell that . their opinions were erroneous, and

that the present financial state of ihe Colony requires serious considera-. 
tion. Those ''few years'' have fast passed away since free institutions 
·\\~ere granted-Newfoundland being included, by the assent of it~ Legis­
lature, in the Reciprocity 1.,reaty 'vith the United States of An1erica;-to 

• 
u1ake up for the deficiency in the Revenue consequent thereon, additional 
taxation was laid on dutiable articles, wl1ich 'vere then stated to be mostly 
the lua~uries of life, but which (in my opinion, in a Colouy like tl1is) were 

the necessaries of life; and .the debt of tl1e Colony is i1o'v £180,000. 
Ilut tl1e affliction of pauperism, instead of now being un1'~nozon, has 

g-reatly increased, the demoralizing effects of \vhich have been strongly 
denounced in various influential quarters. 

In regard, however, to tl1e Reciprocity Treaty, that is a question upon 
\vhich I wish to be clearly understood; for although Newfoundland ceded, 
by that Treaty, ve1~y great fishery privileges to American citizens, I, for 
one, sl1ould be sorry indeed to see any Government here <leparting from 
any course of po1icy or principle wl1ich their predecessors had entered into 
by Treaty with the United States of America, and whicl1 was sanctioned 
by tl1e Legislature. 

~"!J:fr. President and Hono1rable Ge1ttler1te11, of tlze Legislative Council: 

J.lf1-. S11eaker and Gentlen1en of the House qf Assenibly: 

-You 'vill be disappointed to hear that I am not enabled to give J'OU ir1 ... 
formation on the Fishery question, a subject which you and the people 
take so deep an interest in. I observe that several gentlemen residing i11

Com:nany, for the establishment of their Line of Telegraph hence to New 
York, in the hope of obtaining for St. John's the status of a port of call 
for steamers bound East a11d \Vest, this port being the most advantageous 
link of t1nion bet,vecn Europe and America.

In the present Session of tl1e Legislatl1te the Cou11cil received in the 
usual course a message from tl1~ llouse of Assembly requesting the Coun­
cil to send do,vn an account of their Con tin gent Expenses for the late and 
present Sessions. 

The Council sent down such account, whicl1 embraGed, besides the salaries 
of their Officers, &c., the sum of £200 sessional stipend of the President, 
and for twelve Members of Council (the President not included) £42 each. 

The Hottse of Assembly, after some days, sent up for the conct1rrence of 
the Council the Bill to provide for the Contingent Expenses of the Legisla­
ture for the past and present Sessions, and accompanying it the follo\ving 
message :

l\fr. President : 

The House of Assembly acqt1aint the Legislative Co11ncil that they 11avo 
passed a Bill entitled ''An J\.ct to provide for the Contingent Expenses 
of the L·egislature,'' to 'vhich they request the assent of tl1e Council. 

From this Bill the House have rejected tl1e claim of tl1e Council for 
eessional pay ; but as the diff erenoe of opinion between the two branchCt\j 
upon this subject has already occasio11ed the loss of two Contingency Bills, 

and thus produced much. inconvenience and some loss, particularly to the 
Officers of the Legislature, tl1e Assen1bly suggest that, the present Bill 
being adopted by the Cou11cil, their claim t0 pay for the present and 
all future Sessions, as well as the amount of such pay, (if any,) be 
referred to the judgment of the Secretary of State for the Colonies, by 
whose determination, to be made after considering the allegations of both 
branches, the Asse~bly undertake to abide. 

The Council replied :

principle of sessional allowance to ~Iembers, in the same manner as Mem­
bers of the House of Assembly of this Colony receive the same, and as: 
Members of both Houses in the neighboring Colonies, yet that, relying upon 
the propriety and justice of their claim, and desiring not to imperil the· 
Bill to provide for the Contingent Expenses of tl1e Legislature, by the 
los·s of whicl1 the Officers of both Houses "\vould be· injuriously affected, 
they accede to the propositio11 of the House of Assernbly to refer the 
question of pay for the present and futt1re Sessions to the Secretary of 
State for the Colonies, and to abide by his decision thereon.'' 

Both branches of the Legislature having agreed to refer this vexed and 
long-pending question to the decision of tl1e Right Honorable the Secre­
tary of State for the Colonies, and to be bound thereby, tl1e Legislative 
Council n1ost respectfully subn1it the following facts as entitling its Presi­
dent and l\'le1nber8 to be paid sessional allo,va11ces at least equal i11 amount 
lvith tl1e same received by tl1e Speaker and lVIen1bers of the House of 
~"-ssembly. 

