During the past sununer, extensive forest 
fires, followed by a severe stor1n in October, de­
stroyed such an an1ount of public and private pro­
perty as to den1ancl the expenditure of a consider­
able su111 of i11oney .. 

'I1he condition of the forests of this country and 
tl1e \Vasteft1l i11a,1111er in 'vl1ich t.l1eir clest1"t1ction is 

taking place give cause for serious apprehension. 
They are fast disappearing before destructive fires, 
and their extinction must eventually ensue, unless 
better n1ethods than no'v prevail shall be adopted 
for their protection. 

Their i111portance in relation to the growth 
and prosperity of the Colony can not b~ safely dis­
regarded, and the attention of the Legislature is 
invited to the necessity of additional legislatiqn to 
secure the preservation of the valuable fores ts still 

• • rema1 i1111 g. 

In conclusion, I earnestly invoke such wise 
action on the part of the Legislature as will sub~ 
serve the public good, and de1nonstrate its ability
