You asse1n ble here to-day for the discharge of 
the duties you have assumed as the representa­
tives of the people, and I greet you most cordially 
at the threshold of your deliberations. 

Since I last convened the Legislature a Gene­
ral Election has taken place and has resulted in a 
very strong pronouncement in favor of the policy 
of my Gover1nnent. 

I a1n . pleased to be able to congratulate you 
upon the favourable aspect of the Colony's posi­
tion generally. While the year that has passed 
has been ren1arkable for the depression in trade 
and for the financial e1nb::trrassment that has pass­
ed like a ·wave over many parts of the British 
Empire and ..tl1nerica, the trade and commerce of 
this Colony has not been affected to any apprecia­
ble degree. The total absence of business failures 
bear eloquent testimony to the s~:n1nc1 financial 
position of our country. 

The Seal-fishery of last year, I regret to s!ly, . 
was a comparative failure; the total nu1nber of 
seals taken amounting to only one half of the pre­
vious year's voyage. This has been attributed to 
artificial rather than natural causes, and part icn­
larly to the Legislation then in force where Gy 
many of the o'vners of sealing stea1ners 'vere in­
duced to despatch them fron1 northern ports. I 
hope that the a1nend1nent to the legislation re­
ferred to, adopted last Session, 'vill prove ad van­
t~igeous. 
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Governor's Speech The Cod-fishery, ·which is our great staple in-
-(Continued). d ustry, 'vas prosecuted successfully, the exports 

shewing an increase of two hundred thousand 
quintals over that of 1892. Owing, however, to 
the keen co1npetition of our bounty-fed co1npeti­
tors the price realized for this producion 'vas not 
altogether satisfactory. 

The returns for the IIerring and Salmon fishe­
ries do not compare favourably with those of the . -

p1"ev1ot1s yea1~. 

The Lobster fishery evinced a marked im­
provement, and the gradual revival of this indus­
try is no doubt due to the restrictive legislation 
adopted by your honourable !louses. 

The export of Copper Ore and Iron Pyrites 
are largely in excess of 1892, but the value was 
considerably belo'v. 

This may also be said of our exports of Lurn­
t1e1'. 

Last sea.son 'vas not favourable to agricultural 
success. The long continuance of wet weather re­
siilted in a very short potato crop. Farmers were, 
however, con1pensated to s01ne extent by good 
crops of hay and fodder. 

Rail way extension durinµ: the year that has 
passed has been rapid and en1inently satisfactory. 
The Northern Railway has been co111pleted. The 
i·nils 11rt;\1e 1Jee11 laid to a i)oi11t tl1i1't~y-seve11 1niles 
to tl1e \Vest,,ra1~d ot' tl1e E~x1)loits: a11cl tl1e li11e is 
graded to the forty-fifth inile.
