At Three o’clock P.M. His Honour the Administrator of
the Government, the Honourable Josepa I. LirTLE, Chief
Justice, having arrived at the Council Chamber and being
seated on the Throne the Honourable the President com-
manded the Gentleman Usher of the Black Rod to proceed to
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the Commons House of Assembly and inform the Speaker
and Members thereof that it is His Honour’s will and pleasure
that they attend at the Bar of this House ; and they being
come thereto His Honour was pleased to open the present
Session of the Legislature with the following Speech to both
Houses :(—

Mr. President and Honourable Gentlemen of the Legislative
Council :

Myr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the Honourable House of
Assembly :

Since the close of the Special Session held in February
last, the delegates from my (Government have been in con-
ference with the Secretary of State for the Colonies on the
subject of the treaty rights of the French on the Coasts of
this Island.

I take pleasure in stating that I have received a despatch
from the Right Honourable the Secretary of State for the
Colonies, expressing the ‘warm appreciation felt by His
Majesty’s Government of the ready compliance of the New-
foundland Government with the invitation addressed to them,
and of the services rendered by the delegates.” It is added
that ¢ negotiations with France are proceeding, but that as
the Premier of the Colony expressed a strong desire to return
immediately to the Colony, where official duties require his
presence, His Majesty’s Government did not think that they
ought to press him to stay longer in England.”

I cannot too strongly express the hope that the labours
of the recent conference, in which my Ministers have taken
such an important part, may result in an early settlement of
this grave dispute.
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Since the Session of the Legislature last year, a general
election has taken place and has resulted in a very strong
pronouncement in favor of the policy of my Government.

I am pleased to be able to record that during the past
year our fisheries have been prosecuted with a large measure
of success.

The Shore cod fishery resulted in a full average in quan-
tity, and it 1s gratifying to know that the cure was better
than usual.

The Labrador fishery, on the other hand, resulted In a
smaller catch than in either of the two previous years, princi-
pally owing to the presence of ice to a very late period on the
coast, which not only prevented the crews from fishing dur-
ing what is usually the most productive part of the season,
but also destroyed a great deal of fishing gear ; thus depriv-
ing the fishermen of the means of catching fish even after the
ice had finally left the coast.

The prices of codfish opened satisfactorily and continued
exceedingly good in most of our foreign markets, and thus
contributed toward what may be considered on the whole a
prosperous year’s business for those interested in this fishery.

The seal fisheries of the years 1900 and 1901 were very
successful and resulted in good returns to all interested.

The lobster fishery appears to be a gradually failing
industry, and from the experience of other countries, as well
as our own, it would appear as if this fishery will be entirely
destroyed, unless some vigorous measures than we have here-
tofore tried be adopted for its protection. The prices realized
were high during the whole season, but the quality of the
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pack left much to be desired and reduced considerab]y the
total value of the catch.

The salmon fishery, as compared with recent years,
proved an average one, but as an article of trade our salmon
is being driven out of foreign markets by the Pacific Coast
salmon. The latter, though a much inferior fish for table use,
because of its coarseness and toughness, is enabled by these
very qualities which catise its inferiority to better withstand
the rough handling incident to its transportation by rail and
sea.

The herring fishery on the coast of this Island was one
of the smallest on record.

Agricultural operations resulted satisfactorily, and the
crops were well above the average.

Owing to the strike at Bell Island in the summer of last
year, the quantity of iron ore exported from that place fell
much short of the export of the previous year. The products
of our mines, generally, however, while not equal in value to
those of the year immediately preceding, were in advance of
those of previous years and ylelded handsome returns to those
whose capital was invested in the industry.

The exports of lumber last year showed a marked in-
crease, and during the present year lumbering operations are
being carried on on a much extended scale, and we may there-
fore expect an increasingly large production and export.

Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the Honourable House oy
Assembly :

The Customs Revenue for the year ending June 30th
last was in excess of the estimate. I have directed the esti-
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mates for this year to be prepared and forwarded to you
without delay. You will be asked to make suitable provision
for the reception of their Royal Highnesses the Duke and
Duchess of Cornwall and York, when they visit the Colony
in October next. I feel sure that it will afford you, as well as
the people of the Colony generally, pleasure to testify our
loyal appreciation of their Royal Highnesses’ visit.

Myr. President and Honourable Gentlemen of the Legislative
Council :

Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the Honourable House of
Assembly :

It gives me pleasure to observe that the movement for
the establishment of a Naval Reserve amongst our fishermen
has met with a promising measure of success. During the
past year, fifty-one of our Naval Reservists went into train-
ing for six months on board H.M.S. Charybdis, on the West
Indian station, and it is gratifying to find that their services
and conduct won the appreciation of their commanding offi-
cers. In a communication received by me from the Commo-
dore he says:

“We all consider them to be now a useful and eflicient
body of men who would be a formidable addition to our
personnel. So well have they done that I have been able to
advance forty to the higher rating of Qualified Seaman.”

