as Speaker of this House; which motion was seconded by the Honourable the
Minister of Finance and Customs.

No other member being proposed as Speaker, Mr. Furlong was unanimously
called by the House to the Chair, and was conducted to the Chair by the members
who proposed and seconded him.

Whereupon Mr. Furlong, standing on the step, addressed the House, express-
ing his gratitude to the honourable members for the high honour unanimously
conferred upon him.

The House then adjourned until to-morrow, Friday, at a quarter to three of
the clock in the afternoon.

FRIDAY, February 22, 1901.

The House met at a quarter to three of the clock in the afternoon, pursuant
to adjournment.

A message from His Excellency the Governor was delivered by the Gentleman
Usher of the Black Rod, commanding the immediate attendance of Mr. Speaker
and the House in the Council Chamber.

™ Then Mr. Speaker and the House attended His Excellency in the Counecil
Chamber ; and, being returned to the Assembly Room, on motion of the Hon. the
Minister of Justice, a bill entitled ‘ An Aect to Continue for a Further Period ¢ The
Newifoundland French Treaties Act,”’’ was read a first time, and ordered to he
read a second time on to-morrow.

Mr. Speaker informed the House that, when in attendance upon His Excel-
lency in the Council Chamber, His Excellency had been pleased to approve of his
election as Speaker of this House; that His Excellency had also been pleased to
make a gpeech to both branches of the Legislature, of which speech, for greater
accuracy, he had obtained a copy, which he read to the House, as follows ;—
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E—-

My, President and Honourable Gentlemen of the Legislative Couneil ;
My, Speaker and Gentlemen of the Honowrable House of Assembly :

Since the last Session of this Legislature the Empire of which we are privil-
eged to be a part has been called upon to mourn the loss of the beloved Sovereign
who was for sixty-four years our Queen. During a reign unprecedentedly long
and glorious Her late Majesty Queen Victoria ever evinced a heartfelt interest in
the welfare and prosperity of her subjects throughout Greater Britain, and by her
wize and beneficent rule as a constitutional Sovereign, and by her own personality,
did much to strengthen the ties of affection which unite the Colonies with the
Mother land.  In no portion of this Empire has Her Majesty’s death been more
gincerely mourned than in her Colonial Dominions, and I venture to think that in

no part of these vast dominions has there been sorrow more profound than in this
the oldest Colony.

You will, I feel sure, take an early opportunity of expresging your sympathy
with the Roval Family in their bereavement, and your lovalty to His Majesty the
King,

As you are doubtless aware, the temporary Act for giving effect to the Treaties
between Great Britain and France in relation to fishery rights on a portion of the
coast of this Colony, expired on the Thirty-first day of December last. The Secre-
tary of State for the Colonies has invited my Ministers to send a delegation to
London to confer with His Majesty’s Government on the subject of the Treaty
Question, preparatory to the opening of negotiations by His Majesty’s Government
with the Government of France with a view to a final settlement of the matters in
dispute between the two countries. My Ministers have complied with the invita-
tion extended to them by His Majesty’s Government, and it is to be hoped that
the Conference now about to take place, and the negotiations which will follow
between His Majesty’s Government and the Government of France, may result in
a settlement of this long-standing dispute, which will prove acceptable to the Legis-
lature and the people of this Colony, In the meantime, and pending the
negotiations shortly to be initiated, His Majesty’s Government asks that your
Legislature continue the present Act for the ensuing season, and 1 have, upon the
advice of my Ministers, summoned this session for the special purpose of submit-
ting the matter for your immediate consideration.

I feel sure that in view of the special cirenmstances under which the request
of His Majesty’s Government is made, it will receive at your hands a gracious and
willing response.

It gives me great pleasure to announce that I am in receipt of a cable message
from the Right Honourable the Secretary of State for the Colonies acquainting me
that His Majesty the King, who remembers with pleasure that Newfoundland was
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—

the first Colony which he visited, desires that their Royal Highnesses the Duke and
Duchess of Cornwall and York should pay a brief visit to St. John’s on their
return voyage from Canada in the autumn. His Majesty the King is confident
that their Royal Highnesses will receive a cordial weleome from his loyal people in
his oldest Colony. As at present arranged, their Royal Highnesses will arrive in
St. John’s on the 218t October.

I trust that Divine Wisdom may direct you in all your counsels.

The Hon. the Minister of Justice moved, seconded by Mr. Morine, the follow-
ing address to the King’s Most Excellent Majesty :—

MogT GRACIOUS SOVEREIGN,—

We, Your Majesty’s loyal subjects, the Legislative Council and House of
Assembly of Newfoundland in Session convened, respectfully beg leave to approach
Your Majesty with the expression of our profound devotion and homage on your
accession to the Throne.

We are moved on this oceasion by feelings seemingly not in accord yet really
in a natural unison.  As the representatives of Your Majesty’s most ancient Colony,
we heartily grieve for the death of our beloved Queen, under whose beneficent
sway all the British Colonies have attained unwonted progress, while we cannot
but rejoice that she is succeeded by a son whose mind and heart have been formed
by so wise and bright an exemplar.

