K.C.M.G., Premier, as Speaker elect, a11d the 
choice approved and the us11al pri,rileges clrtimcd 
and granted, His Excellency the Governor, was 
pleased to Rpeak as follows :-

Mr. Preside1it and Honourable Gentleme1i of the 
Legislative Council : 

Mr. Speaker an,d Gentlemen of tlie Honourable 
House of Assembly : 

Tl1is is tl1e first time since my assl1mption of· 
the Government of this Colony that I have beer1 
afforded the pleasure of ineeti11g its Legislature. 
I would there£ ore convey to you an expression of 
my deep sense of the responsibility of my position;. 
to ass11re you of my intention to perform the 
d11ties of my office in strict accordance with con­
stitutional pri11ciples, a11d of my earnest desire to 
co-operate with you in promoti11g the ge11eral 
well-bei11g of His Majesty's Sl1bjects in this land. 

I have not yet had a11 opport11nity of acquir­
ing an extensive k11owledge of the Colony from 
personal observation, but I have seen sufficient to· 
warrant me in arriving at the co11clusion that it is 
worthy of our very best efforts. It possesses. 
g1'eat possibilities. 111 its fishe1·ies, its fore st and 
its mineral resources there is the certain promise 
of a rich retur11 to well-directed enterprise and 
capital ; nor is its soil and climate such as to 
preclude a reasonable expect.ation that certai11 
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bra1lches of Agricultu1·al development would add 
materially to the wealth and comfort of its people. 

I11 reviewing the statistics of the Colony, it is 
highly g1·atifying to 11otice that its advancement 
has been inost pronounced during the past four 
yea1·s, and that the balance of trade in its favour 
fo1" that p·eriod ha.s amounted to more tha11 five 
millio11 dollars, and has averaged over one millio11 
and a quarter per ann11m. 

I an1 pleased to be able to congratulate you 
on the result of its trade and commerce for the 
past year. Although the Shore and Labrador 
fisheries did not reach an average catch, the short­
age was mo1--e than compe11sated f 01" by· the high 
price obtained fo1" the prod11cts in foreign mar­
kets ; and while the numbe1" of seals take11 last 
year did not eq11al that of the p1--evious year, the 
price realized was better and brought the result 
to abo11t the same value. 

The whale fishery received an impetus by a 
large augmentatio11 of capital, but this seems to 
have led to over-production, and a consequent 
falling· off in prices. 

The export of minerals indicates that mining 
is yielding a p1--ofitable return to investors, and 
that there is a steady expansion of the industry. 

The lu1nbe1" returns show additional enter­
prise, the exports of the past year exceeding those 
of the i1revious year by more tha11 five million 
feet. 
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I an1 pleased to be able to observe that my 
Ministers have entered into an agreement with 
English capitalists to establish in this Colony the 
n1anufacture of wood pulp and paper on an ex­
tensive scale. You will be i11vited to confirm that · 
agreement. The ne1v and important industry 
thus estab1ished will afford en1ploy1nent to a large 
:number of operatives and doubtless prove the 
:initial step towards the settlement of a fixed popu­
lation in the interior of the country. 

The destruction of forest wealth, and the seri­
ous loss directly inflicted upon so many poor people 
last summer by fore st fires, point to the necessity 
for more stringent legislation in relation thereto. 
My Ministers have given this subject very careful 
consideration, and you will be invited to adopt a 
measure which, it is hoped, will have the effect of 
preventing a recurrence of the devastation so re­
cently experienced. 

In view of the difference of opinion that 
exists, not only here but in other countries, as to 
the effect of the killing of whales upon the cod 
and bait fisheries, n1y Ministers have determined 
to cause an investigation to be made into the 
matter, so that a report may be laid before the 
Legislature at its next session. 

Seeing that the fisheries occupy so important 
a place amongst our economic resources, it has 
been deemed desirable to secu1--e the se1·vices of a 
man possessing both a scientific and practical 
know ledge of the methods employed for the 
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propagation, continuation and cure of fish food. 
Correspondence has been opened with the Fishery 
Board of Scotland to that end, and with the as­
sistance of such expert the Fishery Department 
will be re-organized, and, it is hoped, made of 
greater advantage to the fisheries of the country 
than hereto£ ore. 

Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the Honcurable 
House of .A.<:;sembly : 

It affords me much satisfaction to state that . 
the revenue for the past year exceeded the esti-
mates. 

The expenditure in connection with the pub­
lic service for the past year has been conducted 
with due regard to economy and efficiency. 

You will be pleased to learn that although 
my Government reduced taxation by over t\ivo· 
hundred thousand dollars last session, a surplus of 
revenue over expenditure for the present fiscal 
year may be anticipated. 

The accounts for the past fiscal year and the 
estimates for the coming year will be laid before 
you at an early date, and I feel satisfied that you 
will make due provision for the requirements of 
the public service. 

Mr. President and Honourable Gentlemen of the 
Legislative Council : 

Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of· the Honourable 
House of Assembly : 

"'I • ;. • 

Si11ce the close of last session the Con,~ention 
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negotiated between His Majesty's Government 
and that of France, and which embraced the settle­
ment of the French Shore question, has been rati­
fied by the parliaments of both nations. 

