At Three o’clock p.m. His Excellency the
Covernor, Sir Ralph Champneys Williams, K.C.
M.G., having arrived at the Council Chamber, and
being seated on the Throne, commanded the Gen-
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tleman Usher of the Black Rod through the
Honourable the President of the Legislative Coun-
cil to let the Commons House of Assembly know
“It is His Excellency’s pleasure they attend him
immediately in this House,”

Who, being come with their Speaker, His Ex-
cellency was pleased to speak as follows :—

Myr. President and Honourable Gentlemen of the
Legislative Council:

Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the Honourable
House of Assembly :

It is with pleasure that I meet you again, as
the representatives of the people of Newfoundland,
and I am glad to be able to congratulate you upon
the continued prosperity of your country.

Since the last session of this ILegislature the
British Empire has sustained a profound loss,
through the death of our well-beloved Sovereign,
King Edward the Seventh, ever to be remembered
as the Peacemaker. Despite his comparatively
brief reign, his late Majesty won the unstinted
admiration of the civilized world, by his efforts to
promote international concord. By his keen in-
terest in the advancement of the oversea possessions
of the Crown, the promotion of constitutional
liberty, and the extension of free institutions
amongst them, he did much to cement the ties
that bind together the sea-divided possessions con-
stituting the Empire. No ruler in any period of
the world’s history achieved such a place in the
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council of nations, or was recognized as such a
power for peace and harmony; and all will pray
that the sentiments which inspired him will make
their influence increasingly felt in the years to
come.

I feel assured that you will avail yourselves
of the earliest opportunity of expressing your
sympathy with the Royal Family in their bereave-
ment, and your loyalty to his successor, His
Majesty King George the Fifth, whose accession
you, in common with other portions of the Empire,
have hailed so heartily,and under whose wise rule we
trust that continued happiness and prosperity may
be the portion of the British Empire.

His late Majesty having always actively
associated himself with every movement for the
alleviation of human suffering, my Government
propose the erection, in connection with the
General Hospital in this city, of a Home for
Nurses, to bear his name, and to serve as a lasting
monument to the memory of one as distinguished
in the realms of humanitarianism as in those of
statesmanship.

The arbitration before The Hague Tribunal
of the dispute between Great Britain and the
United States, with respect to certain liberties of
fishing, claimed by the inhabitants of the United
otates in certain waters of Newfoundland and
Canada, to which I made reference in my Speech
of last year, resulted in a reward which, it is hoped,
will dispose of an international complication that
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has, from time to time, for well nigh a century,
embittered the relations of the countries concerned.
All advocates of the peaceful solution of such
questions must rejoice that arbitration, as a means
of disposing of international disputes, has received
so effective a stimulus from the adoption of this
method by the British and American nations—
ever in the van of movements tending towards
concord throughout the world.

The provisions of the award itself did not
ensure finality as to one or two of the issues in-
volved. The several Governments affected, how-
ever, felt that a more speedy and efficacious ad-
justment of the matters at issue could be secured
by a friendly conference than by resort to the
procedure prescribed for their determination by
the award of the Tribunal. Iam glad to be able
to inform you that, as a result of such a conference,
held at Washington last month, at which this
Colony was represented by my Prime Minister,
an agreement was reached by which the process
of dealing with any questions that may not yield
to diplomatic negotiations, will be materially
simplified, and delay and expense to the Colony
avoided. A copy of this agreement, as well as of
the proceedings before The Hague Tribunal, and
of the Award, will be laid before you.

The material well-being of the Island has
been more than maintained during the past year,
notwithstanding a shortage in the catch of fish
along the Labrador, and other parts of the Colony,
due to causes temporary in their character. The
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realization of the product, because of an enhanced
value arising from the short supply, assisted very
~ largely in counteracting the effects of the smaller
quantity available for export. The seal, herring,
lobster, whale and other fisheries were prosecuted
with encouraging results, and everything points
to this year’s fishing operations being pursued
on an even more extensive scale.

The export of minerals has been well main.
tained, and the attention which outside capital has
been giving to our mineral resources, justifies the
belief that extensive development in this respect
may be anticipated in the near future.

