1'111,.. Speaker and Gentle7rze1z of tlze Ho1zozt1"able 
House of Asse1nbly: 

I \velcon1e you witl1 pleasure at tl1is, the open­
ing of the Twenty-third General Assen1bljr, and I 
trust that y(>Ur labours, t1nder Di,rine Providence , 
will tend toward a co11tinuance of the gratifying 
conditions of prosperity and contentment novv so 
general amongst our peopole. 

I availed myself of the opportunities dt1ring 
the past year to visit different parts of the cou11try 
and familiarize myself -vvith the i11dustries of the 
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people and the resources of the Island. It was a 
great pleasure to me to find the evidences of well­
being every where manifest, and to note the in­
dustrial progress made in the different localities, 
and I take pleasure in expressing the hope that 
these happy circumstances will long contin11e, and 
that still other avenues of employment will open 
11p, to enable the people f11rther to improve their 
111aterial position, and to add to the vvealth of the 
con1munity. I was specially gratified to observe 
the increased interest in agriculture, and to learn 
that developments in this respect are b11t the fore­
runner, it is believed, of still £111-ther efforts to raise 
at home larger quantities of ~any of the foodstuffs 
now partly procured from other countries. 

Feeling confident that in so doing I was b11t 
voicing the wishes of the Legislature and the peo­
ple of Newfoundland, I rece11tly extended an invi­
tation to their Royal Highnesses the Duke and 
Duchess of Conn.aught to visit this country during 
the coming summer, if their engagements will per­
mit, and you will rejoice to know that they have 
p1·omised to do so if ii is at all possible. _ I am con­
fident that, should they find themselves able to 
come to N e,vfoundland, they will receive the whole­
hearted \velcome that alway7S goes out to members 
of the Royal Family from the people of the Oldest 
Colony. 

You have been summoned thus early in the 
year in the belief that a session at this season, 
when virtually undivided attention can be given to 
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public bt1siness, will operate to the general advan­
tage. 

The General Election held in OctolJer last was, 
it is pleasing to note, marl{e(l 011 the whole by a 
contin11ation of the good order and peaceful discus­
sion charac'""e1~isti2 of s11ch contests hitl1erto, a fact 
affording strong testin1ony to the law-abiding cl1ar­
acter of the peopie. 

The fishing industry last year in its vario11s 
branches vvas, I rejoice to say, attended with suc­
cess. The catch of codfisl1 "ras abot1t an average 
one and the prices realized we1·e good. The re­
t11rns f1·on1 the seal fishery \Vere considerably in 
excess of those of 1912. Tho11gh the lobster pack 
was small, the high prices vvhicl1. rt1led helped to 
offset the shortage. The outlook in the foreign 
markets, moreover, is encoura~ing, and the recent 
change in the American Tariff Lavv, by which 011r 
fisl1ery products are admitted free to the markets 
of the United States, vvill help n1ateria11y to 111ai11-
tain prices as ... ~ell as stimulate tl1e export of green 
fish. 

The agric·ultural prospect, vieweil in the light 
of last year's operations, is most gratifying. The 
number of agricultural societies is increasing. and 
the stimulus imparted to the industry by their ac­
tivity wa1·rants the belief that, as the years go by, 
this pursuit vvill be m11ch more widely practiced. 
The results of the distrilJ11tio11 of improved stock 
and seeds during the past fevv years are becoming 
apparent, and each season increasing numbers of 
our .people are \videning the scol?e o± their acti-vities 

~ . ' . 
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in this regard as disclosed by the enco11raging ex­
hibits at t11e series of exhibitions held in the vari­
ous clistricts, some of which exhibitions it was 1ny 
good f ort11ne to open. 

The volume and value of 011r exports are be­
i11g S\vollen each yea1A by the constantly increasing 
011tpt1t of the n1ining companies at Bell Island and 
of the pulp and paper companies in the Exploits 
Valley, \vhile, of course, the 11igh prices obtained 
for 011r fishery prod11cts are a chief contributory to 
our econon1ic stability. The 011tput of iron or'~ for 
the cale11dar year an1011nted to one million, four 
hundred ai1d fifty-eight thousand, five h11ndred and 
tvvent3r-five tons, valued at one million six hundred 
and fo11r t11ousand dollars, against one million, one 
hundred and seventy-six thousand, five h 11nd1·ed 
and ninety tons for the previous calendar year, 
and a similar increase is estimated for the year 
just opened. The export of pulp and paper for 
the fiscal year amounted to two million, four hun­
dred thousand dollars, as against one million, six 
hundred thousand dollars for the previous yea.r, 
and figures for the past six months show an out­
p11 t from this sot1rce valued at one million, nine 
hundred thousand dollars, so that the exports of 
these con1modities -vvill probably represent a very 
large increaseat the end of J 11ne next over the 
shipments for the twelve months whic!i ended in 
June, r913. 

