Who being come the·reto, with their Speak­
er, His Excellency was pleased to speak as fol­
lows: 

Mr. President and Honourable Gentle,men 
of the L·egislative, Council: 

Mr. Speaker and Gentle,m.en of the Honour­
able House of Assembly: 

Since you v.7ere last in Session the long exist­
ing dispute between the Dominion of Canada 
and Newfoundland as to th:e Boundary betw.e,en 
respective territories of the two Countries on 
the Labrador has been brought before the Judi­
cial Committe·e of the\ Privy Council for adjudi­
cation and has resulted in a judgment for this 
Colony. Newfoundland now has her right au­
thoritative1ly re·cognized to the disputed terri­
tory of 110,000 'Square miles, rich in timber re­
sources and wate,r powers with unexplored pos­
sibilities of mineral wealth. The Country can 
now .enter upon the unrestricted development 
of these assets and the confir.mation of our title 
to this vast ar.e,a cannot fail to materially im­
prove the ~nancial standing of the Colony and 
enhance our prestige at home and abroad. 

. The Codfishing industry in 1926 suffered 
considerably through decreased prices prevail­
ing in foreign markets. While th~ Shore Fish­
ery was in point of catch well up to the average, 
the Labrador1 catch w·as unusually small. 

Th·e Seal Fishery just concluded has been 
above the average of recent year,s, but the lower 
values for oil have resulted in poor returns to

· those who undergo the hardships of this pre­
carious work. 

The deve.Jopment of the paper making in­
d·ustry shows marked progress and the New­
f oundland Power and Paper Company has 
re·ached the large output capacity of four hun­
dred and ten tons per day. The Anglo New­
foundland Developme·nt Company has added 
another paper machine to its Plant, reaching 
the satisfactory capacity of three hundred ton1s 
per day. · 

In the months of October and November the 
Prime· Minister and his associates attended the 
Imperial! Conference held in London at which the 
status of component· parts of the Empire was de­
termined and othe·r important matters of Imper­
ial intere·st w·ere discussed.

There will be a d.e·ficit on current account 
for the financial year 1926-27, owing, largely, to 
decre.·ased importations and the reduced value of 
those jmports of ,r~hich cotton is a large con-

- stit,11ent. While consumers, therefore, have been 
rrettin~ cheaper goods and paying smaller dutie,s, 
the Consolidated Re·v·enue Fund has suffered. 
'rhe conditions refe·rre·d to are largely transi­
tory, and do not se-em to call for immediate ac­
tj on. The Government con1siders it would be 
wi·ser to· await the move·ments of trade in this 
Colony before su!!g-.e·sting any drastic remedial 
P" ·easures. Part of the deficit is attributable to 
the increased sum required to meet inte·rest on

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the public debt, and another part to th.e· loss in- · 
curred in operating the Railway system. The 
latter deficit will be considerably less than in 
1925-26. 

With a view to avoid'ing a po!ssible future 
deficit you will be· asked to re-enact, in amended 
form, tl1e Inco·me Tax Act repealed in '1924. 

Estimates for 1927-28 will be submitted to 
you in due course.

In view of the difficulties that have sinc.e· o·c­
curred in conn·ection with the affairs of the 
British Empire Steel Corpora ti-on it se·ems for­
tunate, that the Government concluded an A.gree­
ment in January, for the continuation of work 
at Bell Island during the current year, and pro­
vid1ing for the e·mployment o·f at least twelve 
hundred me·n per day to the end of November. 

Several Bills for the promotion of important 
indu1strial developments wil1 be placed before 
you. The first of the·s·e seeks the ratification of 
an Agreement made between the Governme,nt 
and the Anglo Newfoundland Development 
Company, Limited, with respect to prospecting 
and mining ope·ratio-ns and a proposed mining 
and ore treating industry in the Red Indian 
J_Jake District and for the admission free of duty 
into the Colony for the· period of twenty years 
provided by the said contract of certain goods 
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and articles therein specified for use in con-
11ection ·with the proposed indu1stry. 

A Bill will also have to be introduced in con­
nection with the development of the Gander 
Timber lands. It appears that the owner·s have 
1"ecently entered into an Agre·ement with a Cor­
poration in the United States of Ame·rica, which 
contemplates the acquisition of the prope·rty by 
this Corporation. The parties will need special 
legislation during the· Session to implement this 
Agree,ment. 

My Ministers propose to submit for your 
con1sid.eratio·n a Bill providing that applicants 
f nr timber or wat.er rights in Labrador should 
be required in every instance to present their 
application to the Legislature and that grants 
should not issue without the approval of the 
Legisla tur.e. 

In leaving you to the discharge of yot1r 
duties, I · pray that your deliberatio·ns may be 
blessed by Divine guidance.

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just and exorbitant prices out of their 
scanty wages for the necessaries of 
life;

The · proposed development of the Gander 
area promises to open up a great labour giving 
industry in that section of the country, and will 
ensure remunerative employment to a large 
number of our people at a season of the year 
when they are in a position to avail of it. 

The wise and prudent measure adopted in 
connection with Labrador is both timely and 
commendable, and will tend to safeguard this 
valuable heritage for future generations.
