His Excellency the Administrator having fixed the hour at which he 
proposed to open the present Session of the Legislature at three o'clock in 
the afternoon of this Wednesday, tl1e second day of May instant, the Mem­
bers of the House of Assembly met in the Assembly Room at a quarter to 
three in the afternoon, when Mr. Speaker took the Chair. · 

At three of the clock a message from His Excellency the Administra­
tor was delivered by the Gentleman Usher of the Black Rod, commanding 
the immediate a_ttendance of Mr. Speaker and the House in the Legislative 
Chamber. 
l; ' . 

Whereupon Mr. Speaker and the House attended His Excellency in 
the Council Chamber; and being returned to the Assembly Rooms, Mr. 
Speaker informed the House tl1at when in attendance upon His E.xcellency 
!n the Council Chamber, His Excellency · had been pleased to make a 

' 
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gracious Speech to l)oth Bra11ches of the Legislature, a copy of which for 
greater accuracy he had obtained, and then read to tl1e House as follows: 

Mr. President and Honourable Gentlemen of the Legislative Council: 

Mr. Speaker and Geritlemen of the Honourable House of Assembly: 

I welcome you at the commencement of th·s, the last Session of the 
present General Assembly, and I trust that the Session may prove fruitful 
in legislation of much public benefit and advantage. 

I congratulate you upon the marked progress the country has made 
during the Legislative term now ending, and especially upon the advance­
ment during the present year. 

The prosecution of our fisheries during 1927 resulted in better returns 
to many of those directly interested. Shore Codfish sold at remunerative 
prices and stocks remaining over are smaller than for many years past, 
thus creating a healthy market condition for future operations. 

The Seal Fishery just concluding will show a larger catch than the 
previous year and the increased demand for Sealskins has permitted the 
payment of higher prices with proportionate benefit to those engaged in 
this hazardous industry. 

The Pulp and Paper Industry showed an expansion and the activities 
in connection with our mineral wealth give promr of marked develop­
ment. 

The legislation enacted at the last Session, rendering it possible for 
new interests to acquire the paper-making enterprise at Corner Brook, re­
sulted in the transfer of the property to other ownership early in the pre-

• 

sent year, and the new proprietors are taking the initial steps towards the 
advances therein contemplated. On the other hand the Act designed to 
facilitate the construction of a mill in the Gander Valley has not been 
brought into operation, though it is possible that this step may be taken 
at a later date. It is very desirable that a mill may be established there, 
and the owners of the property are hopeful of bringing about this result. 

' 
The visit of the Empire Mining and Metallurgical Congress to the 

Island last Autumn was in itself an evidence of the increasing interest of 
the outside world in our mining possibilities; and was followed by ~uch 
discussion an·d activity at ho~e and abroad in relation to our mining 
areas, stimulated by the development now in progress at Buchan's River. 
The American Institute of Minin$ Engineers have expressed their inten­
tion of sending a deputation of representatives here next September. 
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It is felt that as a result of the great interest which is being shown in 
our mineral possibilities a revision of our mining laws is now essential and 
you will be invited to consider a measure for bringing these laws into con­
formity with the trend of similar legislation in other parts of tl1e Empire. 

Operations at Bell Island have latterly been more regular a11d sustain­
ed, with consequent stability of employment for those engaged there; but 
an increase in the wages rates is desirable. My Ministers have opened 
negotiations with the owners of the mines to secure some advantages for 
the iron miners in this Colony corresponding to those rece11tly secured for 
the coal miners in Nova Scotia employed by the same corporation. 

"},;[r. Speaker and G,entle,men of the llonourable House of Assembly: 

The Estimates for the coming fiscal year will be submitted at an earl)T 
date and you will be invited to make the customary provision for the 
needs of the public service. 

I am pleased to inform you that the Government was able to negotiate 
the loan authorised at the last Session on better terms than late issues, a 
fact which indicates the high credit enjoyed by the Colony in the financial 
world. 

Within a few weeks tl1e \Var Loan authorised in 1918 will mature and 
steps must be taken for the raising of money to meet this obligation, re­
tiring the bonds of that loan, wl1ich bear interest at 61/2 %, a11d rc1llacing 
tl1em with securities to carry a lower rate of interest. Therefore a Loan 
Bill including this amount which is slightly in excess of $7,500,000, with 
other items, will be submitted to you at an early date. 

The financial operations for the current fiscal year will show a small 
deficit. There has been a decided increase in the customs revenue, 
approaching $750,000·. 

The operations of the Railroad have resulted in bringing the receipts 
within $300,000 of the expenditure, a reduction in the deficit by $300,000 
compared with last year, and giving promise of the early approach of the 
day when this great public utility will be self supporting. 

The difficulty and expense of operating a Winter Service over the 
Railway Line has in a large measure been due to combating snow drifts 
on the central Plateau known as the Topsails, where the rail rises to 1500 
feet above sea level. My Ministers are convinced that a diversion of this 
line can be made so as to bring the main line to the town of Buchans and 
at the same time reduce the lines elevation by 400 feet, and that this 
alteration will effect an economy in operating that will repay the cost of 



this new construction within a comparatively e. ou will be 
invited to consider the provision of funds for this p~ose.

C0~1~1ITTEE OF THE WHOLE ON WAYS AND MEANS 

l\1R. CHAJHI\1AN ,-

\\711en last addressing the Committee of the Whole House on \Vays 
ancl lVIeans, I took the opportunity of making a complete review of the 
fina11l ial activities of the Government since its inception to office in 1924. 
l\1:)r speech this afternoon will therefore be much briefer inasmuch as it 
'"ill be confined to those fiscal .matters which have been the subject of the 
(i:overnment's care during the past fiscal year, 1926-1927, the operations 
auri11g tl1e current year, 1927-1928~ and our anticipated requirements for 
tl1e coming year, 1928-1929. 

PUBLIC ACCOUNTS 1926-1927 

An examination of the public accounts for the financial year 1926-
1927, 'vhich were recently laid on the Table of the House, will show that 
the estimates of revenue and expenditure appearing in my last Budget are 
substantially correct; and it will be remembered that I assured Honourable 
Members that these estimates had been prepared with the same particular 
care which had marked the figures for the two years preceding. The re­
sult of the year's operations has been· that the anticipated deficit of 
$1,751,000.00 predicted by me as likely to accrue, has been reduced to 
$1,600,973.41, a difference of, approximately, $150,000.00. Further, if we 
deduct the sum of $30,719.55 which was included in the 1926-1927 account 
b)r reason of the omission from the Supplementary Estimates for the pre-
vious year, the actual deficit will be reduced to $1,570,353.86 or $186,000.00 
on the right side of our Estimates. It will thus be seen that I have tried o 
follow to the best of my ability the extremely safe practice of estimating 
current revenue collections as somewhat less than the possible, and depart­
mental expenditures at the maximum figure. As a matter of fact, the 1927 
Budget estimated the Revenue for that year· from all sources at $8,853,000-
00, but the actual revenue received amounted to S$8,932,435.46. \Ve had 
allo,ved for our principal item of revenue, the Customs, a total of $7 ,300,-
000.00 whereas the sum collected by the Department was $7,321,512.52, 
a signal proof of the fact that conservative methods were employed in th-~ 
matter of estimating revenue. A comparison of actual receipts witl1 those 
sums estimated last year, shows that we really received $106.678.34 more 
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revenue from certain sources than ''ras forecast in the Budget, and that 
net result on all l1eads was that J we collected $79,435.46 in ore than 
anticipated. 

Reviewing tl1e estimated expenditure for tl1e fiscal )Tear 1926--1 
we find that 011 this side of tl1e acc·ou11t a sirnilarl~r fortunate condition 
affairs exists. On_ page 4 o~ last y.ear's Budget it will be noted by hono 
able members that the estimated expe11diture on current account w 
$10,604,000.00. The amou11t expe11ded wl1e11 tl1e Colo11y's books w 
closed in October lc1st amounted to $10,533,408.87, a sum less by $70,591. 
than we expected to have to pay for our a11nual requiren1ents. While t 
amount may appear insignificant when tl1e total expenditure of the Colo 
is considered, yet it seems to me .a matter for congratulation that the e 
pending departments continue . to ~ evidence a careful supr,rision over 
growing expenditure by curtailing ever·)rtl1ing that savors of ex.travagan 
Adding the amount short estimated i11 tl1e revenue ($79,435.46) and t 
sum saved on current expenditure ($70,591.12) to tl1e amount omitt 
from previous year's ·Supply ($30,719.55) w.e arrive at the sum by w · 
the 1926-1927 deficit was r.educed, or about $180,000.00. 

While we 1nay congratulate ourselves tl1at tl1e revenue and expen 
ture staten1ents for the fiscal year 1926-1927 have resulted so favoura 
as compared witl1 the prospects outlined last )rear, )ret on the other ha 
a careful study of similar comparative statements for some )rears past, 
contained in the Appendix to this Speech, should be a matter of con·~ern 
Honourable Members and oqght to te11d to discourage extraordinary p 
lie expenditures of any kind tl1at are not of cl productive nature. Take, f 
example, the yeai: 1925-1926 as compared \\1itl1 1926~1927. In the form 
year we collected from all sources the sun1 of $9,752,551.28. During 
fiscal year 1926-1927 the total collections amot1r1ted to $8,932,435.46, 
decrease of $820,115.82. On the other hand, the current exyenditure i 
creased from $9,865,161.34 in 1925-192() to $10,533,406.87, an increase 
$668,241.53. Th€ decrease in Reve11ue received on account of c ·ustoms, 
compared with 1925-1926, amounts .to $469,021.10; as compared wi 
1924-1925 the shortage is $675,460.03. The followi11g are the actual fi 
for the three years from 192.4, togetl1er with tl1e estimated Customs R 
venue for 1927-1928~ viz:-.

As I have i11formed the House 011 otl1er occasio11s, the accounts 
'1924- 1925 and part of the fiscal year 1925-1926 have included man 
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thousands of dollars which were credited on account of arrears of revenue 
from previous years, and this of course in a large measure accounts for 
the shortage in revenue for 1926-1927. It is very gratifying, therefore, t<J 
note that the present year's collections (1927-1928) show an increase of 
nearly half a million dollars to February 28th without the addition of other 
than or·dinary current business. 

The principal items of increase in the Revenue for 1926-1927 were 
Postal Revenue, $18,207.47, due principally to increase in Stamp sales, 
increased Delivery fees on dutiable parcels and the introductio11 of tl1e 
Parcel Post Insurance scheme, the fees for which are paid in stamps; ant.I 
$54,347.40 on account of Business Profits Tax, being payment of arr·ears 
due the Assessor's Department. 

The largest item of decrease in the Revenue as compared with tl1c 
previouc year (1925-1926) was the Customs, and the following compara~ 
tive statement shows the several heads under which the collections were 
made:·-

It will be seen from the above that there was a large falling off in in1~ 
portations during the fiscal year i926- 1927. The subhead of miscellan­
eous Customs Revenue also shows a decrease, due to the fact that old 
arrears due in previous years were credited to the fiscal year 1925-1926, 
and those, of course, were not available for 1926-1927. 

Decreased revenue was also received on account of Liquor Profits by 
the Board of Liquor Control. These profits dropped from $410,276.93 to 
$350,000.00. Estate or Death D·uties sl1owed a decrease of $59,468.83, bt1t 
this, it will be readily seen, is a fluctuating source of revenue and one th __ 1t 
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cannot be closely estimated during any year. lfowever, as will be noted 
from the accounts for 1927-1928, with Which I shall now proceed to deal 
this condition of affairs is much improved. Importations have increased 
in volume and value, 'vith the consequent result that our current revenue 
for the fiscal year 1927-1928 will be very mucl1 greater than the amount 
collected during 1926-1927. 

REVENUE 1927-1928 

I estimate that the total amount that we shall receive from all sour·ces 
for the fiscal year·, ending June 30th next, to be the sum of ten million, t\\'O 

hu11dred and thirty-two thousand dollars, made llp as follows, namely:-

As has been the case with the Revenue Statement for 1926-1927, just 
referred to, the above figures for 1927- 1928 are closely estimated, and if 
our collections on account of Import Duties keep their present upward 
trend, it is not at all impossible but that they will be better than at present 
anticipated. The statements supplied me by the Deputy Minister of Finance 
to the end of February show an increase of roughly over half a million 
dollars, covering an eight-month period of this estimate, and it is there­
fore not too much to hope, in view of the usual heavy spring importations 
due to arrive, that the above figure of $10,232,000.00 will be reached if not 
exceeded. For my part I shall not be surprised, as all Estimates of Re­
venue appearing in the Budgets since 1924 have been a little on the short 

side. 
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CURRENT EXPENDITURE 1927-1928 

The Public Service Act submitted to the House last year provided ~n 
Original Estimates the sum of $10,087,410.49, to meet the current expen­
es of the Colony. Honourable Members will be asked to supplement this 

appropriation by the sum of approximately $540,000.00, thus providing 
for a total expenditure under legislative votes of $10,627,410.49. 

To this total legislative appropriation must be added a further s11n1 
of $185,000.00, which it is estimated will have to be spent under Special 
Warrant on authority of Section 33 (b) of the Audit Act for the relief of 
destitution throughout the Colony, bringing the gross total of current ex­
penditure under all heads to $10,812,410.49. 

To arrive at a more exact figure, however, we must make allowance 
for the usual credit balances or unexpended votes surrendered to the 
Treasury at the close of each year. Last year these surrendered balances 
amounted to $23\5,671.77. 

Estimating these balances which will be dropped during the curre11t 
year at $220:000.00 (a figure which might be termed the average), we 
arrive as nearly as possible to the actual total expenditure on current ac­
count for the fiscal year 1927-1928, or, about, $10,592,000.00 disburse<} 
by the several Departments indicated, as follows:-

Adding to this total of $10,407,000.00 the sum of $185,000.00 expended 
on the relief of destitution by the Department of Public Charities, the total 
estimated expenditure for the fiscal year 1927- 1928, is found to be $10,592,-
000.00 as above. With the total revenue at the estimated figare of $10,-
232,000.00, and the current expenditure as just estimated, our operations 
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for the year ending June 30th next, will result in a deficit of $360,000.00, 
or about five 11undred thousand dollars better than we expected to do (1 
year ago. 

CURRENT A1CCOUNT 1928-1929 

Honorable Members will have noted from the Estimates alrea(1jr 
tabled during the present session whe11 in Committee on St1pply, that tlte 
House has been asked ·to vote the sum of $10,468,682.51 to meet our oL­
ligations dnring the coming year. Increased appropriations have beell 
asl{ed for by the Department of Finance to provide the interest on tl1c 
1927 Loan of five million dollars ($250,000.00) and for the inclusion of 
several new pensioners to the Civil list, and the sum of $85,000.00 is al-· 
located to the Colonial Secretary's Department to cover cost of the Gener­
al Elections next Fall. In the Department of Justice, there are two pettjr 
increases on account of salaries to GOUrt officials, and a redistribution has 
tal{en place in the Fire D1epartment in the way of promotions, etc., in­
volving a small increase of $150.00. 

In the Bureau of Education provision has to be made for incr·eased 
grant to the Council of Higher Education. The Public Charities grant ir~­
creases $35,608.90, to cover increased grar1t to Notre Dame Bay Memorial 
Hospital and bills for Outport medical attendance and conveyance sicl;. 
poor, etc. Salaries and Maintenance Accounts of new Lighthouses are re­
sponsible for the increase of $4,181.00 in the Marine and Fisheries vote, 
and the Printing of Excise Stamps for tobacco, etc., covers the increase in 
the Department of Customs. Decreased votes occt1r in the Department of 
Agriculture a11d Mines on account of Forest Fires. The taki11g over of 
~udbury Hospital by the Toe H Organization and sundry petty changes 
show a decrease in the Public Works Department, and the transfer of cer-

• 

tain officials from the Tax Assessor's Office to the Department of Customs 
reduces the vote in the farmer office. 

These votes have been carefully considered and from the inf ormatio11 
supplied me by the expending dpartments as well as my o\vn experie11cc 
during the past four years, I feel satisfied that the requirements of the; 
Public Service for the coming year have been fully supplied by the Legis­
lative appropriations granted a few days ago. 

\Vith regard to these increases which Honorable Members have notecl 
in Committee on Supply, they were absolutely necessary ·and if not 
brought forward this Session, would have to be provided for in Supple­
mentary Estimates next year. 

The Auditor General has been continually protesting against expendi­
ture incurred under· authority of the Governor-in-Council, necessitating 
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huge Legislative in_demnities in the Supplementary Supply for services 
wliicl1 ought i11 the ordinary course of events have bee11 foreseen. I note 
from his reports that during tl1e 1~)19 to 1923 period, the Legislature had tc1 
support original estimates by the sum of $5,603,117.tE-. During the four 
year period last past, this item has been reduced to $2,567,309.64. 

I am sure Honorable Men1bers will appreciate that while it is frequent­
ly urgent and tl1erefore u11avoidable to supplement original estimates 
voted by the House, yet it is nevertheless a very distt:1steful itetn in the 
Budget S)7Stem.

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It will be noted from the foregoing, that the amount for the four year 
period of the present administration is less than: the indemnity asked f01, 

during the one year 1919-1920 by $18,549.28. In the compariso11 abov~ 
quoted I have left out the Supply required for the year 1923- 1924, as the 
accounts for that year closed on June 30th and we did not assume office 
until after the close of the fiscal year. However, in order to make a fai._' 
comparison I have used a four-year term for each administration. 

