It is with a feeling of deep sincerity and pro­
found gratitude that ·we offer th.anks to the Al­
mighty Giver of all good that He has graciously 
given to our Sovereign Lord the King the promise 
of reco\tery from the severe and trying illness from 
which His Majesty has suffered. ·We unite with all 
parts of the Empire in the prayer that His M.a­
jesty may shortly be restored to full health and 
,strength. A suitable resolution will be submitted 
to you dealing with this matter. 

The General Election held in October last was 
marked by good order which emphasised the law­
abidi11g character of our people. The res11lt was 
decisive and my Ministe1~s assumed the reins of 
Office v,rith confidence born of the fact that the Q:reat 

' 

majority of the people have approved their policy. 
For the first time in the history of the Colony the 
women exercised at a General Election the f ran­
cl1ise which had been· ·given them, and a very large 
1percentage went to the Polls. 

\ 

The questions of trade expansion within the 
Empire, the better marketing of ou1r products, and 
the mal(ing of Trade Agreements beneficial to New­
fottndland h.ave received consideration. It is pro­
posed to appoint a Trade Commissioner in Lon­
don in place of a High Commissioner, the commer­
cial interests of Newfoundland in Great Britain be-
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ing of great importance. Negotiations with re­
spect to a Trade Agreeme11t have been opened with 
th_e Government at Ottawa, and it is hoped that 
t11ese \v"ill result beneficially to the Colony. 

The Returns from the Fishery last year were 
sc1tisfactory. There was a slight shortage in the 
catch of ot1r staple industry, but enhanced prices 
and favourable markets more than offset the sl1ort­
age in catch. 

During last year the production of iron ore ex­
ceeded that for the previous year by more than 
.600,000 tons with an increased value of over $1,-
000,000. The export of paper also has exceeded 
th_at of the previous year by 13, 700 tons, with an 
increased value of over $1,000,000. Imports dur­
ing the last fiscal year totalled $27,600,000, and 
the exports for the same period \Vere $33,600,000, 
shov{ing a trade balance in favour of this Colony 
of $6,000,000. The total trade of the Colony for the 
last fiscal year was $61,000,000, being $5,000,000 
in excess of the total trade of the previous fiscal 
year. 

The Sealing Fleet, still engaged in their ardu1-
ous \vork, appear to be reaping substantial st1ccess. 

The International Power and Paper Com­
·pany is using every means to prove the value of the 
coal deposits in the District of St. George; the An­
~lo-N ewf 011ndland Development Company and 
these associated with them have made considerable 
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p·rogress in the development of the valuable le·ad­
-zlnc deposits at Buchat1s, while the Paper Plants 
opera.t.ing in thig Colony are increasin.g their output 
each month a·nd develop'ing plans that in due time 
will give a very material increase in paper produc­
tion. 

l'.1r·. Speaker and Gentlemen of the Honourable

The Estimates for the coming fiscal year will 
be su.b-mitt€d t0 you at an early date and you· will 
'be iF1vited to make the customary provision for the 
needs of the Public Service. 

It is proposed to submit to you a Loan- Bill . 
providing for ce·rtain capital expenditures of the 
p·t1blic Service, including Fishery, Marine and Road 
Operations, Education, Pe11itentiary and Poor 
H:0nse reGrg.a.nization a·n.d a Reform·atory w·ro"" 
gr.amm.e in. addition to th:e lic1nid·ation o:f the· la-r.ge 
de-ficits whiGh my Ministers have 1'een called upon 
to a-ssti.me.

Mr. President and Hono.urable Gentlemen of the 
Legislative Council: 

Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the Honourable 
House of Assembly: 

The question of unemployment and the con· 
sequent distress among the people have caused my 
Ministers to appoint a Commission to enquire into 
the causes of such unemployment, and to find a 
remedy for the same. A Con1mission has also been 
appointed to enquire into the administration of 
Hospital and Charitable Institutions, and also into 
the expenditure made by the Department of Char­
ities. My Ministers look forward to the time when 
the fuller development of the resources of this Is­
land will call for the employment of the whole male 
population, and du1ring their administration every 
effort will be made by constructive programme, 
and utilization of. every resource to banish the dis­
tress endured at present by our labouring people. 

Questions arise from time to time affecting 
the economies of the people of this Colony and the 
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necessity for some authority to deal with such 
questions has been felt. My Ministers propose to 

submit legislation for the appointment of a Public 

Utilities Commission which will deal with such 
questions as they arise, safeguarding all legitimate 

interests involved and protecting the. people from 

unfair charges or' und11e imposition. 

My Ministers feel that the various fisl1eries 
which constitute the greatest natural asset of this 
country are capable of further development to the 
great advantage of the fishermen as well as the fish-

, 

ery supplier. The)' consequently prop-ose to estab-
lish a Fishery Commission representative of all 
fishery interests in the country to study the prob .. 
lems involved and to make a report to the Govern­
ment thereon for the consideration of the Legisla­
ture at your next Session. 

When my Prime Minister was in· the City of 
New York, during January last, he had conferences 
with representatives of the American Telephone 
a11d Telegraph Company, of New York. The re­
sult of these conversatio11s and subsequ1ent negotia­
tions is embodied in certain legislation which will 
be submitted to you. My Ministers hope, that, as a 
result of these arrangements, cable telephonic con­
nections will be established between this country 
and Great Britain and· Europe to the East and 
Soutl1 and the Continents of North and South 
America to the West and South. 
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The matter of additional street car facilities 
for· the City of St. John's and suburbs has engaged 
the attention of my Ministers, who expect that leg­
islation in this regard will be submitted for yot1r 
consideration at this Session. 

