It gives n:e grnat pleasure to welcome you to tris Third Session of 
tbe Twenty-ninth General Assembly of the Province of Newfoundland,

Since 1:e la;3t Jr.qt, l/ewfoundland, together with the rest of the Cor.:r:.on­
wealth and En:pire, rejoiced at the birth of a daughter, Princess Anne, to Her . 
Royal Eigl:ness the Princess Elizabc,th and the Duke of Edinburgh. On behalf of 
tl:e GoverP.rc:ent ar.d people of liewfounciland I despatched a telegram of con,Tatu­
lations which rece.:ved gracious and grateful acknowledgerr.ent from Their Royal 
Eiclmess es. 

During the past year the Governments of Canada and the Provinces have rr.et 
in conference to devise an a;;.ending procedure for the British North Arr.erican Act, 
1,r.d tuo further Federal-Provincial Conferences were held for the ouroose of consid­
crim; relations between the Provinces and the Government of Canad~ in fiscal rr:atters, 
including a rr.eans of prov:'.ding a universal Old Age Pension. Satisfactory procre3s was 
rr1Lde rerarding che latter and ri:y Governr:ent will do all in its pouer to co-o'lerate 
in speedily bringing about this desirr,ble end, · 

Y".'U are called to your legislative duties this year at a time when morr.entous 
eve, ts u-e taking nlace. }\enaced b:: the threat of uar, tr.e derr.ocra.tic world is 
rapidly ,Jevoting a.fast-swelling Proportion of its economic resources to rearrus.rr .. ent. 
J.:,my types of goods essential to the ordinary industrial cmterpriseSof a world at 
peace b•:corr.e increasingly difficult, if not ir:possible, to secure for such purposes, 
as ttey ar~ diverted to tLe strengther:ing of our defences af;ainst possible total­
it,.,ri:cn a 6gression, Frcr-rcachin,:; changes in our r:ode of life seem to be inescapable, 
cLd it "'ould be idle to suppose that Newfou:!dl2nci can be iitrune to most of the 
discloc2tions and shortages that tr:ese changes will bring, 

1-:y t,;inisters are gravely concerned to note the possible effect of the worsenint:; 
prospects of wor1, oeace .upon their prograr,r.:e of economic development, TLey have 
redoubled tlceir efforts to procure the estnblishrr.ent of certain new industries, "nd 
the ex::,Ension of others, in case world coniitions deteriorate to an extent which 
r i,):t prevent, or at least reduce greatly, for some yer.rs, the accomplishment oi' 
ti.at econcr..ic develop:r.ent to which they i:ad set their hands, Since you last met, 
::,:; Einist..ers have soucht, by guarc:J.ntee ol a ::tUi":':ocr of loans to Newfoundland fishin5 
:..:.i ir:::ustriG.l corr:panies, to sp-~ed e:-..--pansion of these enterprises. Details cf 
t:.sse ;~:..arc.:-"tees ',:ill De laid before vou, ·and your uDorovs.L of th,,_eJli 1,:ill be sought. 
:,t ?·:i~isters have- also entt:>:ted i!'lto r::!~!lt!'<iCts for t;;; construction of a Ce!uer:t 
;:ill, a g _y;sun:-plaster and p jast(:r-wallboc.rd plant, and a plHnt to manufacture Bi:rch 
r;.•,:ri~g, veneer, Plyuood e.n,. plywood. doors, Insofar.as it is prudent, and in the 
: LClic inter es L to ac,;uai!'lt you with t l:e financial details of these contracts, they 
'.-I.ill be laid L\?fore :,ou at the present session • 
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of public and privo.te :,:,.;)ital would n:ore c;uickly result in considerable econonic 
dcvelcpr..ent of the ?rovir:ce. Tbese nebotiations are nearing their etd, and my 
1.inisters hope to lay tLe full uetcils before you in due course. · 

As you are awe.re, the Power Corporation of Canacia was retained b;r ry 
Goverrx:ent to conc.uct c,1 reful field surveys of certain watersheds or, part of 
tLe South Coe.st of Newfoundlar.d. 1,rith the exception of certain drilling of 
~:ar.-sites, cunal-sites aLd power-house cites, ,,,1hich \fill be conducted as soon 
as weather coriditions permit this year, the survey has been completed, and the 
Corporation's report on the hydro-electric potem,ial, together with estilr.ates 
cf the cost of developing it, are expected to be in the hands of rrry Goverrucent 
before ti,e end of the present session. In the meanwhile a con:petent local hydro­
electric enGinser has been engaged to conduct a field survey, and to estilr.ate 
costs of development, of certain watersheds on the East Coast of Newfoundland. 

