@L SP&AKER AND MEMBERS OF THZ HONOURABLE HOUGE
OF ASSEMBLY: . .

I welcome vou to this first Session of the Thirty FPirst
General Assembly of Newfoundland, and congratulate yrou upon your
election to this House, I trust thest you will have a pleasant
term of useful service to the people of our Province, and that
under your wise guidance the interests of Newfoundland will be
materially advanced, You are the third General Assembly since
Confederation, and althoush much has been accomplished in the two
General Assembles that have preceded vou, much reamains to be
accomplished if Newfoundland is to be a thoroughly successful and
happy part of the fast-growing Canadian nation. For all of :ou
it will, I feel, be a labour of patriotic zeal to shape yo'r
legislation alwavs with the thought of Newfoundland's true welfare
in mind,

As you are aware, the Prime Idnister of Canada has announ-
ced the appointment of the Royal Commission, the creation of which
wss provided for in Term 29 of the Terms of Union under which
Canada and Wewfoundland united federally in 1949, @ Term 29
provided for the appointment of a Royal Commission that would
review the financial consequencss of union upon the finances of
the Government of the new Province, and would recommend to the
Government of Canada the form and scale of the additional fin-
ancisl assistance, if any, that might be required by the Pro-

. vince to enable it to continue Public Services, You are, I am
sure, cuite familiar with the wording of Term 29, so I do rot need
to dwell upon that subject at this time, My Ministers feel that
the work and recommendations of the Royal Commission are of very
great importance to the future of Newfoundland, and they feel
that Newfoundland's case will receive skilled, fair and sympath-
etic consideration by the Royal Commission. My Ministers, for
over three vears past, through the members of the Newfoundland
Commission on Rev181on of the rFinancial Terms of Union, have
energetically prepared evidence and argument to be laid before
the Royal Commission. They feel that the preparation of the
case for the Pro vince has been made with great thoroughness
and efficiency by the committee of dlstlnvulshed Vewfoundlanders
to whom the task was entrusted, and they await the outcome of the
review with confidence, .
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: A few months ago my Ministers apoointed the firm of
Arthur D. Little Inc. of Boston, hassachusetts, to undertake
an economic and commercial analysis o' the new industries

"established in recent vears br means of Government loans.

This firm has commenced the work of making this analysis, and
my Ministers hope to have the benefit of its report within the
next few weeks.

My lMinisters last year avpointed a Royal Commission to
examine into economic and social conditions along the South
Yest Coast of the Province, The Commission completed their
examination some time ago, and their report is now nearing
completion. It is hoped that this report can be laid before
you in the present session. My Ministers have no knowledge of
the contents of the report, and are unable to determine whether
its implementation will require action by you in the present
session,

Mr, Speaker, there has been a growing feeling that there
is need for 2 review of the whole matter of Civil Jervice pensions
in this Province. The considerable growth of the Civil Jervice,
both established and non-established, in recent years has caused
the cuestion of pensions to become a concern of major importance,
and my Ministers propose soon to appoint a Royal Commission to
take evidence and make recommendations on the ouestion,

Announcement has already been made of the fact that the

plans and specifications of the first four new University buildings

have been completed, and of the Government'!s hope soon to awafd
a contract for their construction. Tou will be asked to vote
the necessary funds, and I am syre that you will do so with
considerable satisfaction. The notable growth of the liemorial
University in recent vears has given all Newfoundlanders much
cause for pride, and there will be universal confidence that
this growth will be maintained and even increzsed in the next
few vears, .

There has been considerable ccatroversy, «drising out of
differences of opinion, in recent y=aars over the matter of the
weekly closing day in shops and such establishments, My Min-
isters will propose to the House the setiing up of a 5elect
Committee to conduct public hearings and take evidence from all
persons or groups who wisn to appear, and to report to the House.

For a great many vears in Newfoundland there has been a
strong feeling amongst many of our f{ishermen, that the customary
measure for salt dried codfish, aamcly, the quiintal, is no longer
a satisfactory one. My Ministers have received from the
Newfoundiand Federation of Fishermen a request that they propose
to this House a law that would abolish the guintal as a unit of
measurement of salt fish, and substitute a simple measurement by
pounds avoirdupois. Tt is proposed to ask the House to set up
a 3elect Committee to hold public hearings at which all inter-
ested parties will have the opportunity of expressing their pre-
ferences, This Select Committee wlll report back to the House.
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Mr. Speaker, some few years ago your House passed .
3lagislation’enahiinﬂ the Government to deal with a problem-
‘that had srisen in connectlion with certaln grasts of nineral
" lands and forests lands. Many of these areas had been
granted a good many years ago, on certain conditions of
development. The conditions had not been carried out, but
the grants had never been cancelled and the lands in guestion
revested in the Crown, This Honourable House passed laws requir-
ing that the conditions be fulfilled, and that the land revert
to the Crown in case of continued feilure,to fulfill them,
This legislation, which went a long wav in the direction of
giving the concessionaires in question ample opportunity, even
at the last hour, to carry out the conditions of their grants,
has been the means of bringing back into possessiocn of the
Crown considerable areas of mineral and timber lands of value
and importance. My Ministers are so encouraged by the results
of that legzislation that thevy propose, in this Session, to ask
you to pass similar legisiation affecting other kinds of land
granted under conditions which have not in fact been carried
oit, Tt is not proposed that this legislation shall apply to
land measuring less than 200 acres in area. Althouzh the
number of cases involved would be small, the areas of land
would be considerable, The continued failure to fulfill the
original conditions of the grants of this land has retarded,
and -continues to retard, Newfoundland's progress. My
Ministers feel that the time has come when steps should be
taken to provide the proper remedy.
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It is the belief of my Ministers that an indispen-
sable feature of Newfoundland's rapld expansion and progress
in the next few years is the construction of many miles of -
new roads and reconstruction of many miles of existing roads
throuzghout the Province, My Ministers intend to embark upon
a larse programme of such road building, and with that in mind
they will recuest you to pass legislation dividing the present
Department of Public Works into two, by creatirig a new
Department of Highwrvs and giving it jurisdiction over all
matters of roads, bridges and the lixe. All other fuactions
of the Department of Public %Works would continue to be dis-
charged by the existing Department.
