· His Honour the Lieutenant.Governor having fixed the hour at 
which he proposed to open the present Session of the Legislature • 
at three of the clock in the afternoon of this Monday, the 23rd.~ • 
day of February, the Members of the House of Assembly r::et in the 
Assembly Chamber at three of the clock in the afternoo1., when 
Mr. Speaker took the Chair. 

At three of the clock the Sergeant-at.-Arms annour.ced that 
His Honour the Lieutenant Governor had arrived. 

His Honour entered the Assembly Chamber preceded by the 
Sergeant-at-Arms. 

Mr. Speaker left the Chair. 

His Honour the Lieutenant Governor took the Chair. 

His Honour was then pleased to qpen the Session ,-nth a 
Speech from the Throne as follows: 

MR SPEAKER AND MEMBERS OF THE HONOURABLE HOUSE OF ASSEI-IBLY:

t.'_• Since }OU last assembled, my Ministers have been informed f

f that it is Her Majesty 1s intention to visit her subjects in this L r ancient and loyal part of the Commonwealth during the month of t .( 
f ~ ~

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June in the present year. On this visit Her Majesty will be 
accompanied by His Royal Highness the Prince Philip. All of 
Her Majesty's subjects in Newfoundland have rejoiced to hear 
this news and my Ministers will take all steps consistent with 
overriding ar:t'angements made by the Federal author:1.ties at 
Ottawa to enable as many as possible of the children of the 
Province to greet their monarch on this happy occasion. 

Once again the sea has taken its.toll and all Newfound­
landers are deeply grieved by the loss of the lives of gallant 
fishermen in the dragg~r "Blue Wave". 

My Ministers, in common with the vast majority of our 
people, have viewed with great concern the economic and other 
turbulence now prevailing in the largest and the most vital of 
our industries. My Ministers deem it their cardinal duty to 
take all reasonable steps to insure that the future of the pulp 
and paper industry in Newfoundland, involving directly or 
indirectly the well being of the entire Province, is not 
jeopardized. You will be kept informed of developments so 
that you will be in a position to take whatever action you may 
consider to be necessary. 

Since you last met, my Ministers have had furt~er discus­
sions with the Government of Canada with a view to impressing 
upon them the necessity for more generous consideration than 
that recommended by the Royal Commission set up under the 
provisions of Term 29 of the Act of Union, whereby Newfoundland 
became a Province of the Canadian Nation. My Ministers have 
felt that without this more ge~erous assistance it would not be 
possible for our public services, especially in the fields of 
education, highway construction and public health, ·to be 
continued at their present level. Still less could we hope to 
provide for the steady improvements in theE~ levels which the · 
people of Newfoundland entered tl e Canadiar, Confederation to 
attain. It is our hope that thr• Government of Canad~ will 
make knovm its intentions in thi: matter at the earliest 
possible date so that you may be in a position to provide 
adequate supply to Her r~jesty. · 

Within recent weeks my Ministers have announced import­
ant transactions relating to the development of the vast iron 
ore deposits in the Lake Wabush area of Labrador. The Govern­
ment hope, in the near future, to inform you of still other 
developments of this kind in th~ same region of Labrador. 
These developments are expected uO provide many opportunities 
for employment to our people. Certain measures dealing with 
these matters wili be laid before you in this session. 
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My Ministers have been able to effect significant changes 
in the operation of two important industries established with 
the help of public monies, -These changes are designed to bring 
about improvements to and expansions of the operations of the 
North Star Cement Company and Canadian Machinery and Industry 
Construction Limited, · 

Within recent years my Ministers with your approval have 
endeavoured to eliminate much of the historic inequality in 
educational opportunity in this Province, The saccess thus far 
attained by this programme has encouraged my Ministers to consider 
submitting to you further plans for an extension of the bursary 
and scholorship programme to the end that no deserving children 
in the Province will be denied the opportunity to acquire a high 
school education because of their parents' lack of means, or 
because of the smallness or remoteness of the settlements in which 
they live, 

Since you last met, my iunisters have actively investigated 
the problems associated with the erection of a net and large 
university designed to meet the ever expanding needs of higher 
education, It is expected that during t~e present session my 
Prime r,unister will be laying before you definite proposals 
which, if they meet with your approval, will result in an early 
beginning of this great project, 

During the past year our Province has experienced economic 
vicissitudes which have resulted in some hardship, Our fishery 
was one of the poorest in our history and because of conditions 
in world markets there was some reduction in logging and mineral 
production, These economic dislocations would have been felt 
much more severely were it not for the stabilizing factors which 
have resulted from the union of Newfoundland wi·th Canada, 
Nevertheless, the experience of the past year has done much to 
emphasize the continued need for the development of other resources, 1 
To this end my Ministers have taken steps to facilitate t 1e efforts r 
being made by those forporations which have concessions i, the 
Province to bring about development of our forext, minera .. and 
water power resources. It is the belief of my Ministers that 
several of these enterprises will get into operation during the 
coming year, 

