His Honour the Lieutenant Governor having 
fixed the hour at which he proposed to open the 
present session of the Legislature at three of the 
clock in the afternoon of this Wednesday, the twelfth 
day of January, the Members of the House of Assembly 
met in the Assembly Chamber at three of the clock in 

the afternoon, when Mr. Speaker took the Chair. 
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At three or the clock the sergent-at-JU'IU 
annotmced that His Honour the Lieutennt movernor 
had arrived. 

His Honour entered the Assambly Chamber pre­
ceded by the Sergeant-at-Are.

His Honour was thon pleased to open the Session 
with a Speech from the Throne as follows: 

MR. SPEAKER AND MEMBERS OF THE HONOURABLE HOUSE 
OF ASSEMBLY: 

I welcoa you to your new session, in which I 
am sure you will devote your minds vigono'Wiil)' to th• 
public attairs of' our Province. You will be asked to 
give considerati11m to many mat.tars of considarable 
importance. 

The year just passed has witr..!l!lssed mor• devl!llop­
mmt and progress than ever seen in our Provine• in 
any one year before. The year upon which we have1 
already entered s1oems likl!lly to be even great1or. It 
appears to be quite certain that more construction will 
be carried out than in any othar year of our history. 
This will consist of University and school buildings, 
hospitals, public buildiqs. industrial and commercial 
stru.cture1s, and ho'Wlling. There will be more mineral 
production than ever before. Exciting prospects appear 
to be opening up in the discovery and production ot 
oil. There will be1 great progress this year in the 
field ot bydn•electric ene1rgy production. The fisheries 
give every promise of' seeing the start of more new 
developmfflt than in wy previous year of our history. 
In the field or public serviee1s, this year is llkl!lly to 
be the greatest, especially education, public health, 
social w.itare, and transportation.

It must not be supposed that the cr•t1on of 
these new Depart11umts or Oi'fices or Goveml!limt would 
a.lays ••n addition to the number or M:Lnist.rs in the 
Govermumt. some of them could w.\1111 be tilled by 
Ministers acting in a dual capacity. It would• howe'fer, 
be the desire of~ Ministers as soon as may be to make 
the Departmct or Labrador Affairs the. responsibility of 
a M:Lnist•r who would hay• f.w it any additional depart­
msnt dut1e11. 

Mf Ministers will lay before you a proposal that 
the pre111ent s:,stll!l!l or mtitlemet to vote in Municipal 
elections in the Oity or St. Johnts be changed to one 
that will provide for full universal suffrage. 

fhe question of shop closing hours and hours or 
work in 111hops and similar commercial establishments has 
reeetly btan publicly raised again and my Ministws 
intend to propose the appointmfflt of a Stleet O'lilil'lmittee 
of your House to ~ins this question carefully in the 
prel'!!ent 5ession. I need not rl!llllind you that tbe operation 
of such a SelGet Oo1n:ittse would enable all intwested 
persons to appear and to present tacts or opinions. and 
that ths Sell!'ICt Olil!ll!vittee, if appointed, would have 
adequate opportUl'.lityto iil.torm itself thoroughly of the 
facts of the 11atter ,d.th a rlw t,o possible reco!!!!l1endation 
ot rem•dial m-.sures to your H.>use. 

In the field of municipal affairs you are doubtless 
aware of the appointment ot a Royal Oewnission to 9Xllllline 
the present system of municipal taxation in th• City of 
St. John•s. It is not likely that tho report of that 
Royal Commission will be received by my Ministers in 
time to enable them to lay new legi111lative proposals 
b•fore you in your prosant session. 

You ,U"ill ot c~nrse a.are of th• .situation that 
imposed the disagreeable necessity up~ r:ry Miuil!lters to 
suspcd thm li:t"6 of the elaeted Cou11cil of the City of 
Oorruu.• Brook and tho 1:<ubstitution ot an appointed com­
mission. MY Ktnister11 belia'U:1 that th• timo 11111".f bo 
1u11ar when the democratic for111 of movernment ahould be 
restored in Corner Broek. Thoy have deeided, therefore, 
that an i!!!!l1ediato ~J.nation be made of' tba 1:>res•t 
positi<m Gt thill Cmill!d.s11ion and an a:pert jndgiiment 
forsed of the degroe of' sueesss achieve in the purpose 
tor which the Co111,'!lission was ersated. The report o:f t.his 
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Pronnce be d. ven fllVfllry help and cou.rtfllsy, on a generou 
and hospitable scale. The cost may be considerable, 
but my Government are confident that it will be a sound 
invl!lstment tor the future. It is tentatively the 
intention to name the new force the lfewf'oundland Company 
of Rangers. They would nwaber several hundrl!Sds, all · 
of whom would receive intensive training at apart hands, 
and would wear an attractive and distinguishable uniform • 
.MY Ministers will probably approach the Royal Canadian 
Mounted Police in an effort to induce that tutm1s fore• 
to d,ve the members of the wewfoundland Company of 
Rangers, at least in an abbrertatl!Sd form, some of the 
training that the members of the Mounted Police now 
receiv11.

We are all of us looking forward to come HO!ll.f 
Year. we have reason to believe that many thousands 
of our fellow•Newf'omtdlanders will come back to us from 
dift'erent parts of the world. There will be many joyoia 
reunions ot' families and t'riends. These Newlotmdlanders 
will bring back with thlillll to their native land on these 
short visits new idea~., new apprecd.ation ot' modern 
progress, and they wi.u doubtles111 press hOlll.e upon us 
t.heir own thoughts. of many forN ot new and additional 
progress t.hat we might .att.empt to achieve in our Province. 
They willJ at t.he same time, especially those of them 
who have been absent tor very many years; doubtless be 
favourably impressl!Sd by the great. chauges and improvementz 
that have oecurrl!Sd during their absence.
