In order to make, for 
ow: !IIIVfoimdland'li! aaka, Me of thi111 hwrum r•111ourcea here at 
holle, it must create not only fobs but a sense of ohallonge, 
not only -tarial wealth but a pride and purpoae in 
N.vfoundland life. Our Province can provide the•• thitl'1•, 
and sy GoTiinuaeat llWlt see that it does. 

My Minister• are now r•vi-ing in detail the situation 
with re•p•ct to Yarioua industrial pn,jeots and agr~nts 
-t•red iuto by the fol'llar administration. A ool:!!plete review 
ha• blan inatitubld of th• Javalin Li~ud Project at 
Stepbsnvill• and Happy Valley. Wull il!lfo.l:'i!!lilltii:m will be given 
to the lfouae on the current 111ituation of tbat Project and of 
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the plans of TitJl Gova:i:m.nt to ensure that that Project is 
completed successfully. '!'he Oil :Refinery Project at 
Come-by-Chance is receiving the careful attention of 'liffJl 
Ministers and a progress report on the situation with 
respect to that Project will hE! given to Honourable Mi!!mbers 
of the Bouse. My Government will oarr.1 out existing 
agreements but 'liffJl Gove~nt is determined to ensure thst 
every right of the people and the Gove~nt of ~ewfoundland 
is obse:cved and determined to gnsure that every bt!!nefit 
possible accrues to this Province from these Projects. 
Honourlilble Ml!!~ra will be given full information on other 
qover!ll!11!!nt assiated industries, whether still operating, 
suoh as the Steel Mill at Donovans, or closed, suoh as the 
Magne111ium Plant of Sea Bining corporation at Aquathuna. 

It is 'liffJl GoverWMnt•s intention to involve the people 
of the Province in the Governmental process through the 
111stabli111hment of Advisory Councils. '!'hese Advisory Councils 
will hE! ooxposed of individuals expert in their respective 
fields, with Province-wide representation. An Advisory 
Council will advise my Government on the probleu and on the 
soluticms to those problems. '!'hey will provide xpeoific 
reoo:mmendations to TitJl Government. Employing same principle 
my Govemment will establish hgionnl Advisory Councils to 
advise on regional matters. 

It is also the intention of my Ministers to decentralize 
the Go~rnment of this Provinoe. Go~rnment services will 

to people, so that no matter where they live they will 
have the opportunity to utilise these services t.o the fullest 
extent.

first priority of 'liffJl Binisters will be the 
establishment of a som:1d progr- of Riiagional 11.esource 
Develop-nt. first step will bo the strengthening of 
the Department of Economic Development so that it will become 
an important vehicle for attracting new industry and business 
to this Province as well as assi,ting the expansion of 
industry and business which is already located in the Province. 

Xt is Trf'/ Government's int.ration to proceed with the 
Development Corporation to be established jointly by the 
oovernllllilnt of C&nnda and the Government of Newfom:1dland and 
Labrndor. This will enable small business-n throughout the 
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Province to develop and expand in those areas which will 
be the :most important to our future dev<iiilepHnt. It is 
&;{ GoV!ilrr.,unt• s intention to have this De:velopJMnt 
Corporation operational this Spring. 

My Ministers will draw on the advice and assistance 
of qualified resource development planners within and 
out•ide the Gowrnment, and will work very closely on 
:Raqional Developaent Plans for all regions of the Province 
with the residents of the regions who know best the 
potential of their !ll'eas. 'J?bey will lay heavy el!lphasis on 
fishing, forestry, agriculture, mining, tourist develop-nt, 
and SI:lall business and industry which can q11ickly produo@ 
many permanent jobs for sy people. These programmes will 
plai::e t.'le initiative in the ~• of my people with the full 
support of their Government. 

The Deparbllent of Fisheries will be greatly expanded 
immediately so that it can provide much greater assistance 
and information to the fishermen of this Province. The 
Department will be dri!!I:la:l:.ically increased in size, 111AJ1Y new 
Divisions established, and lll&lly new services implemented, 
so that it will reflect the il!lportance my Gov~nt places 
on fishing as one of the major indantries in t-i;e Province. 
It is my Government's intention to establish regional offices 
of th!• oepartlllent at selected locations. Initially, there 
will be branches of the O..partlllent looated on the Burin 
Poainsula of the South Coast, on the West Coast, and on the 
Northeast Coast. These branches will be established in order 
to provide better service to the fishermen living in those 
areas. If the much expanded Departlllent of Fisheries is to be 
fully effective the fishermen the~~elves in all p!ll'ts of the 
Province must be directly involved. 

