INTERGOVERMENTAL AFFAIRS

agresments between the Province, the Federal Government and other “
provinces have been escalating rapidly over recent years which is
evidence of the growing econcmic and social interdependence of the
various regions of Canada. It is anticipated that this trend will

With two gas discoveries off Tabrador this pa.st fall and the likelihood
