His Honour the Lieutenant-Governor, the Honourable 
Frederick W. Russell, having fixed the hour at which he 
proposed to open the present Session of the Legislature 
at 2 o'clock in the afternoon of the 5th day of March, 
1992, the Members of the House of Assembly met in the 
Assembly Chamber at 2 o'clock in the afternoon when Mr. 
Speaker Lush took the Chair. 



Thursday, March 5th, 1992 

At 2 o'clock the Sergeant-at-Arms announced that His 
Honour the Lieutenant-Governor had arrived. 

His Honour entered the Assembly Chamber preceded by 
the Sergeant-at-Arms. 

Mr. Speaker left the Chair.

His Honour was then pleased to open the Session with 
a Speech From the Throne. 

His Honour then left the Assembly Chamber. 

Mr. Speaker resumed the Chair. 

On motion of the Honourable the President of the 
Council and by leave of the House, a Bill entitled, 11 An 
Act Respecting Elections, Controverted Elections And 
Election Financing 11 (Bill No. 1) was introduced and read 
a first time.

Monday, March 9th., 1992 

The House met at 2 o'clock in the afternoon pursuant 
to adjournment. 

The Honourable the Premier made a Statement 
respecting the passing of Mr. Beaton J. Abbott, former 
Member of the House and former Cabinet Minister.

The Honourable the Minister of Fisheries made a 
Statement that the Fisheries Loan Board would forgive 
certain loans as a result of the 1991 fishery failure. 

The Honourable the Minister of Municipal and 
Provincial Affairs made a statement recognizing the 
achievement of Mr. Christopher Newhook respecting his 
design of the new 25 cent piece honouring the Province 
during Canada's 125th. Birthday.

The Honourable the Minister of Finance tabled a copy 
of the Public Accounts for the fiscal year ended March 
31, 1991. 

The Honourable the Speaker, in accordance with 
section 13 of the Auditor General Act, tabled the Report 
of the Auditor General for the fiscal year ended March 
31, 1991. 

The Honourable the Minister of Finance tabled the 
Departmental Observations on the Report of the Auditor 
General for the fiscal year ended March 31, 1991. 

The Honourable Leader of the Opposition (Mr. Simms) 
gave notice that he would on tomorrow move the following 
Resolution: 

"WHEREAS the economy of Newfoundland 
and Labrador has declined and 
unemployment increased dramatically 
since this government took office 
almost three years ago; 

AND WHEREAS the government has 
failed to keep its much repeated 
promise to stimulate economic growth 
and to significantly reduce the 
unacceptably high unemployment rate 
that face our people today; 

AND WHEREAS the government has 
failed to produce the economic 
recovery plan promised in the Throne 
Speech and Budget Speech three years 
ago; 

BE IT RESOLVED that the House of 
Assembly insist that this government 
honour its promises to the people of 
Newfoundland and Labrador and to 
this House of Assembly; 
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AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that in 
addition to the government's 
announced intention to introduce a 
20 year-long term economic plan, the 
House of Assembly call on the 
government to present immediately to 
this legislature its own plan to 
create jobs and to address the 
situation that faces our people 
today and in the immediate future." 

The Honourable Member for Trinity North (Mr. 
Oldford) gave notice that he would on tomorrow move the 
following Resolution: 

"WHEREAS Newfoundlanders and 
Labradorians are suffering because 
of the recent cuts to the total 
allowable catch of Northern Cod made 
by the Federal Government; 

AND WHEREAS the quota reductions 
have effectively eliminated the 
directed cod fishery by the Canadian 
offshore fishing fleet; 

AND WHEREAS the Federal Government 
has responsibility for the 
management of our fish stocks and 
must take responsibility for the 
consequences of its management 
decisions; 

AND WHEREAS the Federal Government 
has recognized foreign overfishing 
is partly responsible for the 
depletion of fish stocks; 

AND WHEREAS the foreign fleets 
continue to fish the Northern Cod 
stock on the Canadian continental 
shelf; 

AND WHEREAS there is a need for 
diversification of production 
efforts within the fishery and a 
need for an economic diversification 
plan to assist the individuals and 
communities affected; 
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BE IT RESOLVED that this House of 
Assembly call on the Federal 
Government to take immediate action 
to prevent foreign overfishing off 
our coast, and implement a response 
program that includes measures to 
help affected individuals and also 
encourage economic diversification 
in the affected communities in order 
to ensure their long term 
viability." 

