AND WHEREAS differential rate increases while penalizing the poor
for not using electric heat will do nothing to provide them with the money
they need to pay for electric heat so as to increase the company’s
competitiveness but will force many to dip into their food budgets to pay for
the electricity they need for lights;

AND WHEREAS it is Newfoundlanders on low and fixed incomes who
use the smallest amount of electricity since they have the fewest electrical run
amenities and it is therefore the poor who will bear the brunt of a differential
rate increase;

Pursuant to order and on motion the following Resolution was read a
first and second time:

"That it is expedient to being in a measure further to amend The Local
Authority Guarantee Act, 1957, to provide for the guarantee of the
repayment of loans made to, and the advance of loans to certain local
authorities".

Pursuant to order and on motion a Bill entitled, "An Act To Amend The
Local Authority Guarantee Act, 1957" (Bill No. 6) was read a first, second and
third time and passed.

On motion it was ordered that Bill No. 6 be printed being entitled as
above and that it be submitted to His Honour the Lieutenant-Governor for His
Assent.
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Pursuant to order and on motion debate commenced and concluded
on Third Reading of the Bill entitled, "An Act Respecting The Protection of
Heritage Animals” (Bill No. 32) and on motion the Bill was read a third time
and passed.

On motion it was ordered that Bill No. 32 be printed being entitled as
above and that it be submitted to His Honour the Lieutenant-Governor for His
Assent.

The House recessed for 15 minutes to await the arrival of His Honour
the Lieutenant-Governor.

At 7 o’clock in the evening, the Sergeant-at-Arms announced the arrival
of His Honour the Lieutenant-Governor.

The Speaker left the Chair.

His Honour the Lieutenant-Governor took the Chair.
The Speaker addressed His Honour as follows:

The Speaker, or in his absence from the Province the Deputy Speaker,
may give notice and thereupon the House shall meet at the time and date
stated by the notice of the proposed sitting. And | also move that this House
now adjourn.”

On motion the House then adjourned accordingly.

The House met at 2 o’clock in the afternoon pursuant to the motion
of adjournment adopted by the House on December 19th, 1996.

The Sergeant-at-Arms announced the arrival of His Honour the
Lieutenant-Governor, the Honourable A.M. House.

His Honour the Lieutenant-Governor took the Chair.

His Honour the Lieutenant-Governor was then pleased to make the
following Speech:

MR. SPEAKER AND MEMBERS OF THE HONOURABLE HOUSE OF
ASSEMBLY:

The First Session of the 43rd General Assembly of this Honourable
House of Assembly is about to be prorogued, but before releasing you from
your duties, | wish to thank you for the careful and sympathetic attention
given to the important matters brought before you by My Ministers. Your
commitment to your work and diligence in these difficult times deserve our
appreciation and acknowledgement.

Fifty pieces of legislation were enacted during this Session of the
Honourable House of Assembly. In particular, legislative initiatives were
taken in education, municipal affairs, government services, justice, fisheries
and the environment during 1996.

MR. SPEAKER AND MEMBERS OF THE HONOURABLE HOUSE OF
ASSEMBLY:

Ever mindful of the commitment of My Ministers to educational reform,
this Session saw passage of three important education related Bills, As a
consequence of the amendment of Term 17 of the Terms of Union of this
Province with Canada, a new Education Act was enacted. This Act
establishes a new Denominational Education Commission and a School
Construction Board. As well, My Ministers introduced an Act To Revise the
Law Respecting The Operation Of Schools in the Province. This measure is
the first substantive revision to our schools legislation since 1969. A new
College Act, which establishes one provincial college in the Province, was
also enacted.
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MR. SPEAKER AND MEMBERS OF THE HONOURABLE HOUSE OF
ASSEMBLY:

A major reform of the law respecting enforcement of judgements of our
Courts was enacted. As well, a Revised Pension Benefits Act was introduced
and passed during this Session. The Professional Fish Harvesters Act was
enacted. This Act provides for the certification of professional fish harvesters
in our Province.

During this Session My Ministers introduced amendments to the City
Of 5t. John’s Act, the City Of Corner Brook Act, the City Of Mount Pear!
Act and the Municipalities Act, the purpose of which was to change the date
for holding municipal elections from November to September in order to
afford newly elected municipal councils more time to prepare their budgets.
As well, An Act To Provide Firefighters With Protection From Personal
Liability was enacted.

MR. SPEAKER AND MEMBERS OF THE HONOURABLE HOUSE OF
ASSEMBLY:

As part of My Ministers continuing commitment to the revision of our
law, this House passed An Act To Provide For The Safety Of The Public With
Respect To The Use And Operation Of Elevating Devices, Amusement Rides,
Pressure And Electrical Systems.

In an effort to reduce the tax burden in this Province, My Ministers
introduced a Bill To Implement The Comprehensive Integrated Tax Co-
ordination Agreement Between The Government Of Canada And The
Government of This Province. This legislation takes effect on April 1st of this
year.

MR. SPEAKER AND MEMBERS OF THE HONOURABLE HOUSE OF
ASSEMBLY:

Many of our citizens are concerned about the environmental effects of
packaging materials. Therefore, in an effort to alleviate these environmental
concerns, My Ministers introduced amendments to the Packaging Material
Act in order to establish the Multi-Materials Stewardship Board which will
administer a deposit refund system and to provide a regulatory regime.

As stated in the Address of My Predecessor opening this Session and
to recognize the service of volunteers in our community, An Act Respecting
The Newfoundland And Labrador Volunteer Services Medal was enacted.
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As a means of recognizing and protecting our heritage animals and in
particular the Newfoundland pony, a Bill was enacted to provide for these
matters. As well, An Act To Establish The Memorial University Foundation
as a charitable foundation was enacted.

Many other significant legislative measures were also enacted during
this Session.
