The Member for Signal Hill-Quidi Vidi {Mr. Harris) presented a Petition
on behalf of certain residents of his District asking the Government to take
whatever action is necessary to ensure Virginia Park School remains open, to
maintain the current levels of staffing and programs within the school and to
replace the building with a new school as part of a long-term plan.

On motion of the Honourable Government House Leader (Acting) (Mr.
Furey), the House resolved itself into a Committee of the Whole on Supply.

The Speaker left the Chair.
Mr. Oldford took the Chair of Committee of the Whole on Supply.

The Committee considered and passed a certain Resolution and a Bill
entitled, "An Act For Granting To Her Majesty Certain Sums Of Money For
Defraying Certain Expenses Of The Public Service For The Financial Year
Ending March 31, 2000 And For Other Purposes Relating To The Public
Services" (Bill No. 2).

On motion the Committee rose.

The Speaker resumed the Chair.
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The Chairperson of the Committee reported that the Committee of
Supply had considered the matters to it referred and passed a certain Resolution
and a Bill consequent thereto and recommended that Bill No. 2 be introduced
to give effect to same.

On motion it was ordered that Biil No. 2 be printed being entitled as
above and that it be submitted to His Honour the Lieutenant-Governor for His
Assent,

The Chairperson of the Committee also reported to the Speaker that a
point of privilege had been raised by the Honourable the Premier in Committee
of the Whole.

The Speaker took the matter under advisement,

The House recessed briefly, after which the Sergeant-at-Arms announced
the arrival of His Honour the Lieutenant-Governor.

His Honour the Lieutenant-Covernor the Honourable A.M. House took
the Chair.

The Speaker addressed His Honour as follows:

"It is my agreeable duty on behalf of Her Majesty's dutiful and loyal
subjects, Her Faithful Commons in Newfoundland and Labrador, to present to
Your Honour a Bill for the appropriation of Interim Supply granted in the
present Session.”
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Whereupon the Clerk read the following Bill:

Relating To The Public Service" (Bill No. 2).

His Honour the Lieutenant-Governor then said, "In Her Majesty's Name,
| thank Her Loyal Subjects, | accept their benevolence, and i Assent to this Bill".

His Honour the Lieutenant-Governor then left the Chamber.

It was moved and seconded that when the House rose it would adjourn
until tomorrow, Wednesday, March 31st at 2 o'clock in the afternoon.

On motion the House then adjourned accordingly at 5:30 o’clock in the
afternoon.

Province.

The Honourable the Premier (Mr. Tobin) moved, seconded by the Leader
of the Opposition (Mr. Ed Byrne} and the Member for Signal Hill-Quidi Vidi
(Mr. Harris) the following Resolution:

"WHEREAS on April 1, 1999 the Territory of Nunavut will officially
come into existence;

AND WHEREAS fifty years ago on March 31, 1949, the people of
Newfoundland and Labrador were warmly welcomed into the Canadian family
as a Province of Canada;

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Honourable House of Assembly
on its own behalf and that of the people of Newfoundiand and Labrador warmly
and wholeheartedly welcome the people of Nunavut as a new territory within
the Canadian Federation."

The Speaker put the question on the motion and declared the motion
carried unanimously.

During Oral Questions, the Speaker was obliged to warn visitors in the
Public Galleries that if the commotion continued, he would have no choice but
to order the galleries cleared.

The Member for Ferryland (Mr. Sullivan) presented a Petition on behalf
of certain residents of the Province requesting Government to respect the work
of nurses, provide a more permanent and stabie workforce, and permit nurses
to have the right to binding arbitration as provided by the laws of the Province.
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The Honourable the Government House Leader (Mr. Furey) sought leave
of the House to revert to Government business instead of proceeding with
Private Member’s Day and in particular he sought leave to move First Reading
of Bill No. 3 and then to proceed to Second Reading of Bill No. 3. Members
agreed. Members also agreed that the Second Reading debate on Bill No. 3
would take nine hours with both the Leader of the Opposition and the
Opposition Health Critic having sixty minutes each to speak on the Bill.
Members also agreed to sit beyond the normal adjournment times of 5 o’clock
in the afternoon and 10 o’clock in the evening,

The Speaker put the matter to the House. Members agreed with the
above noted proposals.

