(2) A member who is a member of a standing or select committee of
the House of Assembly, the commission or a committee of the
commission, other than a chair, may claim a daily amount of
$145 for attendance at a committee or commission meeting
when the House of Assembly is not in session.

(3) A member who is a chair of a standing or select committee of the
House of Assembly, the commission or a committee of the
commission may claim a daily amount of $190 for attendance at
a committee or commission meeting when
the House of Assembly is not in session.

(4) Subsections (2) and (3) shall not apply to a member who is a
minister or who holds a position referred to in subsection 12(1) of
the Act.

(5) Reasonable expenses claimed under subsection (1) shall be

(a) in accordance with the Travel and Allowance rates
permitted under these Rules; and

(b) approved by the Speaker before being reimbursed to the
member.

Restriction on meal allowance
42. Where a member makes a claim under subsection 46(3) relating to a

meal expense, the member shall not claim a meal allowance under
this Part for that meal expense.

The Commission considered the recommendations of the Report on Caucus
Resources and approved the following caucus resources:

1.

Base Caucus Funding:

Government Members’ Caucus and the Third Party Caucus shall be entitled
to base caucus funding of $100,000 per fiscal year for the purpose of
research and administration.

Variable (per private Member) Funding:

Each caucus shall be entitled to $18,000 per fiscal year for each private
Member, for the purpose of research and administration. A private Member is
defined as a Member who is not the Speaker or a Member of Executive
Council.

Allocation to Party Leaders:

The Leader of the Official Opposition shall be entitled to $253,600 per fiscal
year for core staff support. The Leader of the Third Party shall be entitled to
50% of the amount allocated to the Leader of the Official Opposition for that
purpose.

Assistant to House Leaders:

The Government House Leader and the Opposition House Leader shall each
be entitled to an assistant to be paid on the PS-05 salary scale.

Salary Adjustments:

The allocations under items 1 to 4 above shall reflect any salary adjustments
made to the Management Pay Plan of the Executive Branch, beginning with
the 2008-2009 fiscal year.

Operational Funding:

Each caucus shall be entitled to $100 per month for each Member of that
caucus, with a monthly minimum of $800, to fund miscellaneous operational
purchases. The Speaker shall be entitled to $100 per month. Beginning with
the 2009-2010 fiscal year, this allocation shall be adjusted based on the
provincial Consumer Price Index for the prior calendar year. Guidelines
respecting eligible and ineligible purchases under this allocation shall be
determined by the Commission. Each caucus shall submit a report detailing



expenditures on the use of this allocation to the Commission within 90 days
after the end of each fiscal year.

7. Funding Adjustments:
When a caucus increases in number and becomes entitled to additional
amounts, that increase shall be effective immediately. When a caucus
decreases in number, the calculated reduced amount shall not take effect
until the beginning of the next fiscal year.

8. Caucus Management:
Each caucus will designate an administrative staff person to liaise with the
Office of the Clerk and Corporate and Members’ Services Division on
financial and human resource management matters.

Background:

e At the July 3, 2008 meeting, the Commission directed that the Members’
Resources and Allowances Rules be amended to so that Members who use their
constituency allowance to purchase a meal for the purpose of constituency
business (subsection 46(3)) would not be permitted to claim that meal expense
under section 42. Formerly, purchasing a meal under subsection 46(3) disqualified
a Member from claiming any per diem for the entire day. CM 2008 — 068 refers.

e As required under subsection 15(5) of the Act, this rule received first approval at
the October 15, 2008 meeting. CM 2008 — 084 refers.

e The draft amendment has been distributed to all Members of the House of
Assembly and posted on the House of Assembly website. It is now brought to the

Commission for final approval.

e The approved amendment will be forwarded to the Office of the Legislative
Counsel to be published in the NL Gazette.

Contract for Management Certification Process

Management Certification project payments in excess of 110 percent of approved
contract amounts

In December 2007, a Request for Proposals was issued for consulting services to
assist in the development and execution of an implementation plan for the
management certification process. Section 28 of the House of Assembly
Accountability, Integrity and Administration Act required the management
certification process to be completed by 31 August 2008. The contract was
awarded to Grant Thornton on 8 February 2008 and the project was completed as
scheduled and by the required deadline of 31 August.

