On July 28, 2021, the Department of Transportation and Infrastructure received your request for
access to the following records:

Policy advice or recommendations, s.29(1)(a) The head of a public body may refuse to
disclose to an applicant information that would reveal advice, proposals,
recommendations, analyses or policy options developed by or for a public body or
minister;

Disclosure harmiul to the financial or economic interests of a public body, 5.35(1) The
head of a public body may refuse to disclose to an applicant information which could
reasonably be expected to disclose (c) plans that relate to the management of personnel
of or the administration of a public body and that have not yet been implemented or
made public; (g) information, the disclosure of which could reasonably be expected to
prejudice the financial or economic interest of the government of the province or a public
body,

As required by 8(2) of the Act, we have severed information that is unable to be disclosed and
have provided you with as much information as possible. In accordance with your request for a
copy of the records, the appropriate copies have been enclosed.

Please be advised that you may appeal this decision and ask the Information and Privacy
Commissioner to review the decision to provide partial access to the requested information, as
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set out in section 42 of the Act (a copy of this section of the Act has been enclosed for your
reference). A request to the Commissioner must be made in writing within 15 business days of
the date of this letter or within a longer period that may be allowed by the Commissioner. Your
appeal should identify your concerns with the request and why you are submitting the appeal.
