In view of the growing seriousness of the ton­
nage problem to the Colony as evidenced by some 
of its phases at present, measures will be intro­

The industrial operations of our people during 
the past year have been attended with highly satis­
factory results. The high prices obtained for the 
staple products of the fisheries, forests and mines 
have enabled the working classes to enjoy a high 
9.egree of prosperity. This is all the more gratify~ 
ing when we remember how the economic interests

of every country have been disturbed by the far-
reaching effects of . the War, and we have surely 
cause for thankfulness that here in Newfoundland 
we have suffered so little.

One of the lessons which this War has taught 
the peoples of the British Empire is the desirability 
of promoting inter-Imperial trade, and we may not . 

·unreasonably hope that one of the results will be 
a very great increase in the den1ands ±or the pro­
d nets of our fisheries, and that the development of 
our f o.rest and 1nineral resources will be even 
more actively undertaken than heretofore. . .

substantial increase in the revenue from all so11r­
ces, encouraging the hope that at the end of the 
fiscal year in June nex"t our receipts will suffice to 
meet the expenditure on current account. It is 
now apparent that the deerease in revenue for the 
last fiscal year of $720,000 was largely due to the 
r·eduction in imports, consequent on the uncertain­
ties as to trade development during the first year 
of the War; but we may reasonably assume, see­
ing there has been such a marked recovery the

present year, that there i.s no longer any reason to 
fear a retur11 to the condition of twelve months 
ago. On the contrary we may hope, as the months 
pass and the outlook for the Allied cause grows 
brighter, that this condition will reflect itself in 
still larger imports and more enhanced prosperity.
