“THAT the Resolution be amended by adding immediately after the word
“Province” a comma and the words “any financial benefits of which would be returned to
the people of the Province.”

The Speaker (Mr. Bennett) suspended the proceedings at 4:09 o’clock to
consider the amendment.

The Speaker (Mr. Bennett) resumed the Chair at 4:23 o’clock and ruled that the
amendment was not in order.

Debate continued and concluded on the Resolution.

The Speaker put the question and declared the Resolution carried.
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The Speaker then adjourned the House until Thursday at 1:30 p.m., pursuant to
Standing Order 9.
