 The Member for Bonavista (Mr. Pardy) made a Statement to applaud “Let’s Talk 
Science” and the Hibernia Management Development Company Ltd. for their valued 
involvement in our educational system. 
  
 The Member for Cape St. Francis (Mr. Parsons) made a Statement to recognize 
this year’s inductees into the Royal St. John’s Regatta Hall of Fame. 
 
 The Member for Harbour Grace – Port de Grave (Ms. Parsons) made a Statement 
to recognize Stephanie Lights of Bareneed and her family for their continuing contribution 
to the preservation of the tradition, culture and way of life of a coastal community in the 
Province. 
 
 The Member for Terra Nova (Mr. Parrott) made a Statement to congratulate the 
senior girls volleyball team from South West Arm for winning the first official Female 
Volleyball Banner for their school at Volley Fest. 
 
 The Honourable the Minister of Tourism, Culture, Industry and Innovation (Mr.

 The Honourable the Government House Leader (Ms. Coady) gave notice that she 
would on tomorrow ask leave to introduce the following motion:

 On motion of the Honourable the Government House Leader (Ms. Coady) the 
House resolved itself into a Committee of the Whole House to consider a Bill entitled “An 
Act To Amend The Automobile Insurance Act” (Bill No. 9). 
 
 The Speaker left the Chair. 
 Mr. Bennett took the Chair of Committee of the Whole House. 
 
 On motion the Committee rose. 
 
 The Speaker resumed the Chair. 
 
 The Chairperson of the Committee of the Whole (Mr. Bennett) reported that the 
Committee of the Whole House had considered the matters to them referred and had 
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directed him to report that they had passed a Bill entitled “An Act To Amend The 
Automobile Insurance Act” (Bill No. 9) without amendment. 
 
 On motion the report of the Committee was received and adopted. 
 
 On motion it was ordered that Bill No. 9 be read the third time on tomorrow. 
 
 On motion of the Honourable the Government House Leader (Ms. Coady) the 
House resolved itself into a Committee of the Whole House to consider a Bill entitled “An 
Act Respecting The Regulation Of Real Estate Trading In The Province” (Bill No. 13). 
 
 The Speaker left the Chair. 
 Mr. Bennett took the Chair of Committee of the Whole House.

 On motion it was ordered that the said Bill be printed being entitled as above and 
that it be submitted to Her Honour the Lieutenant Governor for her assent. 
 
 Pursuant to order and on motion debate commenced on the following motion: 
 
 “THAT the House concur in the Report of the Select Committee struck to draft an 
Address in Reply to the Gracious Speech from the Throne” (Address in Reply) and on 
motion the debate was adjourned for further debate on tomorrow.  
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 It was moved and seconded that when the House rose it would adjourn until 
tomorrow, Monday, December 2nd at 1:30 o’clock in the afternoon.
