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ORDERS OF THE DAY

amendment: 
 

THAT all words after the word “That” be deleted in the motion before the House, 
Motion 1, and the following words be substituted: “this House exposes this 
government’s failure to properly plan and implement strategies that will create the 
conditions for the growth of economic opportunity and jobs in Newfoundland and 
Labrador building effectively on our strengths.”

The Speaker resumed the Chair and ruled the amendment in order. 
 
Debate commenced on the amendment to the Budget Motion (being a non-confidence 
motion) and, on motion, was adjourned for further debate on tomorrow.
