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The Minister of Finance (S. Coady) informed the House a Message had been received
from the Lieutenant Governor.

The Message was read to the House by the Speaker, as follows:
“3 October 2022

As Lieutenant Governor of the Province of Newfoundland and Labrador, | transmit
Estimates of sums required for the Public Service of the Province for the year
ending 31 March 2023, by way of Supplementary Supply, and in accordance with
the provisions of sections 54 and 90 of the Constitution Act, 1867, | recommend
these Estimates to the House of Assembly.

Pursuant to notice and on motion, the House resolved itself into a Committee of the Whole
on Supply to consider the Message together with a resolution and a related bill entitled
“‘An Act for Granting to His Majesty Certain Sums of Money for Defraying Certain
Additional Expenses of the Public Service for the Financial Year Ending March 31, 2023
and for Other Purposes Relating to the Public Service” (Bill 2) for the granting of
supplementary supply to His Majesty.

The Speaker left the Chair.
The Deputy Speaker (B. Warr) took the Chair of Committee of the Whole on Supply.

During the debate, the Member for St. John’s Centre (J. Dinn) moved an amendment to
the Schedule.

The Chair recessed the proceedings to consider the amendment.

The Chair (P. Trimper) reconvened the Committee and ruled the amendment was not in
order.

Debate resumed and concluded on the resolution and Bill 2.

On motion, the Committee rose.

The Speaker (B. Warr) resumed the Chair.
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The Chair (P. Trimper) reported the Committee of the Whole on Supply had considered
the matters to them referred and had directed them to report the Committee had adopted
a resolution and recommended that a related bill entitled “An Act for Granting to His
Majesty Certain Sums of Money for Defraying Certain Additional Expenses of the Public
Service for the Financial Year Ending March 31, 2023 and for Other Purposes Relating
to the Public Service” (Bill 2) be introduced to give effect to the resolution.

The Speaker put the question and it was ordered the report be received and adopted.

Pursuant to order and on motion, the following resolution was read the first and second
time:

THAT it is expedient to introduce a measure to provide for the granting to His
Majesty for defraying certain expenses of the public service for the financial year
ending March 31, 2023 the sum of $194,000,000.

The Speaker put the question on the resolution and declared the resolution carried.

Pursuant to order and on motion, a bill entitled “An Act for Granting to His Majesty Certain
Sums of Money for Defraying Certain Additional Expenses of the Public Service for the
Financial Year Ending March 31, 2023 and for Other Purposes Relating to the Public

Service” (Bill 2) was read the first, second and third time and passed.

On motion, the House adjourned until tomorrow, Tuesday, October 11 at 1:30 p.m.
