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SECRETARIAT OVERVIEW

The Secretariat leads the Province’s relationship with other governments through the
formulation of Government's intergovernmental policies and strategies. This includes
recommending strategic approaches to federal-provincial-territorial relations and negotiating
intergovernmental agreements in consultation with other departments.

ORGANIZATIONAL STRUCTURE

The Secretariat has two divisions: Resource and Fiscal Policy, and Social and Economic Policy.
The Resource and Fiscal Policy division formulates policy advice arising from ongoing review
and analysis of all intergovernmental issues and priorities relating to constitutional, fiscal and
resource policy matters. The Social and Economic Policy division formulates policy advice
arising from ongoing review and analysis of all intergovernmental issues and priorities relating to
social and economic policy matters, including national defence and foreign affairs.

BUDGET AND EXPENDITURES

The Secretariat's budget for 2015-16 was $1,972,600. See Annex A for a complete financial
statement.

STAFF COMPLEMENT

As of March 31, 2016, the Secretariat's complement was 12 full-time staff (five females and
seven males). The entire staff complement was located in the Confederation Complex in St.
John’s.
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MANDATE

The Intergovernmental Affairs Act gives the Secretariat the mandate to:

e Coordinate all policies, programs and activities of the government of the province and its
agencies in relation to a sovereign government and its agencies;

e Continually review all policies, programs and activities of the government of the province
and its agencies in relation to a sovereign government and its agencies, all
intergovernmental agreements, and all relevant legislation pertaining to those policies,
programs, activities and agreements;

Be a party to the negotiation of all proposed intergovernmental agreements;

e Act as the lead entity for the development of intergovernmental policy; and

e Take necessary action to initiate, maintain or improve intergovernmental co-operation
between the government of the province and sovereign governments.

The Secretariat is also mandated to promote the military diversification and long-term operation
of 5 Wing Goose Bay, and to act as the point of contact for the Federal Government where no
analogous provincial department exists, including foreign affairs and the coordination of
international activities.

The Premier’'s mandate letter of December 14, 2015 identifies the following priorities:

e “As Minister for Intergovernmental Affairs, | will foster a collaborative and productive
relationship with the Prime Minister of Canada, and Canada's Premiers and Territorial
Leaders. My priority will be to advance Newfoundland and Labrador's interests in a way that
achieves results for the people of our province.

o | will work closely with other Ministers in advancing federal/provincial issues of priority to
Newfoundland and Labrador with the Government of Canada and will chair the Council of
the Federation until mid-year in 2016.”

LINES OF BUSINESS

The Secretariat’s line of business is intergovernmental policy formulation and support. The
Secretariat is responsible for monitoring and analyzing intergovernmental dimensions of
constitutional, social, fiscal, economic and resource policy matters in order to formulate and
provide policy advice on the development of government’s intergovernmental strategy and
agenda. Further, the Secretariat coordinates and provides support for interdepartmental
initiatives that have intergovernmental implications.

VISION

The vision of the Secretariat is of a self-reliant province that advances its interests in the
federation and abroad.

MISSION

By March 31, 2017, the Secretariat will have promoted Newfoundland and Labrador’s interests
with sovereign governments in Canada and abroad.




SHARED COMMITMENTS

Advancing the collaborative relationship of the Provincial Government with other sovereign
governments requires close collaboration with a number of departments and agencies to ensure
the best outcomes for Newfoundland and Labrador. Nearly all aspects of intergovernmental
work undertaken to advance the interests of the Provincial Government are collaborative in
nature, therefore, the Secretariat provides a leadership, advisory and/or coordinating role in a
wide variety of policy sectors involving nearly all Provincial Government departments and
agencies. This section provides a focus on two examples of accomplishments in 2015-16 that
were achieved with the leadership and cooperation of other Provincial Government partners.
Other accomplishments involving the shared commitment of other departments and agencies
are identified elsewhere in this report.

