Overview

On February 27, 2006, the Government of Newfoundland and Labrador
announced the formation of the Minister’'s Advisory Committee on Labrador
Transportation. The Committee is comprised of volunteers representing key
stakeholder groups, individuals and businesses throughout Labrador. The
committee provides a two-way forum to share views and provide advice on
policy, programs and services, as well as, represents a common understanding

of the transportation needs of people and businesses throughout Labrador.

Chaired by the Minister of Transportation and Works, the Advisory Committee
consists of up to ten members and must ensure representation from across
Labrador. Committee members are appointed for a two-year term, renewable at
the Minister’s discretion, and meetings take place when deemed necessary by

the Minister.