They say that tl1e claim of the Legislative Council for such allowance 
is as strong, if not stronger than that of tl1e Hot1se of Assembly, because 

. ~~irstly-Tl1e Council performs the like duties and devotes t11e san10. 

period of time, and incurs equal responsibility in legislation witl1 the other 

branch, "\tvithout at the same time participating in the distribution of ex­
ecutive and subordinate offices, and the lucrative appointn1ents which 

· ~1ernbers of the Assen1bly enjoy. The President of the Council performs the 
same relative duties as the Speaker, occt1pies tl1e higher position, and is 
also President of the Executive Cot1ncil, without remuneration. 

Secondl~y-Tl1e 1\fembers of Council are persons cl1osen chiefly from the 
mercantile and partly from the professional classes, whose time is a very 
i1nporta11t consideration in their business. 

The foregoing reasons have induced the neighboring Colonies, and 

nearly all other British Provinces, to accede to the clainis of tl1eir several 

Legislative Cot1ncils to be paid in the same manner as the House of As­

sembly, and tl1e Council cannot see any reason that that of Ne,vfoundlancl 
sl1ould be an exception. 

In this Colony this clain1 is no late assertion of a rig'11t. In the year 
1840 tl1e .l\ 5se1nbly passed tl1e follo'\ving Resolution:

'' The right of each brancl1 of the Legislature to audit and detern1ine 
the Contingent Expenses necessary for tl1e proper transaction of the aiialr3 
of that branch cannot be denied, questioned, or disputed, by any other 
branch of the Legislature.'' 

In the Amalgamated Legislature,. consisting of House and Council, the 

?\~embers of Council were paid. 

In the year 1853, under the late irresponsible form of Government, 
when the Members of tl1e Council were cl1iefly largely paid Executive Offi­
cers, and shortly before the introduction of the responsible system, the 
Council passed a Resolution seat to the Asse1nbly expressive of their inten­
tion to claim sessional allowa11ce i11 ft1ture. In the year 1856, after the 
establishment of Responsible Government, the Council, in reporting 
their Contingencies, urged l1pon the Assembly tl1e recognition of their 

claim to pay, in the f~llowing terms ~ 

'' Your Committee would observe tl1at the former Council placed upon 

record their opinion that its l\'1embers 'vere entitled to receive con1pensation 
for their legislative services. In the justice of tl1at opinion this Com­
mittee coincide, and they feel that their rigl1t to such rernuneration from 
the public purse is indisp11tably stronger in conseqi1ence of the greater re­
sponsibility of their position under Parliamentary Government, and the 
very large increase in the amount of tb.eir labors and in the frequency of 
tlie ir attenda11ces. Nevertheless they forego, for the present, in considera­
tion of the existing pressure t1pon the finances of the Colon3', recommend­
ing the claim of tl1is branch of the Legislature for sessional pay to the 
adoption of tl1e House." 

In the Session of 1859 tl1e Council reported in their Contingencies the 

aessional allowances claimed for its President and ~Iembers. 

The House of Assembly refused their assent. 

'"fhe Council informed th_e House by message tl1at they would suspend 
action on the Bill to i)rovide for tl1e C'ontingent Expenses of the Lcgisli~t.ure 

until the several allowances for tl1e President and ~iembers of the Council 
'vere added to it. 

1,hc Bill to provide for the Contingent Expenses of t!1e Leg~slature was 
tl1ns lost.

In the Session of 1860 the same thing 4occurred, and the determination 
of the Council reiterated. 

In the Secontl Session of 1861 the mode of reference and decision men­
tioned in the first part of this Case was agreed upon, to prevent a continu­
ance of the confusion and embarrassment produced by the House of Assem­
bly in not affording a ready assent to a measure for 'vhich there was not 
alone the precedent of their own body, but that of the Sister Colonies, in re­
lation to both b~anches of the Legislature. 

' 

The only reasons the Assembly urges are, (firstly) the fact that its Mem­
bers are p11t to expense in effec.ting tl1eir return to the House. Tl1e Coun­

~ cil say that is a reason tl1e law could not recognize-that that was never 
• 

the pretence undGr which Memberd of the As3embly received it. It is 
paid sessionally as a sessional remuneration, not as an indemnification for 
expense. That expense is ,·arious; in some cases nothing; in other cases, 
of severe contest, considerable; and the prizes of success are such as do not, 
to anything like the same exte11t, fall to the lo.t of the Council. 

Secondly, that the Legislative Council corresponds relatively to. th·e House 
of Lords, and that the l\iembers of the House o.f Lords are not paid. Were 
this plea of any avail, both branches of the Legislature should b_e unpaid, 
as neither the Lords nor Commons are paid in England. 

If there were any force in these reasons the otl1er Colonies would not 
ha,1e failed to avail of them. 