In response to an application made by my Ministers, His
Majesty’s Government has offered to send H.M.S. Calypso to
be permanently stationed here for use as a Training Ship for
Newfoundlanders who enlist in the Royal Naval Reserve, and
arrangements have been made whereby fishermen entering the
service can take the prescribed four weeks’ period of training
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during the winter months, so as not to interfere with the
pursuit of their ordinary avocations. My Government has
dutifully acknowledged the liberality of His Majesty’s Gov-
ernment in this matter, and has undertaken to install a system
of steam-heating and to make other necessary internal altera-
tions in the ship, required for the accommodation and comfort
of our Naval Reservists. It seems to me that the opportuni-
ties offered by the Naval Reserve only require to be properly
understood for them to be more fully availed of by our people,
and I confidently expect that year by year large numbers will
take advantage of the offer made by His Majesty’s Gov-
ernment.

My Ministers have had under their consideration the
question of revising the tariff, with a view to effect in it such
changes as will remove its present inequalities and secure a
more equitable distribution of taxation. They hope to be able
to submit proposals for such a reduction of the taxes at pre-
sent 1mposed on several of the necessaries of life as can be
made consistently with providing a sufficient revenue for the
maintenance of the public service.

Negotiations have been for some time proceeding between
my Government and the Railway Contractor, touching various
questions arising out of the Railway Contract, and my Minis-
ters will introduce at an early date a measure dealing with
Railway matters.

A matter calling for the serious consideration of the
Liegislature is the increasing scarcity of coal and its conse-
quent advance in price, placing it beyond the means of many
of our people. It is highly important that steps should be
taken without delay to ascertain as fully as possible the extent
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and value of our own coal areas, and to this end I trust due

provision will be made in the estimates during the present
Sesgion.

The question of reciprocity between this Colony and the
United States of America is receiving the attention of my
Ministers. At the request of His Majesty’s Government, the
Premier of this Colony visited Ottawa to discuss with the
Grovernment of the Dominion of Canada the grounds of objec-

tions that were raised by the latter to separate and distinct
negotiations.

The subject of the extension of telegraph communication
to the Labrador coast has also engaged the attention of my
Ministers, and it is hoped that in the mnot distant future this
great desideratum will be secured.

In now leaving you to your deliberations, I trust that
Divine Providence will guide your efforts for the promotion
and welfare of this land.

The House of Assembly having withdrawn His Honor
was pleased to retire.

A copy of His Honor’s Speech having been left with the
Honu. the President it was read by the Clerk.

After which His Excellency was pleased to deliver the
following Speech.

Mr. President and Honourable Gentlemen of the Legislative
Council :

Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the Honourable House of
Assembly : 1

As this is the first time that I have had the pleasure of

meeting you in Session, I would convey to you an expression

of my earnest desire to heartily co-operate with you in pro-
moting the advancement of this Colony.
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It 1s a matter of much gratification to me that the occa-
sion of our meeting finds the Colony in a condition of general
prosperity.

I am glad that the completion of the public business
enables me to terminate a Session the unusual duration of
which must, I fear, have occasioned you much inconvenience.

I do not deem it necessary to remark, in detail, on the
many useful measures of the Session to which I have assented.
Of all the subjects of your legislation, that of the new Rail-
way Contract, embracing the Act of Incorporation of a Com-
pany, has naturally been regarded as the question of greatest
moment. It involves not only a very radical change in the
Railway Contract of 1898, by which the ownership of the
Railway and Telegraph systems immediately revert to the
Government of the Colony, together with the Crown Lands
conveyed to the Railway Contractor under the Contract of
1898, but also an enterprise of internal progress and develop-
ment of a different character and wider scope than any with
which the Legislature of the Colony has heretofore been call-
ed upon to deal. In arriving at a decision relative to this
matter you have doubtless experienced grave anxiety and re-
sponsibility. I have shared your sense of responsibility. The
measure is in strict accord with the strongly expressed views
of the constituencies, and I hope therefore that this result of
your labours will exercise a beneficial influence upon the
future of Newfoundland, amply realizing the anticipations of
our people.

The Act which you have passed respecting Crown Lands
is very important, and will doubtless prevent the locking up
of timber areas by company promoters, and encourage bona
fide capitalists to invest in works that will give increased em-
ployment to the labouring classes.
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The provision which you have made for the extension of
the Telegraph system to the Labrador will certainly be receiv-
ed with much favour by the fishermen who resort to that
Coast.

Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the Honourable House of
Assembly :

I thank you for the supplies which you have voted for
the maintenance of the Public Service ; also, for the liberal
provision which you have made for the reception of their
Royal Highnesses the Duke and Duchess of Cornwall and
York, evincing as it does the loyalty of His Majesty’s subjects
in this, the oldest of His Colonial possessions.

Mr. President and Honourable Gentlemen of the Legislative
Council :

Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the Honourable House of
Assembly : 1

I rejoice to be able to congratulate you on the result of
the Seal Fishery of the past spring. 1 trust that it may be
regarded as an augury of still greater success in all those in-
dustrial operations in which the people of this Colony are
engaged.

In taking leave of you for a time I desire to express my
best wishes for your prosperity, and re-assure you that the
interests and welfare of this Dependency of His Majesty will
ever remain objects of my most earnest solicitude.
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The Hon. the President then said—It is His Excellency
the Governor’s will and pleasure that this General Assembly
be prorogued until THURSDAY, the nineteenth day of SEpTEM-
BER next, then and here to be holden, and this General As-
sembly stands prorogued accordingly.