Her late Majesty won singular distinetion as the unswerving upholder, through
a long reign, of the principles of constitutional government, and was justly revered
as the noblest type of womanhood that ever held the sceptre of Britain. She ruled
her subjects with womanly affection, evincing itself in their days of joy and of
gorrow by words and deeds of sympathy, amongst the humblest dwellers in the
land, as well as in the ranks of the titled and high-born. And how full was their
veturn of love, how truly their Queen reigned in their hearts, has been abundantly
manifested in the grief of the whole nation for the magnitude of its loss.

In conveying to Your Majesty and the Royal Family our warmest sympathy
in the pain of vour bereavement, we feel how much this must be assuaged by the
memories of the great life that has closed. We fervently pray that Heaven may
egrant to Your Majesty a long reign, stored with blessings to vourself and to the
Empire, and that your rule may be directed by the wisdom and goodness which we
regard as Your Majesty’s rightful inheritance.

We take occasion to express our deep gratitude for Your Majesty’s gracious

Mg. MoriNe: To move the adoption of the following Resolutions:— |

Whereas the Leader of the Government in his manifesto, prior to the late Gen-
eral Election, pledged his supporters to a reduction of Customs duties on imports;

And whereas the current revenue of the colony now far exceeds its current ex-
penditure;

And whereas the rate or duty of 10 per cent. on certain Customs duties was
enacted and levied at a time when the expenditure of the colony exceeded its
revenue, and only for the purpose of avoiding deficits, which desirable object it
accomplished ;

And whereas a reduction of duties to have full beneficial effect upon the people
of the colony in this present year should operate upon spring importations :
Resolved,

(1) That in the opinion of this House a measure reducing certain Customs
duties should be enacted ;
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(2) That the rate of 10 per cent. on duties should be abolished ;

(3) That the duty on molasses should be reduced by (5) five cents per gallon;
and

(4) That a prorvogation or lengthened adjournment of the Legislature prior to
the enactment of such reduction will be regarded as a breach of faith with the
electors.

Mg. Morine: To move an Address to His Excellency the Governor, asking
him to cause to be laid on the table of the House a copy of the cable message from
the Right Honourable the Secretary of State for the Colonies, requesting the at-
tendance of a delegation at London to discuss the French Treaties Question.

Mg, Moring: To move the House into Committee of the Whole to consider the
following Resolutions in relation to a memorial to perpetuate the memory of Her
late Majesty Queen Victoria :—

Whereas it is desirable to perpetuate in this colony, in some appropriate form,
the memory of Her Gracious Majesty Queen Victoria ;

And whereas amongst the many virtues of *‘ Victoria the Good’ none were
more conspicuous than her sympathy with the sick and afflicted, and work of
mercy at all times commanded her approval and support ;

And whereas in this colony there are very many persons afflicted with consump-
tion—** The Great White Plague ’—and there is not an institution where the sick
may be cured, be given proper care, or have their sufferings alleviated ;

And whereas the most eminent physicians now believe that consumption is not
hereditary, but is both preventable and curable, if proper treatment be afforded in
due time, which treatment many sufferers in this colony eannot obtain ;

Resolved that this Legislature is of opinion that the construction and mainten-
ance of sanitoria for consumptive patients would be at once the most appropriate
and the most beneficent memorials of Her Gracious Majesty :

Resolved that thig Legislature is of opinion that the creation of such sanitoria is
not only a work of merey, but also of duty, to the people of this colony :

And further resolved that this Assembly will heartily support a recommendation
by the Governor in Council for granting an adequate sum for the erection and main-
tenance of memorial sanitoria.

It was moved and geconded that, when the House rises, it adjourn until to-
morrow at 10.45 in the forenoon.

The House then adjourned accordingly.
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Accordingly Mr. Speaker and the House attended upon His Excellency in the
Council Chamber.

His Excellency gave his assent to the Bill entitled ‘“ An Act to continue for a
further period the Newfoundland French Treaties Act.”’

His Excellency was pleased to make the following speech to both branches of
the Legislature :—

Myr. President and Honourable Gentlemen of the Legislative Council :

My, Speaker and Gentlemen of the Honourable House of Assembly :

The special business for which this session of the Legislature was convened
having been completed, I have much pleasure in now releasing you from further

attendance.

It affords me much satisfaction to obgerve the manner in which the request of
His Majesty’s Government for the re-enactment of the French Treaties Act has been
complied with by your Honourable Houses, and especially does it afford me grati-
fication that your proceedings in this matter have been marked by unanimity.

I feel sure that your patriotic conduct will be fully appreciated by Hig
Majesty’s Government, and that it will facilitate the initiation of the contemplated
negotiations with the Government of France. I earnestly hope that these negotia-
tions may result in a settlement of the Treaties Question favourable to this colony.

This will be the last occasion that 1 shall address you, as I leave the eolony
next week on promotion to the Governorship of Natal. 1 am glad, therefore, to
have this opportunity of publicly thanking my Ministers, both past and present,
for their uniform support and co-operation, and Legislators generally for their
courtesy and assistance when discussing with them the directions in which progress
and improvement could best be made.

Much is required still to ameliorate the social, economic and educational con-
dition of the community. It will be with heartfelt interest that 1 shall watch the
measures to this end, which I trust will be introduced with the least possible delay,
for the wise and beneficent consideration of this Legislature, and I indulge in the
hope that, under Divine Providence, they will be discussed and passed in a spirit

of patriotism and unanimity. Farewell !