In May last my Prime Minister was invited 
to co-operate with His Majesty's Government in 
formulating regulations for carrying out the pro­
visions of the said Convention, so far as it applied 
to Newfoundland. That invitation was accepted, 
and the result of his labour, which has been view-

. 
ed with much satisfaction by the Government, 
will be communicated to the Legislature. 

The Convention for a measure of reciprocal 
trade between this Colony and the United States 
of America, negotiated in 1903, is still before the 
United States Senate. In this connection, I would 
obse1~ve that the se1·io11s loss occasioned the fish­
er1nen of this Colony last season by the difficulty 
of obtaining a full supply of bait fishes rendered it 
imperative for my Ministers to consider whether 
the very valuable bait privileges conceded to the 
fishermen of the United States by the Government 
of this Colony, in expectation of the ratification of 
that Convention, could be continued without detri­
ment to our fishery interests. After very careful 
enquiry and consideration it was decided that, 
under existing circumstances, local interests would 
be best conserved by withholding these privi­
leges. 

You will be invited to increase the vote in aid 
of Education, and a Bill to provide for the expen-
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diture of the money will ·be laid before you in due · 

course. 

I am sure you will join with me in recording 
an expression of gratitude for the jmmunity which 
the Colony has enjoyed from any epidemic disease, 
or other public calamity, during the year that has 
passed. 

And now, in leaving you to the discharge of 
your jmportant duties, I pray that your labours 
may be directed by Divine Providence to the pro­
motion of the best interests of the Colony and its 
people.

The House took recess. 

At Three o'clock P.M. His Excellency the 
Governor Sir WILLI.AM MACGREGOR, M. D., 
K.C.M.G., C.B., having arrived at the Council 
Chamber and being seated on the Throne the Hon. 
the President commanded the Gentleman U she1' of 
the Black Rod, attendant on the Council, to pro­
ceed to the House of Assembly and inform the 
Speaker and Members thereof that it is His Ex­
cellency's will and pleasure that they forthwith 
attend at the Bar of this House ; and they being 
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con1e thereto His Excellency was pleased to give 
his assent to the following Bills :-

After which His Excellency was pleased to 
speak as follows :-

Mr. Preside1it and Honoitrable Gentleme1i of the 
Legislative Council : 

Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the Honourable 
House of .Assembly : 

I am pleased that I can now relieve you from 
further attendance here a11d enable you to devote 
your undivided attention to your perso11al affairs. 

The session has been a protracted one, but 
considering the importance of the measures that 
were presented for your consideration, it would 
have been difficult, with a due regard to public 
interests, to have curtailed your deliberatio11s. 

Mr. Speake1'" and Gentlemen of the Honcurable 
House of .A.~sembly : 

I thank you for the supplies that yo11 have 
gra11ted for the p11blic service, and would assure 
you that my Ministers will e11deavour· to secure a 
judicious and economical expenditure of the va1'"i­
ous appropriations. 
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The large increase that you have made in the 
grant for education will no doubt be highly appre­
ciated throughout the country and tend to pro­
mote the advancement of our educational instit11-
tio11s. 

The provision that you have made to meet 
the increased charge for interest in connection 
with the public debt seems to have been wisely 
conceived, so as not to bear unduly upon the 
labouring classes . 

. Mr. P1~esident and Honourable Gentlemen of the 
Legislative Council : 

Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the Honourable 
House of Assembly : 

I am pleased to observe the very stringent 
regulations that you have adopted to protect the 
fore st wealth of this country from destruction by 
fire. It is to be hoped that they may prove en­
tirely effective in preventing a recurrence of the 
devastation that has been so prevalent in recent 
_yea1--s. 

The Bill to which I have assented confirming 
the contract entered into by my Ministers for the 
establishn1ent of a Paper and Pulp industry in the 
·Colony appears to fully safeguard public interests 
while extending liberal concessions to British 
investors. I sincerely hope that the work con-
templated under the contrac~ will proceed expe-
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ditiously, and 1·esult i11 that material benefit so 
confiden.tly anticipated. 

The reg11lations for ca1·rying into effect the 
convent.ion concll1ded between His Majesty's Gov­
er1Jment and that of the French Republic, i11 re-­
spect to the Treaty Sho1·e, will be submitted for 
your app1·oval next sessio11. The draft to which 
my Ministers gave their· assent has been forwa1--d­
ed by His Majesty's Gove1·nment to the Govern-· 
inent of France, and awaits the conc111--rence and. 
signature of the Government of that country. 

While the result of the seal fishe1~y fell short 
of that of last year, it is gratifyi11g to know that . 
the ge11eral outlook fo1-- the trade of the Colony 
during the corning fiscal year is exceedingly 
bright a11d encou1--aging. 

In i1ow taking leave of you for a season, I 
fervently desire that an abundant measure of suc­
cess may attend you in your respective avocations. 

The Hon. the President the11 said It is His, 
Excellency's will and pleasu1·e that this General 
Assembly be prorogued until THURSDAY, the 
seventeenth day of AuGUST next, tl1e11 and here to 
be holden, a11d this General Assembly stands pro­
rogued accordingl}T·