I am gratified to be in a position to announce
that the Loan authorized by you at the last ses-
sion of the Legislature, for the construction of cer-
tain Branch Railways, was raised in England by
my Government on terms more advantageous than
any previous financial operation effected by this
Colony. An additional advantage of this.transac-
tion is that the amount received has been deposit-
ed in banks in this city on terms which yield a
rate of interest equal to that paid for the Loan it-
self.

Satisfactory progress has been made with the
first of the Branch Railways. The rails have been
laid to within twenty-two miles of Bonavista; the
completion of which Branch will be resumed next
spring, while the construction of the branches to
Trepassey and Heart’s Content will be undertaken
at the same time, and it is hoped that even greater
progress than last year may be made this season.
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Seeing that the Colony’s securities on the
London market, while bearing the same rates of
interest, are quoted at varying figures, and that
the effect of this is to depress the standing of our
securities generally, it is proposed to introduce a
measure for the conversion of those earlier loans
into Inscribed Stock, so as to maintain a parity
between them, and the securities issued.more re-
cently, in which latter, by law, trustees and others
can invest funds under their control, this not be-
ing permitted with our previous loans.

My Government are of opinion that the time
has now arrived when the first steps should be
taken towards providing pensions for the aged
poor. A measure dealing with this subject upon
a basis within the financial means of the Colony
will be submitted for your consideration.

Concurrently with providing assistance for
the aged poor, my Government feel they should
extend educational advantages, so far as possible,
to every child in the Island. In accordance with
instructions issued by the Government, the Super-
intendents of Education have prepared statements
which show the number of settlements in the Is-
land where there are now without schools sufficient
children of an educational age to justify the opening
of such schools. You will be asked to provide an
appropriation which shall affect this result.

Since last session the policy of extending the
telegraphs to remote portions of the Island, hither-
to unprovided with this facility, has been assidu-
ously pursued, and during the present year it is
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hoped to completely encircle St. Barbe peninsula,
and provide extensions for other districts as well,
besides constructing wireless stations at points on
the northern coast for the benefit of the sealing
fleet, this agency being likewise extended along
the Labrador coast, so that the fishermen may all
the more partake of its advantages.

During the past year provision has been made
for steamers to ply between St. John’s and Fogo
District; on Fortune Bay, and along northern
Labrador, and this year the Government hope to
arrange for an additional improved service on the
West Coast, between Port aux Basques and Bonne
Bay, in place of the two boats now plying there.

Realizing how greatly the marketing of our
fish in a fresh or frozen state, as well as utilizing
of the by-products thereof, would enhance for our
fishermen the value of their annual catch, my
Government have entered into an agreement with
American capitalists, who desire to avail them-
selves of the facilities afforded by-the Cold Storage
Act of last session, for the establishment in this
Colony of a cold storage enterprise on an exten-
sive scale.

Agreements have also been concluded with Eng-
lish capitalists for the establishment of factories for
the manufacture of peat-fuel and of explosives,
and negotiations are at present in progress with a
view to the introduction of other industries which
will assist in the development of our latent re-
sources, and the provision of new avenues of em-

ployment for our people. You will be asked to
enact legislation to ratify these several contracts.

The past year has witnessed a substantial in-
crease 1n our exports, due to the output of the
pulp and paper mills at Grand Falls. The ap-
proaching completion of similar mills at Bishop
Falls will further enlarge this total; whilst
various persons are at present negotiating for the
establishment of other like enterprises. The pulp
and paper industry promises to largely augment
the volume and value of the Colony’s exports in
future, and to form a source of permanent employ-
ment for many of its people.