Mr. Speaker a1zd Gentleme1z of the Honourable 
House of Assenzbly: 

The reven11e for the fiscal year r9r2-13 was 
si1bstantially in excess of that for the previous 

• 
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year and resulted in a surplus of over one hundred 
and fifteen thousand dollars. The revenue for the 
first half of the current fiscal year is below the 
esti111ate, the ren1oval of the duties from certain 
necessaries of life last session having had the ef­
fect of lessening the Customs receipts. As the 
expected increase in d11ties paid on additional im­
ports of otl1er articles has not been realized, pro­
posals will be submitted to you at an early date to 
adjust the equilibri:im between revenue and ex_ 
penditure, without, however, departing from the 
principles embodied in last session's enactment, 
namely, that the producing classes sho11ld have, 
so far as possible, the necessaries of life untaxed. 

The estimates for the public service will be 
laid before you in d11e course. They have been 
prepared with regard to econon1y and the efficient 
administration of the. p11blic service. 

~1Jr. Presz.dent and Honourable Gentlemen of the 
Legislatz.ve Coitncz·l: 

iWr. Speaker and Ge1ztlenze1z of the Honourable 
Hoztse of Assembly: 

In view of the increa~ing cost of coal to 011r 
people, the price of which has been enhanced be- _ 
cause of the advance in wages paid to those min­
ing it in Cape Breton and the ever-growing de­
mand for coal in Canada, the Government have 
decided to make a further effort to detern1int 
whether our O\Vll coal deposits are commercially 
workable, and have invited Professor Dunstar1, 
Director of the Imperial Institute, London, to vi~it 
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this _country and thorot1ghly examine our carbo­
niferous areas. He has promised to come here 
/early this season, and besides unde1taking this 
duty will also st11dy the possibilities of our oil 
shale, of which extensive deposits exist near the 
line of railway now being built to Bonne Bay. 
The requirements of the British Admiralty for oil 
fuel for the navy make it evident that if these 
shale beds are -vvhat we hope, an ind11stry of im­
n1ense 1nagnitude ma)r be inaugurated. 

The lack of an assu1·ed supply of bait is one of 
the greatest drawbacks to the expansion of 011r cod­
fishing ind11stry, and now, with the employment of 
1notor boats, 'vhich is becoming n1ore ge11eral, the 
possibilities of a much larger annual catch are in­
creased, and the need of an adequate bait supply 
becon1es all the greater. My Ministers are giving 
attention to this matter, and have already taken 
steps towards sec11ring the fullest infor1nation as 
to how Norway and other countrles are grappling 
with this problen1; and it is proposed, as soon as 
this information is completed, to take s11ch action 
with regard thereto as may seem desirable in the 
endeavour to meet the situation in our own midst. 

Railway extension during the year has been 
rapid and en1inently satisfactory. The equivalent 
of sixty-four miles of railway has been completed. 
The Trepassey branch has been all but :finished 
and is now being operated to Renews on schedule 
time. The early summer nionths ought to be 
sufficient to have this li_ne brought up to contract 
specification so that the aut11mn n1ay see the en-
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tire branch operated. The Heart's Content branch . 
ha·s also been practically completed and will be op­
erated early in the present year. The Bay de 
Verde branch has been graded, the rails and ballast­
ing far advanced, and son1e of the stations built. 
It shoulci be ready for ope1·ation in the early fall. 
The Fortune Bay branch has been graded for six­
·teen miles, and rails laid to the fifteenth mile, b11t 
not yet ballasted. The Bonne Bay branch was 
commenced late in the season and the V\rork done 
to date is but preliminary. 

It is encouraging to observe that your efforts 
to attract the attention of outside capitalists to the 
varied and nat11ral resources of the count1·y are 
gradually bearing . fruit. l\1y Ministers are· at 
present in negotiation with the representative of a 
large group of British investors with a vie''' to the 
utilization of some of the vast water powers of 
Labrador and the establishment of very large in­
dustries calculated. to afford permanent employ­
ment to nun1bers of our people, and to reproduce in· 
that land the transformation that has been effected 
in 011r own Isla11d in recent years. 