I subn1it, sir, that this is a significant comparison and 011e which 
clearly manifests that when this administration has asl{ed the House for 
Supply,not only have the full requirements of the service been subjected 
to careful and minute research, but that the administration of the public 
funds generally has been conducted with prudence and discretion. 

Moreover, when I took office in the month of Ju11e, 1924, the expen ...

What this means, Mr. Cl1airman, is that although confronted witl1 
increased interest charges; despite the fact that we have raised the E.duca­
tio11 Grant from $836,351.03 to $932,027.53 since coming into power; in­
creased our annual contributions towards Outport Hospitals and the Pub­
lic I-Iealth Service as well as establishing new services and providing for 
the expansion of existing services, yet we have so conducted the ad­
ministration of routine affairs that a considerable saving has been effect· 
ed under the other heads of current expenditure. 

I assure you, sir, that the task has not been by any means an easy one, 
and I am sure you will appreciate that it would be utterly impossible to 
accomplish this without whole-hearted co-operation and excellent team 
work as between the E,xecutive Government and the expending depart­
ments and for this excellent spirit of co~·opration I here take the oppor­
tunity to offer my very best thanks. 

Here I should like to add a brief word of appreciation of the "\vork of 
the Prime Minister. During the past four years he has been untiring in his 
efforts to restore the Colony's affairs to a condition of strength anti 
stability after the regime of extravagance and squander-mania which pre­
ceded the advent of the present Government. I was one of those largel~.r 
concerned in inviting him to enter political life and take control of the 
country's affairs, and it will be a satisfaction to me for all time, as I kno\V 
it will be to otl1e1 s associated with us, that thanks to his unselfish efforts 
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d honesty of purpose so much has been done towards the attainment of 
e object to which he set himse1 

.... when he sought the confidence of the 

eople. 

When l1e retires to private life, be it early or late, he will have tl1e 
tisfactio11 of knowing that he has done good and faithful work for his

ESTIMATED REVENUE 1928-1929 
, 

Attention has already been drawn to the decline in collections on 
account of Import Duties during the fiscal year 1926-1927. This was due 
in a large measure to the poor returns from the fisheries of last year as 

ell as tl1e 11on-inclusion of Customs arrears. Neither· will those post 
duties be available for the coming year 1928-1929. 

Despite this fact, however, it gives me great pleasure to report to the 
House that tl1e outlook for the fiscal year 1928-1929 is very reassuring 
indeed. I l1ave a11ticipated the Customs Revenue at $8,500,000.00 and wit11 
the develo1l1nent of 1nini11g and pulp and paper activities progressing stead­
ily, we may look for\\7ard confidently to a proportionate increase in tl1e 
General Revenue during the coming year 1928-1929. The possibilities f0r 
the future are tremendous and, in my judgment, with honest, capable and 
firm administration of the Colony's affairs during the next ten years, the 
country should be in an absolutely independent position with regard to its 
fiscal problems.

This is a con­
tion of affairs exactly opposite to that which occurred in connection witl1 

codfish exports and one which would have made a considerable dif­
ence had it applied to the staple industry. 

I regret to have to report decreased Cod Oil and Pickled Salmon Ex­
rts during 1926-1927; the former dropped in value $30,921.00 and the 
tter $36,453.00. We exported less bulk herring by eighteen thousand 
rrels, valued at $37,513.00. 

COD FISHERY 

Although the catch of the· Labrador fishing fleet for 1927 showe<l 
ch a substantial increase over that for the preceding year, the price 
lized was so low as to leave very little margin of profit after paying 

r supplies for the voyage. The results of · the Shore fishery showed an · 
erage catch, but a lot of the filsh became sunburnt, This fact, together 
•th the keen competition encountered by the large Iceland catch, helped 
lessen prices in the fish markets abroad. 

Such an unfortunate condition of affairs in ihe main industry of the 
olony was very naturally reflected in its general trade, especially in those 
ther brancl1es of industry dependent upon the ability of the fishermen tG 

y. I am glad to be in a position to inform Honourable Members tha1 
e catch having all been marketed, the prospects for the present year 
e brighter than for years p~st, and I am fully convinced from present 
ailable information that the price of fish will open much higher this 

.... --.r. From my own knowledge, there will be quite a demand for new 
h as practically all the old stocks held by our merchants are depleted, 
d this fact of cour~e means that the price will be higher .than anticipated. 

• 
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As always, however, the chief obstacle i11 securing good prices m 
be traced to quality, as good fish is lil{e water and 'vill <1lways find its 0 

level in the matter of price, and 'vhen unse<1so11a})le 'veather for curi 
strikes our shores, this fact is ~npleasantly forced upon us. 

· The annual catch of codfish runs from 1,200,000 to 1,500,000 quint 
yearly, two-thirds of which is Shore fish, and on the pri11ciple that pri 
follo\vs quality, the matter of curing such a huge qua11tity of fish sho 
receive the serious attention it deser,res. Equally im1)ortant is the nece 
sity for more co-operation as between those of us who clre engaged in t 
business, and this is an economic fact '1vhicl1 is f orci11g itself to the atte 
ti on of Fish E.xporters every day. 

I am extremely glad to note the increase in exports of fresh halib 
and fresh salmon. These with the re-opening of the lobster fishery a 
the interest displ<1yed in the canning industry, are items ·tl1at should me 
many thousands of dollars in the pockets of ot1r fishermen during t 
approaching season. 

\Vhat has been said \vith regard to the ques~ion of cotifisl1 certai 
applies with equal if not greater force i11 the m:1tter of tl1e cc.rnni11g in 
try, and with the exercise of pro1)er care in the export of SU(~l1 items 
lobster, fresh salmon and the like-, it would be hazardous to estimate t 
value of this industry once it becomes firml)r established i11 the Canadi 
and American markets. 

Grave consideration has been given to the matter ·of re-opening t 
Lobster Fisher)r, and every precaution taken to see that tl1is lucrative i 
dustry does not revert to such a condition as prevailed in 1924, 'vhen

. lobster from total extinction. Every effort hacl })een 1nad0 }Jy previo 

Governments to retard the decline of tl1e Lobst2r Fisher)r, a11d it will 
remembered by the older members of the House tl1at scl111e years ago 
sum of money was voted by the Legislature in order to affor(l some me 
sure of conservation. At that time certai11 parts of tl1e Coast were r 
served and a bounty of ten cents p~1id our fisherme11 for every spawni 
lobster caught and placed in these reservations. Tl1is }Jeing ineffectiv 
upon strong representations to the Fisl1eries Depart111e11t, it 'vas decid 
to establish a close season for the catching of lobsters.

COD LIVER OIL

It is gratif)ring to note the steady increase in tl1e export of medicinal 
Cod Liver ()il botl1 in quantity and value. During the period from 1921 
to 1924, tl1is i11dustr )r suffered a marked decline. From an annual aver­
age production of 250,000 gallons it dropped to the low figure of 50,000 
gallons per )rear. 

In 1925 consumption and prices began to climb. That year 77 ,484 
gallons of oil v1ere r endered out of the livers and in 1926 the quantity 
manufactured more than doubled. Prices were not onlv maintained but ... 

substantially increased, and it is a11 encouraging augury to observe thut 
still furtl1er progress is reflected in the trade figures for 1927. The ad­
vance of approximately 92,000 gallons over the Exports for 1925 reporte,i 
last year, has increased almost 200,000 gallons during 1927. In view of 
the exte11sive advertising given our medicinal oil and the irreproachable 
testimonials as to its vitamine values, we may look forward to the stead)t 
rise of tl1is valuable by-product. The advancement of this industry is the 
fruit of ina11~r ")rears of Government encourageme11t supported by con1-
petent, scientific research combined with good marl{eting methods. Strict

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official inspection of the product is not only · encouraged by the manuf a 
turers but demanded and tl1e conseq11ent result spells success. 

Improved metl1ods have been adopte(l in the manufacture, in ord 
that the oil's superior flavor may be retained and all fatty acids eljminatet 
'fhe ammonia pr-ocess has also been substituted in man)r cases for the 0 
salt and ice method of freezing. 

This industry, ____ to my 1nind, Mr. Cl1airman, affords a11 object lessoi 
of what can be accon1plisl1e(l in !l1e matter of marketing our fishery h 
IJroducts under rigid Government ins1Jectio11 wl1en · su1Jporte(l ]Jy privat 
enterprise. 

SEAL FISHERY 

I am glad to be able to report, also, that mucl1 better success attend 
ed the labors of our Seal fisl1ers during 1927, tl1e quantity of Seal Oil ex­
ported as compared with tl1e previou.s year i11creasing fro1n 1,860 to 2,940 
tuns~ the price adva11cing a1Jproximately $125,000.00, wl1ile 42,000 mor~ 
skins were marketed. The official catch for the present season (1928, 
up to date of writing shows a still further increase over the' 1927 fishery (I 
estimate it at over 240,000 seals) and there is not the sligl1test doubt th11l 
this Spring's sealing operatio11s will result in brisk ])usiness for tl1e trade 
generally. · 

A noteworthy feature of tl1e Spring's sealing hunt was the venture 
made by the Schooner "Harp." The su.ccess of this venture is :qpt at all 
phenomenal When it is remembered that in years past much larger catch­
es of fat 'Yere taken "\vhen wooden ships of comparatively s1nall tonnage 
were solely en_gaged in seal l1unting before the advent of the large ice­
breakers. I trust tl1at the luck 'vhich followed this courageous venture 
will inspire similar projects in the fl}ture and I cannot but think, Mr. 
Chairman, that such enterprise were it more general would ·reap a com­
mensurate reward. 

The other fishery items,-the exports of which advanced considerably 
during 1927, such as Fresh Salmon (increase over one million pounds), 
Fresh Halibut (increase about seven hundred an thirty-t,vo tl1ousand 
pounds), Pickled Herring (increase 13,644 barrels), account for a11 in· 
creased export value of over $1,080,000.00. 

THE PAPER INDUSTRY 

I feel that Honourable Members need little information from me with 
regard to the progress of this rapidl)r growing industry. Time and again 
during the past year the Press has contained references and news items 
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ing practically every phase of the situation. The fact that the export 
per increased approximately 65,000 tons last year, representing a 
y value of $4,134,000,000 is, eloquent testimony that the industry ~s 
very healthy condition. · 

Owing to the fact that its initial growth was not forced and its d'­
pment was based upon wise, economic principles, the Harmsworth in· 
ts at Grand Falls have met with e1ninent success, and I might add that 
as largely due to the courageous pioneer work undertaken by then1 
time when the interior o:f the country was practically. an unexr>lored 
erness, that the attention of the outside world was directed toward~ 
dormant possibilities of Newfoundland. Had the group of companMs 
e.cted with the construction and initial operations at Corne:u Brook 
n equal foresight, the deplorable situation which confronted the 

·slature two years ago would not have existed. 

Arising out of the unfortunate position with which the original own­
were confronted, the International Paper Company took over then .. 
ilities, at the same time reducing the mortgage debt of the old Corn­
y from forty-one million to twenty-five million first M(\rtgage Bonds, 
isting of five millions prior lien bonds due the Bank of England; te11 

lions in ''A·'' Debentures guaranteed by the British Government and fen 
~·ons of dollars in ''B'' Debentures, guaranteed by the Government of 
wf oundland. 

The new Company is limited to the issue of four million pounds 
rling in first Mortgage Bonds, the proceeds of which must be spent on 
purchase of new properties and to provide for two additional machines 

a working capacity of not less than one hundred tons daily, and in re­
n for this the Company has the right to export from its own limits one­
f cord of pulpwood for each ton of paper produced in excess of one 
ndred and twenty thousand tons a year at the rate of one dollar per 
rd. After a certain period, in the event of the price of paper advancing, 
readjust~ent of this royalty will take place. This permit to export pulp 
ood is automatically cancelled if the mill operates at less than eighty per 
nt. of its capacity in any year. 

This means that the Company must add at least one new machine he­
re a cord of pulp-wood may be exported; that if and when they do ex­

ort, they must pay $1.00 per cord or upwards and that no matter how 
any machines are added, they must be worked to an 80 per cent. capacity. 

Another attractive feature of the new Agreement as compared with 
e Newfoundland Power and Paper Company Act, is the fact that more 

cific terms are contained in the former Agreement in relation io the 
llection of Customs duty. In this respect the Company now operating 



is obliged to pay, specificially, on food, clothing, hand-tools, stores 
arid innumerable other items, the prevailing tariff rates at the tiin 
port, and in the case of replacements, renewals, and spare parts, a 
tariff rate ·of 25 per cent. for forty years. Finally, in all other thi 
in the Company's business not specially enumerated, they are ob 
pay the existing tariff rate for twenty years; provided, however, 
a second term of twenty years, this existing tariff rate shall not 
creased more than an additional ten per cent. 

Then, again, the Company so far as is reasonably possible, 
Newfoundland labor in the development of the enterpr:se, and

I have referred has been averted. The Corner Brook industry 
einerging from a position wh~ch, not so lllany months ago, app 
threaten the futu~e of the enterprise. The machines there, origi 
signed to Inanufacture 400 tons of paper per day, are now avera 
daily output of 425 tons and have at times reached the 450 ton f i 
is hoped very soon to raise the daily production another fifty tons, 
a total of 500 tons. 

The cruisers who have surveyed the property on behalf of the 
national Paper Coinpany, the new owners, report very optimisti~ 
the 'quality and quantity of the timber and consequently the most e 
factor governing the successful conduct of such a huge enterprise, t 
niaterial, is no longer problematical. The timber is there at the p 
tiDle and far In ore than will be needed for the nexty fifty years eve 
dotdlle the present output. 

I have already referred to the progress in production, and th 
that such a Corporation as the International Paper Company, wi 
ralllifications all over the paper-making world, has undertaken to ca 
1his great enterprise, should tend to reassure Honourable Membe 
not only has complete stability been attained, but that the paper ind 
at Corner Brook has turned the corner, leading to many ye 
prosperity. 

RAILWAY 

Frolll the detailed statelllents submitted by the Railway Manage 
:referred 1o in the Appendix hereto, it will be noted that the position 
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Newfoundland Railway from a financial viewpoint is decidedly improved. 
The earnings for the fiscal year 1926-1927 increased by the sum of a1J­
proxiniately $50,000.00, i.e., from $3,009,290.19 to $3,057,809.88. On the 
otJ1er hand the expenses were reduced from $3,753,087.57 to $3,675,485.44, 
a saving on this side of the ledger as compdred with the previous )rear of 
$77,602.13. T 1his works out as follows:-

Railway results for the year ended June 30th, 1927, than we had been t11e 
previous )rear. 

Fro1n the latest figures to hand, the improvement is even more mark­
ed this year. Up to December 31st last, we lost through Railway opera­
tio11s $193,133.56, as compared with ·$32'2,~(02.30 for the corresponding six 
montl1s of 1926-1927. We accumulated a profit on Steamers of $181,-
639.57 and a Dry Dock Profit of $7889.64. The net result is tl1at "'e are 
better off by the sum of $239,604.24 for the six montl1s as compared \vitl1 
tl1e same period of the pre,rious year. In other words, the improvement of 
1926 for the full year has been continued and nearly doubled in the six 
months of 1927-1928. In a report submitted to me by the General 
Manager under date the 23rd of March last, he estimates tl1e maximun1 
deficit for the fiscal year ending June 30th, 1928, to be $300,000.00. T'his 
is the outside figure and there is every indication that this amou11t will be 
co11siderably reduced. 

In con11ection with Capital exuenditures on account of the Railway 
and Steamsl1ip Service, many improvements have been effected. The 
track has been re-laid with 70-lb. rails from St. John's to Clarenville, an(l 
last year this was continued from Clarenville to Bishop's Falls. The com­
ing season tl1e heavy rail will be laid from Port aux Basques to Humber­
mouth, leaving only 175 miles from Humbermouth to Bishop's Falls witl1 
the old 50·-lb. rail. During the year many new sidings have been constrt1ct­
ed, old sidings lengthened and ballasting operations pursued with energy. 
I 1nay sa)r that the total amount spent on these ballasti11g operations last 
~rear was $110,000.00 and was taken care of in the Operating Expenses. 
Many bridges, culverts and concrete abut1nents have also been constructe<l. 

With regard to continuing the re-railing over the Topsail Division tl1e 
Railway Commission, after survey has been 1nade, will consi(ler \vhat re­
co1nme11dations are to be made to the Governme11t with regard to the 
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diversion of the main li~e to an alternate route via Millertown Jun 
and Buchans. At the present time the Railway manager~1ent is of opi 
that sucl1 diversion will eliminate most, if not all, of the snow dilfic 
e~countered on the Topsails duri11g the 'Vi11ter seascln. This partic 
division is tl1e source of continual trouble a11d e11or1nous expense ca 
by snow-fighting with resulta11t delays and tl1e necessit)r of hauling s 
loads.

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ewfoundla11d Company we have had to face annual deficits connected 
ith its operations, and it is all the more encouraging to find these deficits 

decreasing year by year and there appears to be every sign that within a 
year or two the annual railway deficit will be entirely eliminated. 