The matter of local municipal autonomy ap­
plicable to towns both populous and prosperous will 
be submitted for your deliberation. 

As sparsely popu 1lated localities are greatly 
h.andicapped in the operation of their schools thru 
tl1e smallness of their educational grant, my Min­
isters propose to give a substantial increased Edu­
cational Vote for expenditure in such localities. 

A Bill for the more effective prevention of the 
illicit liquor traffic in St. John's will be submitted 
for your consideration. 1 

A number of Bills regarding various matters 
connected with the . Government Departments will 
be brought before you for your action. 

I trust that in the discharge of your important 
d11ties you1 may be granted Divine wisdom and 
g11idance.

After which His Excellency was pleased to 
1speak as follows: 

Mr. President and Honourable Gentlemen of the 
Legislative Council: 

Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the Honourable 
House of Assembly: 
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J.\lthough of compa1·atif/ely short dt1ration, the 
session of the Legislature vvhich closes to-day has 
·been marked by diligence and earnestness on your· 
part, and an e'.ridei1t desire to discharge y·our legis­
lativ'e dt1ties with t11oroughness and despatch. You 
vvill doubtless be pleased to be relieved thus early 
fromi atte11dance her·e, ai1d. be permitted to engage 
in those various ,""ocations vvhich demand your at­
tention. 

In addressing you at the opening of this Ses­
sion, I ref erred with prof ot111d gratitude to the re­
covery of His Majesty the King from the severe and 
trying illness from v1hich he had suffered. I-f is 
1\11ajesty,s progress towards health had been so well 
m.aintained that the people of this ancient a11d loyal 
Colony, in comrnon with the King's lo\'i11g subjects 
througho11t the Empire, vvill have learned with deep 
regret that it sl1ot1ld have been interrt1pted by any 
adverse condition. All will unite in tl1e fervent 
fJI·ayer that the King's restoration to healtl1 and 
strengtl1 \~1ill be both speedy and con1plete. 

A considerable amount of useful legislation has 
recei,1ed your consideratio11 wl1ich, I trust, will 
p1~ove to be of advantage. 

The n1eas1~1re relati11g to the creation of a Pub­
lic Utilities Commission should be the means of 
pro,1iding for the whole people the ft11llest enjoy-
1r1e11t of present day facilities ai1d conveniences at· 
sucl1 rates and under· such conditions as may be 
considered equitable. 
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The Highroads policy, ina11gurated a few 
year's ago, 11as proven most successful and the 
.measttres which you ihave now enacted for the im­
provement of the existing legislation in respect 
tl1ereto will doubtless be of benefit. 

B·earing in mind the prime importance of con­
serving the wild game of this Island, it is gratifyi11g 
to observe the further provision which you have 
made to increase the protection already afforded to 
caribou. I trust that the wl1ole people v1ill aid the 
a11thorities in this praiseworthy endeavour. 

Unprecedented activities in mining opera tons 
11ave cauised my Ministers to e11ter into negotiations 
for the establisl1ment of a Customs Smelter. It is 
possible that the s11ccessful inauguration of this 
venture will act as a f11rther stimulus to mining ac­
'tivities generally. 

Tl1e Acts relating to several important Depart­
ments of the Pt1blic Service have for their purpose 
the better and more efficient administration of those 
branches. 

It is pleasing to note that the Railway, which 
11as for years proven, a financial burden upon the 
:Colon)', is, by careful management, steadily redu~­
ing its annual deficit. As a direct resttlt of the in­
dustri~tl development of the Country it is confident­
ly hoped that the time is not far distant when this 
great public utility, instead of being a burden, will 
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not only pay its way but will contribute largely to 
the ordinary revenues of the Colony. 

Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the Honourable 
:House of Assembly: 

I thank you for the liberal supplies which you 
have granted for the Public Service. It '''ill be the 
constant care of my Ministers to secure judicious 
and economical expenditure with respect to the 
various appropriations. 

Unlike a similar meas11re enacted ~on1e years 
ago, the new Income Tax will bear uipon those best 
calculated to meet this levy whilst relieving those 
of moderate means from a tax which had been con­
sidered oppressive. 

My Ministers trust, that, by proper rnethods 
of collection, the annual amount derived from this 
source will, to some extent, offset the r·eduction in 
revenue arising from the revision of the dut)r on 
certain commodities. 

Mr. President and Honourable Gentlemen of the 
Legislative Council: 

iltlr. Spea·ker and Gentlemen of the Ho11ourable 
House of Assembly: 

It is gratifying to observe the favourable signs 
of industrial activities tl1roughout the Coun.try, ancl

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the promise. of greater prosperity \vl1ich they rep­
resent. 

In now relieving you1 from yottr legislative 
duties, I join vvith you in the confident hope that the 
objects aimed at by your Honourable House in 
your endeavour for the public welfare tnay be 
achieved, and I sincerely trust that an abundant 
measure of success awaits you in your respective 
\rocations. 

The Hon. the President then said: 

It is His Excellency's Will and Pleasure that 
this General Assembly stand prorogued until 
Thu1rsday, the 11th day of ] uly then and here to be 
holden, and tl1is General Assembly'" stands prorogu­
ed accordingly.