In l95C an 2ir-borne n:agnotometer• survey was rr~de of the geological 
nature of son:e 50L,0 sc;uare miles on the North E&st Coast of the Island. While the 
conplete z:-.ap and rer;ort of the survey will not be in m:; Government I s possession 
for another few weeks, considerable satisfaction, I feel sure, will be derived from 
tie fact that preliminar:; data i;atr.ered by the survey, indicated the presence of 
some interesting n,a;netic anow.alies of the t;rpe sought in such a survey. }:Y 
Linisters ')ropose to have a sirr.ilar survey rr.r,de this year of another area of the 
Province. Rarely, if ever, in tr.e history of this Continent was there such 
interest and activity in the search for base rr~nerals, as there is throughout 
Horth Arrerica at the '"lresent time, and con~iderable re[oTet rr.ay justly 8• felt over 
the fact tr.at n:ore ener ,:.etic geological survey work by the best means available 
'"'"" not conducted t,,re in c'. e oast. t,:y Government are intent upon doing every­
thing practically possible tc 9peed tl e work of survey and to interest mining 
ccrr.panies ir. tLe i:ineral possioilities of this Province, Already two inportant 
Canadian rr.ining Corr.panies have entered Newfoundland, and otLers are known to have 
become interested. 

An in:portant economic survey was conducted in Newfoundland and Labrador 
in 1950 by Hr. Nelson Rockfeller I s Cor:pany, IBC:C Technical Services Cor 0 oration. 
This survey centered chiefly upcn the economic fe~sibility of another pulp and paper 
Nill based prirr,arily upon the use of pulpwood to be garnered in Labrador. The 
reriort, 1'.hich has been received, within recent days, is divided into two sections; 
one of them on the practicability of a mill in Labrador, the other on that of a 
Eill in Bay d 1 Espoir, on tte Scutt Coast of Ncwfounuland. Hy Einisters are now 
;;:.•,inc; close stu~y. to ti.ese ,reports, ana ar: ~·a.1;ing all possible ~llf.rrvo~ to 
procure "tr:e estaolishrr.en"t 01 at least one aodicional pulp and paper,1 in this 
Prcvince. Various negotiations fc· the establishment of such a rr.ill are being 
c:..rried on with import::int organizc.tions in i{orth Atr.erica ar,d ir. Europe, .s.nd I 
feel sure tLat ,;ou will hope tbat tr:is development will not be made impossible 
by the present wor~d situation. ~ 

I know that you must tave taken much satisfaction fror.. the very succcssful 
result of the action taken by ~.y Ministers to bring Railway Freight ?,ates into. 
line c;itL what t> ey believe we:re envisa6ed in the 'l!errra_ of .~n~on. The favouraole 
j•.::lEJLent ,;iven to my Goverrm1ent' s suit will save several rr,:Li.l1ons of dollars a 
:rear in freight c iar i_BS. 
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TLe situation in the fLheries continues to he cause for considerable 
concern arronEst my l•:inisters, as it must to all our people. Since Newfoundland 
becrDT.e a "'rovince of Canada, resnonsfoility for public adr.:inistration of the 
fisteries is no lancer borne by the Governrr.ent of Niswfounuland alone, but is 
shared to " large extent by the Goverrn:ent of Car£da, Great satisfact~on is 
therefore taken fro, tr.e fact that the two Goverrnnents have united _in an 
e:'fort to esta0lish an over-all policy for the fisheries of Newfoundland. This 
effort is bei1,g r.:ade p:trticularly througl:: the recently-appointed Fisheries 
Development Corr1dttee unc;er tt:.e Clairmanship of the Chief Justice of the Suprerr,e 
Cot:rt of llswfoundl,:;ncl,( and with representatives of the two Governments 'and cf 
the fishermen and rr.ercantile comrr.unity comprising :its membership. Both 
rc'!Prrur,ents have ..,ledged their unstinted support to this Corrn:ittee, and are 
collaboratinf closely through it, In tl:e rr.eanwhile rry Ministers take satisfaction 
fror., the fact that they have been able to secure the services of Mr. Clive Plante 
as Deputy l-iinister of Fisheries, 