My Ministers have continued to take active measures to 
assist the fisheries of the Province. Plans have been made for 
the completion of the great fishery plant at LaScie so that it 
will be ready to commence production before the end of tl-,e 
present year, In common with the people of the Burin Pe~insula, 
the Government have been deeply concerned by the failure and 
collapse of the private company that built, owned and operated 
the large fish plant at Fortune, The collapse of this company 
caused considerable hardship in some sections of that Peninsula, 
The Government have been searching out experienced and dependable 
fish plant companies who would be interested in getting this 
plant bac~ into production upon some reasonable basis, 



Improvements in the fresh and frozen fish markets of North 
America in recent months have encouraged all in Newfoundland wbo 
have any interest in those fisheries. ' 

My Ministers have noted with approval the efforts being made 
by responsible mercantile interests to regain ~ome of the salt 
fish markets of the Caribbean. 

Many.other matters will be brought forward for your 
consideration. You will be asked to vote supply to Her Uajesty. 

I ask God's blessing upon all your deliberations.

WHEREAS the economy of this Province has by the' present 
woods labour dispute been broueht to a dangerous crisis, with 
strong probability of economic disaster: 

The. House of Assembly, while unreservedly reaffirming 
its support of well-organized and well-conducted trades and 
labour unions, strongly condemns the International \·/oodworkers 
of America for its conduct in Newfoundland and declares that 
by this conduct the said union has become a stumbling-block 
to the pulp and paper industry and a danger to the public 
interest. 

The House reaffirms its strong support for the cause 
of the logc;ers and woods workers generally in Newfoundland, and 
emphasizes the view that they must be represented by a strong 
union, 

The House calls upon the loggers to withdraw ill 
support of the Liternational Woodworkers of America and quickly 
to organize a new union to include all loggers and other woods 
workers, be independent of the pulp arnd paper companies, and 
strictly nonpartisan in public affairs, so that the present 
strike can be brought to a speedy end.

This 
continua·,ion of th-· Province's public services is to be paid 
for by t .. ce Government of Canada, after the people of Newfound­
land have borne to the Government of Newfoundland at least as 
great a burden of taxation, having regard to their capacity 
to pay, as the people do in the nearby Maritime Provinces; 
and this is to be done without qualification, and without 
limit of time; 
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6. Term 29 is not for the purpose of dealing with the matter 
of making Newfoundland's public services as good as those of the 
Maritime or any other Provinces, but deals only with the continu• 
ation of Newfoundland I s public services as they were found to be 
by the McNair Royal Commission; 

7. Term 29 is not for the purpose of providing for any 
improvement in the levels and standards of Newfoundland's public 
services, as they were found by the McNair Royal Commission, but 
only with their continuation; 

e. Term 29, and its strict and honourable enforcement, does 
not, and was not intended to, deprive Newfoundland of any 
grants or other forms of assistance made generally available 
to all or any number of the other Provinces of Canada, and does 
not in any sense or degree reduce Newfoundland's general rights 
as a Province of Canada. 

This House notes with deep regret that the present 
Government of Canada, through the announca,ient of the Prime 
Minister, and the legislation recently enacted, have, without 
the consent of this House or of the Government of this Province, 
decided that the sacred rights provided by Term 29 shall become 
null and void after 1962. 

This House affirms its deep loyalty to the union 
of our two countties (Canada and Newfoundland), to the terms 
of that union as they are written into the Constitution of 
Canada, and in particular to the rights solemnly provi<led for 
Newfoundland in this Term. 

We cannot regard any legislation unilaterally 
adopted by the Parliament of Canada, or any oral,or even 
written assurance of individual :Ministers of the Government 
of Canada as a subot.itute for Canada's Constitution itself. 
As. the el~cted repre~entatives of the people of Newfoundland 
we will s· rive by a:'.: proper means to procure in the Parliament 
of Canada, which is our national Parliament, the unequivocal 
acceptance of Term 29 as a solemn and abiding guarantee of the 
rights of Newfoundland, for which there can be no substitute. 
Our rights have been invaded by the,Government of Canada, and 
we will not cease our resistance until these rights have been 
fully restored."

The House met at three of the clock in the afternoon, 
pursuant to adjourmment. 

The Sergeant-at-Arms announced that His Honour the 
Lieutenant Governor had arrived. 

His Honour the Lieutenant Governor took the Chair. 

His Honour was then pleased to make the following 
Speech: 

Mr, Speaker and Members of the Honourable House 
of Assembly: 

I am glad to be able to relieve you of the responsible 
duties of this extended session which has been punctuated by 
several anxious recesses. In doing so I desire to express 
my appreciation of the faithful manner in which you have 
applied yourse:i. ves to your legislative labours and of the 
careful attention and consideration you have given to the 
matters which my Ministers have submitted to ycu. 