My Ministers will encourage participation by all 
fisherJMn through discussion groups; by providing them with 
the information deV!illoped in the Department; and through the 
establishment of Regional Mvisory couacils which will work 
with the Dep!ll'tment in tha fonation of future plans and 
policies affecting each particular region. 

My Ministers will introduce an- progr~ to give 
better assistance to inshore fishermen to obtain boats, gear 
and equipment. A special incentive progri!l.l!ll!le will be 
introduced to assist fisherJMn in obtaining large multi­
purpose boats which can be used for dragging, seining, 
mid-water trawling, and longline fishing.

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My Miniuters will introduce legislation concerning 
a new financing approau:ih to provide tM supply Ii.I fish 
ijecessaey for existing fish plants around our coast in 
order that they may be utilised to u near full capacity 
as possible. 

Legislation will be introduced to establish a 
corporation which will own or lease rights on a new fleet 
of trawlers. This fleet will to the production of ruiw 
or existing processing plants. This new trawler fleet will 
be in addition to the existing fleets in the Province. 

My Ministers, working in oonjunction with the federal 
Government, will establish a new and realistic progr~ 
of bait assistance to the fishing industry. These strategic 
locations will ensure a continuous supply of suitable bait 
and when necessary prohibit exoessive export of sauce and 
desirable bait from the Province. 

Legislation will be introduced at the earliest possible 
date to establish, in conjunction with the ~ederal Government, 
an inexpensive shared oost insurance progra- covering loss 
of fishing gear. 

Mri Ministers reoognize the faot that the preservation of 
the fish stock is the most important single problem facing 
our fishing industry. It is the intention of 1iif';/ Ministers to 
make the strongest possible representations to the Government 
of Canada to recognize the tremendous importance of the 
preservation of fish in Canadian waters, My Ministers will 
suppprt any organization with this objective, and further, 
will make dirli!Ct :representation to the Governlll!!!nt at Ottawa 
with all the energy and reason at their oolll!llland to bring 
about this desired objective. 

Special emphasis will be placed on the tre:mendoWil need 
to upgrade the place of the fiaherli!Eln in the social and 
eoonomic life of this province. :In the coming months, the 
Department of Fisheries will provide infonlllltion to all of 
my people concerning the importaat role of the fisherlllsn and 
their great contribution to tha econo1iif';/ of our Province. 

Governlll!!!nt will i-diately embark on a progr~ to 
encourage the establishment of additional advanced reprocessing 
facilities for fish within this Province. My Government f-ls 
that there will be a great many new jobs created by the further 
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processing of our fish products. Zt will take ti- to 
estru:;lish the facilities and teach the skills re1uired to 
:reprocess our fish production, but it is TII':/ Goveni-nt's 
intention to take immediate steps to initiate this progr~.

Gove:rmlllilnt will take steps to establish a Provincial 
policy of basic resource develop-nt. All resource heritage 
area~ of our 11ewfoundl.and - water resources; poweri mines; , 
farm;*;l.ands; fisharie111: minerals; both off-l!lho:re and on-shore; 
our natural gas and petroleum :reserves; tourism: in short, 
all base resource sources - will be, as is our birthright, 
the property of the people of Newfoundland. Legitimate 
investors will be encouraged; decent fair partnership 
relationships will be established; and a climate of good, 
healthy, honest develop-nt will be generated in which 
legitimate business will be encouraged to locate. The entire 
resource base of our Province will be ex-ined in total context 
and Government policy will show an emphasis on job creating, 
resource developl!!ent projects that have not had a place in our 
Province before. 

It is the intention of this Government to est®lish a 
t'1ewfoundland conservation corps. This will entail the binding 
together of G.- Wardens; Clean Air, Wat111r and Soil Authority 
inspectors; Forest Rangers; in short, all enforcement officers 
who are charged with the all-import.mt responsibility of 
protecting our priceless outdoor heritage. This corps will be 
expanded and ll!Ore stringent regulations will promulgated to 
aid this body in the essential job of protecting and preserving 
our NowfJ~ndl.md forests, stre-s and wildlife. A committee of 
persons actiVl!lly interested in our Ne-~foundland out.doors will 
invited to advise Government on such regulations and a group 
of volunteers will recruited to aid in their e.~rc~nt. 

There o.m be no deubt that the prosperity of the future 
of our Province will, ton large extant, depend on the proper 
and rsaso.'luble manage-nt of our vast. off-shore gas and 
petroletm potential. In order to ensure that the interests of 
the people of our Province are protected and to encourage the 
orderly exploration develop-nt of our off-shore :resources, my 
Government will issue regulations governing the activities of 
interested groups in this area. Tbese regulations will not 
only serve to protect the people of Newfoundland but will, as 
well, protect and encourage the activities of legitimate