The Honourable Member for St. John's East (Mr. 
Harris) gave notice that he would on tomorrow move the 
following Resolution: 

"WHEREAS the lack of representation 
by women in the House of Assembly 
reflects the inequality of women in 
society and political parties have 
to date been unable to provide a 
means or mechanism to resolve the 
gross inequality of representation; 

AND WHEREAS gender balance achieved 
by having an equal number of men and 
women would provide greater 
democracy and lead to policies and 
laws which would remove barriers to 
equality of men and women in 
society; 

AND WHEREAS Newfoundland and 
Labrador has experienced 
representation by more than one 
member per district as part of its 
political history, which form of 
representation can be adapted to 
achieve gender equality; 

BE IT RESOLVED that the House of 
Assembly support the principle of 
representation by two members per 
district, one woman and one man, 
without increasing the number of 
legislative seats; 
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AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that a 
Committee of the House be 
established to report to the House 
on the methods and timetable to be 
adopted to implement the new form of 
representation." 

The Honourable the Member for Torngat Mountains (Mr. 
Warren) gave notice that he would on tomorrow move the 
following Resolution: 

"WHEREAS the House of Assembly has 
decided that the official name of 
the government of this Province 
shall be the Government of 
Newfoundland and Labrador; 

AND WHEREAS that decision of the 
Legislature acknowledges that 
Labrador, while an integral part of 
this Province, retains a distinctive 
identity from the Island part of the 
Province; 

AND WHEREAS the Federal Electoral 
Boundaries Commission has 
recommended that Labrador should 
lose its status as a separate 
federal electoral district; 

BE IT RESOLVED that the House of 
Assembly recognize the Province as 
the Province of Newfoundland and 
Labrador; 

AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the 
House of Assembly petition the 
Parliament of Canada to reject the 
recommendation of the Federal 
Electoral Boundaries Commission and 
that Labrador retain its own seat in 
the Parliament of Canada." 

The Honourable the Member for Pleasantville (Mr. 
Noel) gave notice that he would on tomorrow move the 
following Resolution: 

"WHEREAS the standard of living in 
Newfoundland and Labrador can be 
improved by reducing our cost of 
living as well as by increasing 
incomes; 



AND WHEREAS certain domestically 
produced dairy, poultry and other 
food items presently cost up to 
twice as much, and sometimes more, 
than if they were imported; 

AND WHEREAS Canadian trade policies, 
in addition to burdening taxpayers 
with the cost of subsidies amounting 
to billions of dollars every year, 
probably impose through 
unnecessarily high prices what is 
essentially a consumption tax in 
excess of $100,000,000 per year on 
residents of our province alone; 

AND WHEREAS Newfoundland farmers 
have demonstrated that we have the 
ability to supply many products at 
competitive prices without excessive 
subsidies or supply management; 

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that this 
House urge our federal and 
provincial governments to pursue all 
reasonable means of ensuring food is 
made available to Newfoundlanders 
and Labradorians at the best 
possible prices." 
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The Honourable Member for Baie Verte - White Bay 
(Mr. small) gave notice that he would on tomorrow move 
the following Resolution: 

"WHEREAS the Government of 
Newfoundland and Labrador is fully 
committed to revitalizing the 
sealing industry for the benefit of 
the landsman based sealers;

The House met at 2 o'clock in the afternoon pursuant 
to adjournment. 

The Sergeant-at-Arms announced the arrival of His 
Honour the Lieutenant-Governor. 

His Honour the Lieutenant-Governor took the Chair. 

His Honour the Lieutenant-Governor was then pleased 
to make the following Speech. 

MR. SPEAKER AND MEMBERS OF THE HONOURABLE HOUSE OF 
ASSEMBLY: 

The Fourth Session of the 41st General Assembly of 
this Honourable House of Assembly is about to be 
prorogued, but before releasing you from your duties, I 
wish to thank you for the careful and sympathetic 
attention given to the important matters brought before 
you by My Ministers. 

Sixty-seven pieces of legislation were enacted 
during this Session of the Honourable House of Assembly. 
In particular, legislative initiatives were taken in 
finance, employment and labour relations, municipal 
affairs, health, environment and the administration of 
justice. 

MR. SPEAKER AND MEMBERS OF THE HONOURABLE HOUSE OF 
ASSEMBLY: 

As I stated in My Address opening this Session, one 
of our most important social programs is the Workers' 
Compensation system. The fundamental integrity of this 
system was threatened by a rapidly escalating unfunded 
liability. My Ministers, after careful consideration and 
much study, introduced various amendments to the Workers' 
compensation Act which have addressed these grave 
financial matters. 