1. On, from, and after the coming into force ofthese Terms (hereinafter
referred to as the date of Union), Newfoundland shall form part of
Canada and shall be a province thereof to be called and known as the
Province of Newfoundland.

AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that, upon approval and adoption
by this House of this Resolution the Speaker be directed to forward a true copy
of this Resolution to His Exceliency the Governor General certifying that the
requirements of the Constitution Act, 1982 respecting the adoption of a
Resolution by the House of Assembly of Newfoundland have been met.

SCHEDULE
AMENDMENT TO THE CONSTITUTION OF CANADA

1. The Terms of Union of Newfoundland with Canada set out in the
Schedule to the Newfoundiand Act are amended by striking out the words
“Province of Newfoundland” wherever they occur and substituting the words
“Province of Newfoundland and Labrador”,

2. Paragraph (g) of Term 33 of the Schedule to the Actis amended by
striking out the word “Newfoundiand” and substituting the words “the Province
of Newfoundland and Labrador”.

3. Term 38 of the Schedule to the Act is amended by striking out the
words "Newfoundland veterans” wherever they occur and substituting the words
“Newfoundland and Labrador veterans”.

4. Term 42 of the Schedule to the Act is amended by striking out the
words “Newfoundland merchant seamen” and *Newfoundiand merchant
seaman” wherever they occur and substituting the words “Newfoundland and
Labrador merchant seamen” and “Newfoundiand and Labrador merchant
seaman’, respectively.
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5. Subsection (2) of Term 46 of the Schedule to the Act is amended by
adding immediately after the word "Newfoundland” where it first occurs the
words “and Labrador”.

6. This Amendment may be cited as the Constitution Amendment,
year of proclamation (Newfoundland and Labrador).

Speaker shall thereupon adjourn the House until the
next sitting day.

(4) In the event the Speaker is unable to act owing to iliness
or other cause, the Deputy Speaker or Deputy Chair of
Committees shall act in the Speaker’'s stead for the purpose of
this item.

Parliamentary Group

To be recognized as a parliamentary group in the House of
Assembly, the group must be a registered party in accordance
with The Elections Act, 1991, must have contested two-thirds
of the number of seats in the House of Assembly at the
preceding General Election and have elected at least three
Members, at the preceding General Election or at a by-
glection. This definition would not affect the ruling of Mr.
Speaker McNicholas in 1987 concerning the right of a two
person group with respect to Ministerial Statements or other
decisions made with respect to the entitltements of the New
Democratic Party Members of the House.

being so satisfied the House shall meet, and therefore the
House shall meet to transact its business as if it had been duly
adjourned to that time.
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(4) In the event the Speaker is unable to act owing to illness
or other cause, the Deputy Speaker or Deputy Chair of
Committees shall act in the Speaker’s stead for the purpose of
this item.

Parliamentary Group

To be recognized as a parliamentary group in the House of
Assembly, the group must be a registered party in accordance
with The Elections Act, 1991, must have contested two-thirds
of the number of seats in the House of Assembly at the
preceding General Election and have elected at least three
Members, at the preceding General Election or at a by-
election. This definition would not affect the ruling of Mr.
Speaker McNicholas in 1987 concerning the right of a two
person group with respect to Ministerial Statements or other
decisions made with respect fo the entitlements of the New
Democratic Party Members of the House.

Petitions

(a)  Where a petition does not conform to the requirements
of Standing Orders 90 to 92 and the Speaker considers
that in substance the petition is by its nature of concern
and interest to Members of the House, the Speaker
may waive the Standing Orders in this regard and rule
that the particular petition is in order.

(b)  All petitions must be certified by a Table Officer before
presentation.