As part of the request for proposals process, interested accounting firms directed
questions to House officials regarding the scope of the project, computer controls,
services provided by the Executive branch of government, etc. However, since
this process is a new process for a government entity, it was difficult to determine
how the computer and other services provided by the Executive branch would
“fit” in the overall development of the implementation plan, the full nature of the
scope, etc. Therefore, the responses to the questions did not provide all the
required information that would result in a better estimate of the actual cost of the
project. Work effort was increased over the estimated time in the following areas:

« The many process owners involved in the accounting cycles required
multiple meetings across departments.

« The scope was expanded due to the sensitive nature of accounts for petty
cash, revenue and inventory, etc. This resulted in more detailed
documentation requirements and more testing.

« Project management time was increased due to the amount of time
required to determine the best approach which should be applied given the
“non-public company” nature of the assignment and the fact that the Act
did not include specific requirements for the certificate.

Section 2.4 of the “Guidelines Covering the Hiring of External Consultant”
requires Treasury Board approval to authorize payments which are in excess of
110 percent, in the aggregate, of approved contractual amounts.

The total estimated cost for the project was $53,393. However, the actual cost to
date is $121,798 plus there is an estimated $5,000 in outstanding invoices. Since
the cost has increased by more than 10%, the approval of the Management



Commission is required to authorize the payments. It is noted that the other
proposal received for the project was estimated at 420 percent more than the
accepted proposal. Funding of $230,000 was included in the budget for 2008-09
to cover the costs of the project so funds are available to cover the increased cost
over original estimate.

Title: Delegated Authority
Issue: Delegated Authority to Speaker under subsection 20(4).

Background:

e The Management Commission is, under paragraphs 20(1)(a) to (d) of the
House of Assembly Accountability, Integrity and Administration Act,
mandated as follows:

Duties and responsibilities of commission

20. (1) The commission is responsible for the financial stewardship of all
public money, within the meaning of the Financial Administration
Act, that may be voted by the House of Assembly for the use and
operation of the House of Assembly and statutory offices, and for
all matters of financial and administrative policy affecting the
House of Assembly, its members, offices and staff and in
connection with them and, in particular, the commission shall

(a)

(b)

(©

(d)

oversee the finances of the House of Assembly including
its budget, revenues, expenses, assets and liabilities;

review and approve the administrative, financial and
human resource and management policies of the House
of Assembly service and statutory offices;

implement and periodically review and update financial
and management policies applicable to the House of
Assembly service and statutory offices;

give directions with respect to matters that the
commission considers necessary for the efficient and
effective operation of the House of Assembly service and
statutory offices;

e Issues occasionally arise respecting the financial administration of the House
of Assembly and statutory offices which require time-sensitive decisions by
the Commission. Many of these decisions cannot be delayed should the



Commission be unable to achieve a quorum and meet in a timely manner to
consider these issues.

e Subsection 20(4) allows the Commission to delegate a power or duty to the
speaker or the clerk with certain parameters on that delegation. Paragraph
20(4)(a) reads as follows:

4) The commission may, by directive, delegate a power or duty
to the speaker or the clerk and where that delegation is made

(a) the commission shall establish outcome measurements and
accountability recording of measurements that enable that
proper oversight and recording be maintained;

Paragraphs 20(4)(b) and (c) indicate that a decision of the speaker or clerk
would be considered to have been carried out by the commission and the
commission remains accountable for the decision.

e The Speaker proposes that the Commission issue a directive stating that where
it is not possible to have a meeting of the Commission with respect to an
urgent financial matter relating to the administration of the House of
Assembly and the statutory offices, the power to make that decision be
delegated to the Speaker in consultation with the Government House Leader
and the Opposition House Leader and that the decision and the reason for the
decision be recorded and reported back to the commission at its next meeting.
The consultation with two members of the commission and reporting back at
the earliest possible time allows proper oversight by the commission.

Action Required:

Pursuant to Subsection 20(4) of the House of Assembly Accountability, Integrity
and Administration Act, the Commission directs the following:

The Commission delegates to the Speaker of the House of Assembly, in
consultation with the Government House Leader and the Official
Opposition House Leader, the power to make decisions respecting
financial matters relating to the administration of the House of Assembly
and statutory offices provided that the decision is urgently required and
the Commission is unable to meet on the matter in a timely manner. A
decision made under this directive and reasons for it shall be recorded and
reported back at the next meeting of the Commission.

Purchasing Policy- Under $200

Adoption of an alternative policy as per Subsection 48(2) of the House of
Assembly Accountability, Integrity and Administration Act, for low dollar value
purchases by Members of the House of Assembly.