VANCOUVER DECLARATION ON CLEAN GROWTH AND CLIMATE CHANGE

In March 2016, the
Secretariat supported
the Premier in his role as
chair of a winter Council
of the Federation (COF)
meeting in Vancouver,
BC. This meeting was
timed to coincide with a
meeting with National
Aboriginal Organization
(NAO) leaders and a
First Ministers’ Meeting,
both initiated by Prime
Minister Trudeau.

With the Office of
Climate Change and
Energy Efficiency, the
Secretariat co-led the
province’s participation in initiating a federal-provincial-territorial process for developing a pan-
Canadian Framework for Clean Growth and Climate Change beginning with the Vancouver
Declaration on Clean Growth and Climate Change. The Vancouver Declaration exhibits First
Ministers’ commitment to work together to identify and implement measures governments can
take to grow their economies and reduce greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions.
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CANADIAN ENERGY STRATEGY

With the Department of Natural Resources, the Secretariat co-led the completion and release of
the Canadian Energy Strategy (CES), an initiative of Canada’s Premiers. Building on the work
of the 2007 COF Energy Strategy, the Provincial Government, along with co-lead provinces
Alberta, Manitoba and New Brunswick, finalized a national energy strategy that provides a
vision for responsible energy development by provinces and territories guided by achievable yet
ambitious goals, and concrete actions and initiatives.

At the core of the CES, released by Canada’s Premiers at their summer 2015 COF meeting in
St. John’s, is a set of clear principles guiding energy development, including the open and non-
discriminatory cross-territorial transportation and transmission of energy, that provide a strong
foundation for provinces and territories to work together in energy policy and development.
These efforts help improve the economy, protect the environment, mitigate climate change,
create new opportunities for individuals, organizations and businesses, and enhance the quality
of life for all Canadians. Provinces and territories will collaborate in different ways through the
CES to pursue initiatives and address energy issues consistent with their strengths, challenges
and priorities.

APPRENTICESHIP MOBILITY

With the Department of Advanced Education and Skills, the Secretariat co-led the conclusion of
collaboration among the four Atlantic provinces through the Council of Atlantic Premiers (CAP)
on apprentice mobility. In June 2015, Atlantic Premiers signed an Atlantic Memorandum of
Understanding Concerning Apprentice Mobility. This agreement—the first of its kind in
Canada—provides seamless mobility for apprentices, enabling Atlantic provinces to better meet
the labour market needs of businesses in the region, and enabling apprentices to better
capitalize on employment opportunities by gaining access to on-the-job training and work




experience needed to complete certification. This agreement is part of the Atlantic provinces’
$7.9 million Atlantic Apprenticeship Harmonization Project, undertaken with the support of
Employment and Social Development Canada, to align rules, processes and standards for
apprenticeship across the Atlantic provinces.

This Atlantic cooperation was furthered on a national scale in July 2015, when Canada’'s
Premiers signed a Protocol to facilitate apprentice mobility across Canada by enabling mutual
recognition of technical training, work experience, and examination results for apprentices
moving between provinces and territories in Canada.

A RENEWED FEDERAL RELATIONSHIP

Consistent with the Premier's mandate letter of December 14, 2015, the March 8, 2016 Speech
from the Throne noted, “We have an important opportunity for a renewed relationship with the
Federal Government. The election of Canada’s New Government last October, combined with
the election of Newfoundland and Labrador’'s New Government in November, gives our province
greater opportunities for partnerships. The Prime Minister has renewed a sense of hope,
collaboration, and respect throughout our country. A strong relationship based on open dialogue
will serve our province well. My Government continues to work with the Federal Government on
critical issues for our province. As we find ourselves in a difficult fiscal situation, having a partner
in Ottawa is more important than ever. We will advocate for our fair share of federal presence
and spending. We will seek to maximize access to federal programs that align with our priorities,
including infrastructure, and we look forward to the fulfillment of federal commitments which the
Prime Minister and his Ministers have made to the people of our province. My Government is
doing its part on the national stage. We have welcomed 260 Syrian refugees, we are an active
participant in the national climate change discussion, and the Premier just chaired the Council of
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the Federation meeting of Canada’s Premiers in Vancouver which focused on climate change
and the economy.”