His Excellency the G.o"\'"ernor, in the Session of 1859, said that the ques­
tion was one well 'vorthy of consideration; and in 1860, in referring in his 
Speech at the close of the Ses8ion to the same subject, said: ''I have only 
to say, if inconvenience shall now arise from the loss 0,f the Con.tingency 
Bill, the responsibility of that inconveni~nce does not .rest with ·me.'' 

The Council, by their last report, acting in a spirit of great moderation, 
and considering the circumstances of the Colony and the heavy ad.ditional 
expense of two Sessions of tl1e Legislature for this year, waived all claim 
for sessional stipend for the past time, even for the first Session· of this 
:.rear, wl1ile the lVIembers of the ~r;sembly claimed and -took their . allow:. 
ances as fo~ the full sittings. 

The llouse of A.ssembly again, however, refused to pass the claint.of the

Council, but made the propo3ition of a reference to the decision of the Right 
Honorable the Secretary of State for the Colonies, to which the Council, 
feeling the justice and propriety of the de1nand, assented. 

Under these circum~tances the Coun~il, w11ile waiving any claim for 
former ~essions, submit that for the pre.3ent a11d all other future Sessions 

the President and ~f ember3 of their Ch:irnber are entitled to an allowance 
at least equal to that received by the Speaker and Member3 of the Assem­
bly, and the Conncil confidently leave the determination of the question 

to Her l\fajest,y's Principal Secretary of State for the Colonies. 

Ordered-That the same be engrossed, and that Honorable Messrs. Kent, 

Pinsent, Stabb and l\'Iorris, be a Deputation to wait on His Excellency the 

Governor, requesting tha.t he may be pleased to transmit the same to Her

The Co[/ fis11eries are cla3sed in three principal grounds or districts, and are carried 
on 'off the coast of the Provinces of>; Rom3dal, Norland, and Finmark, from abo·ut the· 
middle of J aniiaty to · the end: of : l\farch ; they employ from · bet\veen 20 ~ to 22;000 ·­
fishermen, and fro1n 4,000 ··to '4,500 boa.ts, and the annual catch averages 20 millions of 
fish; 20,000 barrels of' Cod Li-ver Oil, and as much Roe, 'vhich may together be 
valued at about orte million of dollars·. The Spring I-Ierring Fislteries commence · . -

having authority to treat summarily all di:;putes and offences cdnne·cted \Yith the fish- · 

' eries.- The produce of the fisheries in 1856 and 1857· has not been so abundant as in·,: 
the precedin·g .. years, especially 'vi th !respect to Herti'ngs, in the export of wl1ich a ·con-··· 
sidera.ble decrease will be apparent · \vl1en ·,compared 'vith 1855.· · 

T.he principal markets for the Norwegian Herring~ still continu.e to be Sweden and

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·r1e iJ l .. r J. II ·1t:e 'i: 0 ,\Tever,, the Norwegian mercl1ants encounter a power-

ful con1pet.itor in the Scotch trader, 'vhose Ilerrings, on account of the great 

care taken in the sorting and pacl\:ing, are al\vays preferred ; the Nor\vegian 

IIerring has, in con.3equence, fallen into such discredit that the Consular .i-\.gents in the 
different Bultic port:3 have lately addressed their Government on the subject, and the 

at tention of the flerring dealers has been seriously called to it. I wot1ld l1ere mention 
th ~1t t11e ? (tclc ret i~'islier,11 has of late years become less and less productive ; the 

satne n1ny be said of the Sal111on FiN'/zeries~ The fresh\vater fi3h have likewise 
decreased in such a degree as to induce the Government to take measures to arrest the 

evil, and Yarious atte111pt~ have been inade to supply the deficiency. Establishments 

l1ave been i1e,vly forrned in different parts of the country, \vhere successful experi1nents 

l1ave been made to 1nultiply the fish by artificial means. The NJTflaling 1~·x1;editions 

from Nor\vay have bee11 on the increase, 20 to 30 vessels leaving the country annually 

in search of Whales a11d Seals; and, althongl1 I am in possession of no certain informa­
tion as to the productive11ess of this hazardot1s branch of trade, yet the yearly increase 
of the capital e111ployed in it encourages the belief in its profitableness. 

Before quitting the subject of the fisheries~ I would ren1ark that the nttempts made 

of late years by the Nor\\~egians to find a rr1arket for their fish in the Ne'v '1\r orld haYe 
not been Yery successful ; and, fron1 the slo'v increase of their exports to tho Brazils 

and the 'Vest Indies, it rloes not appear Jikelj7 to beco1ne an important outlet for tl1eir 
produce. A tte1npts have been made to introduce tl1eir Clip fish into Ha Yann ah ; but 
the price is so mucl1 hig·her tha1? that in1ported from Cnnada and the United States 
that it is not likely to beco1ne much in request, as at present the consumption of the 
Norwegian. fish is almost exclusively confined to the wealthy classes.