The manifest desirability of retaining at home
as much as possible of the large sums annually
expended abroad in the purchase of farm products,
much of which could be raised amongst us, has im-
pressed the Government with the imperative ne-
cesssity of stimulating the development of agricul-
ture as much as possible; and careful far-reaching
measures were set on foot, 1n accordance with the
provisions of the Act passed for that purpose at
the last session, to carry this policy into effect.
The co-operation of distinguished Canadian agri-:
cultural authorities was invited, and cheerfully
given. Agricultural societies, to the number of
seventy, were organized in all the districts; stock
and seeds of an improved quality were distributed;
and experienced peat-cutters were engaged, who
spent several months in instructing the people in
different parts of the country how to cut up and
use this material for fuel,
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During the antumn an Agricultural Exhibi-
tion was held in this city, at which displays were
made by every electoral district. The variety and
excellence of the exhibits, as a whole, more than
justified the highly encouraging estimates of our
agricultural capabilities made by the Canadian
authorities already mentioned, besides confirming
the conclusions of the various eminent men of
every station who, during their periods of resi-
dence here in the past, championed the cause of
agriculture, and advocated its more extensive pur-
suit. ‘The Manufacturers’ Association co-operated
with the Government by holding an exhibition of
local manufactures at the same time, and demon-
strated conclusively the great possibilities in this
direction which lie before the Colony. The suc-
cess of the combined exhibitions will, it is hoped,
result in similar displays being made frequently,
so that the rate of progress in both departments of
industrial endeavour may be more accurately mea-
sured, and an incentive created which will result
in continued improvement.

It 1s pleasing to observe that the Colony’s
foreign trade for the last fiscal year was the largest
in its history, and that, from the revenue returns
thus far of the current fiscal year, there is reason
to believe a still better showing will be made for
the period which terminates on the 3oth June
next.

A conference to devise methods for the better
preservation of our forests from destruction by fire
was held in St. John’s early last year. The result
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was the organizing of a temporary protective force,
or fire patrol, towards the maintenance of which
the Government and the several interests concern-
ed contributed. This proved so satisfactory that
it is proposed now to give it permanent status by
legislative enactment. |

During the past year or two very gratifying
evidence has been afforded of the awakening of the
outside world to a better knowledge of this Colony’s
standing and possibilities, a fact attested by the
steadily increasing readiness of capitalists to in-
vest in the development of our chief industries and
in the establishment of new ones.

The manifold advantages to this Colony from
the maintenance of the tri-weekly cross-country
train service the past twelve years have been shown
in the inauguration of large enterprises along the
line ; and, with the building and operating of the
branch railways, the time has come for a daily ser-
vice. Negotiations are in progress between the
Government and the Reid Newfoundland Company
with this end 1n view.

Mr. Speaker and Genllemen of the Honourable
House of Assembly :

I am glad to be able to inform you that the
revenue for the past fiscal year was the largest in
the history of the Colony, and the excess over ex-
penditure larger than any surplus ever previously
realized. It is equally gratifying to be able to
state that the revenue for the first half of the cur-
rent fiscal year was cousiderably larger than for
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the corresponding period in any fiscal year hereto-
fore, and that it was in excess of expenditure for
the same period. This virtually ensures a sub-
stantial increase of revenue over the estimate for
the current fiscal year, which ends on June 3oth
 next, and that a surplus over expenditure for the
same period may be hoped for.

The economic condition of the Colony affords
cause for satisfaction. The commercial and trade
outlook is encouraging, and everything points to
a continuance of the conditions that, of late, have
yielded such substantial returns to all engaged in
our viailous occupations.

Tl.e Estimatas for the coming fiscal year will
be laid before you in dre course, and I feel sure
you will readily make due provision for the carry-
ing on of the public service. The Estimates have
been prepared with due regard to economy, and
t 1e «dditional votes which will be found therein
represent services which the increasing progress
of the Cclony renders absolutely necessary.

Myr. President and Honourable Gentlemen of the
Legislative Council :

Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the Honourable
House of Assembly :

During the past few months two more trans-
Atlantic submarine telegraph companies have
landed their cables on this Island, a fact which at-
tests its 1mportance from a commercial standpoint,
besides contributing to the progress of the com-
munities among which these companies have es-
tablished their stations.
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As, during the present year, a census of the
British Empire will be taken, you will be invited
to appropriate a sum for the purpose of making an
enumeration of the population of this Colony.