My Ministers have also been for some time, 
and are at present, engaged in negotiating with 
British capitalists for the construction of a railway 
from Notre Dame Bay to Bay of Islands, and for 
the establishment of a train-ferry service between 
Bay of Islands and the eastern seaboard of Canada, 
for the purpose of establishing better transport 
facilities and of developing the fishing industry of 
the Island. 
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It is now somewhat over :fifteen years since 
the prosecution-of the whale :fishery was revived in 
this- cot1ntry. During that period a feeling has 
• 

grown amongst our :fishermen that the carr),,ing on 
of this industry is detrimental to our great :fishery, 
the cod, as well as to our bait supplies o{ caplin 
and sq11id. It is important that this question 
should be promptly enquired into, and if the fears 
of our people are well gro11nded, measures must be 
adopted to remove the evil. My Ministers propose 
to have an investigation made i·nto that 111atter im­
mediately.

The Joint Select Committee appointed to con­
sider certain Rescilutions in relation to the fisheries 
adopted recently by both Houses, beg leave to re­
port that they have held daily meetings since ap­
pointed, and diligently considered the several mat­
ters as far as practicable. 

Agreeing that that of the preservation of the 
lobster fishery was of the most pressing import­
ance, they devoted special attention to this at the 
outset, called a nun1ber of witnesses and obtained

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their testimony with regard to the subject, and also 
secured a detailed statement of the policy now be­
ing pursued by the Depa1·tment of Marine and 
Fisheries in regard to the preservation of seed­
bearing lobsters. Strong representations were ad­
dressed to the Committee with a view to the en­
forcing of a close time, and these were very thor­
oughly weighed, but the conclusion was reached 
that the Committee had not had sufficient oppor­
tunity or evidence to determine if such ~.vas neces­
sary at the pre~ent moment, and accordingly furth­
er consideration of this was deferred, but it was 
agreed to endorse the policy at present being pur­
sued by the Fisheries Department of creating re­
servations in the various sections where the lobster 
industry was carried on, into which reserved areas 
berried lobsters could be put ; and the Minister of 
Marine and Fisheries was invited to arrange for 
the necessary legislation to give the officials en­
trusted with the carrying out of the lobster Regu­
lations, authority to create more of these reserva­
tions by their direct action, as it was felt that this 
would be greatly beneficial to the maintenance of 
the supply for the present and future years . 

Much attention was also devoted by the Com­
mittee to the matter of providing for an adequate 
and reliable bait supply for our people engaged in 
the codfishery, and the testimony of witnesses with 
regard to bait freezers and other methods was pro­
cured ; and it is believed that it will be possible to 
work out at least an experimental scheme for deal­
ing with this subject. 
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The matter of the sealfishery was likewise 
considered to some extent, and it was arranged that 
a list of questions should be prepared and _ print,ed , 
copies supplied for the masters, officers and men 
of the. ships, to \vl1ich they might make ansV\rer, 

. . 

these reports to b~ handed into the Committee on 
the. return of the steamers from the sealfishery, 
when _the captains, officers and others interested 
m.ight be examined to secure additional· testimony. 

The Committee, however, in view of the ya­
riety of the subjects submitted to them,. and the 

. 'magnitude .of the task involved in making a coip.­
. plete investigation ther~of and in preparing a com­
plet-e repo1·t the1·eon, find themselves unabre, in the 
1imited time at t11eir disposal, to deal with them _as 
tliey feel they sho11ld be dealt with, and they ac­
c;ordingly respectfi1lly recommend that the Legis­
latu.re adop,t an address to His Excellency the 
Governor in Council prayitJ.g him to ap.point_ a 
Commission wjth power .t.o take evidence, to sit 

. during the year and to prepare a· full report for 
submissioi+ to the Legislature at the next Session.

I am glad to be able to relieve you from yo11r 
sessional duties at so early a date, a circumstance 

• 
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rendered possib1e by the diligence with which you 
have applied yourselves to the business considered 
by you, and by the harn1onious character of your 
deliberations. I sincerely hope· that the various 
measures passed by you, many of them of excep­
tional importance, will produce the benefits ex­
pected f ron1 them. 

1~he measures adopted for dealing with the 
tariff are such as will, I trust, ensure ample provi­
sion for the great expansion in, and the in1prove­
men t of, the large public services ina11gurated dur­
ing the past few years. The equitable and en1i­
nently reasonable principles underlying the pro­
posals you have resolved upon will, .I am s11re, 
earn the approbation of the public.

In taking leave of you, I earnestly pray that 
Providence may guide '-"'OU and our common coun­
try along the paths that lead to greater material 
welfare and prosperity.