I am informed by the Auditor General that the losses sustained are ns1 

iarger than those incurred when the road was operated by the Reid New­
foundland Company, and I .am pleased to note in his Report that so far 
"Government ownership has not meant increased deficits,''

While the interest on the purchase of the Railway has not been 
charged to Railway funds, yet it is borne 0-n the current account of the 
Colony and it is mainly through Railway construction and operation, that 
our Public Debt interest is at such a high figure.

call for this modern Dock and I for one have no doubt on that 
then its dilapidated condition certainly demanded tl1e in1mediate ex 
ture of an almost equal amount. We were told by experts brought 
specially to examine the whole structure, that it was an absolute me 
. to the West End of the city, and I can personally vouch for the state o. 
repair into which the Freight Sheds had fallen. Moreover, this was 
expenditure of a productive nature and very effective in relieving th 
tressful conditions prevailing at the time. Finally, the Steamer and 
Dock Branches of the Railway business are very profitable. and hel 
stantially in d~creasing the general loss sustained by the road. Durin 
period ending December 31st last, the profits from Steamers and Dry 
aggregated $190,000.00.

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This will leave the net Public Debt of the Colony as on June 30th, 
1928, at the sum of $73,364,029.72. 

On the 1st of July next ''Victory'' Loan Bo11ds will have reached 
maturity and the House will be aske<:} within a few days to authorize the 
raising of a sum of money to retire these debentures, and for other public 
purposes. The sum of the Debentures to be retired is $7,543,400.00 bear­
ing interest at six and one-half per cent. The annual interest borne by the 
Colony on these Bonds amounts to $490,321.00, and at the very lo\\rest es­
timate, we should save at least one hundred and thirteeu thousand dollars 
per annum in interest after raising the new Loan. In other words we 
should gain at the very lowest one and one-half per cent. in annual inter­
est. The fact that this is not altogether a real increase in our annual inter­
est should go far to enhance the value of our Bonds when placed on the 
market. 

BUCHAN'S MINE 

I should like here to refer to a development which has attracted con­
siderable attention from outside sources, and that is the opening up of the 
Anglo- Newfoundland Development's zinc lead mine on the Red Indian 
Lake near Millertown. In conjunction with the American Smelting and 
Refining Company, they are. now busily engaged in exploiting this prc•­
perty. Metallurgy has so developed within recent years as to make the 
proposition of immense commercial value. Perhaps the most satisfactory 
feature is the fact that the Company's success has brought attention to our 
possibilities in this respect. In the ordinary course of events the good 
fortune which attended this venture should lead to further developments 
with a consequent much high earning power for Newfoundlanders. The 
reports received from time to time through the Government Geologist are 
of the most encouraging nature, and as a result the Government is using 
wise discrimination in the issue of Crown licenses. Honourable Members 
will l1ave noted the amendments of the Crown Lands Act introduced a few 
days ago and I am sure all will be in accord with the spirit of these 
amendments. 

COAL FIELDS • 

Another item closely allied to the above development, and one which 
has engaged the Government's attention for some time past, is our coal 
mine development. After careful consideration the Government decided 
to devote a sum of money towards the development of the St. George's 
Coal Fields. According to Dr. Baker, who I am sure should be qualified 
to know, there are two hundred and ten million tons of coal in sight. Drill­
ing operations have been carried on and I understand the borings l1ave 
been most successful. The coal samples are of a very superior quality . 

• 
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and with the increased cost of mining coal in the United States an(l Cana(ln 
during recent years, cheap water transportation to tl1e n1::t~kets, together 
with an abundant supply of labor, the future of the industry appears to me 
exceptionally bright. It is estimated that the cost per ton F.O.B. port of 
sJ?ipment will not exceed three dollars, and this figure based on the whole­
sale price of coal in the United States should leave a profit of roughly $1.20 
per ton. Our annual imports of coal averaging three hundred and fiftv

thousand tons, there should be no difficulty about the local marketina 

0' 

especially in view of the mining, paper ar1d general development taking 
place in the interior of the country to whicl1 I have made reference. And 
I understand from the official reports that there is sufficient coal to sup­
ply the local needs for generations. 

In this connection I am sure the House was glad to learn tl1at the In­
ternational Paper Company, Limited, w~re interesting themselves in ~h,e 

St. George's Coal Fields, and this together with the encouragement given 
by the Government should result in the development of these coal field5 
at last. 

I am convinced that we should take a ho1Jeful attitude with regard to 
our coal from the fact that successful mineral activity depends largely on 
a supply of cheap coal, and having the coal an(} the minerals, we should 
look bravely to the future, as the day may not be far distant when we will 
be in a position to hold our raw materials for manufacture on Newfounti·­
land soil.

This means that there is available for redistribution the sum of $291,-
51.03, the total amount not required for the services indicated. 

An amendment will therefore have to be made .to the Act during the 
resent session to ·provide for the re-allocation of this money. A further 

~mendment will be necessary to cover the transfer of $750,000.00 appro 
priated last year for the Gander Railway, as under the terms of the Act the 
Governor-in-Council is not empowered to divert any of the 1927 Loan 
from the special purposes specified therein. 

In conclusion, Mr. Chairman, I should like to point out to the House 
that the present administration has done everything possible to see that 
our capital expenditure has been of a constructive nature. We have en­
deavoured in every way to promote productive enterprises, and I submit, 
Sir, that the result of all our enterprises on capital account may be seen 
in such assets as the railway, the highways, the dock at St. John's, light­
houses, permanent bridges replacing obsolete wooden structures, public 
buildings, and telegraph and telephone extension. The re-railing of the 
railway alone is a tremendous asset which cannot be chargeable tp any 
one year as the benefit will be enjoyed for the next twenty or thirty years. 

Then, again, there is the publicity campaign connected with our tourist 
policy carried out by a body of men absolutely without charge. Thes~ 
gentlemen have undertaken to advertise Newfoundland and thereby en­
courage visitors to our shores. From their report I notice that we ha,Te 
had as n1any as 6,067 tourists last season and from information supplied 
by the shipping off ices, an equal number have been turned away due tc) 
the fact that accommodation could not be provided. The expenditure er.­
tailed on account of this publicity campaign is in the neighbourhood of six 
thousand dollars, but against this expenditure the report of the committee 
states that our tourists spent at least six hundred thousand dollars. The)' 
arrive at this figure by averaging the spending power of each tourist at one 
hundred dollars, a very low figure indeed as compared with the Ainerican 
and Canadian average of $300.00. 

For my part I am inclined to think that the Committee is altogethe1~ 
too modest, I would place the amount spent by visitors to this country last 
Su1nmer at over a million dollars. 
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To provide for this influx, roads and l1igh\vays as well as hotel acco 
modation hacl to be provicled, and I merely refer to such a small item 
captial expenditure in order t() sho'v a few of tl1e benefits derived for t 
mo11ey spent on capital accot111t. 

Yet with all undertaki11gs capital ex1Jen(liture for the four years 
less than the previous c1cln1inistratio11 covering a similar period by ov 
four and one-half million dollars. I11cluded in our Loan expenditure, al_.._ ... _ 
is another two million (lollars, re1Jrese11ting }Jills of the late go-yernme 
presented to us for pa)rment, so tl1tlt as a 1natter of fact the Monroe Go 
erninent spent less money tha11 its predecessor by the sum of six and one 
half ·million dollars approxi1natel)r.

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easier. The early results however were disappointing, fish on these 
grounds being exceptionally scarce. 

The result of the trap voyage from St. John's to the east side of 
Placentia Bay and from Red Island West to St. Lawrence was a compara­
tive blank. From Lamaline 'Vest an absolute failure. This condition con­
tinued in the Gulf-and the Straits to Farole, from which point North 
fishing was fairly good. 

-A remarkable feature of the past year was that caplin were noticeably 
scarce on the West sicle of Placentia Bay and from- Fortune Bay West of 
Pass Island to St. John's Island in the Straits there \Vere none. 

Squid str·uck along the Coast the latter part of July and continued 
plentiful throughout the season. 

Codfish became plentif lil and increased as tl1e season adva11ced with 
good weather conditions, which enabled the fishermen to secure fair 
voyages of the very best quality of fish. This, with the improvement in 
the demand and advanci11g prices, created an atmosphere of contentment, 
which was quite noticeable amongst tl1e fishermen on this Coast. 

The northern section of the island did very much better, Fogo and 
Twillingate securing average voyages. Bait fishes, caplin and squid struck 
in in the various bays at the usual period. 

Througl1 the activities carried on by Messrs. Monroe Export Co., at 
Badger's Quay, North Bonavista, the fishermen of Bonavista Bay had ad­
vantages over those of other sections. T;hese activities were of an experi­
mental nature and pr·oved beyond doubt that the old metl1od of curing fish 
had to be discontinued if the markets of the \Vorld were to be held and our 
Newfoundland fish kept up to the standard. 

Owing to the fresh fish business reaching proportions beyond 
thoughts of those who a few years ago initiated these methods, our other 
fishes such as salmon both fresh and smoked, helped with other causes to 
increase the price for salted cod. 

_ Good \veather conditions made for a better quality of fish. The im-
·provement in demand made for prices which the fishermen participated 
in, thereby making them more contented and their lot easier.

SALMON 

The development in the Salmon Fishery referred to in our 
port was continued during the year 1927, particularly in the dire 
the export of fresh and frozen salmon. 

4143 tierces pickled salmon, valued at $94,372, were exporte 
1 lie past season. 

606 cases tinned salmon, valued at $5,874. The quantity 
salmon prepared and sold for domestic use, for which no offici 
are available, is estimated at about 2,000 cases. 

Smoked salmon exported 7,377 pounds, valued at $Z219. 

The export of fresh and frozen salmon amounted to 2,063,665 
valued et $290,450, showing an increase of 1,022,413 pounds 

• previous year. 

The salmon exported either fresh or frozen is taken frotn 
George's District on the West Coast, and on the East Coast from 
as far north as St. Anthony . 

This year an attempt was made to bring fresh salinon fr 
wright to St. John's, with a fair amount of success. 

In the past the exports of fresh salmon have been confined f 
George's District, with an occasional shipment from St. John's, 
year considerable quantities were exported fresh to Canada 
Bonavista Bay District. 

The export of fresh frozen salmon was carried out exclusi 
Hudson's Bay Company and Messrs. Job Brothers & Company, 
Both these firms have, I understand, been experimenting .fot 
in the freezing of salmon by systems of freezing with brine. The 
is understood, have shown that this method produces a mu 
article to the ordinary air-freezing process. 

I understood that the Hudson's Bay Company have ac 
terest in Messrs. Job Brothers & Companyt Litnlted, and that ~ 
in future carry on the fi hery ection of the Hu on' 
business in ewfoundland. 
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A new plant is being installed on the Ilre1nises of l\Iessrs. Job 
B.rothers & Company, Limited, where it is anticipated that all fish 'vill be 
prepared by the brine-freezing process. 

Messrs. I-Iarvey & Company, Limited, are also entering the froze11 
fish business and are erecting a plant in St. Joh11's for this purpose. 

The preparation of fresh frozen and smol{ed cod-fish, salmon and her­
ring for export has been receiving tl1e atte11tion of the firms mentioned 
a~ove, and considerable quantities of frozen and smoked codfish, kippers 
and bloaters were prepared and exported last season. 

Whether· the expor~ation of this class of fish products can be made 
commercially successful is still a matter of doubt; but the firms interest­
ed propose to continue their experiments. 

SCIE·NTIFIC INVESTIGATIONS OF THE FISHERIE.S 

At the twelfth meeting of the North American Committee on Fisher)T 
Investigations the Newfoundland l\finistry of l\farine and Fisheries was re­
presented by Mr. George F. Sleggs, M.Sc., F.Z.S., Professor of Biology at 
the Newfou11dland Memorial University College. 

The meeting was held on April 28th and 29tl1, 1927, at the United 
States Bureau of Fisheries, Washington, D.C. The following excerpts are 
taken from the minutes:-

I-Attendance 

H. B. Bigelow (Chairman), Messrs. E. Higgins, A. G. Huntsman, J . 
• 

P. McMurrich, H. O'Malley and G. F. Sleggs (Newfoundland). Messrs. 
-Radcliffe and 0. E. Sette were also present. A telegram from Mr. Found 
stated his inability to be present. 

2-Representation of Newfoundland 

Mr. Sleggs stated that Newfoundland had not yet take11 action to in­
crease the number of its represelitatives. It was accordingly moved by 
Messrs. 0 1'Malley and McMt1rrich and carried that tl1e Premier of New­
foundland should be urged to have that countr~r complete its representa­
tion on the Committee with as little delay as possible.

3-Fisheries Statistics 

The Sub-Committee appointed at the last meeting t9 condense and 
prepare for publication the statistics of the western North Atlantic had not

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functioned, but lVIr. Sette, one of its me1nbcrs, presented a report in \Vl1icl1 
he had attempted to detern1i11e tl1c total c:1tch of fresh round co(l by New­
foundland, Canada, Unite(l States, France a11d Portt1gal ye<:1r by year as 
far back as possible. r"fl1ere were fluctuations but no definite upward or 
downward trend appeared in this total catch. 

4-Cod Investigations 

The Secretar)r reported for Canada that l\Ir. G. L. Duff had completed 
his work on the seasonal gro\vtl1 of the co(l and its scales. He also gave an 
account of the results of the Canadian tagging of cod, near Halifax (275 
in 1925, and near Sl1e bourne, 1T.S. (3747 in 1926), tl1e moven1ent being 
comparatively sligl1t, n1ore to tl1e nortl1-eastward along the coast than to 
the south-west\ve:1rd during the sa1ne season, and consi(lera}Jl)r more to the 
south-west\vard for tl1e season following that i11 \vhich the fish were tag­
ged. The recaptures amounted to nearly ten per ce11t. Plans were being 
made for off-sl1ore taggi11g on tl1e Nova Scotian }Je:1nks this season. 

Professor Sleggs re1Jorted for Ne,vfoundland tl1at work on the cod so 
far had been confined to the commercial methods of handling the fish, 
but that it was planned to start tagging . 

• 

The Chairman reported for the United States that (1) 1016 fish had 
been tagged in 1926 on George's Bank, but with only one return so far 
and that not showing any movements away fron1 the 13anl{; (2) 945 fish 
had been tagged in 1926 off l\1ount Desert, Me., showing as pre,riously a . 
relatively stationary bod)r of fish, the distinct moveme11ts being nearly all 
eastward to both coasts of Nova Scotia, but some w~s,vard movement, 
even to Nantucket Shoals, and (3) 1604 fish had been ta·gged on Nantucket 
Shoals, with results sin1ilar to tl1ose previousl)r reported for that region. 
The winter westward movement to New Jersey \VclS smaller the last 'vinter 
than previously. In co11trast with IJrevious years small fish p~edominated 
on Nantucket Shoals in 1926, and a si1nilar condition is reported for the 
New Jersey Coe:1st during t.he st1cceeding wi11ter. Tagging for the current 
year was already in progress, a11d woul(l }Je conducted 011 ~l larger~ scale on 
Georges and Bro\\Tn Ba11ks. Tl1e report by Dr. Fish 011 tl1e drift of larval 
cod out of l\'.Iassachusetts Bay had been complete(l. 

It was movc(l by l\iessrs. Huntsman and O'lVIalle)r and carried that tl1e 
Committee express its appreciatio11 of the investigatio11 u11dertake11 by Dr. 
Jobs. Schmidt on tl1e races of cod of both sides of tl1e Atla11tic, and also its 
hope that definite conte:lct might }Je estalJlisl1ed with the work being do11e 
by Dr. Schmidt in Gree11land ''raters. 

The Secret~1ry suggested that Newfoundlancl might investigate the 
young cod seeing that on some of the coasts these are to be found during 
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the Summer in the shallow shore waters, whereas farther south they are 
in deeper water and capturd only with difficulty. 

5-Drift Bottle Investigations 

For Newfoundland Professor Sleggs reported that bottles had been put 
off between Bonavista and St. John's, and that these had passed to the 
heads of Bays and around the headla11ds. Plans are being made for ex­
tended work in this line. 

The Secretary reported for Canada that during 1926 five series of 200 
bottles, each at approximately monthly intervals had been put off out from 
Cape Sable, and four similar series of 150 bottle each out from Yarmouth, 
N.S. The returns showed the contraclockwise movement around the Gulf 
of Maine and the Bay of Fundy; but there were definite changes in the 
exact character of the movement from month to month. 

It was inoved by Messrs. O'Malley and Higgins a11d carried that the 
drift bottle investigations be extended to off shore banks and such other 
waters as have not been dealt with. 

6-Plankton Investigations • 

Professor Sleggs stated tl1at 11e had begun the study of the plankton of 
Newfoundland waters, having taken eighty horizontal and vertical hauls. 
The phytoplankton was found to be very meagre. 

7-Nee·d for 1Continued Scientific Work 

It was moved by Messrs. O'Malley and Huntsman and carried that it 
is the concensus of opinion of this Committee that it is necessary to con­
tinue scientific work steadily year after year on the various important 
fisheries, so that the fishery officials of the countries interested may have 
information before them fo!9 the proper regulation and control .of these 
fisheries on the basis of scientific facts. 

DREDGING 

The Dredger ''Priest1nan" operated successfully during the year. The 
major· portion of her work was carried on at the construction of the new 
Dry Dock and vicinity. The balance of the season being s1Je11t on the South 

West Coast. 

MARCONI 

The services of the Marconi System were well and faithfully carried 
out and to the increasing satisfaction of the business community.

Department for the year ended Ju11e 30tl1, 1927. 

The Financial St1a'teme11t sho\vs that the total revenue collected by the Post and 
Telgeraph Department for the year, a:11ou11ts to $728,263.89, a11d the total epxe11di­
ture, i11cludi11g amou11t of $420,082.41 for Rail,vay a11d Steamer l\iail Subsidy, 

amou11ts to $1,201,599.01. 

The reve11ue collected is $29,530.27 in excess of the previous year, and is the 
lra'rges_t collected in the history of the Department. 