Arising c-ut of a public statement rr,adeby my Prime Minister, in behalf 
of the Govermrent of Newfoundland in !-lay last, my Governn:ent have a:)pointed a 
Coi..r:,issioner under the Public Eri~uiries Act to conduct an investigation into 
the ·,rices paid to the fishermen· for Salt-dried Codfish which they produced in 
19 50, and intc the profits nade on the sale of that fish in the n;ar kets. The 
Government of Caneda have initiated an enquiry into the 0 rices paid to fishermen, 
pursuant to a public statement madeby tLe Hinister of Fisherie:s of Canada in 
October last. Considerable useful inforn,ation, it is to be hoped, will be elicited 
by these enquiries. 

My Governrr.ent have taken the initiative in inviting the fishermen to 
organize themselves im:.o a strong, Province-wide occupational body with a view to 
ec.a01ing tiem to make their collective voice heard in all rr,nters concerning t le 
fisheries. You will be requested to ',ote funds to pay the costs of bringing 
re,:iresentatbes of tl:e fisr-ermen to St. John's to attend a conference at which 
li-:e question of forrr.ing such an orcanizat ion will be explored. 

It is the vie" of the Governrr:ent tr.at, important though general eccnomic 
development rr,ust be, no Jpstinc prcsperity is possible in this Province so long 
as the fisheries fail t: give a fair living to all those engage in tr:em. 

Since you last met my Ministers have availed therr:selves of the auttority 
which you vested ~n them to ap?oint the Fisheries Developr~ent Loan Board, tl:e 
I::custrial Development Loan Board, and the Co-operat¥'_eA;oa;L Bop.rd, All of these

otf".er Town Councils are in process of beinr established. When these have begun 
to f:..:-.ction t1 ere ;,;ill be thirt:r-one ':Lown Councils ir: iiewfoundland. Nore and 
7,J:e Cor,1Li:, t. __ es .::.re real:_zing tl:e ::.re~t, value of this type of 1-:unicipal Or_;ar.izu.tion 
,,:c: tr:e indications are tl,at the mur.ber of Town Ccuncils will continue steadily to 
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Since the last session of your Jlonoursble House,:rr,y Government have 
conducted a 11Buy Newfour.dland 11 Carrpaign desi:.:::ned to e:r..cour&~_e our people to putronizt 
tcme ir:dustry,by purcLs~sinr; more of the produ~ts of our fisheries, farrr.s and 
factories. 1·Lis curpcdgn, wtich is being continued, h2s Eet with encouracing 
success throuchout the Province. 

Ey GoverrJ:.ent attach rr:;1ch irr~·Jortance to vocational training, and you will be 
asked to vote a consiGer&ble sum of rr.oney i th which to rr;atch an arr.aunt avc..ilable 
fr,:rr. the Go,·ern:::er;t of Carada for the corstruction of a modern new buading to 
house tl ese activ~tia3. }'y Governrr.ent hope to be able to establish, in this s,,ne 
building, an efficient Scl::ool of Navai::ation and a School of Fisheries, 

A substantial progrLrr.e of legislation will be. laid before you in this 
session, incltiding an a; GLdrr,ent to the Alcoholic Liquors Act designed to provide 
for Local Cption L our co1;n,unities anci for lirr.iting tr.e sale of hara Liquor. 

I will later requ, st you to vote Supply to His Majesty, 

Since your laJt session tLere has been a notable irrproverr.ent in conc1itioc1s 
in some of our greatest industr:.d er:terprises. Only a year a,:o the Gr2 n::l Falls 
Paper Eill wa,;o,:,erating on a part-til;;c bas:s only, while the sulphitJHt.P.!.ls at 
ooth Grand Fdls and Corner: 3rook 1:ere not operating at all, The }!inas at Bell 
Island were a.cl bat closed':1JWUner,.ployn ent was widespread. To-day quite a different 
picture is to be seen. 