During this session Newfound.land has had the great 
honour of a visit from Her Majesty the Queen and His Royal 
Highness, Prince Philip, The Duke of Edinburgh. As far 
as the overriding arrangements made by the Federal authorities 
at Ottawa would permit, my Ministers took all steps to ensure 
that as many as possible of our people were afforded the oppor­
tunity to greet Her Majesty and Prince Philip, and it is part­
icularly pleasing to note that their itinerary included visits 
to various areas outside St, John's thereby enabling thousands 
of our people to participate in this happy event. · 

Many of the measures whici1 you have -:onsidered in this 
session are of paramount impor ance to N,.Pfoundland. As the 
session opened, great turbulen•e and unrest prevailed in our 
pulp and paper industry which were regarded by my .Ministers 
as donstituting a serious threat to our whole economy, The 
legislation introduced by my Ministers for the purpose of 
safeguarding the public interest met with your unanimous 
support and approval and, as a result, the unsettled con­
ditions which existed in the largest and most vital of our 
industries were remedied. ?,~• Ministers have expressed 
their intention to review thi~ legislation in due course 
to determihe whether or not the situation has improved 
to the extent that some of the safeguards which it was 
necessary, in the public interest, to impose, may be 
modified. 
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Important transactions relating to the vast.iron ore deposits 
in the Lake Wabush area of Labrador have been announced by my 
Ministers. Bills authorizing·the Government to ente~ into various 
agreements with NeGfoundland and Labrador Corporation Limited, 
Canadian Javelin Limited, Wabush Iron Company Limited, Northern 
Land Company Limited and Carol Lake Company Limited have received 
your approval and it is my firm belief that these measures will 
materially encourage and facilitate the exploration and develop­
ment of the mineral resources of Labradorl It is also most 
encouraging to note your approval of a Bill relating to the 
construction of a second railway in Labrador. The success of 
the large scale operations presently in progress in the Lake 
Wabush area will provide many opportunities for,employment to 
our people and may well revolutionize the financ~al and econ-
omic position of a large part of the Province. 

In other fields of mining development, my Ministers have 
been authorized by appropriate legislation to enter into Agree­
ments with Advocate Mines Limited, with Dr. M. James Boylen 
and with Anglo-Newfoundland Development Company Limited and 
American Smelting and Refining Company. The purpose of these 
Agreements is to facilitate the development of various mineral 
deposits throughout the Province; and keeping in mind the 
vigorous and diversified programme of mineral exploration 
which is now being carried on in Newfoundland, the next few 
years should prove to be most eventful so far as the develop­
ment of our natural resources is concerned. 

Legislation to give effect to significint changes in the 
management and operation of two of the industries established 
with the help of public monies have been considered by you. 
This legisaation authorizes my Ministers to enter into an 
Agreement with McNamara Construction of Newfoundland Limited 
relative to the operation of Canadian ~lachinery and Industry 
Construction Limited and with Newfoundland Cement Compan:• 
Limited regarding North Star Cement Limited. As a restLt 
of these measures, my Ministers are confident that there 
will be improvement and expansion in these two industrie:0 

in the future. 

Educational matters have continued to occupy the 
attention of my Ministers and, with your approval, one of 
the most forward steps in the history of education in New­
foundland has been taken. For many years, my Ministers 
have been concerned about the serious lack of suitable 
University facilities and this problem has been receivi~3 
most careful attention. The neeessary legislat1.ve authority 
having been provided during this session, the work of construct­
ing a number of new and well-equipped buildings for the use of 
the Memorial University of Newfoundland has now been commenced 

. . 
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and will be pushed forward by my ~linisters with all possible 
speed in an effort to have them available for use at the 
earliest possible time. 

Mindful of the difficulties which have beset our fisheries 
during the past year, my Ministers have endeavoured to exert 
every effort to improve the conditions existing in this most 
important industry. The closing down of the fish plant at 
Fortune and the consequent hardships suffered by the fishermen 
and others in the area, have been extremely disturbing to my 
Ministers ahd they have worked assiduously to find a solution 
to the problem. I am happy to note that it has been possible 
to interest a large outside fishing concern in re-opening and 
operating the plant in question and it is earnestly to be hoped 
that this arrangement will prove to be successful and beneficial 
to the whole community. 

The decline in recent years in the number of coasting 
vessles operating in our waters has been quite marked and, for 
the purpose of encouraging the construction of such vessels, 
my Ministers have introduced legislation to provide for the 
payment of a county ranging from $120 to $300 a ton. This 
has been approved by you and should be of great assistance 
to those of our people who are already engaged or may wish 
to engage in the coastal trade. 

Various Bills dealing with such matters as the develop­
ment of housing accomodation and the preservation of historic 
objects, sites and records have received your attention whilst 
miscellaneous Bills involving numerous amendments to existing 
legislation bring the number of measures dealt with by you 
during the session to an impressive total.

Mr. Speaker and Members of the Honourable House 
of Assembly: 

I thank you for the prov:sion you have made for all 
essential services for the pr, sent fiscs l year which will 
enable my Ministers to pursue the progressive measures 
already initiated by them in the fields of health, public 
welfare, education and road construction whilst the votes 
provides for fisheries and agriculture will, it is hoped, 
help to increase the earning power and independence of 
many of our people. These monies Will be disbursed with 
the utmost regard for economy and with the welfare and 
interests of Newfoundland fo1·emost in the minds of my 
Ministers.