In an effort to clarify the law and to reduce the 
number of days during the year when shops are permitted 
to close, My Ministers introduced amendments to the Shops 
Closing Act. The Bill as enacted during this Session 
also substantially increased the penalties for violation 
of that Act. 
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As part of the continuing commitment by My Ministers 
to improve working standards in the Province, the 
Occupational Health and Safety Act and the Labour 
standards Act were also amended during this Session. 

MR. SPEAKER AND MEMBERS OF THE HONOURABLE HOUSE OF 
ASSEMBLY: 

My Ministers are committed to preserving and 
promoting the richness of the natural beauty and 
wilderness of Newfoundland and Labrador. In order to 
ensure these qualities of life, My Ministers introduced 
legislation to deal with the persistent and chronic 
problem of abandoned vehicles which scar our countryside. 
The Waste Material Disposal Act was amended to increase 
substantially the fines for offenses under that Act as 
well as empowering the courts to order an offender to 
clean up and restore the environment. A further 
amendment to the Act will make it a specific offence to 
discard abandoned motor vehicles in the Province. 

MR. SPEAKER AND MEMBERS OF THE HONOURABLE HOUSE OF 
ASSEMBLY: 

In the areas of health and social services, a new 
Social Workers Association Act was enacted as well as a 
new Health and Social Agencies Act. My Ministers 
introduced amendments to the Department of Health Act to 
empower the Minister of Health to create regional 
community health boards to direct the delivery of health 
and continuing care services throughout the Province. My 
Ministers also introduced an important amendment to the 
Child Welfare Act which requires a person who has 
information that a child may be suffering from desertion, 
abandonment, physical, sexual or emotional ill-treatment 
or in need of protection, to report that information at 
once to the Director of Child Welfare, a social worker or 
a police officer. 

MR. SPEAKER AND MEMBERS OF THE HONOURABLE HOUSE OF 
ASSEMBLY: 

After considerable debate and public discussion 
before the Committee on Privileges and Elections, My 
Ministers introduced a new Election Act which will revise 
the law respecting the conduct of elections as well as 
provide for a system of election financing. This 
Honourable House subsequently appointed a new Chief 
Electoral Officer under the provisions of the new Act. 
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It is My Ministers' intention to proclaim into force the 
various parts and sections of the Act within the next few 
months. In addition, the Electoral Boundaries Act was 
amended to provide that the Electoral Boundaries 
Commission shall determine the number of electoral 
districts, between 40 and 46, into which the Province 
shall be divided for the purpose of the election of 
Members to this Honourable House of Assembly. 

MR. SPEAKER AND MEMBERS OF THE HONOURABLE HOOSE OF 
ASSEMBLY: 

During this Session two major initiatives were 
introduced in the area of the administration of justice. 
The first was the enactment of a Bill which revised the 
law respecting the Royal Newfoundland Constabulary and 
established a Public Complaints Commission to deal with 
police officers misconduct against the general public. 
My Ministers have appointed Dr. Leslie Harris, a 
distinguished Newfoundlander, to be the first 
Commissioner. The other major initiative was the 
enactment of amendments to the Summary Proceedings Act. 
These amendments have expanded the ticketing system for 
violations of provincial statutes to include offenses 
against the Liquor control Act and the Motorized snow 
Vehicles and All-Terrain Vehicles Act. 

MR. SPEAKER AND MEMBERS OF THE HONOURABLE HOOSE OF 
ASSEMBLY: 

Ever mindful of the difficulties which our citizens 
must face with increased taxation, during this Session, 
My Ministers carried out their previously announced 
mandate by introducing legislation to abolish the school 
tax authorities. These regressive taxing authorities have 
been replaced by a more equitable means of taxation and 
revenue distribution to our school boards. As announced 
in the 1992 Budget Speech, many fees established by 
various Acts and regulations were abolished during this 
Session. Of importance to municipalities and cities was 
the enactment of an Act which provides for the uniform 
taxation of utilities and cable television companies 
throughout the Province. 
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MR. SPEAKER AND MEMBERS OF THE HONOURABLE HOOSE OF 
ASSEMBLY: 

Among the other significant legislative measures 
enacted during this Session were: An Act To Amend The 
Public Utilities Act, An Act To Amend The Mineral Act, An 
Act To Amend The Municipal Grants Act, An Act To Amend 
The Provincial Parks Act, An Act To Amend The 
Residential Tenancies Act and An Act To Amend The 
Buildings Accessibility Act. 

MR. SPEAKER AND MEMBERS OF THE HONOURABLE HOOSE OF 
ASSEMBLY: 

I thank you for the large measure of supply you have 
granted. I assure you that the appropriations that you 
have granted have been and will be expended by My 
Ministers with care and efficiency.