Background:

Paragraph 20(1)(e) of the House of Assembly Accountability, Integrity and
Administration Act (the Act) states that:

20. (1) The commission is responsible for the financial stewardship of all public
money, within the meaning of the Financial Administration Act, that may
be voted by the House of Assembly for the use and operation of the House
of Assembly and statutory offices, and for all matters financial and
administrative policy affecting the House of Assembly, its members,
offices and staff and in connection with them and, in particular, the
commission shall

(e) make and keep current rules respecting the proper administration and
allowances for members and reimbursement and the payment of their
expenditures in implementation of subsection 11(2) of this Act;

Subsection 48(2) of the Act states that:

48. (2) The Public Tender Act and the Conflict of Interest Act, 1995 shall apply to
the House of Assembly and the statutory offices except to the extent that
the application may be modified by a directive of the commission putting
in place alternative and more appropriate requirements dealing with the
tendering process and the conflict of interest of persons employed in the
House of Assembly and statutory offices.

Presently all purchases by or for Members of the House of Assembly, regardless of
the dollar value, require public tender, three quotes or documentation indicating how
a fair and reasonable price was established. This is in compliance with the Public
Tender Act.

As aresult, a considerable amount of a Member’s and/or the Constituency Assistant’s
time is spent on completing requisitions for forwarding to Corporate and Members’
Services and/or obtaining the three quotes for items which have a very low dollar
value. In addition, it is difficult to anticipate many of these low dollar purchases
ahead of time in order that the service/good is received when required. This includes



the purchase of all services and goods such as a small package of sympathy cards,
development of a roll of film, a package of pens or a tray of sandwiches.

° Given the small size of many rural communities in Newfoundland & Labrador, there
may be a lack of multiple suppliers within a reasonable distance of the community
who can provide the service or product required. This makes it difficult for the
Member to meet the requirements of the Public Tender Act and creates delivery
difficulties for suppliers who are either unable to deliver the items to the community
or are unable to deliver in the timeline required.

° The Purchasing Policy - Under $200 is intended to simplify the purchasing process
and reduce the turnaround time for these low dollar value items. It is recommended
that Members may purchase items below the threshold amount of $200 without
obtaining three quotes or establishing “fair and reasonable price”, as this policy is
more appropriate for small purchases made by Members.

° The proposed policy is attached.

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Purchasing Policy — Under $200.00

1. Approval

Under the authority of subsection 48(2) & subparagraph 20(6)(b)(ii) of the
House of Assembly Accountability, Integrity and Administration Act, the
House of Assembly Management Commission establishes this alternative
policy respecting the purchasing of items under $200.

2. Purpose

To allow Members of the House of Assembly to purchase low dollar items
without obtaining three quotes or establishing fair and reasonable price, to
simplify the purchasing process and reduce time spent processing orders
and claims for items under the $200 threshold.

3. General
3.1. Principles

In considering and approving purchases under $200 pursuant to this
policy, the Members of the House of Assembly must ensure that the
purchase is eligible for reimbursement under the House of Assembly
Accountability, Integrity and Administration Act, the Members’ Resources
and Allowances Rules, and directives of the commission.

4. Process

This policy allows Members of the House of Assembly to purchase items
eligible under the House of Assembly Accountability, Integrity and
Administration Act, the Members’ Resources and Allowances Rules, and
directives of the commission, under the value of $200, without obtaining
three quotes or establishing fair and reasonable price, as per paragraphs
9 (a) & (b) of the Public Tender Act.

Once a proposed purchase under $200 is identified by the Member of the
House of Assembly, it may be made in one of two ways:

a. by direct purchase by the Member or Constituency Assistant ( if
authority has been delegated) under this policy;

or,
b. by issuance of a requisition that is forwarded for processing to

Corporate & Members’ Services Division, which will follow the Public
Tender Act and Government Purchasing Agency Policies.

Purchasing Policy — Under $200.00

If the eligible purchase is made by the Member or Constituency Assistant,
the original detailed receipt for the purchase, plus proof of payment, must
be submitted on a Member Expense Claim for reimbursement within 60
days, as per subsection 7(6) of the Members’ Resources and Allowance
Rules.

If multiple suppliers are located within a community or region, every effort
should be made by Members to rotate purchases among suppliers and to

ensure a fair and reasonable price has been obtained, in keeping with the
spirit and intent of the Public Tender Act.