The Secretariat worked with other Provincial Government departments and agencies in
supporting the Premier and Cabinet in their advocacy efforts with the Federal Government.
Early results in the new relationship with the Federal Government included several
commitments reflected in the March 22, 2016 federal Budget:

$31.7 million in fiscal stabilization payments to Newfoundland and Labrador for 2015-16;
Extended Employment Insurance (El) regular benefits by five weeks to all eligible claimants,
and to provide up to an additional 20 weeks of El regular benefits to long tenured workers, in
the Newfoundland/Labrador EI region and other specified El regions in Canada;

Waiver of the 25 per cent tariff on ferries of all sizes imported after October 1, 2015,
including those purchased by the Government of Newfoundland and Labrador;

$22 million, on a cash basis, to Marine Atlantic Inc. to install a new mooring system for its
ferries operating between Channel-Port aux Basques, Newfoundland and Labrador, and
North Sydney, Nova Scotia;

$15 million over two years for housing in Nunatsiavut;

$6 million in 2016-17 to the Canadian Coast Guard for a technical assessment of the
Manolis L wreck, a next step in developing a permanent solution to addressing the threat of
pollution from the vessel;

Funding for airport upgrades in Wabush and St. Anthony;

A commitment to reopen and staff the Veterans Affairs Canada service office in Corner
Brook, and others throughout Canada; and

A commitment to develop options over the coming year to enhance search and rescue
capacity in Newfoundland and Labrador.




HIGHLIGHTS AND ACCOMPLISHMENTS

In 2015-16, the Secretariat advanced and supported the Provincial Government’s
intergovernmental interests with respect to the Federal Government and other provinces and
territories, as well as on the international stage. An ongoing priority of the Secretariat is the
provision of effective support to the Premier and Cabinet in their meetings and other interactions
with sovereign governments. This section identifies two highlights of the Secretariat's work
during 2015-16: the hosting of three major intergovernmental conferences.

SUMMER 2015 COUNCIL OF THE FEDERATION (COF) MEETING AND MEETING OF
PREMIERS AND NATIONAL ABORINGINAL ORGANIZATION (NAO) LEADERS

With the cooperation of many Provincial Government departments and agencies, the Secretariat
supported the Premier in hosting the successful annual meeting of Premiers and NAO leaders
in Happy Valley-Goose Bay on July 14-15, 2015, and the COF summer meeting in St. John’s,
on July 15-17, 2015.

The summer COF meeting provided an opportunity for Newfoundland and Labrador to help set
an agenda for Canadian intergovernmental relations for a 12 month period, with communiqués
on the economy and trade, energy, health care and aging, Aboriginal relations, and emergency
response providing examples of the focus that Newfoundland and Labrador brought to
Premiers’ intergovernmental agenda.

As a part of their economic agenda, Premiers created an Economic Productivity and Innovation
Working Group to identify opportunities to enhance productivity and innovation within the
Canadian economy. Premiers also wrote public letters to federal party leaders on Jobs and the
Economy, Health Care and Fiscal Imbalance, Aboriginal Issues, and Climate Change. These
letters generated public responses during the federal election campaign in fall 2015.

SUMMER 2015 NEW ENGLAND GOVERNORS AND EASTERN CANADIAN PREMIERS
(NEG/ECP) MEETING

Also with the support of many Provincial Government department and agencies, particularly the
Department of Natural Resources and the Office of Climate Change and Energy Efficiency, the
Secretariat supported the Premier in hosting the productive annual NEG/ECP meeting in St.
John’s, on August 30 and 31, 2015.

Of particular note at this conference was the focus on the NEG/ECP region’s considerable clean
and renewable hydroelectric electricity resources. The meeting also focused on the economic
opportunities provided by efforts to mitigate the adverse effects of climate change. NEG/ECP
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member jurisdictions also achieved a resolution concerning climate change in which New
England states and Eastern Canadian provinces adopted, on a regional basis, a 2030 GHG
emissions reduction marker range of at least 35 per cent to 45 per cent below 1990 levels.
Member jurisdictions further committed to identify and implement additional strategies, policies
and measures at the regional level to facilitate achievement of the region’s GHG reduction
targets.