Owing to the lamented death of His late Ma-
jesty, the Festival of Fmpire, arranged for last
summer, was postponed for a year. The plan and
scope of this exhibition have been considerably
changed in the meantime, and the Colony has un-
dertaken to participate 1n it upon its new basis.
Although this will call for an additional appropria-
tion, we may reasonably conclude that the result,
by helping to spread more widely a knowledge of
the Colony’s resources and progress, will be com-
mensurate with the outlay.

The Imperial Conference, made up of dele-
gates from His Majesty’s Government, and from
those of the oversea dominions, for the considera-
tion of matters of moment to the Empire as a
whole, which convenes in I.ondon at intervals of
four years, will re-assemble there in May next,
and the participation of this Colony therein will
be arranged for.

The Coronation of Their Majesties, King
George and Queen Mary, will take place in Lon-
don on June 22nd, and I am sure that in due
course preparations will be made for adequate local
observances of this auspicious event.,

I leave you now to your deliberations, and
pray that Divine Providence may guide you
therein.
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Then the House of Assembly withdrew.

His Excellency was pleased to retire.

MAY 17 PLEASE YOUR MAJESTY—

We, Your Majesty’s faithful and loyal sub-
jects, the Legislative Council and the House of

. Assembly of Newfoundland, in session convened,

respectiully approach Your Majesty with this ex-
pression oi deep and heartfelt sorrow for the death
of our beloved Sovereign, King Edward the
Seventh, and of our fealty and devotion to Your
Majesty on your accession to the Throne.

As the representatives of this, the oldest
British Colony, we would ask Your Majesty to
believe that nowhere has the universal grief felt
at the death of your royal father been more poig-
nant than in Newfoundland, where he ever held a
specially warm place in the affections of its people,
who revered him as their sovereign, but loved him
for himself. His enlightened rule, by contributing
to broaden the spacious movements of National
coalescence, to enlarge the freedom and liberties
of his subjects and to exalt the principles of con-
stitutional government, aided materially in the
advancement of his overseas possessions and the
spread of that civil and religious liberty which is
our proudest boast.

His late Majesty’s eminent qualities as a ruler
were conspicuously apparent, and the unerring
wisdom of his public policy was beyond dispute,
while his admirable personal attributes and that
rare charm of truest kingship which displayed
itself in consideration for the least of his sub-
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jects, won for him their affectionate regard and
reverence. By his tolerance, his liberality, and
his warmth of heart, he bound together more firmly
every section of the vast Empire he ruled so wisely
and so well during the nine years that Providence
confided to his hands the exercise of sovereign
authority in this mighty realm. The manifesta-
tions of grief at his death, profound though these
proved to be, were nevertheless but a feeble ex-
pression of the sorrow felt for one who was no less
a kingly man than a manly King.

In this mourning for the illustrious dead all
nations joined, grieving for a monarch whose all
too brief reign formed an epoch 1n the world’s
history—one marked by that peace with honour
always the object of a ruler and a people truly
great. ‘This universal regret fittingly expressed
the world’s appreciation of the self-sacrificing
[abours of a monarch whose whole career showed
him to be imbued with the noble mission of bring-
ing about harmony in international relations by
the promotion of mutual knowledge and mutual
trust.

We pray that the King of Peace may grant
to Your Majesty, to your Royal Consort, to the
(Queen Dowager, and to the other members of the
Royal Family, in this personal bereavement which
has been to the nation a calamity, the healing
balm of Divine Consolation ; and we trust that the
memories of the work wrought for peace on this
earth by the kingly soul recently called to the
other world, may lighten the burden of your
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sorrow. Our fervent prayer also 1s that Your
Majesty may be vouchsafed a long and glorious
reign, endowed with the blessing of peace and
prosperity, and that, under the wise guidance of
which your statesmanlike purposes already assure
us, the Empire’s influence may ever increase and
the devotion of your subjects, in the Motherland
and 1n the British Dominions beyond the Seas, to
your person and throne be intensified, that you
may shed new lustre on your name and ancestry
by faithful service in the greatest of public trusts
that men can be called to fulfil, the sovereignty
of this British Empire.