Expenditure is reduced by the sum of $8078.88; in fact each year since 1923 
,ve have shown a reduction in expenditure and it is now $177,317.21 less than in 
1919, although we have now added to our expenditure about $60,000 a year for sup­
ply of fuel a11d light, and continge11cy accounts heretofore paid through the Public

Preparations are now being m•a:de to fit up and open a co:nb,. 
Office and Telegraph Office at Rawlins' Cross, to serve that secti 
a large number of people outside the carriers' delivery, North of t 
road track, Long Pond Road, N agle's Hill, etc., with Telegraph 
Office facilities. 

Arrangements are also being made to have a new Post Office 
erected at Millertown and to cut some of the older expensive 
lines and remove them to sections where they can be less expe 
paired a'nd give better service to the sections which they now 
a round-about-way. 

Branches now served with a tri-weekly mail service will, by 
new Railway Coaches, receive a daily mail, as they arc equi 
mail bag apartment equal in size to present mail cars, whic 
for the heavy tri-weekly mail, but will serve our purpose for s 
mails for some years. 

It is well recognized that a clean, tidy Postal Telegraph 
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credit to a town ·and we are encouragi11g and helping officials to accom­
plish this, so far as our means will allow by furnishing paint, paper and 
canvas, so their offices will be clean and comfortable, for the import·a'nt 
commu11ity work which they have to perform. 

(14) Postmasters and City Post Office Staff salaries must be revised this year. 
We have added considerably to their duties with C. 0. D. I11sura11ce a11d 
P·a'rcel Duty collections, and salaries voted are not at all in keeping with 
their work. Economy is something of a virtue, but wl1en it is exercised 
to withhold fair payme11t for work de::.nanded it becomes parsimo11y, which 
. . 
is a vice. 

( 15) With regard to reducing of postage I find it costs a penny half penny 
( 3c.) for local letters throughout Great Britain, and even if we obtained 
a millio11 additiona'l letters by reducing the charge to two cents, our loss 
would exceed twenty thousand dollars a year. It is considered wise to i11-
crease facilities for the public generally rather tl1an face this loss. 

REVENUE 

The Postal Revenue collected for the year under co11sideration a1nounts to 
$354,676.88, which is an increa'se of $18,207.87 over previous year. The Tele­
graph revenue was $170,040.56, being a decrease of $8,197.25 compared \vith pre­
vious year. The total Postal and Telegraph revenue for the year \Vas $524, 717.41, 
being an increase of $10,010.62. 

The Postal Officials throughout the co11ntry also collected $108,605.48 •and the 
Parcel Post Branch at St. J oh11's $94,940.97 for the Customs Department, being 
duty levied 011 mercha11dise imported by parcel post. The total revenue collected by 
our officials from all sources amounted to $728,263.89, which is $29,530.27 in ex­
cess of the previous year. 

EXPENDITURE (Postal) 

The ordinary Postal epxenditure, that is for S'a'laries, equipment, re11ts to large 
separate post offices, fuel and light, amounted to $349,578.59, but added to our ex­
penditure is subsidy paid to Railway and Steamers for general services re11deretl., 
amounting to $420,082.41, which increased the expense charged to us by that 
amount , :::naking our total expenditure appear to be $769,661.00. ~ostal expendi­
ture is $67,300.24 less than the previous year. 

We admit that some Department of the Government must accept responsibility 
for payment of subsidies, and no doubt the Post Office, which must arrange for :::nail 
transportation, is in a positio11, better than others, to check the trips made by whic11 
payments can be properly arranged; besides, a portion of the subsidy charge for 
cubic foot and assorting space on ships and ra·ilway is d11e by us, but it is as unfair 
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to charge up postal expenditure expense for c01weying men on ships to the La 
rador, as to refm;e to eredit postal revenue with duty colleeted by our officials as pos 
revenue. The postal system i>< the only means whereby parcels can he properly d 
livered. We 11•a~Ye the ::i1acl1i11ery i11 operatio11 to achieYe pron1pt cleliveries, findi 
the necessary help a11(l i11aterial to (lo so, free of all cl1arges a11cl expe11se to 
Customs, and an allowance of 10 per cent. to PostU1asters on all duty collected wo 
be a fair charge, and be of gre.1't assi><tance to us in obtaining prompt collections. 

Allowing credit for duty collected and postage on free matter sent by mail fa 
the differe11t G0Yer11111e11t l)epart111e11ts, "'"ould e11able us to show that the pos 
branch of this Department pa~·s for its cost from the reyenue collected, even thou 
a cha'rge wa>< made for mail eo11Yeyance. HoweYer, accepting all charges, amou 
ing to $7G9,GG1.00 and deducting therefrom our total collections of $728,263.89, o 
postal deficit is only $±1,3$)7.11, for whieh free postage and conveniences are rend41 

ed to other de1)art:11e11ts of the Gover11n1e11t. 

EXJ)E.L\TDJT[TRE (Telegrapl1s) 

It would appear at first from statement of Telegraph expenditure for the y 
that it cost $431,938.01 to operJ'te this very yital and absOlutely necessary bra 
of the Gover11me11t Service, but inelutlcd i11 t11at staten1ent is tl1e ~un1 of $59,811 
expended on capital account for special extensive repairs to main and branch Ii 

Expenditure includes payment for rent, fuel and light, fur::ishing and eq 
ment of offices, combined \\ ith the post office and otherwise, as well a's for p 
batteries, wire, cable and telephone instruments. Lines erected in years gone 
through isolated sections ;require to be renevved, and the right of way recut, ot 
wise large business sections of the country would be cut off from immediate co 
with the city and places abroad. Attention to that class of repairs cost over 
000 last season; relieving, stationery and poles cost $40,000.('"· We paid 
Marconi Company $26,13G.83 on account of the Labrador Offices and Fogo Sta 
These Stations ·.xre considered invaluable to the fishing and sealing industry, 
the revenue accruing does not exceed $5,000.00 a year. For the Public News 
patch from abroad we paid $3,249.98. Like the Postal Service, probably mot 
the Telegraphs perform a large amount of free business for the Governme:l'l.~ 
the Superintendent of Telegraphs e><timates this 'd't about $50,000.00 a year. 
Post Office had to pay for its service messages it would add $5,000.00 at 1 
our expenditure. 

Our lines extend now to all sections of the Island and each additional 

erected mea11s extra expense for upkeep •a11d atte11tio11. 

The revenue accruing, it is true, does not even pay the cost of sala 
operating, but it should not be forgotten that in the combined offices the comp 
postal duties are also performed for salaries which are, in most cases, only 
satisfactory post office service can be expected. It would be poor economy 
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continuge telegraph office work and pay the same salary •and equip offices for post·il 
work only, but that is wh•at would happen if such a course were adopted. That is 
a reduction of work and service for almost the present salary expense. 

The expenditure for the year shows an increase of $59,221.36, although about 
$60,000.00 of the expense is really a charge for special work, a11d $17,370.87 is a 
charge for fuel, light •and rent for combined offices. 

The Postal revenue is made up of amounts received fro:n various sources. Tt 
jncludes post office box rents, charge for custom entry on parcels, sale of postage 
stamps to collectors abroad •and allowance on parcels from abroad as well as reventtH 
for sale of postage stamps for letters, newspapers and parcels conveyed within New­
foundland and to places abroad. A close study of this subject ha3 been made during 
the past two yea'rs and a larger postal revenue is the resu~t. Tl1e Telegraphs, how­
ever, have only one source of revenue, tl1at is the cost, ir:;. .. espective of distance, of 
transmission of a message accepted, counting address and signature, of less tha11 2 
cents a word. Increased telegraph revenue is only possible by obtaining increased 
pa'id business for which .we have the machi11ery for more than double that ,1t 
present offered. 

Telegraph expenditure cannot be permanently reduced without serious danger 
of deterioration of our extensive lines, cable and other equipment. 

Cost of repairs, poles ,and material, other than wire and cable, is expended 
within the country, and, of course, the whole of the salaries pa'id are circulated 
within Newfoundland. 

Repairs mean a good deal of labour in various sections periodically and costs 
vary according to the nature of the districts in "rhich the work is perfor::ned. A 
considerable portion of the expense for conveyance of poles ·and equipment accru~s 
to the Railway and local steamers, and conveyance of coal by vessels to various sec­
tions is eagerly sought for by .vessel owners, who otherwise would return to their 

home ports only partly laden. 

PARCEL POST 

Our new parcel post rates have •a'dded considerably to our revenue and unlike 
usual changes in postal rates have been received without any adverse criticism, 
caused no doubt by the fact that the basis of the charges are considered f•air and 
equitable. The spirit of the charges is well put in our notice exhibited in the Out­

port Offices, which reads as follows:-

"Patronize your local stores and get your goods by Parcel Post for 
3 cents per pound"' 

"If you cannot get what you want in your own district order from St. 
John's Parcel Post, rate 5 cents per pound. You may have it sent cash on 
delivery and insured." 
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. Our rates for local parcel post conveyance are about the s•a'me as charged in 
Canada for the heavier parcels, but our rates for small parcels, weighing one an·l 
two pounds, are lower. 

The local Parcel Post Service offers a convenie11t, quick an(l efficient means of 
transporting parcels of merchandise to any post off ice in Newfoundland. The se-r­
vice reaches more places than any other transportation agency. Parcels may be in­
sured against loss to a'Ily place, and may be sent Cash on Delivery to offices which 
are money order offices. Parcels addressed to residence of owners at St. John's are 
specially delivered by express messenger, without extra cost. An extra fee, not less 
than 10 cents, or more than 20 cents, is eharged for this special delivery in other 
countries. 

It will be observed from the statistics atta'ched to this report that parcels to and 
fro:n places abroad show an increase. The raising of the weight li1nit from 11 to 22 
lbs. for parcels to and from Great Britain is largely taken advant·a'ge of, and as a 
result a large quantity of British made goods, portable gramaphones and othe 
simil•a'r articles, which formerly could not be obtained by parcel post, .are being 
received. 

Acceptance of these extra heavy parcels, addressed to places where mail has to 
be conveyed by couriers overland, is subject to delay if it is found impractical, dur-.. 
ing winter months, to forward them from St. Johns promptly. 

The rates charged to and from Oa'Ilada and the United States, th~t is 14 cen 
per pound, is very reasonable and not much higher than is charged in these countri 
for conveyance of parcels between the different Provinces and States. N aturall 
foreign administrations are alive to the fact that ship:nents of merchandise by p-aT 

post abroad, are of great value to their producers. · , 

We have, however, given our local producers and shippers all possible faciliti 
to distribute goods, made in Newfoundland, throughout the country by parcel ~ 

It is appal'ent that additional space for handling parcel post mail must be pr 
vided. This branch is too important to the trade to be neglected and we must sho 
ly provide more s.pace. Probably we can rent suitable space nearby more cheap 
than erecting a new building. 

. 
Parcels inward and outward from and to places abroad, · show an incre'a'Be 

3,854 received and 381 in despatch. 

Parcels exchanged with Great Britan show a decrease in number but is acco 
ed for by reason of the increased limit o·f acceptance, of 22 pound parcels. Pe; 
from Canada show an increase but outward parcels are about tbe same as l'<l'St 
We received 1542 less from the United States but despatched 560 ~ore than 

• previous year. 
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The contents of p•a'rcels despatcl1ed abroad consist· chiefly of furs, local ma1e 
toys, ship models, hooked mats, etc. As there is no complicated and difficult export 
customs entries to procure and fill up, except for exports of fur, otl1er th.an the 
simple customs form provided by the post office to be filled up by the sender and 
attached to parcels for export, the system is of great conve11ience to our people, and 
is yearly increasing, despatches h·aving more than doubled in six years. 

Local ordinary parcels passing through St. John's, also show an increase but dJ 
not include the C. 0 .D. a11d I11sured Parcels, which at St. Joh11's, aver•a'ge 1200 a 
month, or excha11ges o·f local parcels from place to place outside of St. John's, whicl1 
undoubtedly number thousa11ds additio11al. It was a surprise to us rece11tly when 
investigating a complaint of delayed C. 0. D. re:11itta11ce, to find that quite a 
business is done by excha11ges of C. 0. D. parcels from large Outport centers to near­
by places. Household ute11sils, shoes for repair, as well as ordi11ary merchandise, 
is being exchanged daily between offices in the v•aTious districts. 

Mail orders for ,all places north of St. J oh11's, off the Railway line, can only 
be conveyed in winter by parcel post mail. 

REGISTERED ARTICLE BRANCH 

The Clerk in Charge of this importa11t bra11ch of the service at St. J oh11's re­
ports that 181,943 registered articles were dealt with by his staff during the year, 
which is 4,967 less than previous year. He expl•a1j11s, however, that this decrease was 
not caused so much by less registered letters bei11g mailed, but is due to the fact 
that C. 0. D. and insured parcels, formerly ha11dled by the Registration Branch, 
are now attended to by the Parcel Post. 

The compa'rative statistics, attached to this repo·rt, show there were 5,934 less 
registered articles mailed at St. John's than the previous year and 3,556 more re­
ceived for delivery. 

Records of registered letters, received and despatched, at St. John's, are record­
ed in duplicate and by the Travelling Post Office Clerks i11 triplicate. The system 
of recording •and checking has stood the test of exami11atio11 by competent Post 
Office Authorities of other cou11tries, who exan1i11ed it at our North Syd11ey Offiee 
and at St. John's. It is unlike the Ca11adia11 syste:n, ai1d is more like that follo,ved 
by the British Post Office, modified to st1it our Post Office co11ditions. 

Letters received at St. John's from the Travelli11g Post Office Clerks a11c1 our 
office at North Sydney, are not required to be ree11tered here before delivery, as by 

means of the triplicate entry records, used 011 traons a11d steamers, the letters only 
require to be checTed and dated, thus expediting delivery. 

Adding the travelling post office letters to those ha11dlec1 by St. John's Office, 
a fair estimate of the total number received and despatchecl is about 250,000 !or the 
year. 
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MONEY ORDER BRANCH 

Appended statistics of the busi11ess tra11sacted by this l3r•~tnch, show that the 
gross value excha11gecl, i11ward u11d 011tward, for the year, an1ou11ted to $5,36 ( ,552.03, 

bei11g $11,079.06 in excess of previous year. This large a111ou11t of n1011ey was ex­
cha11ged by means of 380, 718 mo11ey orclers, each i11 val11e less tha11 one hundred 
dollars, by Postal Officals in 2D3 offices throughout the Colony. 

It will be observed that we issued 3,462 orders to Great Britai11 a11d European 

Countries and cashed orders received to the nun1ber of 180, value of issue ~37,724.90, 
and of received $3,036.90. 

We sent 36,181 orders, valued at $327, 708.98 to C•a'nada and received 11,250 

orders, valued at $230,338.52. To the United States we se11t 21,38-! orders, valued 
at $208,536.54 and received 25,740 orders, valued at $710,424.14. 

Exchanged from place to place withi11 X e\vfou11clla11d, were issued 142,304: 

orders, ·amounting to 1,928,088.53, a11d paitl 139, 778 orllers, valuec1 at $1,914,072.90. 
There was a slight increase in value of orders issued, payable i11 Great Britain and 

the United States, arid a decrease in value of orders to C•a'natla a11d places in 

N ewioundland. 

We received sligl1tly less from Great Britain but orders fro:11 Ca11ada show 

an increase in value of $95,897 .55 n'11d an increase in value of orllers from the 
United States, amounting to $136,279,39 over previous year. The commission earn­

ed amounted to $18,834.82. 

Remittances to meet orders issue'd withi11 :N ewfou11dla11d are se11t to the vario11s 

offices by registered post, being co11tained i11 e11velopes especi,ally made for the pur­

pose. This form of remittance, as well as reve11ue collectecl for stamps sold, duty 
on parcels, box rents, a11d telegraph collectio11s se11t to the Accou11ta11t at the G. P. 
0., St. John's, in small a11d large •a'mou11ts, mea11s c.lreful l1a11dli11g a11d recording 
by the Travelling Post Office Clerks a11d City l~egistratio11 Branch, a11d we very 

seldo:n meet with a11y loss of such i11 tra11sit. 

Six new• ~ioney Ortler Offices were ope11ed the year at tl1e following named 

places :-Buchan's ~fi11es, Cai)e LaHu11e, Lon1011cl, N e\vste-"rtl, Pacquet and Seal 
Cove, White Bay. 

Post Offices that are made Mo11ey Order Offices have i11creased responsibility 

and care, and besides it entails the adcled duty of collecti11g antl ren1itti11g by money 

order payment for p•a'rcels sent cash 011 clelivery. 

AVIATION 

N ewfou11dland, particularly St. John's and Harbour Grace, our second city, 

has recei_ved a lot cf atte11tion abroad this year, by its use as a landing and refuelin 

station for Trans-Atlantic Flights. 
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The Government, in conjunction with repre en ta ti' ·es of various Aviation Com­
panies, selec~ed Ha'rbour Grace as a suitable place for an Airport. The landing place 
at Harbour Grace is situated on high land, covered with ,v}1ite and which shows 
out well from the darker surrounding land and is visible thirty miles away. The 
landing is •approachable from either end, making it easy to land or take off. If 
required landing may be made on the water of a large lake nearby. Harbour Grace 
is located well up Conception Bay and is clear of the fog which occasionally hangs 
around the outer coast line. It is only 70 miles distant fro::.n S.t;. John's and can o~ 
reached in a few hours by rail or by motor over a modern highway, which passes 
through some very plea'sant scenery and many small settlements in Couception Bay. 
An excellent view of Bell Island may be obtained from Topsail, a seaside resort a 
half hour ride from St. Jol111's. o doubt the fact that Harbour Grace is the land­
ing pl•a'ce of the Di.rect Imperial Cable and has Western Union and Postal Telegrapl1 
and Cable Offices, from which hourly weather reports can be 0L1tained, guided tho5e 
concerned in the selection of Harbour Grace as an Airport. 