30th sulphitf;1~tf11s are operating at capacity, nd both of the paper };ills 
are workir:g full tin:e. They have nore orders for p.:lp and paper than they cm. fill. 
The 1950-51 pulpwood lor;;inc season has been the lar,:;est cut in :fowfoundlar:d 's 
history, ,~ ountins for the i''.Irst time to a million cords. The futur0 of this 
ind1stry is bric:Lt with proIY,iSe, So, too, is that of the r.,ines of Be.:.l Island, 
Bucb.1.ns aLd St. Lawrence, and at t!:e Limestone Quarry at Acuc.,,thuna. Large suJLs 
of fresh capital are b:.eng invested in the tines at Bell Islo.nd,. ar.d their produc­
tive capacity is beinc incressed fror, one and a Half million to two and a half 
million tons a year. Der::cinci for the base metals n:ined at Bucbans w2.s never so 
brisk, while the Fluorsryar rr.ines ac St, Lawrence are being kept excaedingly b~sy 
i:1 an effort to rr.2Gt U:e der"B.nd for their products. Both mines at St, LawTence 
are spending consiC.:erable sums to ir.:prove their efficiency. I-ly Government he.ve 
guarar.teed a fr.rther considerable su:rr. of ;:oney to one of tl:e two companies operating 
tl:ere. 

Very larce new installations and extensions are to be beQ.Jn on various defence 
works in this Prcvince this year, and thousands of men will prcbably find profit-
able eIY.ployrrent tlerein. 

Altor:;etLer, tr,erefore, n,y J<inisters believe treat 1951 will prove to be 
an excentionall:r nros;Jercus year for a lf1rce nur,,ber of our people, ar:d tte beginni:~g

1,.;:;socfa tion. 
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In the field of Local Goverm,.ent r.uch has been accomplished. ·suoatantial 

encouragerr,ent and assistance is being given town Councils through the n:edium of 
Government guaranteed bond issues, a:d by the passing of a Strmdard Election Act 
democratic control of such councils is now assured, The adoption of water and 
sewerage legislation for the Corner Brook area will place these very in:portant 
services in the hands of the residents ther.:selves, 

You have r.aJe ample provision for an ever expanding Health and Public Welfare 
Service and S1"0s ts.ntial grani:s will be available for roads and bridges. 

But it is in the field of economic development thnt this session of your 
f.ssembly will have created a record. Funds ha·,,, been 2rovided to co1rplete the 
birch, cerr.ent and gypsum mills. Authorization has "been given my Ministers to 
arrange for such disposition of these industries as n:ay be in tl:e public interest; 
and I can ::cssure you tl.ut my Ministers a.re deeply conscious of their responsibility 
in these matters, 

The creat~9p e&ai~gNewfoundland and Labrador Corporation Lin:J.ted provides 
an original methnC:4with our latent natural resources, In the past large tracts of 
land containing valuable timber stands and rrJ.neral deposits have been leased or 
granted to individuals, some of whom evidently had no intention to develop the 
areas by their own efforts but rather hoped to be able to speculate by resale at 
a profit to such parties as i:-.i ~ht be desirous of bringing the areas into produc­
tion, The holding of these areas for substantial options and unreasonable prices 
has in the past deterred industrial development, 

The adoptim, of the Bill, An Act Respecting 'l:imber Licenses issued rrior to 
January 1st, 1931, will, it is expected, either produce development in these areas 
by the licensee::ior else r:ake these holdings available for early development. 

It is anticipated that the inclusion in this Crown Corporation of a minority 
interest reoresentation of w-,althy and powerful New York and tainland financial 
interests will afford a new approach and impetus to the development of our natural 
resources. Under this scherr.e a major portion of profits derived will accrue LO 

the Government. 

An Agreement has been made by my Governrr.ent and ratified by you, whereby 
the development on a large scale of our resources in Labrador will be inmediately 
proceeded with. Although -i.'1is Agreerr.ent provides for the lirr.ited exportation of 
raw timber for a period of ten years the operations of the Corporation are so 
designed as to harvest the wood and not to denude the area. Tl:e royalty provided 
and the prov is ions of this A,:;:reei;,ent calling for the settlement of rertain are:'ls 
and the intrcduction of the most modern and improved methods of silviculture are 
such as arr.ply to justify this :leparture from the determination of cy Ministers 
not normally to per1dt the3X)ortation of raw naterials when these can be profita."oly 
rranufactured in tbe Province, The location of this proposed experiment and the 
conditions. of the Agree1cent entered into are such as not to interfere with the 
furtLer development of our resources in the Lake Melville area of Labrador.

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It is to be hoped thst the efforts of both Companies will be crowned with 
success.