4.1.Restrictions

Under this policy a Member of the House of Assembly may not:

e split purchases to avoid exceeding the $200 maximum threshold;

e purchase items available on Standing Offer Agreement, unless
extenuating circumstances apply;

e purchase printing services without prior authorization from the Queen’s
Printer to procure from outside sources;

e rent a vehicle; or

e purchase advertising.

Amendments — House of Assembly Accountability, Integrity and
Administration Act

Proposed Amendments to Act

The attached document outlines proposed amendments to the House of
Assembly Accountability, Integrity and Administration Act, compiled by
the Law Clerk. The proposals may be grouped into three categories:

(D minuted decisions of the Commission;

2) editorial or typographical corrections; and

3) matters recommended by the Speaker and House staff not
previously considered by the Commission.

Any legislative amendments to the House of Assembly Accountability,
Integrity and Administration Act should be recommended by the
Commission to Executive Council. Once the Commission has determined
which proposed amendments it approves, a Cabinet submission would be
developed for the Government House Leader’s signature and transmittal to
Executive Council for the drafting of a Bill.

Purpose
3. The purpose of this Act is to

(g)establish standards of conduct for members and for
those charged with the responsibility of administration of
operations of the House of Assembly service and the
statutory offices.

This amendment would correct a grammatical error.

Paragraph 3(g) of the Act is amended by
deleting the words “the responsibility of” and
substituting the words “responsibility for the”.

Speaker term of office

6. For the purpose of this Act, the speaker in office
following the dissolution of the House of Assembly is
considered to be speaker until a new speaker is chosen by
the House of Assembly.

This section presently keeps in office the MHA who is
the speaker “following” dissolution. This is not valid
because technically that office would be vacated.
Hence section 6. It is better to refer to the Speaker in
office immediately before dissolution or at the very
least “upon” dissolution.

Section 6 of the Act is amended by deleting
the word “following” and substituting the
words “immediately before”.

Salaries, expenses, severance and pensions

11.(4)Where prescribing the types and amounts of expenses
to which a member may be entitled under subsection (2),
the commission may, by rules,

(a)make distinctions between constituencies with respect
to the amounts and manner of entitlement of members,
taking into account geographic, social and economic
differences; and

(b)prescribe a maximum daily amount for meals or a
basic amount per kilometre to be paid to a member in place
of providing for reimbursement of actual expenses for food
and vehicle travel.

The continued use of “or” in paragraph 11(4)(b) would
mean that a daily amount for meals would preclude
getting a mileage rate for vehicle travel and vice versa.
This is a grammatical error.

Paragraph 11(4)(b) of the Act is amended by
deleting the word “or” and substituting the
word “and”.

Other remuneration
12.(1) A member who also holds one of the following
positions shall be paid an additional salary, effective July 1

2007 , as follows:

(g)leader of a recognized third party, $18,367;

(k)vice chairperson-public accounts committee, $10,032.

Subsection 12(1) allocates extra salary to MHAs who
hold additional offices such as Speaker, Deputy
Speaker and Opposition leader. Because of the use of
the word “recognized” in paragraph (g), a salary issue
arises with respect to the third party. Recognition,
which is a prerogative of the House and the Speaker,
usually is seen as applying to parties with more than
one Member. The paragraph (g) use was apparently an
error and the word “recognized” should be removed. If
the reference is simply to a “third party leader”
without the qualification by the greatest number of
votes, we could possibly have 2 or more third party
leaders entitled to the added salary. ( i.e., a third party
is the party having the second largest number of seats
in opposition. There could be 2 third parties of one
member each.) Because “recognized” is used only
once in the Act, it is cleaner to remove it.

The hyphen is a typographical error.

Paragraph 12(1)(g) of the Act is repealed and
the following is substituted:

(g) leader of the third party that has
obtained the greatest number of votes in the
previous general election, $18,367;

Paragraph 12(1)(k) of the Act is amended by
deleting the words and hyphen “chairperson-
public” and substituting the words and
comma “chairperson, public”.

Time at duties

13.(1) On a day when the House of Assembly is sitting, a
member shall attend that sitting.

(2)A deduction shall be made from the salary payable to
a member under subsection 11 (1) in the amount of $200
for each day on which the member is absent from a sitting
of the House of Assembly for a reason other than one set
out in subsection (3).