From agenda development, to logistics coordination and committee management, hosting a
major intergovernmental conference is a significant undertaking that requires the support and
collaboration of a large number of stakeholders. The Secretariat acknowledges with
appreciation the critical role played by volunteers from across the Newfoundland and Labrador
public service in ensuring the success of these conferences, as well as the role of many
Provincial Government departments and agencies in helping to ensure that the Premier was
well supported at these conferences.

REPORT ON PERFORMANCE

The Secretariat’'s 2014-17 Strategic Plan identifies the priority issue of advancing the province’s
intergovernmental interests. This issue is associated with a specific goal describing what the
Secretariat seeks to achieve by March 31, 2017, as well as an annual objective to ensure the
Secretariat’s work is undertaken in support of the goal. This section compares the measures
and indicators for the Secretariat's 2015-16 objective against the Secretariat's
accomplishments.

ISSUE: ADVANCING THE PROVINCE'S INTERGOVERNMENTAL INTERESTS

The Secretariat works to
advance Newfoundland and
Labrador as a full partner with
other provinces and territories
and the Federal Government.
Productive relationships with
other sovereign governments
are critical to achieving the
Secretariat's goal for this
planning cycle: to have
supported the advancement of
the interests of the Provincial
Government in the federation
and beyond.

To help ensure that the
province’s intergovernmental
relationships are productive,
the Secretariat supports the
Premier's participation in multilateral intergovernmental forums such as First Ministers’
Meetings, CAP, COF, and NEG/ECP. By effectively supporting the Provincial Government's
participation in multilateral forums, the Secretariat is better placed to provide high quality advice
to Provincial Government departments and agencies on intergovernmental matters, and to
provide effective support to departments and agencies in negotiating and reviewing
intergovernmental agreements. The performance reporting for the issue highlights work
undertaken by the Secretariat to support the Provincial Government’s achievement of equitable
treatment of the province in the federation.

2014-17 GOAL: By March 31, 2017, the Secretariat will have supported the
advancement of the interests of the province in the
federation and beyond.

2015-16 OBJECTIVE: By March 31, 2016, the Secretariat will have further
promoted Newfoundland Labrador's right to equitable
treatment in the federation.

PERFORMANCE MEASURE: Further promoted Newfoundland and Labrador’s right to
equitable treatment in the federation.

Intergovernmental Under the requirements of the Intergovernmental Affairs Act, the
agreements Secretariat routinely provided assistance and support to Provincial
negotiated and/or Government departments and agencies in the negotiation of
reviewed intergovernmental agreements to help ensure consistency with the

Provincial Government’s intergovernmental policies and priorities. As
an indication of the scope of this work, 67 intergovernmental
agreements were signed in 2015-16, 53 of which were with the Federal
Government.

The Secretariat worked with Provincial Government departments and
agencies to negotiate multiyear agreements with the Federal
Government to maximize the benefit to Newfoundland and Labrador. A
list of intergovernmental agreements signed by the Provincial
Government in 2015-16 may be found at Appendix B.

Advice provided to
provincial
departments on
intergovernmental
matters

The Secretariat collaborated with Provincial Government departments
and agencies to coordinate intergovernmental activities, develop and
revise intergovernmental policies, and ensure that they are applied in a
consistent manner. Provision of intergovernmental advice was
accomplished by bilateral discussions between the Secretariat and
Provincial Government departments or agencies, and by participation
on committees pertaining to intergovernmental activities and relations.
The Secretariat provided advice on matters related to the Provincial
Government’s relationships with other governments for bilateral and
multilateral meetings and teleconferences, and worked with
departments and agencies to facilitate a coordinated response to
intergovernmental issues. The Secretariat provided support to the
Protocol Office in the Office of Executive Council and other Provincial
Government departments and agencies by providing research and
strategic advice in support of the visits of 12 foreign dignitaries during
the fiscal year, two of which conducted follow-up visits during the
reporting period. This work contributed to the Provincial Government
providing consistent representations to other sovereign governments in
meetings, correspondence and in the media.