When it is known an Airship is expected large distinguishable signals are dis­
played and ail Cable and Telegraph Offices are directed to report promptly when 
and where Airships are seen or l1ea'rd. 

The United States Governm~nt and people are naturally very proud of Lind­
berg's flight from ew York to Paris on the 21st of May last, and describe his 
achieve:nent thus:- · 

"An unknown civilian Aviator, working for an Air-Mail Contractor, he 

"took leave to fly from New York to Paris. For 33 hours and 29 minutes 

''he held the attention of the entire civilized world. Irrespective of 

"nationality, creed or occupation, sinner and $aint prayed for his success." 
• 

His arriwi over ewfoundland was also keenly watched for by thousands of ou!' 
people, and when he flew down the Water~ord Bridge Va~ley to St. John's, between 
seven and eight o'clock on a beautiful clear evening and sailed out through the 
Narrows and shaped his course for Ireland, we knew, from sin1ilar experiences, that 
he was facing the most difficult part of his journey. Thus passed out Hawker and 
Grieve in May 1919, but a choked oil feed pipe caused tl1em to land off the N. W. 
Coa'st of Scotland, where they were picked up seven days later and safety landed. 
On the 14th of June of the sa:ne year, Alcock and Brown, in a Vickers Vimy, twin 
engine bombing plane, left St. John's and arrived safely at Clifden, Ireland, 16 
hours, 12 minuates later, after fa' non stop flight of 1880 miles. The Airship en­
graved on the 15c. stamp of the new issue is from a photograph of this plane, as it 
left Lester's Field, St. John's, ewfoundland, for this first successful non·stop 
flight from the new to the old world. It must be remembered these pioneers had 
not the benefit of the i:nproved Earth Inductor Compass used by recent Aviators. 
Other flights were quick to follow, several of which ended disa~trously, particularly 
those of the va'St year. Hazards there will always be in pioneering, but these are 
but an item in the sum total of the price of progress41 
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To those who witnessed the very thorough exami11atio11 of t11eir m~1cl1i11es by 
Hawker and Grieve, and Alcock and Brown, before their c1eparture frorr1 8t. J ol1n s, 
and the delays made waiting a favourable weather report before starting, there is a 
belief that because of inadequate preparatio11 a11d a full k110,vleclge of tl1e hazarcls 
that are to be faced, as well as a knowledge of the sea and la11d to be crossed, is 
the reason why several flights of this p•a'st year have ended so disastrously. 

The Newfoundland Postal Telegraph Service covers all the coast section of our 
country, and the larger Islands off the Coast have sma11 Wireless Statio118 co1111ect:2<l 
vvith our la11d li11e offices, each of 'vhich are notified to report at 011ce to I-Ieacluart­
ers at St. John's ,a·ny sight a11d passing of Airships engaged on those special trip''· 

A via ti on within Newfoundland, even in the cold Wi11 ter months, has bee11 pro­
ven to be quite practical. One has been used in co11nection with our Spri11g Seal 
Hunting voyage the past three years and in 1924 m1a'ils were conveyed to a11d frorn 
Cartwright, Hamilto11 Inlet, Labrador, in the mo11tl1 of ~larch, the trip of 500 
miles, with stops at St. Anthony and Battle H•aTbour, occupying abol1t five hours. 
No doubt aviation will play a large part in the development of our X orthern 
Labrador territory · next year. 

In May De Pinedo flew from Trepassey, Ne,vfou11dla11d, for Spai11 and Italy 
but ca:ne down in a fog 450 miles off the Azores, but reached Rome safetly on 23rd . 
June. 

Pilots Schlee and Brock sta.rted from N ewfou11dl,a11d to fly arou11d the W o·rld 
August 27th and la11ded in England next day, and co11tinued their trip successfully 

as far as Japan. 

Pilots Tully and M:etcalf of Canada lost their lives in tryi11g to fly from Har­
bour Gffa'ce, Newfoundland, to London, September. 

Mrs. Grayson and her three companion:~ in the Da\vn left U. S. A. for England 
in December, a11d it seems probable they passed over the Peni11s11la of Avalo11, New­
f ou11dland, Christmas Eve, and were lost.

·a's well as the comfortable mea11s of tra11sit a11c1 accomn1oc1atio11 to be fo1111cl vvithin 
its borders. Places of unusual interest connected with moc1er11 mea11s of com-­

munication; Cable, Wireless a11d Aviation, are displayed and the Rose, Sl1a:nrock 
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and Thistle engraved around the border of the one ~ent deRt'°1 is intended tu .,n­
dicate that our present popu1Rtion are descendants of the British, Scotch and Iriah. 
races who WQre ihe pioneers of this the first Colony of the Great Britisb Empire. 
The portraits of their Majesties King George the Fifth, Queen :rtiary and His Royal 
Hghness the Prince of Wales, are vlaced on stamps that are used within the Colony 
and the Empire. 

Our reclt-aimed territory with its Northern Boundary, Cape Chidley, is display­
ed as well as the Grand Falls of the Labrador. Our War Memorial is also show11. 
It honours our brave ·departed and the beauty and compreh-ensiveness of its design, 
and the historical site upon which it is erected iully justify its selection for one of 
the designs. 

The fta•ct that we have a modern post and telegraph service and responsible 
Government, is indicated somewhat by the portraits of the General Post Office anfl 
Telegraph Building and our House of Parliament. 

REVIVED ANCIENT ARMS OF NEWFOUNDLAND 

Having been furnished early in the year by the Government wit.h a copy of the 
Newfoundland Arins, granted b)r Royal P..atent, under date 1st of January, 1637, 
arrangements were made to have sa:ne lithographed on our official paper and en­
velopes in 'Cl'Ccordance with the Government's decision to revive this ancient Coat of 
Arms, for use on t:tll official documents. 

Almost three hundred years have elapsed since these Arms were approved for 
Newfoundland, the order being issued during the reign of ·Charles the First, some­

times spoken of as the Royal Martyr. 

The years of that period were critical ones in English history. It witnessed the 
beginning of the first conflict between King and Parliament, which culminated in 
ihe Civil WaT, and the deposition and death of the unfortunate King. 

Fifty-four years previously, in 1583, the Island was formerly occupied by Sir 
Humphrey Gilbert, in the name of Queen Elizabeth. The grantin~ of this Coat of 
Arms to Newfoundland ~arked an important stqu tClwards recognitiin of thiP land, 

as a valll'able outpost of Great Britain. 

The affairs of the Nation were beginning to pre&S themselves upon the atten­
tion of the citizens and interest in the lands beyond the seas was aroused, doubtless 
by the stories brought back by sailors and merchants, who h•a'd visited our shores. 
We know that greatly exaggerated accounts of the wealth of these new lands had 
been diffused abroad, and many ventured out with visions of ea-sily obtained wealth. 

Was it this which inspired the Latin motto, which translated says Seek ye fir~t 

the Kingdom of God.'' 
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The followi11g historical i11f orn1a tio11, reg•.1rdi11g this re vi vecl Arn1s of i\ e\vf ou11tl­
land it is considered proper to record here, as copies of our report go to our officials, 

and copies •a're frequently asked for by Libraria11s, Stamp Collectors a11d otl1ers 
abroad:

It has been ascertained that Ki11g Charles the First i11 the year 1637 "For the 
greater honour and splendour of that Cou11try a11d the people therei11 i11l1abiti11g" 

granted such-"Proper and pec11liar Arn1is thereu11to belo11gi11g to be llSecl in all 
such cases as Arms are wont to be used by other i1atio11s ancl cou11tries.'' 

The Grant itself, as extracted from the records of the -College or Arms, is 
couched in the quaint phraseology and spelling of tl1e periocl. 

With regard to the Arms themselves, they· co11sist first of •c1'll of a cross based 
of St. George, though of a different colour, the lio11 is based on the lio11 i11 the Arms 

of E11gland, and the Unicorn vvas used a·s the sup1Jorters of the Ki11gb of Scotla11Ll 
and taken as one of the supporters of the I~ing of E11gland at the u11ior1 of E11gla11d 

and Scotland. This forms the center or shield. On left 1and right of the shield are 
two figures intended, no doubt, to represent the 0 1riginal i1ative·s k11ow11 as the 

Beothics who became extinct over 100 years ago. The top is cro\v11ed by a11 Elk 
which· is supposed to be as near as could the11 be obtai11ec1 of the Caribol1 which \vere 

then very nu:nerous here and continue to thi1s date to be founcl i11 the i11terior. 
Beneath is the Latin Motto: "Quarite prirne regnit1n die.''

POS'l1AL TELEGRAPHS 

The wisdo_m of placing tl1e responsibility and especial duty of sole attention of 
the outside lines, cable, wireless and telephone work of this important branch of o 
service in charge of experienced ::.nembers of the staff, has l1ad very excellent result • 

Telegraph and telephone lines are now subjceted to systematic monthly inspec­
tion and •annual repair, with the result that there has been no serious interruption 
for the last two or three years. Repairers on the various sections have made 1350 
trips for the year ending December 31st, 1927. 

Large unwieldy line crews have been reduced to a small working unit of ex­
perienced men on the main line and the work laid out in ad,-rance. The effect (lf: 
this supervision is th•at better work is being done for the U1()oney expended anil 
crews are not laid up waiting on material. Dati11g nails are bei11g used in all pole 
o~ the main line to prolong the life of the poles. 

Improvements l1ave been made .for shortening the lines anrl running them by 
the new roads. For La::naline to For.tune the old line built in the early seventig 
a•cross the country was replaced by a new line by the road. 

The old line from Gambo towards Hare Bay, built in eighty-five, has been also 
abandori~d and a new pole line now runs along the new high road. This cui:s out 
some 25 µiiles of .line, nineteen bridges and three li11e camps, which fo.rmerly had to 
be kept in repair. · 

At Swift Current a simil,a'r change was made, saving some seven miles of wire 
Where it is possible the wire taken down has been salved, sent into St. John's and 
gone out again to be used in repair and construction work.

RADIO SERVICE 

In the report for 1904, t\ve11ty-two years ago, the follo,vi11g is recorded:-
"The recent published marconigram from Vension Island, Labrador, 

''was a great surprise to tl1e public generally, who were not aware that such 
"stations had been established along that isolated coast. Many wireless 
''messages have been exc1hanged between our four experimental stations on 
"the Labrador Coast the past Summer and tl1e result has been so satisfac-
"tory and the benefits so great as to ensure such development of this 
"system of communication in tl1e Colony as is now regarded by many as 
"only a dream. It is impossible to measure tl1e advantages shipping will 
"derive from its use. Our Sealing Fleet will undoubtedly be equipped with 
''this very useful invention. Its sphere of utility is unlimited. It is an 
"accepted twentietl1 century facility as firm as the telepl1one, telegraphs 
"or cable, with a greater future than the three combined.'' 

We haYe 110\V thirt~y 011e \Vireless Statio11s situated around our coast li112. 

These Statio11s, otl1er tha11 Fogo, Battle Harbour, Bell Isle •a':nd Cape Race are mere­

mitters, using very low power. This, coupled with the fact that our regular mo 
key operators work the sets, makes the service a very economical one to operate. 

Owing to the difficulty of procuring this type of apparatus we •aTe experime 
ing with continuous wave transmitters, long and short wave, but owing to the 
cessive cost of operation a11d the complicated nature of these sets we have not 
stalled them at any station up to the present. This '3Jso explains why wireless 
not been used by this Departme11t as an alternate means of comn1unication du · 
land line interruptions. 

In 1901 Marconi received his first wireless signals across the Atl•antic at Ca 
Tower, Signal Hill, St. John's, and in September 1920 the human voice was tr 
mitted to and fro:n Signal Hill to ships at sea. It was cl1iefly for this reason 
selected it as •a• design for one of our postage stamps. 

Wireless Telephony is now quite common between the continents. 
ing, direction finding at sea and in the air quickly followed. The 
mechanism and the ignition of explosive at a distance has been proven feasibl 
h•a's been the transmission of drawings, photographs and vvriting in fac simile. 

Recent developments consist of, first the utilization of short electrical wa 
very much shorter than those in use up to a few months ago, and, second, 
adoption of devices in the nature of reflectors, whereby these short waves are 
mitted in one principal direction. This directed short wave system--or 
system, as it is also called-is now in use between England and various di 
parts of the E:npire and the United States. Short waves •aTe impulses of less 
one hundred meters and are transmitted better over land than over water. 
shorter the wave, the longer the range by d1aylight, but very short waves have a 
paratively short and unreliable range during darkness. 

Beam system will be better understood if we compare its operation wit 
hea•d light of an automobile; the full intensity of the light is thrown in a 
ahead of the car instead of radiating its rays, with equal intensity, broadcast. 
radio beam waves, armed by their reflectors, are not readily deleted outside 
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angles and are more inten•se than if they were broadcast; messages are tra11smittecl 
by morse code so quickly, 250 to 300 words a minute in both directions they cannot 
be picked up in transit. Senatori Guglielmo Marconi, G.C.V.O., D.S., in a rece11t 
interview s~.ys that by the use of the facsimile telegraph device an actu•a'l picture 
of a message or document in perfect detail may be transmitted.

By this method telegriamiS would be charged for by the square inch. and there 
will be no limit to th.e number of vvords which may be '\vritten on a page, also tl1at 
once television is made available, it will be possible for people in N ewfoundla11cl, 
and •a:ll the rest of the world, to look on and see the actual Coronation of a I(i11g, 
the inauguration of a President, or the ~unning of the Derby. No one has yet 
t ransmitted actual power by Radio, but that is coniSidered among the future pos­
sibilities. A tempor'J.'ry agreement was :nade with the Ca11adian Marconi Co., for 
the operation of the Wireless Stations on I.Jabrador, for a period of one year fro1n 
1st of Ju11e_, 1927, on a cost plus 10% basis.

At the formal opening of Radio BroadC'atsting Station, SWMC, St. J oh11's, 011 

December 6th, 1927, your Excellency, for the first time in the history of the coun­
try, was able to speak from your office to the people of the country, and your voice, 
we understand, was even heard as f•a:r as Chicago, Ill., U.S.A. Your Excellency, 011 
that occasion, inaugurated a service of unlimited advant•a:ges and benefits for OUT 
people a11d with the regular broadcasts of weather reports, news reports, lectures, 
and musical contributions, such as the Station is broadcasting, the amelior•atio11 of 
distance a11d isolation, by bringing St. Johns in bi-weekly communication duri11g 
the seia·so11 of closed na viga ti on, iiS sure to have a most beneficial effect u po11 ouT 
people. Already listeners-in are multiplying rapidly and with the conti11uation of 
the Stations service, we look forward to an increasing number of receiving sets.

This Broadcasting St•ation is the only one that is officially licensed in New­
foundland, and its distinguishing call sign, SWMC, registered and reported for 
record to the Radio Corpora ti on at Ottawa for Canada and at Washington for the 
United States. Through the initiation of Rev. J. G. Joyce, it is owned •and operated 
by Wesley United Church. Its wave length is 395 meters, output 500 watts. The 
cost of its erection and upkeep is defrayed from voluntary contributions and we ap­
preciate its great value to the public. We have encouraged Rev. Mr. Joyce in every 

possible way. 

It is estimated there are over 1000 radio receiving sets in St. John's a11d hu'lf 

as ma11y more throughout the Colony. 



When the present Postal Telegraph Act was framed Broadcasting was 
use and the following described section, with its penalty for operating wi 
license, was provided to dea·I with unauthorized persons using transmitting 
ceiving wireless apparatus within the Colony and t l1u·a depriving our land t 
service of its legitimate business. The Act .reads as f0llows :--r 

"If any person establishes 9r installs or -works an apparatus for wire­
"less telegr.aphy, without a license in that behalf, he shall be guilty of a 
"misdeineanour and subject to a penalty not exceeding fifty dollars and o 
"conviction to a fine not exceeding five hundred dollars or to imprisonment 
"for a term not exceeding twelve months, and in either case be liable to 
"forfeit any apparatus for wireless telegraphy installed or worked without 
"a license." 

It is manifest this l~w is not intended for bli~d, sick or shut-in people 
radio receiving sets, and a new section, covering such ~ases, is now required. 

A section should be adde4 _to the Wireless Act, providing ta• fee to be c 
from pereons licensed to use any class of radio receiving sets and fixing a rea 
penalty for using such without. a license . . In Great Britain free licenses are · 
to blind persons and provision made Jor Government censor of :natter offe 
broadC'a'Sting, if such should at a~y time be considered necessary, and p 
authority could be gjven to include this privilege to sick and shut-in people 

discretion. 

It will be four years on the 9th of June next since I was honored by the ap 
ment of official head of this important branch of the public service. 

One of the outstanding points which that experience ha~ given me, is the 
of co-operation for improvement of the service, for the benefit of the public, t 
constantly in evidence by the perm•anent heads of the different b"!'anches, ass 
with me in its management. It is a great mistake to undervalue and discount 
the work of the experienced headquarters staff. ·

We have, it is true, much to learn from experienced and expert knowle 
si::nilar work in other countries, but in no case h•a·s the recommendation of 
been as successful and remunerative as that advocated and successfully accomp 
by the trained experienced men in the post asd telegraph branches. 