(3)Where a member is absent from a sitting of the House
of Assembly because of

(a)the sickness of the member;

Under subsection 13(2) a deduction of $200 per sitting
day is made from the salary of an MHA who is absent
from the House for a reason not listed in subsection
13(3). One of the allowed reasons, under paragraph
(e), is constituency duties as long as the MHA is
within the House precincts. It has been pointed out that
sometimes an absence is necessary for constituency
duties within a constituency and for distant districts,
returning to the city may not be feasible. If this is to be
allowed, parameters could be placed on it either
through directives or at the Speaker’s absolute
discretion. As presently worded, because absence from
the House precinct is strictly prohibited, the Speaker

Section 13 of the Act is amended by adding
immediately after subsection (3) the
following:

(3.1) Notwithstanding paragraph (3)(e),

cannot, under paragraph (g), approve an absence to do
constituency work outside the House precincts.

There is a typographical error in paragraph 13(3)(e),
section 19.1 should read section 19.2.

Paragraph 13(3)(e) of the Act is amended by
deleting the figure “19.1” and substituting the
figure “19.2”.

Commencement and termination dates

14.(1) For the purpose of entitlement to the payments
provided for in subsections 11 (1), (2) and (4), a person is a
member from the date of his or her election until his or her
seat is vacated or until the date of the next following
election, whichever first occurs.

(2)Notwithstanding subsection (1), a member may not
claim reimbursement of expenses under subsection 11 (2)
from and after the date an election is called where those
expenses relate to partisan political activities or election
activities.

The present wording of subsection 14(1) has
entitlements to expenses (although this is addressed in
next amendment), severance and pension extend to the
date of the general election; but, on that date, the new
members start their entitlements so that pre election
members should be finished with their entitlement on
the day before the election.

This amendment to subsection 14(2) was requested by
all parties so that no expenses could be claimed during
a dissolution period. CM 2007-015 refers.

Subsection 14(1) of the Act is amended by
adding immediately after the words “until
the” the words “day immediately before”.

Subsection 14(2) of the Act is repealed and
the following is substituted:

(2) Notwithstanding subsection (1), a member
shall not claim reimbursement of expenses
under subsection 11(2) from and after the date
an election is called until the date of his or her
reelection as a member
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House of Assembly Management Commission

18.(1) The Commission of Internal Economy of the House
of Assembly established under the Internal Economy
Commission Act is continued under the name of the House
of Assembly Management Commission.

(2)The speaker, or in his or her absence, the deputy
speaker, shall preside over the commission.

(3)The commission shall consist of

(a) the speaker, or, in his or her absence, the deputy
speaker, who shall be the chairperson;

(b) the clerk, who shall be the secretary and shall not
vote;

Chapter 6 of Green’s report (page 6-13) contains
Recommendation 30 which states, in part:

“(1) The Commission of Internal Economy (i.e. House
of Assembly Management Commission) would be
restructured to consist of

(a) the speaker, who will vote in case of a tie;”

Unfortunately, the statement “who will vote in case of
a tie” is not in section 18 of the Act and there is no
indication as to when the speaker/chair would vote.
There is an implication that the chair does vote
because subsection 18(6) allows the deputy speaker to
attend meetings in a non voting capacity. By
extension, this would appear to mean that when in
attendance as the chair, he/she would vote. As we are
now bound by the statute law, the speaker, as a
member of the commission, is not prohibited from
voting nor is he/she a tie breaker. Consequently, the
speaker can vote or abstain but should not hold
himself/herself out as a tiebreaker at commission
meetings. One might try to rely on Standing Order 6
whereby the speaker may break a tie in a House of
Assembly vote but the speaker does not normally vote
at all in the House and a comparison to a proceeding of
the House is not easily made to the proceedings of the
commission. This may be clarified by an amendment
to subsection 18(2) by adding the words “and will vote
in the case of a tie.”

Subsection 18(3) which lays out the membership of
the commission requires at least 3 people in opposition
to complete the required membership. Subsection
18(4) addresses the situation where there is no third
party. The new subsection 18(5.1), proclaimed on 04
June 2008, deals with the PAC situation where there
are so few numbers there is a conflict with commission

Subsection 18(2) is amended by adding
immediately after the word “commission” the
words and comma “and when presiding, will
vote in the case of a tie”.