The Secretariat also provided advice to Provincial Government
departments and agencies on the development of submissions to
Cabinet. This work included provision of advice to Provincial
Government departments and agencies based on analysis of daily
issues and jurisdictional monitoring, and assessment of reports from
non-governmental organizations.

Support provided on
the Council of the
Federation and other
intergovernmental
meetings

The Secretariat provided support to the Premier for major
intergovernmental meetings in 2015-16 by preparing, in consultation
with relevant Provincial Government departments and agencies,
information and analysis about the intergovernmental, policy,
administrative, fiscal and economic status of Newfoundland and
Labrador, the Federal Government, other provinces and territories, and
foreign jurisdictions.

In addition to the First Ministers’, COF, NAO, and NEG/ECP meetings




already described under Shared Commitments and Highlights and
Accomplishments, in 2015-16 Newfoundland and Labrador participated
in an April 2015 provincial and territorial Climate Change Summit in
Quebec City, QC; a June 2015 CAP meeting in Charlottetown, PEI; a
November 2015 First Ministers’ Meeting in Ottawa, ON; and, by
videoconference, a meeting of Atlantic Premiers and Atlantic federal
ministers in February 2016 Fredericton, NB.

For each of these intergovernmental meetings, the Secretariat engaged
with all jurisdictions involved to develop a meeting agenda, prepare
common and Newfoundland and Labrador-specific policy positions, and
prepare conference logistics in collaboration with Provincial
Government departments and agencies, and other provincial, territorial
and U.S. state officials.

Secretariat officials were active members of COF’s steering committee
and senior officials’ committees, CAP’s management committee and
management committee officials’ committee, NEG/ECP’s coordinating
committee, and committees or working groups struck to support
execution of First Ministers’ and provincial and territorial meetings on
climate change. This work entailed participation in regular
teleconferences and face-to-face meetings with officials from other
jurisdictions to provide advice to principals on meeting policy and
communications outcomes. The Secretariat also provided logistical
support related to meeting participation.

Significant outcomes from these intergovernmental conferences
beyond those described earlier in this report include: a Premiers’
Quebec Declaration on Climate Change committing to implement
programs and measures to adapt to climate change and reduce GHG
emissions; and a commitment among Atlantic Premiers and Atlantic
federal ministers to drive economic growth in the Atlantic provinces by
investing strategically in infrastructure, encouraging innovation to help
traditional industries compete in the new economy, discuss ways of
increasing immigration in Atlantic Canada, improve federal-provincial
collaboration to foster innovation in partnership with the Atlantic
Canada Opportunities Agency, and develop tourism opportunities in the
region.

The Secretariat’s performance report for 2015-16 exhibits the range of
activities undertaken to advance and support the advancement of the
intergovernmental interests of the Provincial Government. In the final
year of the 2014-17 reporting cycle, the Secretariat expects to show
progress in meeting the objectives and goal laid out in the Strategic
Plan, which may be found online at:
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2016-17 OBJECTIVE: By March 31, 2017, the Secretariat will have continued to
promote Newfoundland and Labrador’s right to equitable
treatment in the federation.

PERFORMANCE MEASURE: Continued to promote Newfoundland Labrador’s right to
equitable treatment in the federation.

In 2016-17, the following three indicators will guide performance reporting for the Secretariat.
INDICATORS:

¢ Intergovernmental agreements negotiated and/or reviewed;
e Advice provided to Provincial departments on intergovernmental matters; and
e Support provided on the Council of the Federation and other intergovernmental meetings.

OPPORTUNITIES AND CHALLENGES AHEAD

The upcoming 2016-17 fiscal year provides an opportunity for the Secretariat to support
Provincial Government departments and agencies in fostering a collaborative and productive
relationship with Prime Minister Trudeau, whose recently elected government has clearly shown
a commitment to a renewed federalism based on respect and collaboration. The Secretariat will
also continue to support the fostering of strong ties with Atlantic provinces and all Canadian
jurisdictions to advance Newfoundland and Labrador’s interests in a way that achieves results
for the people of the province.