Modern telegraph equipment, which triplioates capacity of existing lin 
been installed by our local men at St. John's, Deer Lake, Grand Falls and 
places, which permits handling of increased business withou.t the expense of et 
of additional costly lines. Old treatiee and contracts with other Administ 
have been scrapped and new contracts made, which are more equitable and rem 
tive; postage rates hta-ve been revised and Acts amended!' which have res 
increased postal revenue of over $120,000.00 a11d will be still further in 

during the current year. 
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It is generally known that Your Excellency will shortly be leaving Newfound­
land, and I desire to express the hope that in whatever sphere of activity you may 
in future be enga·ged, you and Lady Allardyce will be as well loved by those 
associated with you, as by the people of Newfoundland. 

The large extensive area, formerly kno"rn as our depende11cy, is now a part of 
our territory; instead of 42,000 suare miles we have now an area of over 1.50,000 
squa're miles, which calls for increased responsibility, and there is opened up to us 
new avenues of service for all Depart:nents of the Government, a11d particularly for 
this Department, which must lead in opening up lines of commu11icatio11 for the 
pioneer work, w·hich has already commenced in this Terra I11cog11ita.

FOREST PROTECTION 

During the past year both the Fire Patrol at Grand Falls and this Depart:nent 
were called upon to make }a•rge expenditures for the extinguishing of forest fires 
throughout the Country a11d, though the number of fires was very much greater­
being 600 as agai11st 442 the previous year-I am glad to be able to report that i10 
serious damage was done our forest areas, •and this because of the splendid '3ervices 
rendered by the Committee at Grand Falls and by the Chief Woods Ranger and his 
whole staff. 

The Report of the Chief Woods Ranger (No. 7) and the Summary of ReporttS 
of the N ewfoundla11d Fire Patrol (No. 8) are submitted herewith. 

MINING OPERATIONS 

Chiefly becta'Use of the visit here last Autumn of members of the Empire Mining 
and Metallurgical Congress, Newfoundland at the present time occupies a place i11 
the sun throughout the whole :nineral 'vorld. 

Representatives of .gome of the most reliable and enterpris]11g m]ning companies 
of the Dominion of Canada and the United States have be.come fin•a·ncially interest­
ed. The present Summer there will be much activity in practical exploration work 

. . 
in various parts of the country, by which it is hoped that other mines than Buchan s 
may be developed. 

The re-organization of the Bell Isl•and Company gives hope for the future i11 
connection with that great haematite iron deposit. 

The present Summer will prove definitely whether or not the St. George's Coal­
fields will be put on a productive basis. 

The Lead Mine at LaManche, in Placentia Bay, has been taken over by C•a'n­
adian interests and their Engineer is now at the scent of operations. They inten•l 
to expend a su:n of $150,000 to prove the property. 

Negotiations are being carried on between the owners of the pyrophyllite pro­
perty at Manuels and an American Syndicate and if satisfactory arrangements can 
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be effected •an industry of _considerable magi1otude \vill, i11 t11e ver~y 11ear future, be 
established at this point, which is treme11dously desirable because of the u11employ­
ment situation in the city.

As will be seen from the Report of the Governme11t Geologist forwarded here­
\vith (No. 9), he has spent •a' very busy and profitable season. Because of the de­
cision of the Government to make an effort to detern1i11e the exte11t of the St. 
George's Coal Fields, most o~ Dr. Baker's time a11c1 atte11tio11 were take11 up by this 
subject and it is encouraging to read his findings i11 co1111ection with this most im­
portant area. However, despite the fact that Dr. Bak:er and his staff were camped 
practically the whole season in the vicinity of tl1e Coal Fields, he fou11d ti:11e to 
visit some other sections of the cou11try and report thereon. 

It is not only desirable, but absolutely esse11tial, to have geological exami11ation 
of the various parts of the country before actual prospecti11g is beg1111, con·sequent­
ly Dr. Baker's work is all-important i11 the i11terest of i11i11eral develop:nent. 

GOT'ERNM.EllT AllALYST 

The Report of the Government Analyst is f or\varded here,vi th (No. 10). 

As will be seen, the work of this Department continues to grow in importance, 
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the number of \Samples assayed being 121 more than the previous year, and of 
determinations 165. 

SURVEYS 

The surveying staff of the Department was engaged during the past season in 
making connected surveys in various sections of the country. No. 1 Party, 111 
charge of Mr. J. H. Burridge, and No. 2 Party, in charge of Mr. Michael J. Jn'mes, 
performed the work a•ssigned to them in a very satisfactory ma1111er, and the pla11s 
of these surveys will be of considerable value to the Department. 

The Reports of Mr. H. J. Duder, Chief Surveyor, a11d of Messrs. James and 
Burridge, are enclosed herewith (Nos. 11, 12 and 13). 

AGRICULTURE 

Potatoes 

As the direct result of the work of the Department of Agriculture, the decrease 
in imports of potatoes from abroad has become very marked, as will be seen from 
the following official return :

I predict similar results for the fiscal year ending June 30th next. 

The policy of the Department has been to assist producers as far as possible by 
bringing them in touch with prospective purchase-rs, and in thjs way much good has 

been a•ccomplished. 

During my term of office I have been advocating the use of certified seed 
potatoes. Unfortunately the Department has not the machinery available to enable 
it to supply such-an absolute essential if high class results are required-and in the 
absence thereof importations of certified seed potatoes is the only way out of the 
difficulty. The Department has been laboring u11der a11other disadvantage i11 not 
being able to obtain for the growers certified seed potatoes free of duty. The pre­
sent tariff is the work of a Commission appointed by a previous Gove-rnme11t! and 

' 
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seed potatoes are i11cluded as dutiable goods. This tariff affects very adversely, this 
~year, the farn1ers ge11erally, because of the disastrous results of a seyere attack of late 
blight· cluri11g the gro\vi11g seaso11 of 1927, the ravages of which \Vere very wide­
spread a11d i11 co11seque11ce tl1e supply of reliable seed potatoes is being much felt 
tl1roughout tl1e Domi11ion.

The importatio11 of certified seed potatoes means a great deal more to the coun-
try tha11 a sup1)l~y of ordi11ary seed potatoes. Certified seed pota_toes are the result 
of years of selectio11 from the best pla11t~11gs of certified seed; rogueing out from 
tl1e gro\vi11g crop a11y pla11ts showi11g i11dic~tio.11s of disease. Such fields 0f potatoes 
l1ave bee11 for years directly u11der the supervision of experts. I give this informa­
tio11 to sho\v that whe11 the Departme11t asks tl1at certified seed potatoes be ad-

n1itted free of duty to the Dominio11 it has _the best i11te~ests of the country in mind.

Bulls 

For several years past the Department has been adding to the country's stock of 
Pure Bred Ayrsl1ire Bulls, vvitl1 the result that the breed is begi1111ing to show_itself 
in the localities \vl1ere the a11imals l1ave been placed for a few years. This process 
of improvi11g the local stock of cattle must i1ecessarily be ~low, but the people them­
selves are i10\v begi1111ing to realise the in1proven1ep.t t~king place in their cattle and 
tl1e Depart1ne11t is of opi11io11 that the importance of the change is being appreciated. 

Sheep 

As a result of the in1portatio11 of some few Pure Bred Shropshire Rams d~ring 
the past three years, a visible cl1ange is bei11g effected wher~ver these animals were 
se11t, a11d I trust that a co11ti11uatio11 of this practice will occur. The country gener­
ally is well adapted to sheep raisi11g a11d I feel that as the beneficial effects of the 
distribution are seen and appreciated, better care and results will follow. Already 
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comparisons as to sizes and weights of carcasses of lambs are being favourably 
commented upon. 

Lime 

The Lime Crushing machine that was installed in St. John's did not receive the 
patronage the Department anticipated. It was t~erefore removed to the Codroy · 
River where demands for lime had been in evidence for some time. It is yet too 
early to . pronounce as to its popularity with the farmers in that section of the 
country. 

GENERAL 

The Department has recently issued a series of circular letters on subjects im­
mediately affecting our agriculture, namely-Stand•a-rclization of Potatoes, har1dling 
of Eggs, &c., &c., and believes that by keeping these subjects before the interested 
parties much good will result.

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FINANCIAL SITUATION 

In dealing with the financial situation for the year j11st ended, we have to 
eord that in the early part of the year the general financial outlook was ndt 
sidered encouraging. 

Whilst the indutStrial oper•ations were more or less normal, the same clid not 
together apply to the fish industry. The stock of shore fish carried over from 19 
can,. we think, be said to have been :narketed witho11t any loss a11cl perhaps with 
little profit to the exporter. The exporters, however, cannot claim to have been a 

successful with the stocks of Labrador fish. The dispos•a'l of the old stocks of sho.r 
fish gave the market a healthy tone at the opening of the new season, and this co 
dition was supported by a shortage in the catch both here a11d i11 X9va Scotia wi 
the result that prices paid for shore fish steadily advanced throughout the seas 
and have averagecl $2.00 over the price of the previous year. 

The conditions for Labrador were, however, exactly the reverse of those p 
va.iling for shorefish. At the opening of the season there were stocks of old '.f 
unsold in the foreign markets. The catch was considerably in excess of the previ 
season, and exportera were very reluctant to purchase even at a figure which 
about seventy-five cents less than the previou·s year. It is estimatecl that the ~at 
of Labrador was at least 100,000 quintals more than the previou·3 year. 
majority of the fi~hermen secured good voyages, but it is very doubtful if many 
them much more tha11 covered the cost of their outfits. The co11suinption of ~ 
rador in the foreign markets was much in excess of the previous year, due possib 
to the lower price a:ud it being ready for shipment at an earlier date than us--~ 

The prices realized have, however, been small. 

Th~ labour situation remains about the same as compared with the previo 
year, 1926, with the exception of work provided through t!le constructio·n of t 
Government Highways. This, however, was somewhat offset by the opening up 
the Buchan's area, \vhere mining activities 'aTe taking place and considerable cap1 
is being invested i11 development work. This gave employment to several hundr· 
men in the building of the consequent branch rail,vay a11cl various oth 
preliminaries. 

The tourist traffic has been an important factor i11 the i11crea·sed trade of th 
Colony. Reports show that all available passenger accommodation by regular bo· 
was fully taken up during the sea·son. It is also pleasing to be abie to state that J 

the whole a larger number than ever re:nained in the Colony for a 1011ger period th 
in former years, and, co11sequently, an increased revenue was evidenced from t 
source. 

Local factories for the period under review have been working at full capacl'~ 
but in some instances perhaps on a slightly redu.ced scale. 
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Conditio11s i11 the wh.olesale a11cl retail tracle throughout the eaTly part of the 
yea:r were somewhat quiet, but a11 in1proveme11t wa1s i1oticeable to,vards the e11d of 
the year. 

The fu11ded debt of tl1e Colo11y at tin1e of \vriti11g stancls at nearly $78,000,000, 
which i11cludes all loans to date. 

After givi11g full consideratio11 to the changeable periods through \vhich this 
cou11try has bee11 passi11g, at the tin1e of reporti11g, tl1e future does llOt see1n to hold 
'dl1y great hopes of a deq_ided in1proveme11t i11 co11ditions here unless the variol1s i11-
dustrial developme11ts now i11 prospect are successfully carried through. 

A revisio11 of the tariff a11d a recluctjo11 i11 expe11diture would seem most d·::­

sirable, and it is felt that this would be a great factor in helpi11g to bring about a 
decided i:11proveme11t. 

CODFISHERY 

As is ge11erally k110,vn the (~ol111cil of tl1e Boarcl of Tracle hold office fro111 
'-T·a11uary 31st to tl1e follo,vi11g Ja11l1ary 31st. Tl1e Coclfisl1ery export seaso11 may 
be said to date fro111 Septen1ber 1st of 011e year to Al1gust 31st of the J1ext. There­
fore, this Council took office n1icl,vay tl1rol1gl1 192G-192'( export seaso11, at a tirne 
\vhen exporters helcl heavy stock:s a11cl n1ost of tl1e n1arkets \Vere a111ply sl1pplieJ. 
A state borderi11g 011 pa11ic seizecl ccrt2i11 c:;~J_Jorters a11cl a mi11iature price cutting 
was promptly began, vvitl1 the result that ma11y exporters took some •3harp losses, 
a11d the trade as a whole e11tered the 11ew season_ i11 a frame of mi11d i1ot altogether

The vvi11ter fishi11g 011 the \Vest Coast cluri11g J anl1ary a11d February "\vas abo11t 
a11 averJ:ge. It woulcl have bee11 co11siclerably higl1er 11acl 11ot tl1e remu11erative re­
sult of halibuting take11 co11siclerable inen avvay from the codfshery. The sprjng 
trip of the bankers can be estimated as at least sixty per cent. over the previo11s 
year and well above the average for the last few years. The caplin trip w•a's fair. 
The fall tri1) was poor, chiefly 011 accol111t of boisterous \Veather. As regarcls t11e 
shore fishery the trap voyage 011 the wl1ole \Vas 11ot a goocl 011e, bl1t 'vitl1 tl1e aicl ·.)f 
the trawli11g a11cl ha11clli11i11g this \Vas brought u1) to a fair average, altl1ough not up 
to last year's figures vvhich were about 011e hu11clred thousa11d qui11tals i11 excess ,)f 

the totals for this year. 

The Labrador catch was good, the best for son1e years past, ·a11cl c•.111 be co11sicler­
ed particularly good from the poi11t of vie'v of the number of men 1)rosecuti11g i. ~. 

About ten per cent. less schoo11ers clearecl for tl1is fishery this year, in spite ci 
which the catch was twenty per ce11t. i11 excess of 1926. Altl1ou·gh markets were 
not in a particularly hea'lthy condition, consumption was at a maximum and _has 
remained good up to time of writi11g owing to the lo'v cost of the fish this seaso11 
to consu::.11ers. As a result of the i11creased consumption, stocks are at present lo'.v, 
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and it would be reasonable to expect that the present or even better prices 
obtained after the New Year. 

Curing weather on •a·ll parts of the coast, particularly the South We t 
\Vas very poor during the Summer, and quantities of fish were sunburnt du · 
month of July. During 1926 a real attempt was made to return to the 
board in the purchasing of fish by many of the principal exporters and it was 
that this would be continued more strictly this year, however, it is to be rem 
th1'1t laxness in this respect by some buyers was very evident in the latter part 
buying season, though it was clearly proven last season that when fish was st 
culled more interest was taken in the cure. 

As a result of considerable agitation the country over for co-operative m 
ing, or pooling of the season's catch, ·an attem1lt was made by the Council to e 
lish some system of standards. It was felt that a separate self-sui)porting org 
tion was necessary, controlling its own cullers and in charge of a thoroughly 
petent and technicta·l ~an. The establishment of such a bureau would be the 
and the most difficult step in pooling. The difficulties that will have to be 
come are many and appreciated by many of the advocates of the pool. To es 
such an oragniation would be an extremely desirable thing from the point of 
that it would give outside buyers an opportunity of assuring themselves what 
were getting and so enable outright sales to be made with some security to re 
However the time is now come when the fishing industry must be regarded 
national industry tand treated as such, therefore despite the many difficulties 
fronting the establishment of such an organization, it is the opinion of your C 
cil that it is too i~portant a matter to be dropped and the preliminary work 
cidental to the organization should be proceeded with without delay and contin 
until it is an accomplished fact, thus insuring the safety of this important ind~­
to the country. 

Spanish Shore Fish-There never appeared to be sufficient quantity of genn 
N-0. 1 Spanish Shore Fish to meet demand, and in years when gluts have appear 
and prices fallen, the condition can nearly always be •attributed to second ~ 
and unsuitable fish finding its way there. This season prices opened at a le 
which exporters considered satisfactory and have been mainvained at practica 
that level until time of writing. 

Italian Shore-This market was opened this year at a level a trifle lower tha 
the previous year. Consumption was increased until during early November whe 
a shortage of supplies became manifest. Prices then advanced a couple of shillint., 
and prospects beca:rlle reasonably good. Unfortunately shippers became too anxio 
to aV'ail of the better prices and so much fish went forward during the latter part o 
N ove:nber and early December as to cause an over-supply and a consequent d 
pression in price. This situation is unchanged 'at the moment of writing. 

In Portugal stocks of old fish were heavy at the beginning of the season .

Greater tt'Ctivity than usual was manifested in the production of Cod Liu~; 

during the past year. This was due to various factors, principally attributab 
the great interest in Newfoundland oil when the quality was shown to be su 
to the oils obtained elsewhere and paTtly due to the fact that our friends in 
suffered a falliri.g oif in production estimated to be about 45,000 barrels. 

For its continued success the greatest care should be exercised to 
against undue competition between the owners of liver factories, who in some 
the past year found themselves on different occa@ions without sufficient live 
make '1.• boiling. The result was that livers obtained first became stale while 
owners were waiting to get the necessary quantity to make a boiling and under th 
circumstances a pure oil cannot be obtained. It is an evil which should be re~·~· 

if the high reputation of our oil is to be maintained. 

The following extract from the report of the Imperial Economic Committee 
marketing within the Empire shows the high place taken by Newfoundland C 
Liver Oil in the minds of those interes~d in the sale of medicinal oils. It 
shows great opportunities for higher sales of Newfoundland Cod Liver Oil if pri 
do not become excessive and sufficient money is spent on advertising: 

"•In the United States great store is set on the high vitamin content 
"of Newfoundland Cod Liver Oil and in that country and iµ Canada, New­
"foundland Cod Liver Oil is finding a good market." 