Section 18 of the Act is amended by adding
immediately after subsection (3) the
following:

(3.1) Notwithstanding subsection (3),
where there is an insufficient number of
members of the official opposition caucus to

(d) the official opposition house leader;

(e) 2 members who are members of the government
caucus, only one of whom may be a member of the
Executive Council,

(f) one member who is a member of the official

(4)Where there is no party, other than the government
party or the official opposition party, having a member
elected to the House of Assembly, the member chosen for
the purpose of paragraph (3)(g) shall be an additional
member from the official opposition caucus.

(8) A quorum of the commission shall be 50% of its
members provided that at least one member representing a
party in opposition to the government, and the speaker or
deputy speaker, shall be present.

Subsection (4) relates to the same topic with respect to
the third party member of the commission. In the
absence of a third party, that position would be taken
by a member of the opposition. There is a word error.
The word “or” should be “and”. If there is no third
party and a replacement of that person by an
opposition member is required, there MUST be a
government party AND an opposition party.

The commission has requested that the quorum should
be 50% but must include a government member as
well as an opposition member and the chair.

When the House is dissolved for an election the
commission and all committees of the House are also
dissolved. An amendment to section 18 is required so
that when there is a dissolution of the Assembly, the
administration of the House by the commission can
continue during the dissolution. Similarly, the
Speaker’s position continues under section 6 of the Act
and the Federal Parliament continues its commission
under the Parliament of Canada Act.

Section 18 of the Act is amended by adding
immediately after subsection (8) the
following:

(8.1) Notwithstanding subsection (8),
where the commission is constituted in
accordance with subsection (3.1), a quorum of
the commission shall be 50% of its members,
provided that the speaker or deputy speaker
shall be present during a meeting of the
commission.

Section 18 of the Act is amended by adding
immediately after subsection (10) the
following:

(11) Upon a dissolution of the House of
Assembly, the commission members shall,
until the members of the commission are
replaced, be considered to remain in office as
commission members as if there had been no
dissolution.

Duties and responsibilities of commission

20.(1) The commission is responsible for the financial
stewardship of all public money, within the meaning of the
Financial Administration Act , that may be voted by the
House of Assembly for the use and operation of the House
of Assembly and statutory offices, and for all matters of
financial and administrative policy affecting the House of
Assembly, its members, offices and staff and in connection
with them and, in particular, the commission shall

(a)oversee the finances of the House of Assembly
including its budget, revenues, expenses, assets and
liabilities;

(b)review and approve the administrative, financial and
human resource and management policies of the House of
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Assembly service and statutory offices;

(c)implement and periodically review and update
financial and management policies applicable to the House
of Assembly service and statutory offices;

(2) The commission may at any time report to the House
of Assembly on matters referred to in this section or in
another Act relating to the House of Assembly.

(3) Notwithstanding paragraph (1)(c), the financial and
management policies of the government shall apply to the
House of Assembly and statutory offices except to the
extent that they may be modified by directive of the
commission.

(5) In carrying out its duties under subsection (1), the
commission shall

(a) regularly, and at least quarterly, review the financial
performance of the House of Assembly as well as the actual
expenditures of members compared with approved
allocations;

(b) ensure that an annual financial audit is completed
of the accounts of the House of Assembly and the
statutory offices in accordance with section 43 within 90
days after the end of a fiscal year;

(c) ensure that a compliance audit is completed of the
accounts of the House of Assembly and the statutory
offices in accordance with section 43 at least once every
General Assembly, and reported on within 90 days after
the end of the fiscal year to which it relates;

Subsection 20(3) is written in a way that seems to

imply that commission directives can modify
government rules but that cannot occur. The
commission cannot override statutory law nor

government policies as they apply to the government.
The better approach would be to state that if the
commission has no rule or policy already occupying an
area, the government laws or policies should be made
to apply to fill the gap. Subsection 20(3) should be
amended.

Paragraphs 20(5)(b) and (c) require that the
commission ensure that financial and compliance
audits be completed within 90 days of the end of the
fiscal year. The Auditor General has expressed a
concern that there is insufficient time within the 90
day time frame to complete these audits and suggests
that August 31 is a better time frame. A repeal and
replacement of these paragraphs is recommended.

Subsection 20(3) of the Act is repealed and
the following is substituted:

(3) Notwithstanding paragraph (1)(c),
where a financial or management policy has
not been established by the commission for
the House of Assembly and statutory offices,
the financial and management policies of the
government shall apply.