"Most of the Newfoundland cod is caught inshore as it enters the bays 
"and inlets, not for spawning but in pursuit of its food, oaplln. Thus on 
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"the theory that the vitamin content varies accordingly as the fish is 
"feeding or fasting, the Newfoundland oil might be expected to be rich in 
"vitamin content. THEY HAVE THAT QUALITY, but in spite of the 
"system of governmental regulation and inspection the oils do not find a 
"ready sale in Great Britain in competition with the highly marketable 
"Nor:wegian product. The key to the matter would seem to be in exercising 
''greater care to ensure that only the clear, colorless oil which is drawn 
"off at the beginning of the ·steam:ng is placed on the market as 
"medicinal oil.,,

If these improvements in methods of preparatio11 be effected Newfoundland 
'vould have a high grade article of food marketable properties to offer, "rhich should 
repay systematic advertising i11 Great Brit·a:in. To sho,,r the nlethod of raising 
funds for purposes of advertising in Norway we quote the follo,vi11g extract from 
the same report : 

"With effect f·rom 1st January, 1926, ·a small tax was by law imposed on 
"Ail exports of Cod Liver Oil from Norway, and the proceeds, amounting 
"to £ 8,000 a year, was to be devoted to advertising Norwegian liver oils in 
"foreign countries. We have it in evidence that the trade in Norwegian 
"oils has been stimulated and that the competition which B·ritish and New .. 
"foundland oils have to meet has become more severe. We would draw 
"attention to the fact th:at this is another instance of increased propaganda 
"in support of an article which was palatable .and in a form acceptable to 
"the public."

It will be seen from the figures gi ve11 above the total ca tcl1 of young harps 
brought in by nine steamers was 152,328. I11 addition to t11is we l1ave to add the 
catch of young harps by landsmen operating off M•J·5dalen Isla11d1s i11 tl1e Gulf, 
which is estimated at about 30,000, a11d a further approxin1ate 7000 being the 
catch of two motor schoo11ers operating on the fron'"' a11d t\YO or three sailing vessels 
operating in the Gulf. This brought the total c9tch of you11g haTps up to approx­
imately 189,328, which is 37,672 young harps le-.,s tha11 1926. 

The total catch of young hoods for 1927 was 6692, and old hoods 928. In 1926 
, . 

practically 110 hoods were taken. The hoods take11 i11 1927 \Vere mostly fou11d over 
a very lar.ge area covering some thirty or forty miles but J10 l•a'fge patch was found. 

In 1927 the fleet was strengthened by the additio11 of tl1e Hudson Bay Co. steel 
steamer Nascopie and we are informed that the seaso11 of 1928 will see the addition 
of two more steel steamers, the Red Cross stea:11er Silvia a11d u' stea1ner of the 

Beothic type to be called the Ungava. . 
/ 

The baby "Avro" scout plane was carried on the N ascopie a11d made three 
flights, the first on the 7th of March, the 2nd 011 the 9th ~1arch, a11d the 3rd on the 
11th, a fourth flight wa·s attem_pted on the 13th but owi11g to engi11e trouble it. had 
to be abandoned. This year it is understood a i1ew departure i11 't-l·eroplane scouting 
will be attempted and instead of being carried on a ship it "\vill operate from the 
land. Stations are being established at suiva·ble ports where supplies ca11 be obtain­
ed. It is the hope of all concerned that this ve11ture will meet with the success it 

deserves. 

CANNING INDUS11RY 

The labelling of cans by the packers of rabbit and the greater care take11 with 
the quality of the product has resulted in i11creasing this .i11dustry until it now 
-amounts to 4000 cases a year, valued at $48,000.00 The use of the small seaming 
machines instead of the hand soldering process has also helped greatly; as the de­
mand is greater tha11 the supply, the tendency is to catch all the rabbits possible, 
consequently tl1ere is a possibility that the rabbits may be killed out, we would sug­
gest to tl1e Game Baa•rd that it might not be desirable this year to exte11d the season 

after March 1st. 
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Bakeapples were unusually plentiful this year a11d about 1000 cases ,vere can­
ned. Those .gold at about $12.00 per case. A i1u:.1Jber of blo,vn ti11s resulted from 
this pack due to the fact that the berries are kept too 1011g before they n;re canned 
and ferme11tatio11 sets i11, vvhich in bakeapples is the cause of i1earl~y all of tl1e blo\v11 
ti11s. 

The pack of canned salmon was rather sl1ort this year, only about 5000 c-a·ses 
\Vere packed agai11st a normal supply of 7000· cases. The de1na11d is good and the 
price is about $9.00 to $10.00 per case. 

The canning of lobsters will commence i11 April 1928 n11d under the i1ew re­
gulations increased u11iformity of pack -should resl1lt. It is regretted that tl1e De­
partment of Marine a11d Fisheries did not embody all of the recomme11dations of 
the Board of Trade i11 the Rules a11d Regulations adopted by tl1em, and we are 
under the impression tl1at some cl1·a11ges or additio11s 'vill be fou11d necessary. It is 
hoped that the Lobster Fishery 'vill reacl1 20,000 cases, 'vl1icl1 "rill be quite a11 ad­
dition to our exports. 

An effort has been made to place canned sepia 011 the local a11d f oreig11 :narkets. 
The quality of the product is all that could be clesirefl, but so f.a·r it has proved dif­
ficult to create a demand for it, but it is bei11g pusl1ed very ene:~g2tically and good 
results ca11 ultimately be looked for. 

The export of frozen blue-berries from N e,vfoundla11d \Vas engagecl in for the 
first time this year and a1bout 50,000 gallo11s were exported, p·a·cked in five-gallon 
boxes. The demand was unusually good, due to an early frost destroying the main 
source of supply in Quebec and good prices were obtained. This permitted the pay­
ing of 25c. per gallon to the pickers, but in a normal year the maximum price 
would be not over 20c. per ga:llon. We understand the ve11ture this year was not a 
success financially, but with the experie11ce gained and better methods of ha11dling 
and with a combjnation of interests preve11ting a11 overlappi11g of organization, it 
seems possible that a profitable industry ca11 be developed. Successful operation 
ca1ls for a large expenditure for equip:11e11t ancl to provide cold storage facilities as 
the freezing of the berries takes a great deal of space a11d necessitates unusually lo\v 

tern pera tures. 

Blueberries could be canned profitably providi11g that a factory could be in­
stalled at a cost of •a·bout $5,000.00 and that berries could be obtained for this pur­
pose at 15c. a gallon. It has bee11 demo11strated tl1is sumn1er that seve11 gallo11s per 
day is a fair average pick when berries are plentiful, so eve11 at th'is price the picking 
would be profita·ble, as it would be open to many persons who 11ave not any other 
means of earning, particularly the women and children of the country. It is for­
tunate that the berry-picking season coincides 'vitl1 tl1e scl1ool st1mmer holidays. 
We suggest that the export of blue berries ,v}1ich gro'v so ple11tifully i11 Newfound­

land should be encouraged by the Go~ernment, as if it ca11 be developed it is pos-
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Most manufacturers · are agreed that tl1e pro:spects for 1928 H'fe e11eouragi11g 
and provided that fair prices are realizecl for fi8h, the rc~11lts sho11lcl be better tha11 

those recorded in 1927.

We have no export trade for this co:11moc1ity but the local market is ia'lmost e11-

tirely supplied fron1 our ow11 forests. There are i10 depe11dahle figures prepared 

whereby to estirilate the total extent of the i1~dustry in quantity or value, but apply­

ing the test of per capita co11sumptio11 •applicable elsewhere, our local market n1ust 

consume from 80 rnillion to 100 millio11 feet B.M. per a1111um, the trade value of 

which ca11not be less tha11 three millio11 dollars ( $3,000,000). Tl1is i11cludes cooper­

age a11d packi11g boxes. 

The industry is clistributed over a wide area of the cou11try ~c111d en1ploys i1un1er­

ous small operatio11s, the total employ:11ent value of 'vhich is highly important to 

the welfare of our people. The inarket frequently suffers from over productio11 as 

there is no outlet through which to dispose of surplus. 

The annual production varies with the vvetither conditio11s prevaili11g throug11 

the winter mo11ths. The past year gave us a short winter as loggi11g weather clid i1ot 

set in until February, but co11ditions were good for logging from the 1st of February 

until the middle of April and an avera·ge cut was produced. Buildi11g operatio11s 

were not as active as usual throughout the country a11d the total consumptio11 must 

have been short. 

The fish export trade shows a growing te11de11cy towards wood co11tainers, which 

ma·kes an increased dema11cl upo11 our saw mills. 111 comn1011 witl1 otl1er cou11tries> 

future supply of timber is a questio11 to give us the greatest co11cern. 

JYIINERAL INDUS'l 1RY 

Recent Developments in Connection vVith Some of N ewfoundland)s 
Economic lvf ineral:i 

H. A. BAKER_, B.Sc., (Lond.), F.G.S., F.R.G.S., Government Geologist, Nfld. 

It is manifestly impossible, within the limitations of a short article, to deal in 

a comprehensive m'l11ncr 'vi th the ini11eral resources of N ewfou11clla11d a11cl t11e pos­

si bili ti c.J re~,' .:rdi11g I u tu re mineral developme11 ts in this Island . . 
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I shall therefore, i11 tl1is 8hort con1municatio11, co11fi11e myself to maki11g brief 
reference to \vl1at I regard as the 111ost i:11porta11t results accrui11g fro111 the geological 
field-,vork sea8011 jt1st co111pletecl. The outsta11di11g investigatio11 of tl1e year has 
been that i11 co1111ectio11 'vith the St. George's Coalfielcls. It ca1111ot but ctcruse feel­
ings of satisfactio11 to kno'v that N e\vfounclla11d possesses a pote11tial coalfield of 

- great value. I11 co1111ectio11 'vith the sn1all, though important, portio11 of this coal­
field held by the St. George's Coalfield Company, I recently worke·d out the co•a1-
conte11t for the Jukes, Cleary a11cl Ho,vley seams over the in11er area held by the 
Compa11y (th•at is to say, exclucli11g tl1e outer reserve areas held by the Con1pany). 

The result '""as forty 111illio11 to11~, fron1 tl1ese three sea:11s alone, or n1ore tha11 eighty 
years supply for the i11habita11ts of the Island, at the present rate of consumptio11. 
Seeing that this coal-co11te11t of forty n1illion to11s is the ·esti11mated yielcl fro::.11 three 
seams only, over a11 area -of about eleve11 squ~re miles only, the potentialities of the 
coalfield assun1e great sig11ifica11ce 'vl1e11 've remember that the area of tl1e fielcl 
is one hu11clred n11d thirty-8ix square rniles a11d that there are other sean1s of import­
ance in additio11 to the three that 11ave bee11 co11sidered. 

' 

Bucha11s is tl1e sce11e of great activity at the present time. A "\vell-1)la1111ed 
mining tow11 of some size is rapiclly s1)ri11gi11g i11to bei11g a11d _it is very . obvious 
that the operati11g co1npa11~y l1ave every co11ficle11ce i11 the future possibilities of the 
zinc-lead ore mi11e wl1ich lies five a11cl 1a· half :11iles 11orth of Red Inclia11 Lake. A 
high official of the A111erica11 S111elti11g a11cl l{efini11g Compa11y rece11tly a1111ouncecl 
that there was a reserve of three n1illio11 to11s of ore at Bucha11s. I am i1ot i11 a 
positio11 to say yea or nay to this st~rten1e11t but I do not thi11k: it is likely to be 
seriously i11correct, u11less it err largely 011 .the conservative side. 

Drilli11g operatio11s h~ve bee11 carried out at Buchans a11d I believe that these 
have proved the existe11ce of ore-bodies of healthy dimensions. Of course, the old 
Bucha11's JVIi11e, situated 011 tl1e Bt1cha11's River, h'a·s been k110,v11 for yars, but \vhat 
was not k110\v11 \Vas firstly the 11otable exte11t of the n1ineralized area, a11cl secondly 

the metal-lurgical pro8esses by 'vl1ich tl1e complex zi11c-lead ore which occurs at 
Buchan's cot1lcl be separatecl i11to it8 co11stitt1e11t miner•a'ls. With the adva11ce of 
scientific n1etal-lurgical practice the 8eco11d problem was eve11tually solved ( althot1gh 
I am inor:1Jed tl1at it \Vas tl1e \vork of years). Co11seque11t upo11 this came the re­
direction of atte11tio11 to,varcls Bt1cl1a11's, ·a.11cl the result appears to have bee11 a great 
triumph for the a1)plicatio11 of geopl1ysical methods to the i11vestigatio11 of co11cealecl 
ore-bodies. Tl1e existe11ce of a i111n1ber of lle"\v, a11d e11tirely co11cealed ore bodies ap­
pears to have bee11 demonstratecl by tl1ese geophysical methods, the most exte11sive 
and import•(111t of 'vhich is tl1at k110,v11 as the "'Lucky Strike," upo11 the site of \vhich 

the new mi11i11g to,v11 of B11cl1a11's is bei11g built. 

These results ca1111ot fail to clraw public attnetio11 to the practical importa11ce of 

a line of field-researcl1 'vork, 'vhicl1, althot1gh i1ot new, has been i1eglected for ma11y 
years a11cl bt1t Tece11tly revivecl. It is i11teresti11g to observe that, •L1t the mome11t of 
\vriti11g, atte11tio11 is bei11g redirectecl to a n1ethod of locati11g 11iclcle11 metallic cle­
posits by the use of wireless waves. This proble:::11 was undergoing investigation some 
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four .or five years ago, but was apparently abandoned on • . .recount of disappointing 
results. 

A satisfactory and hopeful feature in co11nection "\vith t11e seJso11's mi11ing 
activities in Newfoundland is the drilling operations at last en1b1a·rk:ecl upon in 
connection with the Snow Pond's property, Port de Grave, district of Co11ceptio11 
Bay. There has never bee11 any question as to tl1e higl1 quality of tl1e hematite-ore 
occurring here. The 011ly question was as to qua11tity and drilling operations 'd'lo11e 
can decide that. It is to be hoped that a11 exte11sive deposit of ore will be revealed, 
but even if the results of the drilli11g should prove disappointi11g i11 this area there 
is no reason for the public to co11clude that the hopes entertained of the Co11ception 
Bay 'aTea surrounding Bell Island iron-bearing region are tl1ereby dashecl. Recently 
I have twice visited the Bay de Vrde area, Conceptio11 Bay, ancl amo11gst other loca­
tions, have twice examined the Worki11gto11 area, where, some thirty years ago, a11 
English Company commenced operutions for the developn1e11t of a hen1atite mi11e. 
Nothing is plainer than to see that the company squa11clered its capital in above­
grou11d developme11ts. The levelled track of the six or seve11 mile "\vide-gauge rail­
way to Old Perlican is still plainly to be seen, although the rails h'aVe bee11 re:11oved. 
I believe also that a large and expensive stone jetty was built. The co11crete founda­
tio11s of the houses and workshops are still to be seen. With regard to mining 
operations, a single sha·ft, of about 125 feet \Vas su11k a11d a few trial pits. Xever­
theless there is still seen to-day a large dump contai11ing a co11siderable qua11tity of 
high-grade hematite. 011e cannot but feel that if this Worki11gto11 district had bee11 
given a fair trial it might by to-d,ay have developed into a11 importa11t iron­
producing region. It is to be hoped that i11 the near future this area will be re­
investigated by drilling. I may also add that other areas, in the i1eigl1bourhood of 
W orki11gton, look just as pro1nising, as likely hematite b~iring clistricts, as W ork:i11g­
ton must have looked before operations were u11clertaken there. 

I spe11t some time this season i11 maki11g a more detailed exa1ni11atio11 of tvvo 
galena-prospects in the Placentia Bay •a:rea which I sa'v last se~1so11 a11d wl1ich struck 
me as being worthy of further attention. In the case of tl1e first, excavation work 
showed that the lead-lode did not fulfill the expectatio11s I hacl looked for a11d I l1acl 
therefore to report adversely upon .it. In the ease of the seco11cl it \Vas fou11d that 
:1Jore excavatio11 would be necessary than my party was able to u11c1ertake a11d I "\Va~ 

therefore u11able to form a defi11ite opi11io11. It is satisfactory to k110\v, however, 
that operations h•ave been recommended i11 co11nection with the valuable La1fa11che 
lead-mine in Placnetia Bay. One can see at the very first gla11ce what a valuable 
mine this is. It has long been stated that this mi11e has been very b•.xclly ha11dled in 
~1e past and some have gone so far as to impug11 the integrity of tl1ose i11 charge 

Jf operations in times gone by. ~t appears fairly obvious, however, that in the 
past this mine has yielded •a· greater quantity of high-grade gale11a (a qua11tity pro­
bably much greater than is ge11erally thought). There must be still a great qt1antity 
of valuable ore ·remai11]ng in the mi11e ancl it is sincerely tJ be l1oped that the re­
newed operatio11s -vvill be attended with every success, 
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I11 co11clusio11 I may ::.11e11tio11 tl11at very rece11tly re11e,ved i11terest has been take11 
in the peculiar substa11ce con1n1011ly called· "talc" \vhich occurs i11 great abunc1a11ce 
about three n1iles south,vard of l\1:a11uels, Conceptio11 Bay. This material "\Vas n1i11ed 
son1e years ago, but tl1e clen1;a11d for it failecl i11 co11seque11ce of it i1ot f11lfillj11g the 

trade require111e11ts for \\rl1ich it \Vas ordered. Tl1e i11•,xterial is pyrophyllite. It is 
some\vhat harcler tl1a11 talc but, u11like the latter, contai11s little or 110 mag11esia. It 
appears to be i11 a fairly high state of purity, although it n1ay prove to be slightly 
gritty. It ca11 be quarriecl in ql1a11tity, directly at the surface. 