Paragraphs 20(5)(b) and (c) of the Act are
repealed and the following are substituted:

(b) ensure that an annual financial audit is
completed of the accounts of the House of
Assembly and the statutory offices in
accordance with section 43 before September
1 immediately following the fiscal year to
which that audit relates;

11. Advance rulings on allowance use

24.(1) Where a member incurs an expense and a claim for
reimbursement, or payment has been rejected by an officer
or staff member of the House of Assembly service, or the
member is unsure as to whether an expense, if incurred, will
qualify for reimbursement or payment, he or she may
request a ruling from the speaker.

(2)Upon receipt of a request in writing for a ruling under
subsection (1), the speaker shall, as soon as reasonably
possible, review the matter and, after giving the member an
opportunity to make a submission, provide a ruling in
writing to the member as to whether the expenditure
complies with or would comply with this Act, the rules and
directives of the commission.

(3)Before making a ruling the speaker may request
further information or clarification from the member as to
the nature and purpose of the expenditure in question.

(4)Where the speaker rules that the expenditure complies
with, or the proposed expenditure will comply with, this
Act, the rules and directives of the commission, the speaker
shall

(a)inform the member of the ruling; and

(b)provide a copy of the ruling to the commission.

Subsection 24(1) contains a typographical error. A
comma is unnecessary after “reimbursement”. This
can possibly be fixed without amendment by
Legislative counsel.

Subsection 24(1) of the Act is amended by
deleting the comma immediately after the
word “reimbursement”.
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(5)Where the speaker rules that the expenditure complies
with or would comply with the Act, the rules and directives
of the commission, and the commission does not reject or
vary the speaker’s ruling in accordance with subsection (7),
the ruling is binding and the member may claim
reimbursement or payment.

(6)Where the commission takes issue with the speaker’s
ruling, the member shall be notified by the commission and
given the opportunity to make a submission to the
commission outlining why the expenditure complies with
the Act and the rules and directives of the commission.

(7)The commission may, within 30 days of receipt of the
speaker’s ruling reverse that ruling and substitute another or
approve that ruling, and the decision of the commission is
final.

(8)Where the ruling of the speaker is that the
expenditure does not comply with the rules and directives
of the commission, the member may appeal that ruling to
the commission and, after giving the member an
opportunity to make a submission in writing in support of
the appeal, the commission may decide to reverse, uphold
or modify the ruling of the speaker, and the decision of the
commission is final.

Section 24 of the Act deals with appeals of decisions
by staff and/or the speaker with respect to the
reimbursement of expenditures. Although the
commission is the final arbiter on appeal, it may be
placed in a position of having to uphold, deny or
modify a decision to conform with the Rules with a
result that is patently unfair. The clearest issue relating
to this is denial of a claim because it was submitted
outside a time frame required by the Rules. The
expense may be legitimate but would still be denied.
The converse of this is that in order to function, claims
must be forwarded in a timely fashion. It has been
suggested that a degree of discretion, to allow the
commission to vary a decision in such an instance,
should be possible. This would require an additional
subsection in section 24.

Section 24 of the Act is amended by adding
immediately after subsection (8) the
following:

(9) Notwithstanding that an expense claim
has been denied, in accordance with the rules,
by an officer, staff member or the Speaker,
where there is an appeal to the commission
under this section and the commission
determines that that claimed expense amount

(a) has been incurred by the member; and

(b) is a permitted expense under the Act
and rules; and

(c) does not exceed an expense amount or
allowance allocation permitted under the
rules;

and a denial of payment of the expense
amount would, in the opinion of the
commission, be unjust, the commission may
approve the expenditure for the claimed
expense to the extent that the commission
considers to be just and the decision of the
commission is final.

37.(1) Upon receiving a request under subsection 36 (1),

concerned reasonable notice, the commissioner may
conduct an inquiry.

(3) Where the commissioner decides to conduct an
inquiry under subsection (1), he or she has all the powers of
a commissioner under the Public Inquiries Act, 2006.

Under subsection 37(3) of the Act as presently
worded, the commissioner (for Legislative Standards)
would have the powers of a commissioner acting under
the Public Inquiries Act, 2006 only where the
commissioner decides to conduct an inquiry.

of persons employed in the House of Assembly and
statutory offices.

The wording of subsection 48(2) implies that the
commission can modify the cited Acts by directive.

It is
recommended that subsection 48(2) be repealed and
replaced to make it clear that the commission can
establish requirements in these areas by making a rule
and in the absence of coverage of the area, the 2 cited
statutes would apply.