I have no defi11ite i11forn1ation· at tl1e ::.110111e11t of \Vriti11g bl1t I an1 given to 
u11derstand tl1at a comn1ercial llse 11·a·s now bee11 fou11c1 for this substa11ce. If that 
is the case a11d tl1ere is a11 exte11sive cle11ra11d for tl1e l\1:a11uel's pyrophyllite, a new 

source of labour a11d profit will at 011ce come into bei11g within a few miles of St. 
John's. 

TOURIST COlrlMISSION 

U11questio11ably the activities of the Ne,vfou11dla11cl Tourist ancl Publicity 

Con1missio11 l1ave suc~eec1ec1 i11 givi11g N ewfou11dla11d much fa·vourable publicity 
abroad, a11cl i11 attracti11g to our cou11try a large 1111mber of visitors. I11 fact, the 
results of the past year have c1emo11strcrted that it 'vill be i1ecessary to i11crease the 
passe11ger accon1111ocla ti on of the Ne \V £01111dla11d 11ail \Vay a11c1 cliff ere11 t steamsl1i p · 
co111pa11ies i11 orcler to i11eet tl1e c1e111a11c1 for booki11gs (111ri11g tl1e tourist seaso11. A11 
exa::.11i11atio11 of tl1e i)asse11ger ina11ifests, duri11g the p1.:rst }rear, sho,vs tl1at tl1cre is a 
big~ i11crease i11 the 11umber of ge1111i11e visitors e11teri11g N e\vfou11clla11cl. It is im­
possible to estin1ate with a11y accuracy what tl1e value of this tourist traffic vvas to 
N ewfou11clla11c1 tl1is year, because of tl1e fact tl1,at practically i10 records \Vere kept 

by the hotels, hostelries, tea rooms, taxi drivers, etc. However, now that tl1e Tourist 
Con1miissio11 is establishecl, a11c1 the Tourist Act is i11 force, £1111 i11formatio11 \vill be 
available i1ext year a11tl a11 accurate estin11ate of tl1e value of the tourist busi11ess will 
be available. U11der the Act all hotels, boardi11g houses, etc., must furnish the 
Commissio11 with the names a11d addresses of all visitors, the duration of their stuy, 
and the rate charged by the house. Through the Aet i1ot comi11g into force until 

late in the seaso11 most of the proprietors failed to k:eep records.

SHIPPING 

During the past year very fe,v steamers have called at St. J oh11's for repairs. 

Facilities for atte11ding to steu:ner i11 distress off our Coast 11ave been greatly im-
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proved. During the early part of 1927 the tug ''OCEAN EAGLE'=' wa's statione 
St. John's, ready to go to the assstance of any steamer in trouble. During the 
of 1927 the powerful Dutch tug ''ROODE ZEE'' arrived at this port and has .._.._ 
stationed here ever sinc-e. This tug is an invaluable asset to the shipping of the __ ......_ 
of St. John's.' 

Steamship owners 'recogilize facilities at St. John's, as evidenced by the 
that during late March 1927, both the French Line steamer ''CHICAGO'' a 
Lloyd Royal Beige Line steamer ''SUEVIER'' were instructed to 'make this port 
necessary repairs and bunker supplies.

The first t-\vo days were clevotecl to ,a· Ge11eral Co11fere11ce i11 l\iontreal, t11e11 tl1e 
whole Co11gress travelled to Toro11to a11cl various places of interest i11 Ontario u11tjl 
tl1ey arrived at Cochra11e, "rl1ere the Co11gress was split up i11to two Tours. Tour 
A and Tour B. Tour A ~re11t \Vest a11cl Tour B came East. These Tours were 
•arranged so that the delegates could see for themselves the great fv[i11eral a11d 
Mini11g a11d l\tietallurgical i11dustries of Ca11acla. The question of exte11cli11g the 
Easter11 Tour to K ewfoundland \vas take11 up \vi th e11thusiasm a11d e11erg~y as ear~y 
as 1926 by the Mi11ister of Agriculture a11d lVIi11es, \"V. J. vValsl1, Esq., l\i.H.A., a11cl 
it was largely through his efforts that the exte11sio11 of the Tour to t11is cou11try \Vas 
brought abOllt. A General Committee "\Vas called togetl1er by ~ir. vValsl1 to arra11ge 
for the reception of the delegates. The Ge11eral Com:11ittee appoi11ted ia11 Executive 
Committee u11cler tl1e efficie11t chair111a11sl1ip of R. G. Re11dell, Esq., C.B.E., a11d all 
the arra11gements i11 co1111ectio11 \vith the visit \Vere carriecl out by tl1e Executive 
Committee. At North Sycl11ey the ~[i11ister of Agriculture a11d Mi11es a11d Mr. W. 
A. Mackay met Tour B 1a11d retur11ed with the Tour to St. ,John's and during t11e 
journey they did their part i11 discussi11g our coui1try and its future mi11i11g prospects 
with the members of the Co11gress. Pamphlets 011 tl1e l\ii11erals of N-e,vfounclla11cl 
were handed to each delegate at Port aux Basql1es a11d most of the men1bers took 
advantage of the long rail,vay jo11r11ey to read c1escriptio11s of our :11a11y pro1)erties 
included in the 1)amphlet. To further i11terest tl1en1 i11 our i11i11erals, a i\iineral 
Exhibit was arra11gecl for their be11efit i11 tl1e Soutl1 Room 011 tl1e grou11d floor of tl1e 
N ewfoundla11cl Hotel. Tl1e delegates arrivecl in St. J ol111s at 10.15 a.111. 011 1VI011day, 
September 12th. They were at 011ce tr•ansferrecl to the Hotel a11d at 12 noo11 the 
Mayor, the Ho11. Tasker Cook, receivecl the clelegates 011 behalf of the city of St. 
John's. At 2.30 p.m. cars were i11 atte11cla11ce to take tl1en1 to various places of i11-
terest a11d to e11joy our -sple11did facilities for · golf, ten11is a11d fishi11g. At 7 p.m. 
•a banquet was held at the Ball Room of the Hotel, covers \Vere laid for 102 guests, 
and the delegates \Vere received by His Excelle11cy the Gover11or, the Prime Mi11ister, 
members of tl1e Cou11cil a11d ma11y of the n1ost pron1i11e11t professio11al a11d busi11ess 

men of N ewf ou11dla11d. 

Tuesday eve11i11g the e11tire party "\Vere take11 to Bell Isla11d as the guests of 
the Domi11io11 Iro11 a11d Steel Com1)a11y. They spe11t the whole of Friday at the 
mi11es a11d they came back i11 tl1e eve11i11g very mucl1 impressed with ,vhat they had 
see11 at the greatest Iro11 area withi11 the En1pire. Tuesda~y i1ight \Vas free a11cl the 
younger members of the Co11gress p•assed the eYe11i11g very pleasantl~y at a da11ce 
arranged for the::.11 at tl1e Hotel by the Cl1air1na11 of the Exec11tive Committee. 

Three of the delegates left St. John's by Tuesday's express to visit Buchan's 

Mine as guests of the Con1pany. 

At 10.30 a.m. Wednesday, September 14th, a Tecl1nical Session was held in 
the Grill Room, which was fillecl to capacity. Excellent Papers were read by Mr. 
Snelgrove on '':Niineral Prospecting i11 N evvfou11dla11d"; by Mr. Gilliatt on "The 

System of l\iining at vVabana,'' and by Dr. Baker 011 ''The St. George's Coal Fields.'' 
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After lunch the delegates were taken to adjac.ent places of Geological and Mineral 
interest. At 9 p.m. their Excellencies, Sir William Allardyce, G.C.M.G., and Lady 
Allardyce held a reception· in honour of the Congress at the Govern:nent House. 

Thursday morning was spent in roaming around the town buying souvenirs 
and sailing on the harbour, •a·nd at 10.30 p.m. a joint Rotary a11d Congress lunch­
eon completed the official programme of entertain:nent. The speaker on this oc­
casion was J. G. Lawn·, Esq., C.B.E., of Lo11don, E11gla11d, who spoke on the Diamond 
Fields of South Africa. At 2.30 p.m. on Thursday, September 15th, they left by 
special train after expressi11g tl1emselves as bei11g n1ost l1ighly gratified a11d pleased 
at the reception given to then1 by N ewfoundla11d. 

Two of the members, Mr. F. Lyn,vood Garrison, who represe11ted the Ameri­
can· Institute of }lining and Metallurgy and Mr. F. ,V. Foote, Leader of the Mining 
Department of the General Chen1ical Co:.11pa11y of America, decided to prolong their 
visit and they spent a week 011 our copper areas at Notre Dame B·~ty. They were 
gre'atly struck with our possibilities. ~lr. Foote on l1is retur11 sent Mr. Fred Eaton 
one of the principal ·members of his staff, to make further investigations. 

Mr. Garrison returned to e~a;mine some of our non-metallic prospects and pro­
perties. Both these gentleme11 11ope to pay another visit to this cou11try early in 
the Spring of 1928. Mr. -Garrison gave N ewfou11dla11d a most excellent testimon­
ial in the article describing the ]~astern rrour of tl1e Co11gress written by him for 
the Engineering and Mining Journal, a weekly publicatio11 with a world-wide cir­
culation in Mining and Engineering circles. It is often said that Co11gresses and 
C~nferences do not bring any material results to the countries in 'vhich they are 
held. That cannot be S'a'id about the visit to N ewfo11nllland as already in less than 
three :nonths the Congress has bee11 the direct mea11s of focussing the eyes of two 
big American Corporations on ~ewfoundland. They have se11t their representa­
tives here· to carry out preliminary i11vestigations and we hope •as a result of these 
investigations that they will see their way clear to ope11 up some of our prospects 
and properties before the close of 1928.

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parently l1ack of sufficient finances is the stumblng block. The Cou11cil expressed 
themselves as prepared to co-operate \vitl1 any other i11terested age11cy in a11 effort 

to overcome this difficulty. 

A meeti11g of Agriculturists \Vas called to discuss matters 'vith the Cou11cil i11 
co1111ection \vitl1 the n1arketi11g of local })roduce a11d tl1e subject of a public i11•irket 
at St. J ol1n's. There was a fair atte11da11ce a11d it \Vas agreed that u,i1other n1eeting 

would be held later i11 the season. 

At the request of the 1vii11ister of Agriculture a11d lVIi11es a con1n1itte co:11prised 
of members of the Bo',1rd of Trade \Vas i1an1ed to co-01)erate witl1 t11e Department 
for tl1e pre1)ari11g for the receptio11 of a sectio11 of the i11e1nbers of the Britisl1 E1n­
pire Mi11i11g a11cl Metallurgical Co11gress \Vho visited the Colo11y duri11g tl1e past 
summer, the rooms of the Board were also placed at the disposal of the Committee. 

In co1111ectio11 \vitl1 the i1egotiatio11s bet\vee11 tl1e G0Yer11ment and the A11glo­
N e\vfou11dla11d Develop:11e11t Compa11y re the ope11ing of the Buehan's niine area, it 
was felt that some of the concessio11s asked for would place local ina11ufacturers at 
a disadvantage over outside co11cerns. Tl1e Ma11uf·a·cturers' Association took it up 
a11d asked for the co-operatio11 of the Cou11cil i11 n1aking stro11g representation to the 
Government, so that local i11terests co111d be protected as far ·a:s possible. As a result 
of tl1is n1a11y cha11ges i11 tl1e co11cessio11s \Vere agreecl u1)011, a11d wl1ile not e11tirely 
satisfactory fro111 the n1a11ufacturers' vie\vpoi11t, the fi11al arra11gcme11ts were reason­

ably good. 

The subject of the prefere11tial tariff in J a1naica 011 N ewfou11dland fish was 
brought to the i1otice of the Cou11cil. The chief com1)l•a:i11t from Jamaica is that 
although tl1ey give N ewfou11dla11d prefere11ce N e\vfou11dland buys very little i11 

return. 

The Cou11cil realizing the treme11dous importa11ce of reciprocal trade with 
Ja:naica we11t seriously i11to tl1is matter. Our clifficulty i11 purchasing direct from 
Jamaica' is e11tirely due to the fact tl1at for tl1e most part Jamaican products are 
exported in the raw state a11d as this cou11try has no means of processing them, we 
have to obtain our requirements thro.ugh Canadian and United St•ates manufactur­
ers. However, while it is almost impossible to compute accur.ately the exact value 
of our imports from Jamaica, close e11quiry shows that of the sugar, spices a11d cigars 
imported into N ewfoundla11d a very large portion of these ite:ns are originally 
obtained from Jamaica, u11fortu11ately because of not h'a:vi11g a local sugar refining 
plant nor a spice processi11g plant, N e\vfoundland does not get the credit for these 
purchases in the official figures of the Jamaican exports, leading interested parties 
in Jamaica to assume that N e\vfou11dla11d is i1ot reciprocating in trade to the extent 

that J am•a·ica11s mig11t co11sicler necessary. 

Bananas 

The Council after exhaustive enquiry finds that 70% of our imports of this 
line are fron1 Jamaica, but O\vi11g to l1avi11g no direct steamship connection our 

purclra·ses 11ave to be n1ade fron1 brokers in Canada a11d U11ited States ports.

T11e subject of the grant of 011e millio11 pou11ds to the I1nperial E co11on1ic Con1-
mittee to be expe11ded withi11 the Empire for scie11tific research \Vas take11 up by 
the Cou11cil. A meeting of fish exporters aJ1d otl1ers \Vas held \Yl1e11 a con1:11ittee 
\Vas named to prepare recomme11clatio11s a11d forn1ulate pla11s to be l·aicl before the 
Gover11n1e11t for tl1e purpose of securi11g a sl1are of the an1ou11t for scie11tific re­
search in the matter of our fishery a11d tl1e 1a'dvertisi11g of all our fishery i)roducts. 
Duri11g the visit of the chairman of the comn1ittee this inatter \Vas discussed i1ad re­
sulted as reported in another paragraph. 

It was brought to the atte11tion of the Cou11cil tl1at \V. G. Gosli11g, Esq., 011e of 
the principal promoters of the Board of '_I'rade was about to retire fro:11 ta'ctive 
b.usi11ess a11d make his home outside tl1e Colo11y. I11 yie'''" of l1is service to the 
Board, to the City a11d tl1e Colo11y ge11erally it "\Vas agreecl tl1ut a i11eeti11g be held 
and a11 aclclress be presented to him, also that a piece of plate be subscribed for u11d 
forwarded to him i11 Lo11don. T\vo meetings were held, a11d the r)iece of plate wns 
1)rese11ted to him by Capt•ai11 Victor Gordo11, N e\Yfou11clla11d H~gl1 Con1111issio11er, 
on bel1alf of the Board a11d was duly ack11owledge by Mr. Gosling. 

The subject of lithograpl1ed a11d en1bossed labels that ca1111ot be pri11tec1 i11 the 
Colo11y a11cl •a'fe used only for labelli11g fooclstuffs for export \Vas take11 llp by the 
Council, as duty is paid 011 these labels and i10 rebate made \vhe11 exported, the 
Cou11cil brought tl1is matter to the notice of t11e Fisl1ery Board a11d later to the 
Customs . Depart:11e11t. No reb•ate can be give11 \vitl1out legislatiye authority. This 
matter will be taken up again before the i1ext sessio11 of the Ho11se. 

Tl1e fi11ancial co11ditio11 of the Board to \vhicl1 atte11tio11 o-f the n1e1nbers 'v:ts 
called to i11 the A1111ual Report of h1·st year ,still calls for most l1rge11t atte11tio11, tl1e 
membersl1ip still co11ti11ues to decli11e a11d less i11terest i11 the fu11ctio11s of the Board 
is take11 by the members. Eightee11 members have resig11ed during the past year, 
four l1ave died, 011ly te11 new men1bers have bee11 e11rollecl, maki11g a loss of :a1e111ber­
ship of twelve. It h•a's been very difficult cluri11g the past year to collect sl1bscrip­
tio11s a11d other accou11ts due the Board, a11 amou11t of $100.00 is still due, which may 
be collected during the present mo11tl1, the deficit last January a1nou11ted to $511.19 
to whicl1 the deficit f,or the past yeaT of $482.37 must be added, n1aki11g a total of 
$993.56. 

The usual statistics from the Customs Departme11t have not bee11 obtai11able 
tl1js year, a n1atter which takes •<:f\vay from the usefulness of the Report.

Sir,-

I have the honour to submit the Annual Report of Births, Marriages and Deaths 
for the year ended December 31, 1927. 

The total Registrations for the year were 12,223, viz :-Births, 6,933; Marriages, 
1,517; Deaths, 3, 773. 

Compared with 1926 there is a decrease of 370 Births. 

Compared with 1926 there is a decrease of 188 Marriages. 

The number of Deaths registered during the year was 3,773, which is a ratio of 
14.11 per 1,000 of the Population. This is a numerical increase of 151 deaths as com­
pared with 1926. 

During the year there were registered in the City the deaths of 150 children who 
died in the first year of life. This number is greater by 64 than the number in 1926. 
The rate per 1,000 Births is 124.27. This increase was caused by an epidemic of 
Diarrhoea and Enteritis during the summer months. The rate for the Dominion was 
111.64. 

The number of Deaths from Pu:monary Tuberculosis and the rates per 1,000 of the
